It was exactly eleven years 
ago today, Thursday, October 
21, that The Knox County 
News published its first 
edition after the former 
publication. The Knox County 
Herald, was closed by volun­
tary bankruptcy.

With the tremendous sup­
port of the Knox City Cham­
ber of Commerce, local mer­
chants, and a number of in­
dividuals who were deter­
mined that the town would 
not be without a local 
newspaper. The Knox County 
News emerged.

The News takes pride in 
publicizing the community, 
its many civic endeavors, the 
businesses, the excellent 
school facilities, the person­
nel and facilities of the Knox 
County Hospital and Clinic, 
the government offices and 
their skilled personnel, and 
last but certainly not least, 
the fine churches. It’s people 
vyorking with people that 
creates the closeness enjoyed 
by small town folk.

The News began officially 
on October 14, 1971, one day 
before our neighbors in Mon­
day began the same process 
of starting over, and about 
three weeks before Rochester 
did. The former publisher 
had all three weeklies and all 
three towns were in ‘the same 
boat’ .

Since 1971, we have 
graduated from typewriter to 
justowriters to photo­
typesetting equipment. Just 
the past two weeks, we have 
added a computer, which in­
cidentally will be able to print 
our labels when we receive 
the correct diskette, 
hopefully within the next ten 
days. Some of the labels will 
be used this week, but others 
will have to continue to use 
the old addressograph until 
our new disk arrives.

Even though much of the 
area’s economy depends on 
agriculture and oil, and the 
past two years have been 
hard years, we realize how 
vital it is for merchants, far­
mers, ranchers, and other 
business people to support 
one another and with friend 
helping friend, we can make 
it.

The News staff is made up 
of publisher Billye Angle, 
editor Stacy Thompson, clerk 
Elaine Lewis, and typesetter 
Barbara Vaden. Stacy’s 
husband, Dave Thompson, 
has been helping with the 
computer in his spare time 
and Billye’s husband. Buddy 
who in 1971 helped get the 
newspaper started, now helps 
the crew in his spare time as 
chief ‘go-getter’ .

Children's Dentists Say 
“ Enjoy Halloween’ ’ ...But

Halloween is sweets heav­
en for children, but don’t 
sweets cause cavities, fol­
lowed by dental bills? Not 
necessarily, says the Ameri­
can Academy of Pedodon- 
tics, the professional organi­
zation o f pediatric dentists.

Halloween is the perfect 
opportunity to teach chil­
dren that their teeth must 
be cleaned after eating, and 
to teach them that there is 
sugar in an apple and raisins, 
as well as in candies, sodas, 
and cookies.

Keeping ourselves clean 
is a learned ritual from 
childhood. For the child’s 
dental health, habits be­
gun early in life will ensure 
only routine visits to the 
dentist through a lifetime.

Pediatric dentists say 
that you don’t have to put 
a damper on the child’s joy 
o f Halloween, because the 
revolution in children’s den­
tistry is, quite simply, that 
a clean tooth will not decay. 
Let the kids return home 
with their bag o f goodies 
and enjoy them to the hilt. 
Remember, however, that 
the frequency o f eating is 
critical. You might want to 
let the kids binge a bit on 
Halloween night, followed 
by a thorough bedtime 
brushing, and to apportion 
the treasuretrove, to be 
eaten following supper over 
several nights— always fol­
lowed by a good brushing.

Today’s message from 
pediatric dentists is that 
most foods contain sugar in

some form or other. Baked 
goods contain sugar and 
stick to the teeth as long as 
candy. The important con­
sideration is to clean the 
teeth thoroughly at least 
twice a day. Our teeth must 
last a lifetime, so guiding, 
supervising, and helping 
your child to clean teeth 
p rop erly  is a prim ary 
responsibility.

In the U.S., tooth decay 
is rapidly decreasing. In fact, 
there can be a totally cavi­
ty-free generation. Pediatric 
dentists hope that a child 
will visit them before the 
age o f  three, so that they 
can guide the parent and 
the child toward dental 
health. A pediatric dentist 
is an expert, by special 
training and interest, in 
preventing not only cavities, 
but the shape the child’s 
teeth and jaw will take. 
This is called “ interceptive^ 
orthodontics,”  and if the 
child is taken to the dentist 
early, expensive and some­
times uncomfortable dental 
treatment can often be 
eliminated.

Q. Why is WTU asking for a rate increase?

A. There are three related reasons: inflation, the 
rising cost of capital, and WTU’s massive 
construction program. Mainly, the request is 
based on capital expenditures during the 
past year.

Q. When was the last time you raised retail 
electric rates?

A, WTU has had only three rate increases in its 
history, while it has lowered rates 14 times.
The last increase was February. 1982, and it 
amounted to an average of just over 8 percent

Q. Why is WTU having to raise its rates again 
so soon?

A. The rate relief granted to us by the cities and 
the Public Utility Commission of Texas last 
time proved Inadequate. It did not keep up 
with the cost of additional plcuit, inflation and 
high Interest rates. Our revenues have not 
provided an adequate rate of return,

Q. What are other utilities doing about rates?

A. Without exception, all electric utilities are having to Increase their rates. 
Some have been filing rate cases every year. Bill comparisons reported by 
the Public Utility Commission of Texas show that WTU’s rates are second 
lowest among investor-owned utilities in Texas.

Q. Why are you building a b|g new plant? Isn’t energy use declining?

A. Energy use in WTU service area is growing. This summer our peak 
demand reached 994 megawatts. Our current generating capacity is 
1,054 megawatts. The summer p>eak left us with insufficient reserve 
margin. We will purchase power from neighboring utilities as a stop-gap 
measure, but the time has come when we must expeuid our own 
generating system, if we are to continue providing service our customers 
are used to.

Q. What would happen if you could not get a rate inczease?

A. The financial condition of our Company would deteriorate rapidly. Our 
credit rating would suffer. \\fe would no longer be in position to attract 
capital at reasonable Interest rates to finance necessaiy major 
construction. We would have to pay higher Interest rates at the expense 
of our customers.

Reduce home heating bills

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Your healing dollars are 
escaping through the chim­
ney!

When a furnace or boiler 
is running constantly at peak 
capacity, about 50 percent of 
the heat produced escapes 
through the chimney. A sig­
nificant amount o f heat loss 
also occurs when the burner 
is off. Heated household air 
escapes and. at the same 
time, cold air is drawn in 
through cracks and openings 
around doors and windows.

If you're looking for a way 
to block this expensive heat 
loss, consider vent dampers. 
They've been in u.se in Eu­
rope for many years, and are 
now gaining in popularity in 
the United States due to 
rapidly rising fuel costs. In

Wisconsin, where they are 
mandatory in new hom es, 
tests by the Wisconsin Pub­
lic Service Company found 
that heat consumption sav­
ings averaged 19 percent in 
homes with vent dampers, 
with an estimated payback 
of only three years.

Automatic vent dampers 
are basically blocking de­
vices installed between the 
furnace or boiler and the 
chimney flue. They can be 
used on either forced hot-air 
or hydronic heating systems. 
Many units, such as Walton's 
Pre-vent dampers, are elec­
trically operated for faster 
reaction time and less heat 
loss than thermally operated 
units which cost less but are 
also less efficient.

For safety, Walton advises 
hom eow ners to bUy only 
units certified by the Amer­
ican Gas Association for use 
with gas appliances or U.L.- 
Listed for use with oil appli­
ances. All vent dam pers 
should be installed by a pro­
fessional. It’s also wise to in­
vest in a vent damper that 
has a safety interlock with 
the burner mechanism.

Average cost, including in­
stallation, for dam pers is 
about S250 to $300. Some 
autom atic vent dam pers, 
such as Walton's Pre-vent, 
qualify for a 15-percent fed­
eral energy tax credit, giving 
them even faster payback.
