Despite the confusion of rescheduling due to unpleasant weather 
conditions, Olympic Days gave students further opportunity for in­
volvement. Active organizations participating included Phi Theta 
Kappa, Caballeros, Baptist Student Union, Office Education 
Association, Rodeo Club, Kappa Chi and Electro-Mechanical 
Technology.

These organizations are an important part of Western Texas 
College. Through them, students may be introduced to people with 
similar interests and may have opportunities for experience in fields 
of their own personal interest with supervision from capable 
leaders.

Though most sponsors of these campus clubs will agree that 
apathy is a serious problem, some students show up and tend to be 
more active in an organization than in classes.

By this time in the year, most students, instructors and ad­
ministrators have settled into a routine, and activities such as Olym­
pic Days serve to bring a little variety to keep us from becoming 
bored with our work.

We may realize that, although academic studies are of course the 
main purpose for attending this junior college, still, various 
organizations serve students in a way that cannot be overlooked. 
Students may be encouraged to participate in clubs because of their 
service, giving them a brighter attitude which should make studying 
easier.

One problem encountered by some students is their fear of in­
structors. Most are truly not as cold and mechanical as they would 
like to seem.

Students experiencing difficulties in grades or attendance are 
highly encouraged to make appointments with their instructors to 
discuss the problems. If a student is totally convinced that he has a 
personality conflict with an instructor, he may visit one of the 
amiable and versatile counselors for aid and advice.

In years to come, perhaps WTC will expand. Tentative plans are 
made for new buildings, including more student housing.

Right now, we are behind other institutions in some ways. For ex­
ample, during the weekend, the Student Center, the Learning 
Resource Center and the Gym were locked. Dormitory students find 
it desperately necessary to go home or spend the weekend off cam­
pus somewhere simply to survive, since no meals are served due to 
“ lack of interest.”

In the opinion of many, WTC has a long way to go. In the opinion of 
some, it has actually had a pretty good start.

In the beginning, God created 
the heaven, the earth, and an 
outstanding basketball player 
known as Temi Baker, a Knox 
City, Texas native.

This year’s captain for the 
WTC Dusters began her basket­
ball career as a freshman in 
high s ch o o l. D uring her 
sophomore and junior years, 
Ms. Baker was named Second 
Team All-District in Class 7-A 
and as a junior was also All- 
Regional. Her final year of ac­
tion ended with All-District 
honors and a ranking on the 
third string All-State team.

While in school at Knox City 
the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. W. 
R. Baker revealed she “ always 
thought about playing college 
basketball som ewhere but 
wasn’t too sure where.”

Not only a basketball standout 
in high school, Ms. Baker also 
competed in golf, tennis, and

track. She qualified for regional 
competition all four years in 
track.

The physical education major 
came to WTC as a great lover of 
outdoor activities. While off the 
court, she enjoys water skiing 
during the summer and for the 
winter months she snow skis. 
“ The outdoors can help relieve 
the tension and pain I gather 
during the season. Basketball 
can be fun, but while I’m off the 
court there are other things to 
think about. This is where the 
outdoor life comes in!”

Ms. Baker has a deep concern 
for the Dusters and Coach Sid 
Simpson. “ All of the players on 
the team are just as close on the 
court as we are off. It’s not like 
a university where certain 
members of a particular team 
may have their differences. 
Everyone here communicates 
as best friends. For that, we 
have Coach Simpson to thank.”

Although Ms. Baker has great 
expectations for the Dusters, 
the loss of two players brought 
about these comments. “ I 
believe our team has a good 
chance of going to the nationals, 
especially if we can get by South 
Plains and can keep people from 
getting hurt. The loss of Annie 
Tillman and Karen Arp has put 
a great fault in our team’s 
capabilities. The thing we can 
do to overcome this fault is to 
work harder and give 150 per­
cent in our efforts!”

The fact that she is a WTC stu­
dent has counteracted the 
possibility of entering a large 
un iversity . “ I am rea lly  
satisfied with this school rather 
than a larger college. There’s no 
other place I’d want to play

basketball. In a small school 
everyone gets to know each 
other, while at a university this 
hardly occurs. At WTC, you get 
to know your teachers pretty 
well because of the small class­
rooms. At a larger college there 
may be 600 in one class and 
there’s no way of finding out 
what your instructor is like!” 

“ If it weren’t for Coach Simp­
son, I probably wouldn’t be here 
today. I owe him a lot of ap­
preciation for his actions as a 
coach and a friend. There’s no 
other person I would rather play 
basketball under. My team­
mates will agree with me.”

Ms. Baker and the rest of the 
Dusters opened the 1976-77 
season last night against 
McMurry College in Abilene.

“ Compared to last semester, 
absentees are about usual,”  
Dever said. “ Students need to 
remember that an instructor 
may drop you after three 
obsences.”

Tw o ex a m p les  are in ­
dividualized P.E. and failure to 
complete outside work. P.E. 
students who have not com­
pleted the minimum number of 
hours were mailed slips. They 
were also sent to students who 
performed well in class, but 
failed to complete outside work.

Dever said, “ Veterans need to 
remember, even though their 
education is paid for, they still 
need to attend classes and com­
plete necessary work.”

Linksters Win First 
In Demaret Tourney

The Western Texas golf team 

completed the fall schedule with 
a first place finish in the junior 
college division of the second 
annual Jimmy Demaret Inter­
collegiate Golf Tournament held 
in Brownsville, Texas last week.

The three-day, 54-hole meet 
was played on two cham ­
pionship golf courses — the El 
Diablo Country Club and Angel 
Country Club. Teams were 
divided into three divisions —
(1) junior colleges, (2) senior 
colleges, and (3) universities.

Weather conditions were 
almost perfect except for a 
strong 20 to 25 mph wind from 
the south on the third day of ac­
tion.

Each college played five 
players and the total score of 
four players for 54 holes counted 
toward the team’s final tally.

Results in the junior college 
division went as follows; (1)
WTC (911), (2) San Antonio 
Junior College (923), (3) McLen­
nan Junior College (931), (4)
Odessa College (934), (5) Tem­
ple Junior College (935), (6)
New Mexico Junior College and 
Midland College (936 each), and 
(8) Schreiner Junior College 
(943).

Finishing in the top three of 
the senior college division were:
(1) East Texas State University 
(956), (2) Mary-Hardin Baylor 
University (958), and (3)
University of Nuevo Leon (961).

The University division

results were : (1) Texas A&M 
(893), (2) S.M.U. (907), (3) 
Tulsa University (914), (4) Tex­
as Tech and Lamar University 
(916 each), (6) University of 
New Orleans (921), (7) Houston 
Baptist University (937), (8) 
Pan American University (938), 
and (9) Baylor University (958).

Several former WTC linksters 
participated in the university 
d iv i s i o n .  These  WTC 
graduates were Mark Hargrove 
of Texas Tech, Grant Collyns 
and Bryan Hargrove of Lamar 
University, and Ross Wortham 
of Houston Baptist University.

Scoring for the Westerners 
were Chris Brown (223), Donnie 
L o e r w a l d  (227 ), B row n  
McCrory (228), Dave Foster 
(233), and Miller Scott (237).

Brown and Kevin Foster of 
Schreiner College tied for 
medalist honors in their divi­
sion. Loerwald tied for fifth 
while McCrory tied for eighth 
place in the tourney.

WTC led by four strokes after 
the first round of action, 18 
following the second, and ended 
the tournament 12 shots ahead 
of second place San Antonio 
College.
