A poll to determine student prefer­

Barbee.

At a board meeting in October, 
Barbee said she feels that there is not 
enough spirit geared toward WTC 
athletic organizations and that a

mascot—which would appear at WTC 
athletic contests—^would boost this.

Barbee previously stated that she 
believes that a mascot would draw at­
tention to the college.

She also feels that there is a need to 
concentrate on recruiting area youth to 
lend additional community support to­
ward the college.

Pool adds 
' new chair-lift 
for disabled

A new addition has been added in 
the college swimming pool, an auto­
matic chair-lift for the handicapped.

% The chair-lift is raised and lowered 
by water hose pressure. It can easily be 
removed or placed in the pool. When 
needed, it is hooked to the side of the 
pool and then the person is lowered 
into the water.

Currently, it is primarily used by 
the students attending Snyder ISD’s 
Humble-Smith School, a special educa­
tion group which includes handicapped 
members. These individuals come to 
the pool every Monday and Wednesday 
mornings. Humble-Smith also shared 
the cost of the chair-lift with WTC, 
which was $3,000.

^  According to Mike Harrison, assis­
tant professor for physical education, 
“the pool had been difficult to use be­
cause handicapped persons had to get 
out of their wheelchair and be assisted 
in.” He noted the Humble-Smith offi­
cials are very pleased with the addi­
tion.

The chair-lift also contains a 
backboard, which could be useful in 
case of a swimming accident. The chair­
lift and backboard could be used to 
support and raise an injured person, 
adding both speed and a lower risk of 
fiirther injury.

One reason to install the chair-lift 
H  was new government regulations in­

cluded in the American Disabilities Act 
(ADA). The lift also “opens up possibili­
ties for more people to use the pool,” 
Harrison added.

Sculptures by artist Martie Geiger- 
Ho, currently a graduate art student at 
Texas Tech University, are on display 
in the Fine Arts Building. The exhibi­
tion, “The Labyrinth of Fire,” will re­
main on campus through Dec. 3.

The artist’s work includes different 
types of ceramic masks, sculptures re­
ferred to as “Beasts” and small clay 
creations called “kiln gods.”

The Beast sculptures reflect the emo­
tional tug-of-war between the conscious 
and subconscious minds of their human 
counterparts, notes the artist in infor­
mation provided with the show.

Some of the Beasts are coupled with 
masks which represent the symbolic 
divisions between the rational self and 
the deeper, more intuitive subconscious 
or animal self.

The kiln gods, not to be confused 
with Beasts, are clay figures made by 
potters and placed on the roofs of kilns 
to insure successful firings.

Geiger-Ho says she believes that the 
“Kiln Priestess” is her alter ego. “She” is

Talk about controversial issues, let's get behind gun control...

Every 14 minutes in the United States, one person dies 
from a gunshot wound.

For young adults, there are more deaths related to 
shootings than there are in any other age group.

Gun control is beginning to be an extrettiely popular 
issue among American citizens. I, for one, am all for it.

I was whtching “Prime Time” last week as they were 
focusing on gun control, and I realized how bad things 
were getting. The majority of people commiting the crimes 
were young adults. Should I even call them adults?
Probably not.

On “W m e Time,” statistics reported indicated only 34 
states have some kind of gun control law. There are two 
dozen cities that pay $50 for every gun turned in.

Statistics show that 48 percent of Americans have a 
gun at home, and people are 43 times more likely to have 
suicides and accidental shootings in their own home.

* Two states, Colorado and Florida, have passed laws prohibiting people under the age of 18 to have 
a gun. Virginia has a law limiting handgun purchases to one a month.

In Albuquerque, N.M., people are turning in their guns for free concert tickets. Yes it’s true, from 
Peter, Paul and Mary to Guns n’ Roses, the tickets are free.

On Nov. 3, Sen. Daniel Moynihan said that he would insist that President Clinton’s health-care plan 
include a high increase in Federal taxes on handgun ammunition that would make the especially 
destructive bullets unaffordable.

Mr. Mo3mihan’s idea would raise the current tax on the wholesale price of ammunition to 50 percent, 
in most cases fi'om 11 percent. It would not raise taxes on .22 cal. ammunition typically used for target

shooting. It would raise the tax to 10,000 percent on j 
the Winchester 9 mil. hollow-tipped Black Talon 
cartridge. Black Talon cartridges wholesale for about 
$16, with the 11 percent tax, and retail for about $24.! 
The 10,000 percent increase would push the price of 
a single box to almost $150,000. 'The tax would not 
apply to people in law enforcement or military. !

The high tax rate would also apply to all .50 cal., 
ammunition, which is used in very large handguns. ^

Instead of gun control, he argues, restrict the sale 
of ammunition. This is another good idea I would 11 
have to £^ee with. This could mean a decrease in ̂ 
drive-by shootings, and possibly murders. If it works | 
then I say go with it.

On Nov. 10, the U.S. House approved the Brady 
Bill, a five-day waiting period for gun purchasers! 
before they can take possession of the weapon. Thei 
only problem I see with this is it is due to expire:
within five years. Five years, though, is better thanj 

 ̂ none at all. -  . •
Another problem with the bill is the Senate keeps killing it. Since it was first introduced six years ̂ 

ago, the Househas approved it twice with the Senate killingit both times. Since the rising rate of crime' 
was a central issue in elections, the chances of it passing this time have increased. I

If anything can be done to control murders, suicides and accidental deaths, then I am for it. There 
are too many children being killed.

I hope that one of these many new methods will be an answer to America’s problem. I think that if 
more people (parents and all) get involved, then something can be done to decrease the death rate, i 

It has got to come to an end one way or another. !
