Local grocery store closes temporarily after employee tests positive for COVID-] 9

Cash Saver Cost Plus Super­
market in Tahoka closed to the pub­
lic Diesday morning, June 8, after 
learning late Monday evening, just 
after closing at 8 p.m., that an em­
ployee had been confirmed positive 
for COVID-19. The employee had 
not been at work in the store for the 
past six days, according to store of­
ficials.

Jay Lawrence, one of the own­
ers of the store, told The News that 
the store was to remain closed all 
day lliesday, with an anticipation 
of reopening on Wednesday, June 
10, after all the health and safety 
protocols had been implemented.

“We did have an employee who

went home ill last Wednesday, and 
she has not been on the job for the 
last six days, whose test results 
came in late Monday night, June 
8. Immediately upon learning that 
the employee was confirmed posi­
tive for COVID-19 we began initi­
ating the protocols that we have in 
place,” said Lawrence.

“First and foremost, we are con­
cerned about the safety of all of our 
employees, as well as our custom­
ers, and we are paying to have all 
the employees get the rapid testing 
for COVID-19, so that we can know 
within 24 hours if anyone else tests 
positive. We are working closely 
with health officials, and our goal 
is to get everyone tested as soon as

possible.
“So far, none of our other em­

ployees have shown any symptoms, 
so that is encouraging. We believe 
that the employee who contracted 
the coronavirus was exposed else­
where, somewhere from outside the 
store,” Lawrence added.

Employees are screened with 
temperature checks daily, he said.

While closed on Tbesday, Law­
rence said that intensive cleaning 
and disinfecting of all surfaces was 
underway, and that another compa­
ny, Armament Shield, was to come 
in Tuesday night with a disinfect­
ing fogging agent for additional 
sterilization of the entire store.

“We regret that we had to close

the store, but we want to reassure 
everyone that everything is safe 
before reopening,” said Lawrence. 
“We want to be as transparent and 
open as possible, and our main 
concern is the safety and well­
being of our employees and our 
customers. We anticipate that we 
will be ready to reopen the store 
on Wednesday morning,” he added 
in a conversation early TUesday 
afternoon.

By 5 o’clock lUesday, Lawrence 
had received word that the first 
seven employees tested had already 
been confirmed of negative results. 
Only employees with negative test 
confirmations will be allowed to 
return to work, he said.

Three-phase plan scheduled:

TISD a th le tes  to  begin  
sum m er w o rko u t sessions

Tahoka Indep>endent School 
District 7th-12th grade athletes 
may soon begin working out in 
summer sessions, according to 
information released this week 
by Athletic Director Stephen 
Overstreet. The summer 
strength and conditioning 
sessions are planned in three 
phases, and have been planned 
with guidance from city and 
county officials, local health 
leaders, and UlL regulations, to 
allow athletes to begin preparing 
for upcoming sports seasons.

Students have not been 
allowed in school facilities 
since the school closed on 
March 13,due to the COVlD-19 
pandemic.

“I am super excited to be 
getting back to work,” said 
Overstreet.. “I want to say 
a special thanks to Mayor 
John Baker, Co. Judge Mike 
Braddock, LCHD CEO 
Melanie Richburg, our sports 
trainer Seth Manley, and Supt. 
Dick Van Moose. Once we 
received word from the UIL 
that we would be allowed to 
begin these workouts, I asked 
for a meeting with all of them to- 
figure out how this would apply 
to our local guidelines. They 
were very willing to meet and 
we came up with the plan that is 
presented here,” he said.

“This is taking into account 
all UIL rules and making sure 
we are doing our part locally to 
keep everyone safe,” he added.

The workouts will begin 
Wednesday, June 9 at 6:30 p.m..

and starting next week on June 
ISth the workout sessions will 
be offered Monday through 
Thursday beginning each 
night at 6:30 p.m. and ending 
between 7:30-8:00 p.m.,
under the guidelines in each 
of the three phases set forth 
here. Attendance is voluntary 
for these workout sessions, 
according to the athletic 
director.

Phase 1 will take effect June 
9-26, and is for the track and 
held only. The track will open 
for conditioning, agility, and 
some strength workouts to be 
conducted under the direction 
of Tahoka ISD coaches. 
Athletes and coaches will have 
their temperature checked 
before they will be admitted 
into the area for workout. A 
temperature of greater than 
100.4 will automatically 
result in the individual being 
sent home and not allowed to 
participate that day. Students 
will be divided into groups 
of no larger than IS and must 
maintain appropriate distancing 
at all times. Water will not 
be provided by the school -  
each athlete must bring his/ 
her own drink eKh day. Also, 
the heldhouse and restroom 
facilities will not be accessible 
during this time. All local and 
UIL recommendations will 
be taken into account as these 
workouts take place.

Phase 2 will take effect 
June 29-July 17, which will open 
the weight room in addition to

the track and field facilities. All 
of the steps in Phase 1 will be 
continued, as well as additional 
guidelines for the weight room 
to include a maximum of 2S% 
capacity will be maintained at 
all times. All workout sutions 
being used will have at least 10 
feet of space between them. Not 
all equipment stations will be 
used, in order to cut down on the 
amount of contact athletes have 
with equipment and to allow for 
proper 10-ft. distancing during 
workout times indoors. All 
equipment will be thoroughly 
cleaned before and after each 
use by each athlete.

“Please note that we will 
still follow the UIL dead days 
during this time, which are 
July 7-8,” said Overstreet. “No 
workouts can occur, nor can 
any type of facility be utilized 
during these days.”

Phase 3 will take effect July 
I7-Aug. 3, which will open the 
gym, softball field, and baseball 
field. All of the steps in Phase 1 
and Phase 2 will ^p ly . In these 
facilities, athletes will be placed 
in groups no larger than 10, 
and must maintain appropriate 
distancing from other woiking 
groups. No competitive drills 
involving more than one student 
will be held (no offense vs 
defense). All equipment will be 
regularly disinfected during the 
workout sessions.

The additional UIL dead 
days of July 20 and 21 will be 
observed, with no worirouts 
allowed.

This three-phase plan 
will stay in place until further 
guidance or additional direction 
has been given local officials or 
the UIL, says Overstreet. Plans 
could change if any situation 
either locally or with the UIL 
deems otherwise, he added.

“We are really looking 
forward to seeing all of our 
athletes back and working hard 
this summer. With us missing 
a major part of the Spring, we 
will be working diligently to 
catch back up on conditioning 
to have us ready to go come 
August,” said Overstreet.

“Please understand that all 
our student athletes are welcome 
and we hope to see them, but 
attendance is voluntary. Parents, 
please understand we want to 
see your son or daughter, but 
if they don’t feel comfortable 
or you don’t feel comfortable 
sending them to these workout 
sessions, we understand. We 
just ask that you have them do 
something at home, to be active 
so when they do return in the 
Fall they are ready to go.

“If you have any questions, 
please don’t hesitate to c^ l 
or email me. Please bear with 
us, as we too adjust to the new 
normal, and might not have all 
the answers you are seeking at 
the moment, but we promise to 
figure it out and let you know,” 
added Overstreet.

Throughout her life, Mrs

simply as Madeline by children 
and adults alike, she grew up on 
a farm near Goodrich in eastern 
Kansas. Madeline rode her horse, 
Flory, five miles to school each 
day. After graduating from high 
school, she attended college 
at West Texas State Teachers 
College. She then began a life of 
teaching that lasted in one form 
or another until she was 98 years 
old. Her first teaching job was 
as a home demonstration agent 
in Dawson County, Texas where 
she taught rural women how to 
become self-sufficient during 
the Great Depression. Madeline 
then spent 29 years teaching in 
the Tahoka, Texas school system. 
In 1964, the Texas Federation of 
Women's Oubs named her the 
Teacher of jthe Y&r for the State 
of Texas.

After her retirement in 
1974 and in recognition of her 
commitment to young women, 
the Tahoka home economics 
chapter was renamed the

Madeline Hegi FHA Chapter and 
the home economics building 
was named the Madeline Hegi 
Family and Consumer Science 
Building. In 1997, her family 
honored her by establishing the 
Madeline Hegi Scholarship Fund 
for graduating Tahoka seniors to 
provide college opportunities for 
deserving youth.

Although she retired from 
the Tahoka school system 
in 1974, Madeline remained 
actively teaching youth for 24 
more years through Kids for 
Christ (KC's), where up to 70 
children in 4th-6th grades would 
eagerly meet at her home every 
other Wednesday for cinnamon 
rolls, punch, Bible studies and 
important life lessons.

The Hegi family has been 
one of the principal owners of 
the First National Bank-Tahoka 
for many years and are still proud 
to be a part of the community 
today. Fred Hegi serves as the 
Chairman of the Board and is 
still very active in its leadership.

Traffic stop yields load of marijuana
LAMESA -  Sixty-nine bundles of marijuana were seized fol­

lowing a traffic stop just south of Lamesa last Thursday night, 
June 4, according to Sheriff Matt Hogg.

The estimated street value of the marijuana is about $34,000, 
Hogg said in a press release.

He said the marijuana was discovered in a small Jeep SUV 
that a deputy stopped for speeding on Highway 349 a few miles 
south of Lamesa.

That vehicle reportedly was heading northbound at the time it 
was pulled over.

“During the course of the contact with the driver, a 20-year- 
old female, the deputy obtained consent to search the vehicle,” 
Hogg said. “In the process of the search the deputy located 69. 
bundles of marijuana, each weighing approximately I pound, in 
the trunk of the vehicle.”

The driver, identified by Hogg as Jennifer Gayton of the Dal­
las area, was arrested and booked into the county jail on a sec­
ond-degree felony charge of possession of between 50 and 2 JX)0 
pounds of marijuana.

Hogg said the seizure is the largest he can recall here in a 
number of years.
