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Tahoka marks 30 days of 100+ temperatures
by JUANELL JONES

t comes as no surprise to local 
residents that it is extremely hot 
outside -  as in triple-digits hot!

The mercury has risen above 
the 100-degree mark for 30 days 
this summer, actually starting in 
early May when temps climbed 
to 101 degrees on May 7, which 
turned out to be a harbinger of the 
heat to come.

Six days in May recorded tri­
ple-digit temjieratures. and eight

days in June had IOO-f temps. Six­
teen of the 31 days in July recorded 
100-F temps as well, and the sum­
mer heat may not yet be over

Factor in a year that is among 
the worst of Texas droughts in re­
cent history, and the news is not 
good.

Officially, according to the

National Weather Service data for 
Tahoka, only 2.8 inches of precip­
itation has fallen as of August 1 in 
2022. And, actually, the month of 
June was the first time since August 
2021 that recorded more than an 
inch of rain during a month’s time.

It’s bad. but it has not reached 
the epic heat and drought this area 
experienced in 2011.

Tahoka officially recorded 57 
days of KX)-f temperatures in 2011, 
along with only 5.23 inches of ram 
throughout the year.

But it’s bad enough this year, 
with mostly failed dryland cotton 
crops throughout the county due

to the lack of moisture and the ex­
treme heat. T he irrigated acreage is 
struggling as well, without Mother 
Nature’s assistance.

According to information this 
week from the USDA Farm Ser­
vice Agency in Tahoka, there were 
320,649 acres certified in l.ynn 
County, of which 210.757 acres are 
failed -  including both dryland and 
irrigated cotton acreage.

T hose figures indicate 66 per 
cent of the cotton acreage in Lynn 
County have failed (mostly dry 
land), which means that the 2022 
cotton production will be bleak 
compared to last year's bounty.

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TISD Board sets public hearing 
for budget, proposed tax rate

The Tahoka Independent 
Sch(x4 District Board of Trustees 
will meet Wednesday, Aug. 3 at 6 
p.m. for a special meeting which 
will include a public hearing for 
citizens to give input on a review 
provided by schcxil officials on the 
2022-23 budget and pmposed lax 
rate.

The current lax rate is $1.3364. 
which includes a Maintenance and 
Operating (M&O) rate of $1.0426. 
and an Interest and Sinking (l&S) 
tax rate of $0.2938 to pay for bond 
ed indebtedness.

As of press time Tuesday af- 
ternoLvn, schtxX officials had not 
released information about the pro 
posed tax rate.

According to the Aug. 3 agenda, 
trustees were to consider adopting 
the 2022-23 budget. consider to adopt 
the M&O lax rate ami consideration 
that sets the l&S tax rate.

According to figures from the 
F̂ ynn County Appraisal District, 
Tahoka ISD’s total certified gntss

market value of all property is 
$644,101,474. That is an increa.se of 
$180,029,769 from the current year’s 
gross market value of $464,071,705, 
a figure which was provided by the 
school district last August for the 
current year’s values.

With wind energy abatements 
figured in (which is allowed on 
the M&O rate), the M&O net val­
ue for this year is $197,717,635. 
The l&S net value for this year is 
$.398,615,755, because abatements 
are not allowed for taxing purposes 
on l&S tax rates for repaying bond­
ed indebtedness.

With the constitutional amend­
ment approved for a tax break 
of an additional $15,(XX) home­
stead exemption for homeowners, 
this year’s homestead exemptions 
have been raised from $25,000 
to $40.0(X). Those homestead ex­
emptions total $27,888,120 for 
TISD, as compared to the previous 
year’s homestead exemptions of 
$19,989,710.

W
ATCHING the queen of our kitchen 
prepare a meal one day last week, I 
noticed she was using a wooden rolling 
pin and I asked her how long she had owned that thing. 

She told me it was a wedding present from the attorneys 
she worked for at the time we married.

"That was a good wedding present, since you're still 
using it," I said (trying unsuccessfully to remember 
how many years had passed). I wondered if young 
housewives who cook these days still use rolling 
pins, and she said, "They do if they make pie crusts." 
Ready-made pie crusts can be bought now, but the 
cook at our house, who is a really great cook, likes 
to make her own crusts. (I remember our son, who 
now has his own kids, telling her once when he was 
about 12, "Momma, you're the best cooker in the 
whole world.")

Watching her roll out that crust brought to my 
mind the only time I ever tried to make a pie crust 
(or pie), a year or so after I finished college and 
before we married.

I was living in a Dallas apartment with a guy I had 
attended college with, and one night we decided we 
wanted a chocolate pie. I told him I had seen my 
mother bake pies, and maybe I could make one. We 
bought the pie filling, which was smart, but decided 
we would make the crust, which was dumb.

I told him I thought the crust was made of flour 
and water and maybe baking powder and possibly 
Crisco, so we stopped by a store and bought some 
stuff. At home I realized we had no rolling pin or 
anything to roll the crust on. So we improvised. I 
cleaned the surface of a round mirror we used to 
shave by, and my friend came up with a bottle to 
use as a roller.

We mixed up some things, guessing at the portions, 
and started rolling, but the mixture kept sticking to 
the bottle. Finally we got something flattened out 
and put it in a pan for baking, thinking we would 
add the chocolate later. After a little while, I opened 
the oven to see how it was doing, and the crust had 
shrunk up inside the pie pan.

I tried pulling the edges back up to the edge of 
the pan with a fork, while my buddy just staggered 
around the kitchen laughing like an idiot. This made 
holes in the crust.

We finally finished the whole thing and even tasted 
it, but it was awful.

That was the only pie I ever made.

Texas wildlife photogra­

pher Hector Astorga has gen­
erously donated the image ap­
pearing on the plate.

But these sightings 
o f Northern giant hor­
nets, which were formeriy 
named the Asian giant 
hornet and com m only  
called “murder hornet,” are 
nothing m<»e than cases 
o f mistaken identity, said 
M olly Keck, Texas A&M  
AgriLife Extension Service 
integrated pest m anage­
ment specialist and ento­
m ologist, San Antonio.

Keck and other 
AgriLife Extension ento­
m ologists said people are 
most likely m istaking cica­
da killers, which are large

native Texas wasps, for 
Northern giant hornets.

“Northern giant hor­
nets are not in Texas, and 
from reports, agencies in 
Washington state have done 
a very good job o f control­
ling their numbers and pre­
venting their spread,” she 
said. “It would be a far leap 
for them to be in Texas.” 
Keck said she is mostly re­
ceiving phone calls about 
sightings. But she also re­
ceives photos o f  native c i­
cada killers, also known as 
ground hornets, submitted 
as suspected Northern g i­
ant hornets.

The Northern giant hor­
net was recently renamed 
by the Entomology Society  
o f  Am erica and added 
to the group’s Common  
Nam es o f Insects and 
Related Organisms List.

W hile state agencies

want to encourage Texans 
to be vigilant in watching 
for the Northern giant hor- 
ttet, also known as murder 
hornet, they also want to 
help provide guidance that 
w ill help narrow the focus.

Northern giant hor­
nets are native to Japan 
and South Korea and have 
only been found in parts o f  
British Columbia, Canada 
and the northwestern cor­
ner o f  Washington state.

W hen the Northern g i­
ant hornet was reported in 
W ashington in May 2020, 
the concern was enough to 
prompt Gov. Greg Abbott 
to request a task force be 
m obilized to prepare Texas 
against the hornet’s arrival. 
But there have been no con­
firmed reports o f  these hor­
nets outside o f  W hatcom  
County, W ashington.

Big increase in property values will allowcut in Dawson County's tax rate
, LAMESA -  It appears local taxpayers could see a sizable decrease in their (Dawson) county
u x  bills this fall unless their property values have risen significantly. That’s because the certi­
fied taxable property values in Dawson County came in much higher than had been anticipated.

The appraisal district report shows the total taxable property values for Dawson County this 
year will be about $891 milli on, Dawson County Judge Foy O’Brien said.

That figure is up from about $675 million last year.
During a budget workshop by the Dawson County Commissioners Court last week, O’Brien 

said that means the county might be able to lower its property tax rate by around 8 cents per 
$100 property valuation.

“We believe we can now lower our tax rate to 88 cents, from around 97 cents last year, and 
still cover everything that’s in the budget,” he said.

An 88-cent tax rate, he said, would generate enough funds to provide a proposed 8-percent 
pay rase for all county employees, fund requested increases in the budgets for the district court 
and juvenile probation office, and restore funding in some areas that had been cut below state 
recommendations last year.
