Lynn County Commissio­

ners approved a vehicle talce- 
home program for Lynn 
County Sheriffs deputies in 
action taken Monday morning 
in regular session at the Lynn 
County Courthouse.

The motion was approved 
with a caveat, that the pro­
gram was being approved on a 
trial basis with specific guide­
lines in place, that would al­
low deputies to take home 
their official LCSO vehicles 
when off-duty. The purpose 
of the program is to allow for 
faster response time in emer­
gency situations when off-du­
ty deputies could be needed to 
return to duty quickly to assist 
in emergencies.

Currently, deputies leave 
their LCSO vehicles at the 
LCSO when off-duty, and 
take their personal vehicles 
home. However, much of their 
emergency response equip­
ment is inside their squad ve­
hicles, and off-duty deputies 
responding to an emergency 
must first travel to the LCSO 
and retrieve their squad ve­
hicles. In emergency situa­
tions, time is of the essence, 
and those extra minutes could 
make a difference, especially 
if the emergency is in outlying

Lynn County Agrilife

A jail report stated there 
were 49 inmates in Lynn 
County Jail, including 34 
for Lynn County, 14 for Bell 
County, and 1 for Dawson 
County, with four female in­
mates housed elsewhere.
