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NAACP Statement on Supreme Court 
Decision in King v. Burwell

Washington, DC — Thurs­
day, June 25, 2015, the U.S. 
Supreme Court upheld the Af­
fordable Care Act, which repre­
sents our most significant 
achievement in health reform in 
nearly 50 years. The Affordable 
Care Act is a critical step toward 
redressing disparities in health 
that persist along racial/ethnic, 
geographic and other lines. 
Since 2013, the uninsured rate 
has declined 9.2 percentage 
points for African Americans, 
resulting in 2.3 million adults 
gaining coverage and 12.3 per­
centage points for Latinos, re­
sulting in 4.2 million adults 
gaining coverage. Since 2013, 
the uninsured rate among 
women declined 7.7 percentage 
points, resulting in 7.7 million 
women gaining coverage. An es­
timated 55 million women are 
also benefiting from preventive

services coverage with no out- 
of-pocket costs. And health in­
surers can no longer 
discriminate based on gender, so 
being a woman is no longer a 
preexisting condition.

From Roslyn M. Brock, 
Chairman of the NAACP Board 
of Directors;

“The NAACP applauds the 
nation’s highest court in recog­
nizing the intent of the law: That 
all persons who obtain coverage 
through state- or federally-run 
health insurance exchanges and 
qualify for tax-credit subsidies 
to defray the cost of premiums 
can receive the subsidies. Espe­
cially with the ongoing eco­
nomic challenges facing low and 
middle-income Americans, sub­
sidies are often needed to open 
the door to health care and miti­
gate the high cost of not having 
health insurance. The NAACP

will continue to educate Ameri­
cans about the Affordable Care 
Act and encourage them to get 
covered and get healthy. We will 
also ask them to push locally for 
greater access to comprehensive 
health care coverage and quality, 
timely health care services. And 
certainly, we will continue to 
partner with organizations 
throughout our country toward 
the common goal of bringing 
about health equity for all.”

New York, NY — The city 
of New York will pay $6.25 mil­
lion to 53-year old Jonathan 
Fleming, a man wrongfully im­
prisoned for nearly 25 years for 
a murder he did not commit. The 
settlement comes more than one 
year after Fleming was released 
from prison, when a judge over­
turned his 1990 murder convic­
tion and life-sentence 
imprisonment.

Fleming reportedly signed the 
settlement documents, and then 
left to be with his mom who is 
terminally ill in the hospital.

He commented, “It’s a bitter­
sweet moment. On the same day 
I’m signing this settlement. I’m

taking my mother off of life sup­
port. When I was in prison, my 
mother told me she prayed and 
asked God for her to live long 
enough to witness me getting 
out of prison. When I got out, 
she told me she asked God to 
please get some time with me. 
And, she got that.”

“Today was a day of great joy 
and great sadness for Jonathan 
Fleming,” his attorneys, Paul 
Callan and Martin Edelman, 
said.

Regarding the compensation. 
New York City Comptroller 
Scott Stringer, commented, “We 
cannot give back the time that he 
served, but the City of New York

can offer Jonathan Fleming this 
compensation for the injustice 
that was committed against 
him.”

But wait there’s more
Fleming says he also wants 

another $25 million from the 
state of New York. “Now that 
the city has settled. I’m hoping 
the state will do the right thing,” 
Fleming said.

And he just may get it. Ac­
cording to state records, snce the 
year 2000, the New York state 
has paid out more than $85 mil­
lion to settle 66 wrongful con­
viction lawsuits.

When she got the 
chance she raced and jumped 
over-board knowing that the 
shackle around her neck would 
hang her instantly. She chose 
that outcome versus slavery. It 
immediately struck him and 
shocked him into reality of how 
cruel and evil the business he 
was in. He went to his cabin and 
wrote his wife, Polly, the words 
of “Amazing Grace”. They just 
seemed to flow naturally. As 
soon as his shipped returned to 
England he joined the clergy and 
the rest is history. He became 
one of the strongest slave aboli­
tionists in the world.

We must wonder just how 
close the Church (clergy) and 
the evil slave industry were to 
each other. The answer is very 
close. In retrospect, the song 
speaks of forgiveness and re­
demption being possible regard­
less of sins committed and that 
the soul can be delivered. But in 
the beginning, it was the Church 
that said slavery was all right 
with the Lord. In the early 
1500’s, Cardinal Avery Dulles 
publically stated that “Jesus, 
though he repeatedly denounced 
sin as a kind of moral slavery, 
said not a word agaitistsla*^ery'

as a social institution”. He also 
claimed that the disciples “Peter 
and Paul exhort slaves to be obe­
dient in their masters.” 17th 
century religious scholars also 
point out that Jesus Christ makes 
no negative mentions of slavery 
in the New Testament. Please 
keep in mind that Europeans 
rewrote the New Testament and 
something slick could have hap­
pened (more than likely). The 
first slave ship from England to 
America was named “Jesus”. 
They just didn’t get it.

But wait, it gets worse! In
1441, Portugal sent a ship full of 
slaves to Pope Martin V for his 
consideration and blessings. In
1442, the Pope declared it holy 
and instructed Portugal to get 
with Spain and fully develop the 
slave trade to the new world (per 
J. Henrick Clarke). Previous to 
this the same Pope authorized a 
“Crusade” on Africa by Euro­
pean slave traders. By the mid- 
1500’s, millions of Africans 
were now in bondage in the 
Caribbean and South America 
with the English beginning to 
ramp up their activity in North 
America. Thus, the world’s 
greatest Holocaust was begun 
with the blessings and oversight

of European religion.
This holocaust exceeds the 

Biblical proportions of the 
Pharaohs’. It is truly a blessing 
from God all mighty that we 
thrive today after that living hell 
our forefathers went through. 
The rapes (race mixing), despair, 
hatred and excoriating pain for 
hundreds of years did not com­
pletely destroy us. As the great 
Maya Angelou put into words, 
“Still we rise!”

There are many more religious 
songs that have evolved from 
bondage and pain. Let us use 
them for our current times and 
give them the respect they de­
serve as they helped get us 
through the worst times the earth 
has known. It gives me pride 
that I stand tall as a product of 
that system that was supposed to 
have destroyed us once our “pur­
pose” was done.

God is great!

Where Have All the Fathers Gone?
Dr. James L. Snyder

Around this time of the year, 
my thoughts wander back to my 
father. He has been gone quite a 
spell but his memory lingers. I 
often wonder w|iat he would 
think of what is happening in om 
world today if he were to come 
back.

I grew up with a father who 
believed in being the father. I 
confess he was not always right 
all the time, but what he Said 
was law in our house. That is, of 
course, unless his wife contra­
dicted him. Then it was time for 
us kids to seek sanctuary outside 
where we could not hear what 
was going on.

I cannot help but believe that 
some of the problems we are 
having in our society today 
would not be such a problem if 
we had fathers. How many fam­
ilies are there where children 
grow up not knowing their fa­
ther? No wonder they have no 
respect for authority.

Although my father was not

a very well educated person, he 
knew how to use the Board of 
Education on the Seat of Learn­
ing for all of us children. Some 
of the stuff he ’did back in “the 
day,” would bring him some real 
legal problems today.

For example. My father be­
lieved he had the right to be 
judge, jury and executioner con­
cerning the things in his chil­
dren’s life, with no appeal to a 
higher authority.

In the kitchen hanging next 
to the door to go outside was a 
very interesting parenting tool, 
at least in my father’s eyes. It 
was a paddle with a religious in­
scription, “I Need Thee Every 
Hour.” The inscription was quite 
true to the reality of life in our 
home.

Spanking was a routine ex­
ercise in our home. My father 
had the idea that if you were in 
trouble in school you were also 
in trouble at home. He had this 
fantastic idea that the teacher

was right and I was wrong. I 
guess he knew me and that I 
could take a little bit of truth and 
spin it into a lie. I wonder who I 
learned that from?

Several times I got in trouble 
at school, which involved a 
spanking down at the principal’s 
office. The first time this hap­
pened, I well remember walking 
into the kitchen and saw my fa­
ther standing there holding in his 
hand that infamous paddle. 
Within a few moments, the pad­
dle was doing its duty and I was 
doing the “paddle dance.”

After the paddling, my father 
sat down with me and said, 
“Okay, what trouble did you get 
into at school requiring the prin­
cipal to paddle you?”

I wished he had asked me 
before the paddling, because

now I had no incentive whatso­
ever to lie. Looking back, maybe 
that was the whole purpose of 
the paddling.

I well remember one time out 
in the backyard, I did something 
requiring parental action. My fa­
ther looked at me and said, “Go 
get me a switch. You need to be 
taught a lesson.”

At the time, I thought it was 
funny, however, after the fact I 
could see no humor whatsoever 
in it. I went to get the “switch,” 
according to my father’s instruc­
tions and came back with a twig. 
I thought it was funny, but my 
father had no sense of humor 
about this. In a few moments, 
my sense of humor evaporated 
because my father went and got 
a switch, which is a whole lot 
different from a twig, just ask
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my backside.
Ruminating over these things, 

I tried to figure out how many 
spankings I actually got during 
my lifetime. Let me just say, it 
was significant. More than that. 
It taught me respect for author­
ity.

I wonder if some of these 
young people getting into trou­
ble today ever had a spanking? 
Of course, today that is com­
pletely against PC. My father 
did not believe in PC, but he did 
believe emphatically in BS 
(Back Side). I think if parents 
today would focus more on BS 
than PC, things might be a lot 
different.

Today, people think those old- 
fashioned spankings represent 
cruel and unusual punishment. 
However, if you look at this gen­
eration that has not had an old- 
fashioned spanking, I think the 
evidence speaks for itself

To spank or not to spank, that 
is the dilemma today. Most grav­
itate towards the “not to spank” 
aspect unaware that they are cre­
ating a lot of damage for the next 
generation.

I must say that my father was 
not too much interested in what 
we call “love” today. He was 
more interested in respecting au­
thority. In fact, as I think about 
this, when you are respecting au­
thority you are exhibiting love. 
People today do not know how 
to love because they do not 
know how to respect authority.

I think if some of these young-

sters could spend a week with 
my father and his infamous 
“paddle” they would grow to re­
spect authority. Unfortunately, 
there is no authority figure in 
most homes today. Even those 
homes that have fathers are co­
erced into believing the father 
has no real significance in the 
family.

All I can do is to quote a fa­
mous psychologist, “How’s that 
working?”

Well, how is that working?
The wisest man in the world, 

Solomon, said, “For whom the 
LORD loveth he correcteth; 
even as a father the son in whom 
he delighteth” (Proverbs 3:12).

True love always corrects that 
which is wrong, especially in the 
person they love.

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Gunman Who Killed 9 People at Historic Black 
Church in SC Shouted Racial Epithets, “You Rape 

Our Women and You’re Taking Over Our Country”

Charleston, SC — Police 
have captured and arrested Dy- 
lann Roof, a 21 -year-old white 
male from Eastover, S.C. who 
reportedly went into Emanuel 
African Methodist Episcopal 
Church in Charleston, S.C. and 
opened fire and killing nine peo­
ple during a prayer service. Six 
females and three males, includ­
ing pastor, Clementa Pinckney, 
were killed in the attack.

Roof apparently walked into 
the church Wednesday evening, 
sat in attendance for about an 
hour, and then pulled out his 
weapon and started firing.

One survivor said...
According to one survivor, 

the shooter reloaded five differ­
ent times and her son was trying 
to “talk him out of doing the act 
of killing people.” But he

wouldn’t listen. While shooting, 
he kept saying, “You rape our 
women and you’re taking over 
our country. And you have to
go.”

Charleston Police Chief Greg 
Mullen said the crime is being 
investigated as a hate crime. “No 
one in this community will for­
get this night,” he said.

Attorney General Loretta 
Lynch vowed to bring the 
shooter to justice, and said, 
“Acts like this one have no place 
in our country and no place in a 
civil society.”

“The only reason someone 
could walk into a church and 
shoot people praying is out of 
hate. The only reason. It is the 
most dastardly act that one could 
possibly imagine,” said 
Charleston Mayor Joseph Riley.

Racially motivated?
Roof, who was arrested twice 

earlier this year, once on a drug 
charge and later for trespassing, 
has pictures his Facebook page 
of himself standing in in front of 
a swamp forest wearing a jacket 
with patches of the racist-era 
flags of South Africa and Rhode­
sia, the one white-ruled country 
now called Zimbabwe.

Where did the gun come 
from?

According to some media re­
ports, the gun was a gift to him 
from his father on his 21st birth­
day.

Currently, Roof remains in 
custody with no bail awaiting 
charges. Prosecutors are expect­
ing to ask for the death penalty.

Charleston, S.C.: A Millennial’s Perspective on
Racism in Her City

“Honestly, race relations in 
Charleston are hard to describe 
because in white circles. Black 
people honestly don’t have a 
place,” Allison* said. • “The 
Black population of Charleston 
has halved in the last 30 years, 
gentrification is rampant.”

Allison is a 21-year-old Black 
female student and a native of 
Charleston, S.C., who has just 
completed her third year at a 
university in New Jersey.

She had a candid conversation 
with Diversityinc about race re­
lations in Charleston and dis­
cussed the mass murder of nine 
members of the historic 
Emanuel African Methodist 
Episcopal Church on June 17.

Allison is the youngest in a 
family of seven. She grew up in 
downtown Charleston, like her 
father, and her mother is from a 
different area of the South.

Her parents often shared with 
their children stories about life 
during times of segregation.

“Though [my parents] are 
fairly young and were bom after 
Brown vs. Board of Education in 
1954, the South took the sen­
tence ‘with all necessary haste’

to mean as slowly as possible,” 
Allison said.

However, her parents did not 
think their children would expe­
rience the same kind of racism 
they did. They championed edu­
cation in their household. Alli­
son attended good private 
schools in Charleston. She now 
attends a prestigious college in 
the northeast.

She chose to attend a school 
far away from home because, as 
she said, “there wasn’t real steps 
forward in my life I could take 
in a place that was so stilted, 
whose solution to the racial ten­
sion was to move people out so 
there wouldn’t be racial tension 
at all.”

But on the evening of June 
17, the awful legacy of white su­
premacy in her home state, 
which her parents tried to shield 
her from, manifested itself yet 
again. Racist Dylann Roof, with 
the intentions of starting a race 
war, shot and killed nine mem­
bers of the beloved and historic 
Black church Mother Emanuel.

Allison first learned about the 
shooting via text message.

“My white best friend from

home texted me at 11:45 p.m. at 
night,” she said. “She was the 
first to let me know. My mother 
face-timed me, while my sisters 
sent me links to Twitter feeds 
and live news-streaming sites.” 

Allison said she and her fam­
ily knew some of the victims.

“Mother Emanuel is nothing 
short of a beacon,” she said. 
“Everyone sees it, knows it. The 
symbolism for the Black com­
munity of Charleston of marring 
this place of worship, is just, al­
most unparalleled.”

Allison explained the history 
of the church, which is inter­
twined with her family and up­
bringing:

Denmark Vessy founded it. 
Coretta Scott King led a protest 
that ended there. It was a stop on 
the Underground Railroad. My 
father was baptized there. 
Countless people have been 
married and buried there. It has 
been burned and attacked and 
still it stands.

We must 
actively show what it truly 
means to live in a fashion that 
would emulate Christ. We must 
teach our children, and grand­
children, to forgive, love, and to

spread the word of God.
It has been stated repeatedly, 

over and over, that the act Dylan 
Roof committed was that of 
racial hatred. It is a widely 
known fact that our nation is in 
a state of racial tension and tur­
moil. Is this what Christ would 
want of his children? I don’t be­
lieve it is. I believe that it is our 
duty to welcome people of all 
races, genders, ages, and sexual 
orientation into the knowledge 
of God’s love. It is not our re­
sponsibility to tell people how 
they should live, but rather to 
witness to them about the love of 
Christ, like the member of 
mother Emanuel showed toward 
Dylon. Just image if all we 
Christians where actively en­
gaged in sharing our faith like 
they were it would surely reduce 
a desire for people to hate.

New York, NY — The Retail 
Council of New York State 
joined forces with key retailers 
Thursday, June 25, 2015, to 
open a dialogue on race and re­
tail. “The Retail Symposium on 
Shopping Equity” brought more 
than 100 retailers, community 
leaders, and law enforcement of­
ficials together at John Jay Col­
lege of Criminal Justice for a full 
day of panels and a town hall 
meeting to address the complex­
ities of racial profiling and 
strategize ways to create a shop­
ping culture that is welcoming to 
all customers.

The symposium, co-spon­
sored by the Retail Council and 
Macy’s, connected the wide- 
ranging groups to share their 
unique perspectives on racial 
profiling and develop a series of 
in-depth discussions about race, 
crime, and justice. Attendees ex­
amined the root causes of retail 
racial profiling — when certain 
consumers feel targeted and mis­
treated while shopping based on 
outward appearances, such as 
skin color, ethnicity, sexual ori­
entation, or how they are 
dressed. In addition, they looked

at its impact at Black and His­
panic communities, ways to 
manage implicit biases, assessed 
data on prevalence, and re­
viewed best practices to create 
an anti-profiling gold-standard 
solution.

“This is not a box we would 
just like to check...and say we 
had that meeting and now let’s 
move on,” said Ted Potrikus, 
president of the Retail Council 
of New York State. According to 
Potrikus, the retail industry 
wants to definitely get the mes­
sage out that they are paying at­
tention to profiling. “It is a tough 
issue to talk about and it’s one of 
those things where I think any 
retailer will say, 'This won’t 
happen to us’ -  until it does hap­
pen. . .The issue is more than two 
brands, the issue is more than 
one borough. The issue can hit at 
any time. You just never know,” 
Potrikus said.

In addition to Macy’s, asso­
ciate relations, asset protections 
and human resources represen­
tatives from more than 15 lead­
ing retailers, including Barney’s, 
Nordstrom, Walmart, Blooming- 
dale’s and Home Depot were

present. Also in attendance were 
local and national Black and 
Hispanic community and civil 
rights leaders, including: Rev­
erend Calvin O. Butts, of The 
Abyssinian Baptist Church; 
Michael Hardy, of the National 
Action Network; Michael Gar­
ner, of One Hundred Black Men, 
Inc. of New York; Gail Smith of 
Impacto Latin News; Rossana 
Rosado, former publisher of El 
Diario-La Prensa; and Marlene 
Cintron, of the Bronx Overall 
Economic Development Corpo­
ration. Broadcast journalist 
Soledad O’Brien hosted a town 
hall meeting and Professor 
Charles J. Ogletree ended the 
day with a talk on racial justice.

“Profiling is illegal, number 
one,” said Hardy, who serves as 
the executive vice president and 
general counsel of the National 
Action Network and sat on the 
“Perspectives from Community 
Leaders When Profiling Allega­
tions Arise” panel. “It’s not good 
business and it’s not good citi­
zenship. No one wants to come 
to a place where they are not 
welcome and no one wants to 
spend money where they aren’t

the State Senate in 2000.
“I would say that Rev. Pinck­

ney was both well known and 
inspirational,” Allison said. “His 
place on the State Senate was 
important, his faith deep and 
durable and his intelligence 
sparkling.”

Being so far away from 
home, Allison uses social media 
to see what’s happening in 
Charleston. However, she said 
the postings on Facebook by lo­
cals and news outlets paint a 
“picture of harmony and peace,” 
a narrative that’s being orches­
trated.

Allison explained her sister 
and many others are complain­
ing about the “audacity” of 
white South Carolinians to post 
pictures of rallies and prayer 
meetings “where white people 
and Black people hold hands 
and make statuses and updates to 
the effect of ‘See Baltimore? See 
Ferguson? This is how you re­
spond to racial violence!’ As if 
to say, ‘Look at how well be­
haved our Black people are! ’”

She is bothered by how some 
whites are grading the responses 
of Black people grieving. Alli­
son also said there are rampant 
conversations about race culture 
in South Carolina that haven’t 
happened until now.

“I think I’m feeling the sort 
of fatigue that comes from dis­
gust and awe,” she said. “But not 
necessarily the feeling that 
comes from surprise. Racial ten­
sion is everywhere and some­
times as a Black member of the 
Charleston community it weighs 
heavily on your thoughts.”

Allison shared that while she 
may get dirty looks from old 
racists warning her to stay away, 
it’s the actions of young racists 
in her hometown that hurt the 
most.

“Oftentimes they don’t know 
they are racist and don’t care to 
acknowledge their bias,” she 
said. “They don’t get why call­
ing me ‘exotic’ or ‘sassy’ is un­
comfortable or that inquiring 
whether or not my father is in 
the home is literally just insult­
ing. And when you try to explain 
it the response is often, ‘Whoa, 
there buddy! I’m not a racist!’ 
When the ugly truth is that they

are — just a well meaning one.”
Following the mass murder 

at Mother Emanuel, the debate 
to remove the Confederate flag 
from South Carolina’s Capitol 
grounds is now at the forefront. 
South Carolina Gov. Nikki 
Haley announced Monday that 
she will call on state lawmakers 
to move the Confederate flag 
from state grounds. Lawmakers 
are expected to debate the issue 
and vote in the coming weeks.

“[South Carolina] makes it 
clear its interests as it flies the 
Confederate flag,” Allison said. 
“I’ll remind everyone that this is 
nothing new. This flag as been 
flying for hundreds of years. It’s 
everywhere.”

“Sometimes you feel threat­
ened by it,” she went on. “Other 
times you forget it’s there, it’s so 
prominent. It doesn’t always 
mean the person flying it is 
racist, but seeing it puts the 
thought in the back of your 
mind. Individuals fly the confed­
erate flag all the time and some­
times you come to the shock that 
your white friends are racist.”

However, Allison has no in­
tention of letting racism impede 
upon her life.

“Racism leaks over and clouds 
vision, but no it doesn’t stop you 
from living your best life, from, 
as my mom would say, ‘Dancing 
in the rain, even if it’s lightning 
two miles away.’”

She also wants to make clear 
that Charleston means a lot to 
her.

“I feel warm and fuzzy at the 
thought of going to the pineap­
ple fountain, and beaches on Ki- 
awah,” she said. “I think about 
the friendships my parents and I 
have made with people of differ­
ent backgrounds than us; I think 
about some of my white teachers 
in high school who were amaz­
ing educators and pushed me to 
be the best that I can be.”

[either.]” Hardy added, retailers 
should take note that Blacks and 
Hispanics’ buying power is $ 1.3 
and $1.5 trillion respectively.

Butts, who was also on the 
community leaders panel, said 
that when it comes to spending 
their hard-earned money. Blacks 
and Hispanics need to redirect it 
to where they are respected.

“Racial profiling is directly 
connected to your influence in 
the marketplace,” Butts said. “If 
you use your dollars wisely, you 
can influence a change. If you 
continue to spend your dollars 
where you are disrespected, then 
people are going to treat you the 
same way.”

Butts also encouraged mi­
norities to speak with their wal­
lets at retail outlets that respect 
diversity throughout its organi­
zation. “It’s not only about shop­
ping equity and how we spend 
our money,” Butts said. “It’s 
how [a company] spends its 
money. How [they] treat their 
employees and how [they] im­
pact diversity in terms of their 
staff. Those messages of inclu­
sion need to come from the top 
down.”

Macy’s CEO and Chairman 
Terry J. Lundgren addressed the 
audience, too. Macy’s, he said, 
has a long history of incorporat­
ing diversity and inclusion into 
all facets of its business. How­
ever, he said, he is aware that a 
“trust gap” exists between the 
retail industry and many cus­
tomers who are people of color.

If they feel like they have to 
look over their shoulder because 
of the way that they look or the 
color of their skin, or just the 
way they are acting inside of our 
store... If they feel there is mis­
trust on the part of the retailer ... 
then we have to fix that,” Lund­
gren said. We have to be respon­
sive to that and decide what we 
have to do to adjust so the con­
sumer doesn’t have to adjust.” 

Lundgren said one way 
Macy’s is addressing the racial 
profiling issue is by adopting 
and posting a Customer Bill of 
Rights -  in both English and 
Spanish -  that hangs promi-

nently in each of Macy’s 50 
New York stores and can be ac­
cessed online.

Lundgren challenged other 
retailers to do the same and en­
couraged them to also continu­
ously improve training practices, 
and recommit to all aspects of 
diversity and inclusion.

Yet another milestone of great 
American historical importance 
has come to pass with embar­
rassingly little tribute. And much 
like the election of President 
Barack Obama, many of us also 
thought we would never live to 
see this racial ceiling broken.

But unlike the election and re- 
election of the first black presi­
dent, the media has paid 
remarkably little notice to news 
that might well have more im­
pact on the political trajectory of 
this country over the next decade 
than the election of a single pres­
ident.

According to a new Census 
Bureau report, "In 2012, blacks 
voted at a higher rate (66.2%) 
than non-Hispanic whites 
(64.1%) for the first time since 
the Census Bureau started pub­
lishing voting rates by the eligi­
ble citizenship population in 
1996."

Now, given the innumerable 
battles to secure this most im­
portant right of democracy - 
from the blood-soaked battle­
fields of the Civil War to the 
halls of Congress and courts, to 
the strife-tom streets of the Civil 
Rights era - few things in our 
collective political history has 
borne so heavy a toll on our 
democracy as the enfranchise­
ment of the African-American.

That the group for which so 
many hurdles have been thrown 
upon to block the vote has for 
the first time become the group 
most likely to vote is something 
like a big deal.

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ing won’t be tolerated; continu­
ously train employees; take dis­
ciplinary action; put incentives 
in place; create and follow time­
lines for responding to customer 
complaints and adopt a con­
sumer bill of rights.

Shortly after the symposium 
ended, Potrikus said the event 
was successful because it pro­
vided retailers with a clear cut 
way to deal with shopping eq­
uity concerns when they arise. 
Potrikus anticipates that industry 
groups like the Retail Industry 
Leaders Association and the Na­
tional Retail Federation -  both 
of whom attended -  will keep 
the momentum going.

Potrikus said: “I think [the 
community] is seeing here that 
this is not just window dressing 
and that retailers aren’t saying 
that if we do this, then we are off 
the hook.”

Episcopal Church Elects Michael 
Curry, Its First Black Presiding Bishop

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) —
The Episcopal Church elected its 
first Afiican-American presiding 
bishop, choosing Bishop 
Michael Curry of North Car­
olina during the denomination's 
national assembly Saturday.

Curry was elected by a land­
slide in a vote at the Episcopal 
General Convention, the top leg­
islative body of the church. 
Curry earned 121 of 174 votes 
from bishops on the first ballot. 
The other three candidates had 
21 votes each or less. The deci­
sion was affirmed on an 800-12 
vote by the House of Deputies,

the voting body of clergy and lay 
participants at the meeting.

Curry's election is the second 
consecutive historic choice for 
the New York-based church of 
nearly 1.9 million members. He 
will succeed Presiding Bishop 
Katharine Jefferts Schori, who 
was the first female presiding 
bishop and the first woman to 
lead an Anglican national 
church. The Episcopal Church is 
the U.S. body of the Anglican 
Communion, an 80-million 
member worldwide fellowship 
of churches with roots in the 
Church of England.
