It’s worth noting, the funeral 
services for Fulton Berry, Jr. 
were held on the birth date of the 
late Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., 
Friday, January 15, 2016, at the 
Bethel African Methodist Epis­
copal Church. Pastor J. Jerome 
Johnson of Mt. Gilead Baptist 
Church was the Presiding Offi­
cer. Rev. Charles Planks of 
Smith Temple Community 
jChurch was the Eulogist.

Interment was held in the 
City of Lubbock Cemetery un- 
nder the direction of Griffin 
Mortuary & Funeral Home of 
Lubbock.

Berry, age 69 of Lubbock, 
passed away on Saturday, Janu­
ary 9, 2016.

Fulton was bom the only 
child to the parentage of Mar­
garet and Fulton Berry, Sr. on 
September 19, 1947 in Pitts-

burgh, Pennsylvania where he 
matriculated through the public 
schools and graduated from 
Westinghouse High School in 
1964. After high school, he 
served as an Airman in the 
United States Air Force dutifully 
serving as Air Police and an MR 

After leaving the Air Force, 
Fulton relocated to Lubbock and 
made it his permanent home in 
the 1960’s, where he served 
proudly as one of the city’s first 
Black police officers. It was dur­
ing this time, he graduated from 
Wayland Baptist University with 
a degree in Criminal Justice. 
During his tenure as one of Lub­
bock’s finest, he teamed up with 
the two other Black officers on 
the force at the time.

H. Britt, and the three coined 
themselves, “The Soul Patrol. 
They were featured in the Lub­
bock Avalanche Journal on Fri­
day, December 10, 1971 as “the 
city’s all-Black police tactical 
unit. They would move on to 
host their own weekly radio 
show which played the latest hits 
and an open line to talk about 
local happenings, and the ever 
changing diversity in the city. 
And recorded great original fimk 
hits such as “Don’t Knock the 
Cop.”

Berry was a devoted mem­
ber of the Bethel African 
Methodist Episcopal Church 
where he served as a Steward 
and Trustee for a number of 
years before becoming a mem­
ber of Smith Temple Commu­
nity Church where he served 
faithfully in a number of capac­
ities until his health would no 
longer allow him to serve.

After serving the City of 
Lubbock as a police officer from 
February, 1969 until June, 1977, 
Fulton gained employment with 
the Lubbock Housing Authority 
and remained with the Lubbock 
Housing Authority from 1977 
until he retired in 2010. While he 
was employed with the Housing 
Authority, Fulton served as 
Deputy Executive Director for 
D. C. Fair, Oscar Sharp, Oscar 
Jones, and Quincy White. On 
two occasion, he served as In­
terim Executive Director.

Fulton was able to use his 
love of Law Enforcement by 
starting the first Lubbock Hous­
ing Authority Police and Secu­
rity Department. This was the 
first time this type of unit was 
ever utilized in the Lubbock 
area.

“Berry,” as affectionately 
called by family and friends, 
married Cassandra “Faye” Ship- 
men in May of 1986.

Berry was preceded in death; 
by his parents; and a grandson.

Coach Berry dedicated 
over thirty-five years plus years 
coaching Youth Football in the 
City’s Youth Football League, 
and to date still holds the longest 
winning record with The Lub­
bock Panthers.

March primaries.
In a close race between Flo­

res, Sedeño won the race in 2012 
by 19 votes in the runoff elec­
tion.

Concussions!

First let me make a recom­
mendation. You all should see 
the current movie “Concussion”. 
Actor Will Smith will probably 
get an Oscar for his role. He 
plays Dr. Bennet Omalu who 
links mental illness to football. 
His claim is that a high number 
of football players experience 
concussions and a noticeable 
number of them end up with 
mental disorders and extreme 
depression. He coined the term 
for this prognosis -  Chronic 
Traumatic Encephalopathy 
(CTE). He obtained support 
from other doctors and submit­
ted his finding to a prestigious 
medical journal. It was ac­
cepted.

Pro Bowl every year he played 
and at the end he walked into the 
Football Hall of Fame. Such a 
great rise to fame followed by a 
lifetime of sorrow and tragedy.

After football something 
started happening. People fig­
ured he had lost his mind -  
homeless, living in a vehicle, 
dmgs and liquor. “Strong Mike” 
eventually died with most peo­
ple in Pittsburgh assuming 
steroids was the cause. It was 
not! Dr. Omalu performed the 
autopsy and discovered the rea­
son. His brain was a total mess. 
Finally, he surmised it was due 
to the violence to the head for 
ten straight years. He went on to 
prove this and that for two other 
Pittsburgh Steelers.

Concussions were common 
within my football experience. 
During my high school days I 
guess I delivered a few of them 
to opposing teams. In college, I 
received a few light ones and 
one big one that put me into the 
hospital. Team doctors were in 
denial as well as the coaches. 
The coaches would conclude 
“he got his bell mng”. They 
would overlooked the possibility 

-of- serious long-term harm. 
“Learn to endure pain” was the

mantra of one of my high school 
coaches.

When the pressure of the NFL 
Players Association (union) led 
into a class action lawsuit, the 
NFL finally caved in. More than 
5,000 current and former NFL 
players joined in the action. It 
was settled and players and vet­
erans are now being compen­
sated. After years of denying it, 
the NFL finally admitted that 
there is truth in Dr. Omalu’s 
study. The sham was exposed 
when Dave Duerson, NFL Hall 
of Fame and an NFL executive 
which made him a corporate in­
sider, committed suicide. On his 
night stand he left a letter which 
explained his deep depression 
and conclusion that something 
was wrong with him. He do­
nated his brain for analysis.

The great Hall of Fame run­
ning back, Tony Dorsett, talks 
about his experience. Without 
warning he will lash out at fam­
ily members and get violent. He 
states, “When there is a family 
get together and I show up my 
two daughters gather their chil­
dren and leave.” He can’t stop 
these explosions and he is terri­
bly depressed about itr-~  —

OK. So now we all believe

that the problem exists. The 
NFL has created a process 
known as “Concussion Proto­
col”. No one disputes the prob­
lem. But yet, there appears to be 
no effort being made to solve the 
problem.

There must be a well - funded 
and organized effort to find a 
cure and a prevention. The key 
to prevention lies in the football 
helmet. We must find a way to 
make it shock proof The brain 
has no padding around it. Sud­
den shock makes it move around 
bouncing into the scull. The ac­
cumulation of such shock alters 
our mind. There are plenty of us 
walking around and may be in 
danger. Remember the effects 
don’t show until later. I pray that 
I don’t emulate others like Tony 
Dorsett. Even worse, like my 
college buddy Mike Webster. 
There were two other team 
mates of mine that went out in 
similar fashion.

Let’s find the road to preven­
tion. The sooner, the better.

million copies of a single album 
with “Calypso” (1956) featuring 
his hit “Day-0.” After he met a 
young Martin Luther King Jr. in 
the early 1950s, the two devel­
oped a deep and abiding friend­
ship, and Belafonte played a key 
role in the civil rights move­
ment, including the 1963 March 
on Washington. In 1985, dis­
turbed by war, drought and 
famine in Africa, Belafonte 
helped organize the Grammy- 
winning song “We Are the 
World,” a multi-artist effort to 
raise funds for Africa.
