Minister Trent Cox, President
of the Ad Hoc Committee, wel-
comed a very historical ground-
breaking on  Wednesday
afternoon, February 24, 2016, by
saying “Praise The Lord”!

Members of the Adult Divi-
sion-Helping Our Children (AD-
HOC), joined the Texas
Department of Transportation
(TxDOT), the Lubbock Cham-
ber.of Commerce,.and. state.and
local leaders including Lt. Gov-
ernor Dan Patrick, to break
ground on a $6.5 million safety
project that will make improve-

ments on US 82 (Parkway
Drive) in the city of Lubbock.
Concerns over pedestrian
and motorist safety along the
stretch of roadway brought AD-
HOC members and TxDOT to-
gether in 2012 to work together
to discuss and find solutions to
improve safety. AD-HOC and
TxDOT continued to meet as
plans were developed and fund-
ing was identified. TxDOT pre-
sented its plan to the community
at two public meetings held in
February 2015.
To eliminate traffic conflict

points and improve safety along
this segment of the roadway, the
frontage roads along the south
side of Parkway Drive will be
removed.

Ysidro Gutierrez Files to Run for
Lubbock, Texas Mayor

There will now be four can-
didates running for Lubbock
Mayor in the city election.

Friday, February 5, 2016,
Ysidro Gutierrez filed his paper-
work to run for mayor with the
City Secretary’s office.

Gutierrez is a former Lub-
bock County Commissioner. He
represented Precinct 3 from
2004-2008, as a Democrat and
then switched to the Republican
Party when he didn’t run for re-
election in 2008.

Gutierrez ran for Precinct 3
again, as a Republican in 2012,
but lost to Gilbert Flores, the De-
mocrat candidate.

Gutierrez will be running
against Victor Hernandez, Dan
Pope and Todd Klein in the race
for Lubbock Mayor. Current
mayor, Glen Robertson, is not
running for re-election. Instead
he is running in the Republican
Primary for the 19th Congres-
sional District.

The City of Lubbock election

will be held on Saturday, May
7,2016.

He’s running on what he calls
a conservative agenda, and re-
ducing the city’s $1-billion-plus
debt is No. 1 on his list, he said.

“What [ want to do is commu-

nicate the need for an end to a
liberal City Council,” he said.

Gutierrez said he’s encout-
aged, not intimidated, by the
prospect of running against at
least three other candidates.

“I think we should have more
candidates, not just four,” he
said.

Gutierrez created a flier with
his “four-point plan for Lub-
bock,” which entails:

1. Updating the City Charter

2. Pushing for a “zero-based

budget.”

3. Implementing a “10-year
plan to eliminate the hidden
tax.”

4. Paying off the city’s debt.

It’s an open race for mayor.
Lubbock Mayor Glen Robertson

Ysidro Gutierrez
is not seeking re-election to a
third term, as he is running for
the open U.S. House District 19
seat in the March 1 Republican
primary.

“I want to do my very best to
make a positive contribution to
the City of Lubbock so it may
continue to do great things for
Texas and the Nation,” he con-
tinued.

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Inside the Nevada Entrance Poll: How
Hillary Clinton and Bernie Sanders Fared
Among Hispanics and Blacks

It’s well-established that
Sanders has been tearing up the
house with young voters. He
won 84 percent of caucus-goers
under the age of 30 in Iowa, 83
percent of under-30s in New
Hampshire and 82 percent of
millennials in Nevada. In a
word, wow. Compare that to
Barack Obama, who famously
whomped John McCain among
young voters in 2008, managing
66 percent of their votes.

So now let’s look at Hispan-
ics. There were inadequate num-

bers of racial and ethnic minori-
ties to analyze in lowa and New
Hampshire, but not so in Ne-
vada. Hispanics accounted for
19 percent of voters — 213 re-
spondents among the total sam-
ple of 1,024. That’s enough to
evaluate given a probability-
based sample.

What do we see? Per the en-
trance poll, Hispanics participat-
ing in the Nevada caucuses were
nearly three times likelier than
other caucus-goers to be
younger than 30, and less than

half as likely to be 60 or older.

Age matters. Hispanics
younger than 45 voted 70-27
percent for Sanders over Clinton
in Nevada, while non-Hispanics
under 45 voted almost exactly
the same, 73-24 percent. There
simply were proportionately
more of the former. (Further,
while the sample size of Hispan-
ics age 45 and older is small,
their vote was more than 2 to 1
for Clinton — again, similar to
her result among non-Hispanics
in that age group.)

Internal validity takes us only
so far, but there’s also external
validity for the age-by-ethnicity
differences in Nevada. Per the
U.S. Census Bureau, the median
age of Hispanics in the state is
27.5, while the median age of
non-Hispanics is 42.4. The fact
that Hispanics in the state are
younger than non-Hispanics
would seem to support the no-
tion that Hispanic caucus-goers
were younger, too, and thus
more apt to be Sanders support-
ers.

In all, then, there’s decent ev-
idence that the estimate is a good
one — and that Sanders did well
among Hispanics not on the
basis of their ethnicity, but be-
cause of their age.

The best argument for ques-
tioning whether Sanders in fact
won Hispanics is that his 8-point
advantage is less than the en-
trance poll’s margin of sampling
error for this group, 10 points.
Regardless, a little reality check
is in order.

Even if Sanders gets bragging
rights for his results among His-
panics in Nevada, Hillary Clin-
ton’s 54-point win among blacks
seems substantially more signif-
icant. The vastly wider margin is
one reason. There likely will be
more blacks than Hispanics vot-
ing in the primaries to come.
Across the 2008 Democratic pri-
maries for which we had exit
polls, blacks accounted for 19
percent of voters, Hispanics for
12 percent. Blacks soared to 55
percent of voters in South Car-
olina, the next state on the Dem-
ocratic calendar.

Despite heavy oppression and
danger, the NAACP and commu-
nity leaders encouraged blacks
to stay in the state.

The Rally Begins

As president of the Regional
Council of Negro Leadership,
Doc Howard also became a
mentor to a young civil rights
activist named Medgar Evers. A
World War II combat vet, Evers
moved to Mound Bayou to sell
insurance for Dr. Howard’s
Magnolia Life Insurance Com-

pany after being refused admis-
sion to the University of Missis-
sippi Law School. Evers and his
wife, Myrlie, who worked as a
typist for the insurance com-
pany, spoke of Doc as “kind, af-
fluent, and intelligent,” and “that
rare Negro in Mississippi who
had somehow beaten the sys-
tem.”

While selling insurance,
Medgar Evers also promoted the
Leadership Council and the
NAACP, becoming its first field

secretary in Mississippi. He
would become well-known as a
dogged investigator of civil
rights  violations—including
lynchings—throughout the state.
' One of his biggest campaigns,
however, was the organization
of a 1952 boycott of service sta-
tions that failed to provide rest-
rooms for blacks. As part of this
effort, Medgar and Myrlie, sup-
ported by other members of the
Leadership Council, distributed
20,000 bumper stickers with the
slogan, “Don’t Buy Gas Where
You Can’t Use The Restroom.”

Racial Gap in U.S. Cancer Deaths
Is Narrowing: Report

The gap in cancer deaths
among blacks and whites in the
United States has narrowed for
most cancers, but disparities re-

main for two common cancers, a

new report from the American
Cancer Society says.

For deaths from breast cancer
in women, the gulf between
blacks and whites has widened,
the report noted. For deaths at-
tributed to colon cancer in men,
the racial divide has remained
the same. This imbalance is
likely caused by inequalities in
access to care, screening and

treatment, the researchers said.
"There is good news. Cancer
death rates among black women
are decreasing for all of the top
cancers, but compared to whites
not as much progress has been
made -- particularly for breast
cancer," said lead researcher
Carol DeSantis, an epidemiolo-
gist with the cancer society.
In men, the death rates for
colon cancer have remained 50

percent higher for blacks than
whites, she said. "For all of the
major cancers, deaths are higher
for blacks than whites," she
added.

Reductions in overall cancer
deaths since the early 1990s

have saved more than 300,000
black lives over the past 20
years, the report said.

Deaths from cancer are de-
clining. because improved
screening detects many cancers
earlier, and improvements in

care have made treatments more
effective, DeSantis said. "The
disparities remain because not
everyone is getting access to the
best cancer therapies," she said.

The disparity in care is more
economic than racial, DeSantis
said. "It's just that there are more
poor blacks," she said.

The report was published Feb.
22 in CA: A Cancer Journal for
Clinicians.

Cancer death rates have
dropped faster among blacks
than whites for all cancers com-
bined, and for lung, prostate and
colon cancer in women, the re-
searchers found.

Other highlights from the
report:

°In 1990, the cancer death
rate for men was 47 percent
higher in blacks than in whites,
but dropped to 24 percent higher
in 2012. Among women, the dis-
parity decreased from 19 percent
higher in 1991 to 14 percent in
2012

eSince 1990, deaths from
breast cancer dropped 23 percent
among black women and 37 per-
cent among white women,
widening the racial disparity. In
2008-2012, breast cancer deaths
were 42 percent higher in black
women than white women, de-
spite historically lower breast
cancer rates overall. Researchers
said the higher death rates
among black women are likely
due to a number of factors, such
as differences in cancer progres-
sion at diagnosis, obesity, other
chronic illnesses, tumor type and

access to care.

*From 2003 to 2012, colon
cancer deaths dropped faster
among black women than white
women (3.3 percent versus 2.9
percent per year). But the drop
was slower among black men
than white men (2.5 percent ver-
sus 3.0 percent). The racial gap
1S narrowing in women, but
since 2005, rates in men have re-
mained about 50 percent higher
in blacks than in whites.

*For most cancers, fewer
blacks than whites survive five
years. Much of this difference is
due to limited access to "timely,
appropriate and high-quality
care," according to the report.
These barriers result in later di-
agnosis, when treatment choices
are limited and often less effec-
tive.

*Obesity increases the risk
for cancer, and black women
have the highest obesity rates of
any group. In 2013-2014, nearly
six in 10 black women were
obese, compared with about four
in 10 white women. The preva-
lence of obesity is similar in
black and white men (38 percent
and 35 percent, respectively).

Dr. Christopher Flowers is
chair of the Health Disparities
Committee for the American So-
ciety of Clinical Oncology
(ASCO). He said, "There is
some promising news that there
is a narrowing of the gap in can-
cer disparities, but [this study]
also raises the concern that there
still is a gap between black and

forefront of the Council were
businesspeople and profession-
als, it was this group, as well as
poor farmers who might support
the campaign, that the white
power structure targeted in re-
sponse, freezing all local credit
lines in order to force an end to
the boycott.

To counter the economic
squeeze, Dr. Howard helped to
establish, and served on the
board of directors of, an
NAACP “war chest” at the

black-owned Tri-State Bank in .

Memphis. The fund ultimately
defeated the white credit
squeeze, and lent muscle to the
NAACP and the Leadership
Council in their campaign to
urge blacks not to leave Missis-
sippi, but to stay and fight for
their rights.

To me, as a northerner, for a
black person to live day after
day under the conditions I was
seeing for the first time seemed
second only to a death sentence.
I was surprised, therefore, when
young Evers told me that the

lack of civil rights and even the

dearth of job opportunities were
actually accelerating black ef-
forts to improve conditions
rather than make plans to leave.
“Because of the racial situation,”
he assured me, “Negroes are
closer together.” Implying that a
lot more was going on than met
the eye, he added, “A lot of our
work is carried on underground.

”When Jet ran my interview,
the magazine’s cover asked the
question of the day: “Should Ne-
groes Leave Mississippi?”
Evers’s answer was summed up
in the headline: “DESPITE
TERROR, MISS. NEGROES

white patients in terms of cancer
deaths." ;

Flowers added that ASCO is
trying to develop new ways to
educate doctors and improve the
quality of care in hospitals that
"serve traditionally underserved
populations."

He said Medicaid reform
might help to address the racial
disparities in cancer care, and
added that that's another area
where ASCO is working to
make changes.

DeSantis noted that changes
in insurance access will likely
help. In particular, she said, the
Affordable Care Act (known as
Obamacare) may help narrow
the gap between blacks ‘and
whites, because more people
will have health insurance.
"That's a huge step," she said.
