How Some Colleges Are Closing The Racial Graduation Gap
A new study has found that 

some colleges are instrumental 
in closing the graduation gap be­
tween Blacks and Whites, even 
though the gap remained stub­
bornly wide when overall grad­
uation rates increased, according 
to the Hechinger Report.

The report. Rising Tide II: Do 
Black Students Benefit as Grad 
Rates Increase?, written by The 
Education Trust, is based on 232 
four-year public colleges. What 
they have in common is im­
proved graduation rates over a 
10-year period.

The researchers found an 
overall increase in the Black 
graduation rate between 2003 
and 2013. At the same time, 
though, the gap with White stu­
dents also increased.

One of the lessons of the 
study is that certain programs 
made a difference at the colleges 
that closed the gap, the re­
searchers said.

At Ohio State University, 73 
percent of Black students gradu­
ated in 2013—a 26 percent 
climb from 2003. The gradua­
tion gap with White students

also decreased by 9 percent.
The institution credits that 

success to programs that support 
minority and first-generation 
students. One of the programs 
highlighted by Hechinger starts 
with middle school students and 
nurtures them academically and 
financially through college.

In another success story, 
Texas Tech University had a part 
in raising the Black graduation 
rate by 10 percent, while also 
closing the gap with White stu­
dents by 4 percentage points.

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Mississippi Flag Comes Down at Capitol

When Bree Newsome — an 
activist and filmmaker associ­
ated with the national Black 
Lives Matter movement — 
scaled a flag pole at the South 
Carolina state house last June 
and removed the Confederate 
battle flag, she sparked a na­
tional conversation.

Activists and lawmakers 
across the country started to ask 
why the flag is still prominently 
displayed at so many govern­
ment buildings, in the south and 
elsewhere, when it’s widely rec­
ognized as a racist symbol and 
was embraced by Dylann Roof, 
who killed nine people during a 
prayer meeting at a Black church 
last summer.

In Oregon, the conversation 
zeroed in on the presence of the 
Mississippi flag -  which in­
cludes a Confederate battle em­
blem as part of its design -  in the 
“Walk of Flags” display on the 
capitol grounds in Salem. That 
display included flags from all 
50 states as well as Oregon’s 
nine federally recognized Native 
American tribes.

Now it’s down one. Missis­
sippi’s flag was removed at the 
beginning of last week.

Last October lawmakers de­

cided to give Mississippi the 
chance to change the design of 
its own flag. According to a let­
ter dated March 7 and co-signed 
by Senate President Peter Court­
ney and House Speaker Tina 
Kotek and sent to their Missis­
sippi counterparts -  Terry Bur­
ton, president pro tempore of the 
Mississippi senate and Missis­
sippi House Speaker Philip 
Gunn -  it was only .̂fter Missis­
sippi failed to act that Oregon 
decided to take down that state’s 
flag.

“We respectfully disagree 
with the confederate symbol in 
your state flag,” the letter reads. 
“Out of respect for the great 
state of Mississippi, we chose to 
give the Mississippi Legislature 
a chance to act first. With the un­
derstanding that all of the bills 
related to the state flag died in 
the Mississippi Legislature last 
month, we have now taken ac­
tion to remove the flag.”

Mississippi lawmakers 
drafted 12 different bills to alter 
the state’s logo design -  but 
none of them made it out of 
committee by the legislature’s 
February deadline.

In response to a query about 
the flag’s’ removal, Courtney’s

office issued a statement con­
taining some of the same lan­
guage as the letter to the 
Mississippi legislature, but also 
noting Oregon lawmakers are 
not alone in their objection to the 
continued display of Confeder­
ate insignia.

“Across the country, other 
government entities removed the 
Mississippi flag from displays. 
In the State of Mississippi, uni­
versities, counties and cities -  
including the capital city of 
Jackson -  refused to fly the offi­
cial flag of the state,” the state­
ment said.

Last fall, Kotek said she sup­
ported the effort to remove the 
flag from Capitol grounds.

"The Confederate insignia on 
the flag is widely seen as a sym­
bol of racist intolerance, which 
is in direct conflict with Oregon 
values of fairness and equality. I 
support removing it from our 
Capitol grounds and leaving the 
flagpole unadorned until Missis­
sippi adopts another flag, one 
that honors the dignity of all 
people,” Tina Kotek, speaker of 
Oregon’s House of Representa­
tives, said last October.

Rep. Lew Frederick (D- 
North/Northeast Portland) told 
reporters last summer he wanted 
to see the flag come down.

Solving The Mystery

I am sick and tired and tired 
and sick of the robocalls. By 
now, most American who have 
not found a way to stop them, 
should be as tired as I am. Be­
cause I arn tired of them I de­
cided to check out ways to rid 
myself of them other than click 
the telephone on and off at the 
same time, and when I feel like 
talking, I ask the caller if I know 
them. If they reply by saying 
anything else, I tell them that 
since they do not know me, that 
we do not have anything to talk 
about. If I discover that it is a 
recording, I simply hang up.

Often, when my telephone 
rings and it is an unknown caller 
or blocked call, or no name, that 
is when I click it on and off at 
the same time. Sometimes, 
those toll free calls without a 
name can be my pharmacy noti­
fying me that a prescription is 
ready or my insurance company 
with some information. I re­
ceived a call from the Library of 
Congress without a caller ID and 
I picked up and hung up and 
they called again with an abbre­
viated caller ID. I informed the 
caller who quickly identified 
herself that I did not answer calls 
without a caller ID. She apolo­
gized and got to the business of 
her call. The calls from the 

pharm acy are toll free but they 
say immediately who the mes­
sage is for. The insuranee com­
pany on the other hand will tell 
you immediately who they are 
and who they wish to speak 
with.

I decided to see what is avail­
able to put a stop to robocalls. I 
discovered that there is a service 
called StopCalling.net which is 
a law group which will represent 
you if you can identify a legiti­
mate company such as d debt 
eollector, charity or such which 
calls your cell phone as there is 
a law against such calls except 
where permitted hy the tele­

phone owner. The reward is 
$1,500 per call. The lawyers 
who take these cases state that 
they only get paid if they win the 
case. They suggest that citizens 
form a class action law suit 
against violators. There have 
been some successes but future 
success cannot be based on the 
past.

Aside from hiring a lawyer 
to pursue justice from the annoy­
ance of robocalls, there are 
gadgets on the market which 
proclaim that they can stop the 
harassing calls. They are made 
by a variety of companies and 
have ways to screen out un­
wanted calls and permit desir­
able calls to come through. The 
prices range from $19.00 for a 
gadget for which a subscription 
is required and others range 
from $24.00 used up to $99.00. 
It will be necessary to shop 
around until you find the gadget 
or subscription which best suits 
you. Our telephone companies 
used to have anonymous call re­
jection and for some reason it is 
now difficult to get it or a fee is 
now required; some form of sub­
scription. It appears that we 
need to get ‘in cinque’ and press 
upon our Federal Communica­
tions Commission to find a way 
to put the Telephone Con­
sumer’s Protection Act into op­
eration. We may need a petition 
as it is no good if it is not work­
ing.

All my life I have wondered 

what was the breakdown on my 
ethnicity. If you don’t know 
who you are you are less than 
“whole”. One night while my 
wife, Kay, and I were watching 
television a eommercial for An- 
cestry.Com came on. After dis- 
eussing the issue, we decided 
that we were going to try it. I 
teased her that I may find out 
that my wife is white (she’s a 
“redbone”). Imagine the social 
scandal: “President/CEO of the 
National Black Chamber of 
Commerce is married to a white 
girl”.

We now have the results and 
have shared them with our sons 
Thomas and Harry III. Let’s 
start with my ethnicity. I am 
69% African and 31 % European. 
23% of me is Nigerian followed 
by Mali which is 16%. The rest 
of the African lineage goes like 
this: Ivory Coast / Ghana -11%; 
Cameroon/Congo -  9%; Senegal 
-  9%; Southeastern Africa and 
Benin / Togo are 1% and less 
than 1% respectively. I have 
been all over Africa but the few 
nations I have not been to are 
Ivory Coast, Cameroon, Congo 
Benin and Togo. They now will 
be high on my travel targets. I 
have to go and visit my people!

Now, how about the white 
side of me? Great Britain leads 
the way with 21%. Next is the 
Iberian Peninsula (Portugal and 
Spain) at 5%. Finland / North­
west Russia is at 3%. Ireland is 
at 2% and Greece is less than 
1%.

I was kidding Kay that we 
will find out that she is white. 
That is almost a reality! 47% of 
my wife is white while 52% is 
African and less than 1% is Na­
tive American. She missed 
being predominantly white by 
three pereentage points. Here is 
her breakdown: Benin / Togo 
23%; Cameroon / Congo -  11%;

Southeastern Africa - 3%; Sene­
gal -  3%; Mali -  2%.

Now for the white side of 
Kay. Great Britain - 22%; Ire­
land - 20%; Europe West -  2%; 
Scandinavia -  1% while the 
Iberian Peninsula and European 
Jewish are less than 1% each. 
She has less than 1% Native 
American which is the Western 
Hemisphere (the Americas).

Kay isn’t the lightest one in 
her family. Her baby brother has 
blue eyes. She has one aunt with 
natural blonde hair while an­
other aunt has red hair. They 
once went out with their hus­
bands back in the day and were 
arrested for violating the Indiana 
Race Mixing law.

wait until they arrived to the des­
tinations. Ends that mystery.

Nixon official: real reason for the drug war 
was to criminalize black people and hippies

The war on dmgs ^ : Is it a 
genuine public health emsade or 
an attempt to carry out what au­
thor Michelle Alexander charac­
terizes as "the New Jim Crow"?

A new report by Dan Baum 
for Harper's Magazine suggests 
the latter. Specifically, Baum 
refers to a quote from John 
Ehrlichman, who served as do­
mestic policy chief for President 
Richard Nixon when the admin­
istration declared its war on 
dmgs in 1971. According to 
Baum, Ehrlichman said in 1994 
that the dmg war was a ploy to 
undermine Nixon's political op­

position — meaning, black peo­
ple and critics of the Vietnam 
War:

At the time, I was writing a 
book about the politics of dmg 
prohibition. I started to ask 
Ehrlichman a series of earnest, 
wonky questions that he impa­
tiently waved away. "You want 
to know what this was really all 
about?" he asked with the blunt­
ness of a man who, after public 
disgrace and a stretch in federal President Richard Nixon gives a nationally televised address.

prison, had little left to protect. 
"The Nixon campaign in 1968, 
and the Nixon White House after 
that, had two enemies: the anti­
war left and black people. You 
understand what I'm saying? We

knew we couldn't make it illegal 
to be either against the war or 
black, but by getting the public 
to associate the hippies with 
marijuana and blacks with 
heroin, and then criminalizing

fui
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both heavily, we could dismpt 
those communities. We could ar­
rest their leaders, raid their 
homes, break up their meetings, 
and vilify them night after night 
on the evening news. Did we 
know we were lying about the 
dmgs? Of course we did."

This is an incredibly blunt, 
shocking response — one with 
troubling implications for the 
45-year-old war on dmgs.

It's possible Ehrlichman was­
n't being honest, given that he 
reportedly felt bitter and be­
trayed by Nixon after he spent 
time in prison over the Water­
gate scandal. Nixon also very 
much despised dmgs, which 
likely played a role in his poli­
cies beyond political goals. And 
his dmg czar, Jerome Jaffe, 
strongly pushed for treating 
dmgs as a health issue, not 
solely a criminal matter as 
Ehrlichman suggested.

But the claim of racial preju­
dice is not implausible. Al­
though black Americans aren't 
more likely to use or sell dmgs, 
they're much more likely to be 
arrested for them. And when 
blaek people are convicted of 
dmg charges, they generally face 
longer prison sentences for the 
same crimes, according to a 
2012 report from the US Sen­
tencing Commission.

Ehrlichman claimed this was 
a goal of the dmg war, not an un­
intended consequence. And 
Baum cites this as one of many 
reasons to end the drug war once 
and for all.

Baum's argument: Dmg pro­
hibition began with poor inten­
tions, it has contributed to 
terrible consequences (racial dis­
parities in the justiee system and 
dmg-fueled violence around the 
world), and it has failed to sig­
nificantly curtail dmg abuse and 
trafficking. So we should try a 
new approach — and legalize 
and regulate dmgs.

But in doing this, Baum 
glosses over a few options. Even 
if it's tme that the dmg war was 
launched on faulty reasons, that 
doesn't mean it hasn't led to 
some benefits. And even if those 
benefits aren't worth the costs of 
the current model of prohibition, 
there are alternatives to pulling 
back dmg prohibition besides le­
galization.

As I've written before, the 
dmg war does likely prevent 
some dmg use: One study by 
Jon Caulkins, a dmg policy ex­
pert at Carnegie Mellon Univer­
sity, suggested that prohibition 
multiplies the price of hard 
dmgs like cocaine by as much as 
10 times. And illicit dmgs obvi­
ously aren't available through 
easy means — one can't just 
walk into a CVS and buy heroin. 
So the dmg war is likely stop­
ping some dmg use: Caulkins 
estimates that legalization could 
lead hard dmg abuse to triple, al­
though he told me it could go 
much higher.

America's latest dmg epi­
demic provides some evidence 
for Caulkins's claims. In the

past couple decades, doctors 
loosened access to very addic­
tive and potentially deadly opi­
oid painkillers. Painkiller abuse 
exploded, leading not just to 
more overdose deaths but to 
people trying other opioids, such 
as heroin, and overdosing on 
those as well. So more access 
led to more abuse and deaths.

Does this mean the war on 
drugs, as it's currently fought, is 
worth it? Not necessarily. It's a 
matter of weighing the pros and 
cons of the current model of 
drug prohibition.

So maybe the drug war re­
duces drug use. But it also en­
ables and reinforces the justice 
system's biases against minority 
Americans. And it perpetuates a 
black market for drugs that fuels 
violence in the US and around 
the world, particularly in Mex­
ico.

But there are options to draw 
down the war on drugs without 
legalization. The US could de­
criminalize — remove jail time 
and other criminal penalties for 
personal possession but not sales 
— and emphasize prevention 
and treatment, as Portugal has 
done. It could allow supervised 
injection sites for heroin users to 
provide a safe place to use the 
drug, as Canada, Switzerland, 
and several others have done. It 
could allow for the medical use

of some drugs, such as psyche­
delics, as some researchers have 
pushed for. These are steps 
countries and states could take 
without legalizing drugs.

Baum does, however, ac­
knowledge that even if a country 
does legalize, there are various 
ways to do it. Governments 
could spend much, much more 
on prevention and treatment pro­
grams alongside legalization to 
deal with a potential wave of 
new drug users. They could re­
quire and regulate licenses to 
buy drugs, as some states do 
with guns. Or they could ban 
private, for-profit sales of drugs, 
limiting greedy companies' abil­
ities to market and sell the drugs 
no matter the consequence (as 
tobacco companies have done to 
get Americans hooked on ciga­
rettes — to still very deadly ef­
fects).

None of these policies would 
wholly eliminate drug abuse, 
drug deaths, or drug-related vio­
lence and crime. But drug policy 
is often about picking the best 
out of the available bad options, 
rather than picking the perfect 
solutioh.

Still, there are far more op­
tions than prohibition and legal­
ization, and different drugs with 
all sorts of different risks likely 
merit different policies. But it's 
going to be very difficult to get 
to the right balance of policies if 
the debate is framed as deciding 
between only legalization and 
prohibition.
