Sheryl's
passion for our program and for

impacting young players will be
extremely beneficial for our con-

tinued growth. She is a fantastic
addition to our staff."

In her role, Swoopes will
focus on creating and imple-
menting a plan to help develop
each student-athlete personally,
academically and athletically.
She will work closely with vari-
ous departments within Texas
Tech Athletics, including aca-
demic services, sports perform-
ance, and sports medicine and
will assist the coaching staff in
breaking down film and prepa-
ration of game strategy. In addi-
tion, Swoopes will assist the Red
Raider Club, Marsha Sharp Cen-
ter for Student Athletes and
Kirby Hocutt in community out-
reach and serve as the color an-
alyst for televised games.

In just the last two years,
she has been inducted into the
Women's Basketball Hall of
Fame and the Naismith Memo-
rial Basketball Hall of Fame.

With her induction into the
Basketball Hall of Fame last
year, Swoopes became the first
Texas Tech basketball player —
men's or women's — to achieve
this honor.

Along with the National
Championship crown, Swoopes
guided the Lady Raiders to the

Southwest Conference. iegular

season and tournament champi-
onships and the national cham-
pionship crown her senior
season and was named the Nai-
smith College Player of the Year
and the WBCA Player of the
Year. She averaged 28.1 points
per game that year, which
ranked second nationally.

As a Lady Raider, Swoopes
set 30 different women's basket-
ball records, including four Final
Four records, three NCAA tour-
nament records, four NCAA
championship game records and
eight Texas Tech school records,
including the single-game
school record for points (53),
which still stands. Her No. 22
jersey was retired on Feb. 19,
1994.

In 2003, Swoopes was in-
ducted into the Texas Tech Hall
of Fame for her outstanding ca-
reer with the Lady Raiders.

Swoopes was one of the first
players to sign a WNBA con-
tract. Sae. was- a -three-time
WNBA MVP, two-time scoring
champion, four-time WNBA
champion, three-time defensive
player of the year and six-time
all-star. She also represented the
United States numerous times,
including the 1996, 2000 and
2004 Olympic Games.

KKK Supporter Called Out for
Wearing Dreadlocks

Social media users are abuzz
about the irony of a photo of a
Ku Klux Klan supporter at a
rally in Charlottesville, Va.,
wearing dreadlocks — a hair-
style culturally associated with
Black people, and a style for
which Black people are often
discriminated.

On Saturday, July 8, 2017, a
few dozen members and sup-
porters of the North Carolina-
based Loyal White Knights of
the KKK shouted “white power”
at a rally to protest against a city
council decision to remove a
statue honoring Confederate
General Robert E. Lee.

DeVanté Cunningham, a re-
cent graduate from the Univer-
sity of Virginia, took the photo
of a KKK supporter wearing
dreadlocks and a shirt with sev-
eral Klan symbols.

“Me and my friend were in
total disbelief,” Cunningham
told BBC Trending. “We really
couldn’t believe we had just
seen a Klansman with dreads.
We’re looking at the KKK here,
and dreadlocks are basically a
symbol of African culture. It was
really weird to see.”

The white supremacists at the
protest brandished Confederate
flags and signs with anti-Semitic
messages, while hundreds of
anti-KKK protesters waved
signs denouncing racism. The

groups were separated from
crowds by a ring of fencing and
a heavy police presence

Later police fired tear gas
canisters when some protesters
refused orders to disperse.
Twenty-three people were ar-

rested, but officials could not-

confirm their affiliations, ac-
cording to Reuters.

Cunnighman said he attended
the rally to show his opposition
to KKK supporters.

“I was angry that they were
coming to a place that I have
called home for the past six
years,” he told BBC Trending.
“So I knew that whatever
counter protest was going to be
happening, I needed to be there.”

The photo of the unidentified
man went viral on Twitter.

Social media users were con-
fused as to why a supporter of
the Klan, identified as a hate
group by the Southern Poverty
Law Center, would choose a
hairstyle with a connection to
Black culture.

Many summed it up as cul-
tural appropriation. The term is
used to describe when a margin-
alized culture’s creations are
used, borrowed and imitated by
a privileged culture, many times
for profit, without a true under-
standing or respect for its history
and traditions.

In 2015, at age 16, actress
Amandla Stenberg, who was in
the film “The Hunger Games,”

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A photo of a Klan supporter at a rally wearing a hairstyle culturally associated with Black

posted a video on YouTube
called “Don’t Cash Crop on My
Cornrows,” discussing Black
natural hair in mainstream cul-
ture and explaining her thoughts
on cultural appropriation.
Though a white male KKK
supporter seemingly appears
comfortable wearing dreadlocks
while promoting racist ideals,
many Black men and women are
still questioned by society when
choosing to wear the hairstyle.

In the 2015 book “Twisted:
My Dreadlock Chronicles,” au-
thor Bert Ashe chronicles his
journey to wearing dreadlocks.
Ashe, an associate professor at
the University of Richmond, wa-
vered for 20 years before he de-
cided to grow out his hair.

Black women have been
marginalized for attempting to
wear dreadlocks in the work-
place. For example, Chastity
Jones received a job offer from
Catastrophe Management Solu-
tions (CMS), an insurance
claims processing center, in
2010. When Jones refused to get
rid of her dreadlocks, the job
offer was rescinded.

The U.S. Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission filed a
race discrimination lawsuit
against CMS on behalf of Jones
in 2013, stating, “Dreadlocks are
a manner of weating the hair that
is physiologically and culturally
associated with people of
African descent.”

Why DeAngelo Williams refuses to |
play for the Cowboys

You’ve got to love a guy with
principles.

DeAngelo Williams, a multi-
dimensional, utilitarian running
back who totaled 343 yards on
98 carries in nine games for
Pittsburgh last year, is looking
for a job. And while backs of his
age and skill set don’t necessar-
ily have the pick of teams from
which to play, they can’t always
afford to be choosy, either ...
which makes his staunch refusal
to play for four specific teams a
bit fun to consider.

Speaking to ESPN’s Adam
Schefter, Williams ran down the
list of reasons for why a team
might get stricken from his play-
for list. First up, Carolina,
Williams’ home for the first nine
years of his career. Williams’
time in Carolina ended ugly, and
so he won’t be going back.

“I had no problems with get-
ting fired, but there are things
that went on there that I didn’t
like—and I still don’t like to this
day,” Williams said. “There’s no
point in me going back there.
You’re an ex for a reason, right?
You don’t go back to exes, and
that’s just where I’m at there.”

Next, Cleveland. That’s just
simple numbers. “They don’t
have a history of winning,” he
said. “I’m not sure about all of
the championships they won be-
fore the Super Bowl was the
Super Bowl, but in my lifetime,
I haven’t seen them have a win-
ning season.” (Fact check:
Cleveland went 10-7 in 2007,

and we assume Williams is older
than nine years old. But the
point stands.)

With the Browns, it wasn’t
personal. But with Jacksonville,
the next team on Williams’ no-
play list, it got personal in a
hurry: “I can’t think of anything
positive about that organization
outside of the fact that they have
pools in the stadium.”

But it’s Williams’ takedown
of the Cowboys that’s the most
fun. A child of the *80s and a fan
of the 49ers, Williams said he
couldn’t see himself wearing the
Dallas star ... primarily because
of the Dallas fans.

“The Cowboys, they win.
They just don’t ever show up
during the playoffs,” he said.
“They always disappear in the

playoffs. I've got a great depic-
tion of the Cowboys’ fan base.
During the regular season last
year, they were on Cloud Nine.
You couldn’t tell them anything
because they were going to win
the ‘ship—that’s all they said.
Fans just got extremely super
annoying. Then, the minute they
lose, they either got cheated,
somebody was hurt—the ex-
cuses start flowing. It’s just
amazing to me. That fan base
just in general can’t handle de-
feat.” i
Man, that’s simply awesome.
We hope Williams catches on
somewhere if only to listen to
the Dallas fans show their appre-
ciation. And if not, he’s always
got wrestling to fall back on.

ney.

“Right now, the investigation
into the motive, including
whether it was a hate crime, is
still ongoing,” Erzen said in a
telephone interview.

The Federal Bureau of Inves-
tigation was helping police ana-
lyze Urbanski’s digital devices.
“We expect that to conclude in

When he asks what agency
she works for, she responds:
“I’m the state attorney”.

The officer immediately
launches into an explanation for
the stop, explaining that he ran
the tags on her car and received
no result.

Ms Ayala asked: “What was
the tag run for?”

The officer then begins to
stumble, saying: “Oh we run
tags through all the time,
whether it's a traffic light and
that sort of stuff; That's how we
figure out if cars are stolen and
that sort of thing.”

He added: “Also, the win-
dows are really dark. I don't
have a tint measure but that's an-
other reason for the stop.”

The State Attorney, visibly
annoyed, asks for the officers’
cards. Neither have them avail-
able, so they write their contact
information on a piece of paper.

Orlando police department
said that it "allows the running
of tags for official business only,
and this is done routinely on pa-
trol".

"In regards to the video,
which was released by the Or-
lando Police Department last
month, the officers stated the tag
did not come back as registered
to any vehicle. As you can see in
the video, the window tint was
dark, and officers would not

have been able to tell who, or
how many people, were in the
vehicle," a statement said.

No complaint has been filed
over the stop, police said.

Ms Ayala, a career public de-
fender, ran for state attorney on
a platform of transparency and a
promise to bridge gaps with
communities of colour.

In a statement to The Inde-
pendent, Ms Ayala said she has
"violated no laws".

"The license plate, while
confidential was and remains
properly registered... The tint
was in no way a violation of
Florida law... Although the traf-
fic stop appears to be consistent
with Florida law," the statement
said.

"My goal is to have a con-
structive and mutually respectful
relationship between law en-
forcement and the community,
Ms Ayala added. "I look forward
to sitting down to have an open
dialogue with the Chief of Or-
lando Police Department regard-
ing how this incident impacts
that goal".

Ms Ayala recently made
headlines for refusing to pursue
the death penalty in the murder
trial of Markeith Loyd, who is
accused of killing Orlando Po-
lice Lieutenant Debra Clayton
and his pregnant ex-girlfriend,
Sade Dixon.

Florida Governor Rick Scott
removed her from the case for
what he called her refusal to
“fight for justice”.

Ms Ayala has asked the state
Supreme Court to block Mr
Scott’s decision.

In April, the State Attorney’s
office reported she had received
a noose in the mail, accompa-
nied by a disturbing letter. The
office said Ms Ayala frequently
receives hate mail, often ex-
pressing racist sentiments.
