Recreational Water Illness
The City of Lubbock Health 

Department has seen an increase 
in reports of recreational water 
illnesses (RWIs) including 
Cryptosporidium (Crypto). 
RWIs are caused by germs 

^spread by swallowing or having 
contact with contaminated water 
in swimming pools, water play 
areas, and natural bodies of 
water such as lakes. RWIs ac­
count for a wide variety of infec-

tions, including gastrointestinal, 
skin, ear, respiratory, eye, neuro­
logic and wound infections. The 
most commonly reported RWI is 
diarrhea.

Contrary to popular belief, 
chlorine does not kill all germs 
instantly. There are germs today 
that are very tolerant to chlorine. 
Once these germs get in the 
pool, it can take anywhere from 
minutes to days for chlorine to

kill them. Swallowing just a lit­
tle water that contains these 
germs can make you sick.

In the past two decades, there 
has been a substantial increase in 
the number of RWI outbreaks 
associated with swimming. 
Crypto, which can stay alive for 
days even in well-maintained 
pools, has become the leading 
cause of swimming pool-related 
outbreaks of diarrheal illness.

The United Auto Workers 

union is at it again. The UAW 
was once the fighter for workers’ 
rights and decent pay. That has 
become passé since the enact­
ment of the Civil Rights Act of 
1964 and the US Department of 
Labor being the watch dog on 
such Human Resources Man­
agement.

Let’s look at what has hap­
pened since the ribbon cutting in 
2003 of the Nissan Assembly 
Plant in Canton, Mississippi.

Is there 
any other auto plant with more 
than 6,400 full time workers in 
this nation that can match that?

Nissan was named one of Diver- 
sitylnc’s (magazine) “Top 25 
Noteworthy Companies for 
2016”. What a fine example for 
America!

The huge facility is over 4.7 
million square-feet sitting on 
1,038 acres of Mississippi fine 
earth. Think about how many 
statewide workers are included 
in the daily operations of Nissan.
Since the ribbon cutting over 3.2 
million cars (Frontier, Murano,
NV Cargo, NV Passenger, Titan, 
and Titan XD) are traveling on 
U.S. highways and through 
American communities. Since 
opening Nissan -  Mississippi 
has donated more than $.13.6 
million to local charitable organ­
izations and its employees have 
contributed more than 8,000 vol­
unteer hours to over 200 local 
organizations.

Nissan Canton has a safety 
record that is substantially above 
the average for the industry. In 
2016, it spent more than $6 mil­
lion on safety measures at the 
Canton plant, and they have 32

full -  time health and safety em­
ployees (24 medical staff and 
eight safety employees). This 
must be a national model.

Also, workers at the Canton 
facility have safe, stable jobs, 
with some of the highest wages 
and strongest benefits in the 
state of Mississippi.

So, why does the UAW want 
to mess with Nissan? I think 
they need to go somewhere else. 
If something is not broken, it 
would take a fool to try and “fix 
it”.

Man stabbed woman he met on dating site 119 
times after she told him she was transgender

A former sailor in the US 
Navy stabbed a woman 119 
times when she revealed she was 
transgender after they had sex, a 
court heard.

Dwanya Hickerson, 21, "lost 
it" after learning Dee Whigham, 
25, had been bom a man.

Mississippi's Jacksonville Cir­
cuit Court heard that he knifed 
Ms Whigham multiple times in 
the face and slashed her throat in 
a hotel room before showering 
and leaving her for dead.

The pair had been chatting 
online for two months after mak­
ing contact through a dating site.

They decided to meet for the 
first time when Ms Whigham 
was visiting the city of Biloxi, 
where Hickerson lived, on July 
23 last year.

The hospital nurse picked him 
up at the gates of Keesler Air 
Force Base, where he was train­
ing to be a weather foreeaster, 
and drove them to her hotel, the 
court heard.

CCTV footage showed them 
walking into her room together 
at Best Western at about 8.30pm. 
Hickerson was seen leaving 23 
minutes later with his shirt 
around his neck.

Ms Whigham's body was 
found at about 9.45pm by her

fnends.
An Air Force instructor later 

recognised Hickerson in a police 
appeal over the killing and re­
ported him to detectives, accord­
ing to the WLOX news channel.

Hiekerson later told police he 
and Ms Whigham had sex at the 
hotel before she told him she 
was transgender.

"I lost it, I lost it," he said, 
adding he did not remember 
much afterwards.

He was jailed for 40 years 
without parole after pleading 
guilty to second-degree murder.

He will also have to serve 15 
years for a robbery charge after 
taking Whigham's purse and 
mobile phone.

Hickerson eould have faced 
the death penalty if he had been 
convicted of capital murder.

Ms Whigham's mother, Vickie 
Blackney Whigham, criticised 
Hickerson's sentence.

"I think the plea is a slap in 
the face," she said. "He gets a 
chance to see his family and I 
don't have that chance with my 
child."

Omaha Police Officers Face Assault Charges 
After Death of Man Hit With a Stun Gun

Officer Scotty Payne 

(OMAHA, Neh.) — Two
Omaha police officers will face 
assault charges in the death of a 
mentally ill man who was 
shocked with a stun gun a dozen 
times and repeatedly punched, 
even after he was on the ground, 
a Nebraska prosecutor said 
Wednesday.

Douglas County Attorney 
Don Kleine made the announce­
ment while revealing police 
video that captured the alterca­
tion officers Scotty Payne and 
Ryan McClarty had with 29- 
year-old Zachary Bearheels at an 
Omaha convenience store. 
Kleine said he wouldn’t file 
more serious charges against the 
officers because a coroner could 
not directly link their actions to 
the Oklahoma man’s death.

Police cruiser video shows 
Payne using a stun gun to shock 
Bearheels and McClarty punch­
ing Bearheels. Some of the 
blows came after Bearheels was 
on the ground and not resisting. 
Kleine said he would charge 
Payne with second-degree as­
sault, a felony punishable by up 
to 20 years in prison. He said 
he’s charging McClarty with 
third-degree assault, a misde­
meanor punishable by up to one 
year in prison. '

Bearheels, a Native Ameri­
can from Oklahoma, was lost in 
Omaha after being kicked off an 
interstate bus going from South 
Dakota to his home state, ac­
cording to his family. Police 
were responding to a report of a 
man causing a disturbance who 
would notJeave when they en­
countered Bearheels. Kleine said 
Bearheels “had committed no 
crimes.”

Police have said Bearheels 
was acting erratically and fought 
officers’ efforts to take him into 
custody. After the altercation, 
Bearheels was taken to a hospi­
tal, where he was pronounced 
dead.

Matthew Bums, an attorney 
for Payne, said his client is hop­
ing that bail is set low enough 
that he can be released on Fri­
day, when he’s set to turn him­
self in to poliee.

“He feels awful,” Bums said 
of Payne. “He’s not a bad per­
son. He didn’t set out that day to 
go to work with the intent to hurt

anyone.
Joseph Naatz, an attorney for 
McClarty, did not immediately 
return a message Wednesday 
seeking comment.

The officers, both of whom 
are black, were fired earlier this 
month based on the recommen­
dation of police Chief Todd 
Schmaderer. Two other officers 
who witnessed the altercation 
were placed on administrative 
leave following Bearheels’ death 
but do not face any charges.

Asked why he didn’t charge 
Payne or McClarty with murder 
or manslaughter, Kleine said, 
“there’s no evidence whatsoever 
that these officers intentionally 
killed Zachary Bearheels.” 
Kleine also cited an autopsy re­
port that said Bearheels died of 
“excited delirium,” but couldn’t 
say that the shoeks or punching 
of Bearheels caused his death.

Bearheels’ mother has told 
police and media in Omaha that 
her son was bipolar and schizo­
phrenic. Relatives believe he 
had stopped taking his medica­
tion.

Nebraska law requires a 
grand jury investigation any 
time a person dies in police cus­
tody or while in the process of 
being arrested. Kleine said a 
grand jury has been set to con­
vene on Sept. 26, but that the 
charges he’s brought “likely 
make the grand jury process in 
this ease moot.”

Officer Ryan McClarty

An Omaha police union 
blasted Kleine’s decision to 
charge the officers. The Omaha 
Police Officers’ Association ac­
cused the Douglas County Attor­
ney’s Office of bowing to 
pressure and said prosecutors - 
should have allowed a grand 
jury to determine whether 
charges were warranted.

The case prompted the city 
of Omaha to announce the form­
ing of a Native American advi­
sory board and training for 
police officers on indigenous 
culture.

Several members of the Na­
tive American community were 
present Wednesday for the an­
nouncement of charges, with 
most expressing outrage that 
Payne and McClarty aren’t fac­
ing more serious charges and 
that no charges have been 
brought against two other offi­
cers on the scene.

April Gladfelter, 52, of 
Omaha, is a member of the 
Omaha Tribe and issued an emo­
tional plea during the news con- _ 
ference for police to better learn ■■ 
how to interact with the mentally 
ill. Gladfelter said she has a son 
who is mentally ill, prompting 
her to contact Bearheels’ mother 
after his death. The women now 
speak daily, she said.

“I fear for my son’s life every 
day,” she said, sobbing. “Are the 
police going to shoot him be­
cause he’s talking to himself?”
