HAZARDS OF CHILDHOOD

Quite often when I am work-
ing on my computer and read the
Facebook Feed, I see many posts
regarding all of the hazards of
growing up which older Ameri-
cans faced such as playing in
places which would now be con-
sider dangerous. One such place
is playing in the streets of most
towns and cities because in some
cases, yards were not large
enough and playgrounds were
few and far apart. During this
particular time, in the early for-
ties, fifties and sixties, the vol-
ume of traffic was nothing
compared to what it is today in
the amount of traffic and the
speed of traffic. It would be un-
wise for children to play in the
streets in any town or city today.
However, most of us survived
and became productive Ameri-
can citizens.

As a result of the hazards of
playing in the streets, most town
and cities have increased the
area of places for children to
play. Of course, some of the ear-
lier playgrounds had hazards as
well, such as getting bumped on
the rear when a seesaw mate
hopped off the seesaw or having
a hard landing at the bottom of a
slide or falling from a moving
swing or being hit by one. Chil-
dren were aware of the hazards
of standing up carelessly on a
merry-go-round to avoid falling
off. These real life hazards
helped children to think and pre-
pare to be safe and most of us
grew into healthy adults with a
few scrapes, cuts and bumps
here and there.

Today's playgrounds have
been constructed to avoid as
many hazards as possible. The
equipment is made from materi-
als which often cushion a fall or
prevent a scrape or bump. Chil-
dren who have this kind of op-
portunity to play often rarely get
hurt and consequently, about the

only thing they suffer is NEG-
LECT. Caregivers are so certain
about the safety of play until
sometimes bad things like ab-
duction take place which is far
worse than a fall, scrape, bump
or cut. Children grow up with
the idea that life is a 'bed or
roses' without thrones. Part of
Great Britain is bringing back
the hazards to playing but the
United States is opposed to it so
far, but I am wondering how
such a train of action might help
to make students more aware of
the hazards of life, school atten-
dance realities and perhaps the
end to mass murder in the edu-
cational arena. We need to get
'in cinque' and calculate what
place risks has in growing up
which could help to make
healthier teenagers and adults in
our country.

235 Years and Going
Strong, Part 2

Let me make an exception
to the closing of my last article
which was Part 1. I stated that
“We have no time to fight”.
Well, sometimes you must stop
and fight the “Bastards”. We
reached that conclusion back in
1996. At the encouragement of
our Denver, Colorado chapter,
we chose Denver as the venue of
our next convention. Herman
Malone, president of that chap-
ter, sold us on the endeavor. It
seemed to be a good fit. We
were honoring Dr. Arthur A.
Fletcher, an NBCC board mem-
ber, who spent a good portion of
his adult life in Denver. His rep-
utation was “God like”.

Thus, the National Black
Chamber of Commerce was
coming to Denver to honor the
“Godfather of Affirmative Ac-
tion — Dr. Arthur A. Fletcher”
and to detail his lifetime
achievements. The PR started
ramping up. There was just one
thing Herman failed to mention
during his campaign for the
venue. US West, the local tele-
com giant, was having a de-
plorable record of
accomplishment in minority
business participation. In fact,
there appeared to be numerous
violations of Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act. Almost from the be-
ginning Herman wanted us to
file a discriminatory lawsuit on
his behalf. I told Herman that
just didn’t make sense. We
would need other participants
who claimed to be discriminated
against by US West — a class ac-
tion. : :

The word went out on what
we ~ were attempting to do.
One by one companies doing
business in the US West foot-
print started contacting us.

were fired — all on the same day
within a two - hour period. This
stunk be damned! We got moti-
vated.

For this case, I chose to en-
gage Eric Vickers. Eric was
known for the swagger of a
“Johnny Cochran” with the ven-
omous articulation of a “Minis-
ter Louis Farrakhan”,  His
nickname was “Rambo”. We
went to Denver to introduce Eric
to our local chapter and laid out
our strategy. To our shock and
dismay, the Colorado Black
Chamber of Commerce started
to instantly turn “chicken” de-
spite the fact that some of our
plaintiffs were dues paying
members of theirs. I remember
one of their officers saying, “We
aren’t going to fight US West.
We have to live with them and
they control this city.” Eric re-
sponded in his patented fashion,
“We have come to this city to
put our ‘“foot’ up US West’s butt.

If any of you want to get in our
way, then we will put our foot up
your butt also.”

So, on it went. We were a
few weeks into the judicial
process when I received a
strange phone call from a legal
staffer of US West. He informed
me that Eric Vickers was screw-
ing up and we were going to get
the case thrown out if he didn’t
deliver - certain = documents
quickly. I asked him why he
was being so nice to warn me.
He said they wanted to settle the
case. “Let’s reach settlement
and not have to start over.”
Thus, I went into crisis mode
and contacted my good friend
and stellar attorney Robert Web-
ster (now deceased). Bob was
Harvard trained, a great litigator
and a veteran of the Civil Rights
Movement (marched with Rev.
King). He was white but pure at
heart when it came to racial mat-
ters.

We reassembled the team all

the while we were promoting
our upcoming convention
headed by the “Lifetime
Achievement of Dr. Arthur
Fletcher”. US West began to go
into “opposition research” on lit-
tle ‘old me. They hired a Black
executive who was the husband
of one of my wife’s college
friends. He became instantly fa-
mous and a millionaire. In the
end, they bought a mansion in
Silicon Valley. That did US
West no good.

Then they really got sneaky.
They hired my first cousin who
grew up with me from the “cra-
dle”. They pumped him for in-
formation. I called him and
asked how he could do this. He
replied the money and title were
good. I told them they couldn’t *
break you so there was no harm.
No harm? I spoke in San Fran-
cisco at the annual luncheon of
our affiliate there. While walk-
ing back to my hotel I noticed an
Black Chamber of Commerce

With Allen Hurns in, some believe Dez Bryant will soon be out.

Executives with other teams are now monitoring the situation in Dallas in order to see whether the
Cowboys will cut the veteran receiver. Due to make $12.5 million in 2018, Bryant no longer is regarded
as someone who will earn that type of salary via his performance.

The team’s decision to give Hurns, who was cut by the Jaguars this week, a two-year, $12 million
deal has sparked increased speculation that Bryant is indeed on the outs. It remains possible that the
Cowboys and Bryant will agree on a new deal that pays him much less than $12.5 million. The benefit
for Bryant could be an agreement to wipe out the 2019 season of his contract, making him a free agent
after this year

If he stays at a reduced salary, the question becomes setting the right amount. One source suggested
that the Hurns deal has cash flow of $5 million this year; maybe the Cowboys will try to get Bryant to
cut his pay to $6 million.

Whatever the outcome, it’s looking less and less likely that the Cowboys will be paying Bryant $12.5
million this year.

Black Panther wrestled the top spot from his fellow Avengers. As of today, the Ryan Coogler-directed
film is North America's highest grossing superhero film of all-time (not adjusted for inflation, mind).

The news comes via The Hollywood Reporter, which notes that the film has pulled in $624 million on
the continent, roaring past 2012’s The Avengers, which made $623.4 million. The film, which cost
around $200 million, is now one of only seven movies to make more than $600 million, domestically.

Black Panther has been pulling in money at a steady clip since opening, with a record-setting $218 mil-
lion opening weekend. Worldwide, it’s pulled in $1.2 billion and is on-track to become the third high-
est-grossing superhero film internationally, behind the first two Avengers films. The third Avengers
film, Infinity War, is due out on April 27.

Even more so than those films, however, Black Panther has become a cultural touchstone for movie
goers, and, hopefully, a wake up call for Hollywood, which has traditionally shied away from diversity
in film. Those who still haven't seen it, can check out Anthony's review here -- or just take my word
that it's awesome.

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Tiger Woods with Bill Clinton:
'Major breach of golf etiquette'

There’s a new Tiger Woods
biography hitting the shelves
the upcoming weeks, and ex-
cerpts are rolling out. Golf Di-
gest has published a look at how
Woods and a former president
got along — or didn’t — on the
golf course.

Per the excerpt, the Tiger
Woods Foundation was appar-
ently quite the centerpiece of po-
litical intrigue. Woods began the
foundation as a means of bring-
ing golf to underprivileged kids;
later, after 9/11, he tried to add a
bit of gravity to the foundation’s
efforts. Woods and his team
oversaw the construction of the
35,000-square-foot Tiger Woods
Learning Center in Anaheim,
Calif., a noble and worthwhile
effort that deserved an appropri-
ately grandiose opening.

Team Tiger reached out to
first Barbara Bush and later
Arnold Schwarzenegger, but
neither was able to attend. Some
searching of contacts led the
team to consider former presi-
dent Bill Clinton, and thereby
hung a tale.

It seems Woods and Clinton
had a bit of an ugly history.
“Woods declin[ed] to attend a
1997 ceremony honoring the
late Jackje Robinson, sparking a
schism between Clinton and
Woods that was later widened by

President Clinton & Tiger Woods

a subsequent Ryder Cup incident
in which Clinton walked into the
U.S. team’s locker room only to
see Tiger walk out,” according
to the book. “Later, Woods re-
fused to have his picture taken
with Clinton when the victorious
American team visited the White
House.”

Woods assumed Clinton
would be every bit as vindictive
and grudge-holding as he him-
self was. But the team made the
ask anyway, and Clinton came
back with a big-timing set of de-
mands worthy of a former pres-
ident: Clinton wanted a private

plane to fly to the West Coast.

Clinton wanted a round of golf
with Woods to smooth out any
lingering hard feelings: And
Clinton wanted Woods to make
the call personally.

“  After several moments of
whining,” the book reads, “Tiger
got over his reluctance and made
the call.” Clinton accepted, and
the golf game was on.

Oh, but the story doesn’t end
there. The morning of the prom-
ised round, Woods apparently
told observers that he couldn’t
wait for Clinton to arrive, be-
cause “I can’t wait to talk about
[a vulgar term for the female
anatomy that you can probably
guess].”

The round went downhill

from there. “Tiger’s behavior
did nothing to bridge the gap be-
tween him and Clinton,” accord-
ing to the book. “At the outset,
Clinton started carrying on, mo-
nopolizing the conversation, as
he was known to do, -before
Woods interrupted and said,
‘How do you remember all that
[stuff]?’ Once they got onto the
course, Tiger acted completely
indifferent to the entire group,
mostly riding alone in his cart
and spending an inordinate
amount of time on his phone.
After finishing a hole, he would
routinely exit the green while
others were still putting, a major
breach of golf etiquette. When
the president hit a wayward
drive, Woods snickered. He also

told a series of off-color jokes.”

Oh, and Woods apparently
took months to sign and return
an autographed photo of himself
and Clinton taken that day. The
entire afternoon didn’t sit well
with the entire Clinton team.
“Clinton hauled his [back end]
out West,” one colleague said
years later, “and you can’t sign a
picture? The whole experience
was a lot of ‘I’'m Tiger Woods,
king of the world, go [expletive]
yourself.”

As always, the usual caveats
about  one-side-of-the-story

apply.
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
