The above is no understate­
ment.

$4 per gallon for gasoline. 
Today, even with the Organiza­
tion of the Petroleum Exporting 
Countries, or OPEC, attempting 
to tamp down much of the 
global supply to push prices 
higher, American consumers are 
weathering the storm with gaso­
line hovering around $3 a gal­
lon.

Joe Jackson, Father of Michael Jackson, Dies 
At Age 89 In Las Vegas, Neveda June 27th

Joe Jackson, patriarch of the Jackson family, is dead after being hospitalized with terminal cancer.

Joseph Jackson, the fearsome 
stage dad of Michael Jackson, 
Janet Jackson and their talented 
siblings, who took his family 
from poverty and launched a 
musical dynasty, has died. He 
was 89.

Clark County Coroner John 
Fudenberg told The Associated 
Press that Joe Jackson died at 
2:55 a.m. on Wednesday, June 
27, 2018, at Nathan Adelson 
Hospice in Las Vegas.

Fudenberg said he did not 
have full details, and a determi­
nation was not immediately 
made about whether his office 
would handle the case.

"We are reviewing the circum­
stances surrounding the death, 
but there is no reason to believe 
it's anything other than a natural 
death," the coroner said.

Jackson was a guitarist who 
put his own musical ambitions 
aside to work in the steel mills to 
support his wife and nine chil­
dren in Gary, Indiana. But he far 
surpassed his own dreams 
through his children, particularly 
his exceptionally gifted seventh 
child, Michael. Fronted by the 
then-pint-sized wonder and 
brothers Jermaine, Marlon, Tito 
and Jackie, the Jackson 5 was an 
instant sensation in 1969 and be­
came the first phase of superstar­
dom for the Jackson family. 
Over the following decades, mil­
lions would listen to both group 
and solo recordings by the Jack- 
son 5 (who later became known 
as The Jacksons) and Michael

would become one of the most 
popular entertainers in history.

Michael Jackson's estate re­
leased a statement mourning the 
death.

"We are deeply saddened by 
Mr. Jackson's passing and ex­
tend our heartfelt condolences to 
Mrs. Katherine Jackson and the 
family. Joe was a strong man 
who acknowledged his own im­
perfections and heroically deliv­
ered his sons and daughters from 
the steel mills of Gary, Indiana, 
to worldwide pop superstar­
dom," said John Branca and 
John McClain, co-executors of 
the estate.

"Papa Joe," as he would be­
come known, ruled through his 
stem, intimidating and unflinch­
ing presence, which became so 
indelible it was part of black 
popular culture, even referenced 
in song and on TV.

"This is bad, real bad Michael 
Jackson, Now I'm mad, real mad 
Joe Jackson," Kanye West 
rhymed in Keri Hilson's 2009 
hit, "Knock You Down."

Michael and other siblings 
would allege physical abuse at 
their father's hands.

"We'd perform for him. and 
he'd critique us. If you messed 
up, you got hit, sometimes with 
a belt, sometimes with a switch. 
My father was real strict with us 
— real strict," Michael Jackson 
wrote in his 1985 autobiography, 
"Moonwalk."

LaToya Jackson would go as 
far as to accuse him of sexual

Obama told Trump: 
Take credit for 

Obamacare and 
change the name, I 
just want people to 

have healthcare

Barack Obama broke a 
months-long public silence on 
Thursday to offer the Democrat 
party a dose of tough love at a 
political fundraiser in Beverly 
Hills.

His bottom line? Stop looking 
back at his presidency wistfully 
and get out and vote instead.

While he told the Democratic 
National Committee (DNC) 
donors present that they are 
"right to be concerned," aceord- 
ing to Politico, he also warned

abuse in the early 1990s, when 
she was estranged from her en­
tire family, but she later re­
canted, saying her former 
husband had coerced her to 
make such claims. She and her 
father later reconciled.

By the time they were adults, 
most of the Jackson siblings had 
dismissed him as their manager; 
Michael and Joseph's relation­
ship was famously fractured; 
Michael Jackson revered his 
mother, Katherine, but kept his 
distance from Joseph.

However, during some of his 
son's most difficult times, in­
cluding his 2004 molestation 
trial, Joseph was by his side, and 
Michael acknowledged their 
complicated relationship in a 
2001 speech about healthy rela­
tionships between parents and 
their children:

"I have begun to see that even 
my father's harshness was a kind 
of love, an imperfeet love, to be 
sure, but love nonetheless. He 
pushed me because he loved me. 
Because he wanted no man ever 
to look down at his offspring," 
he said. "And now with time, 
rather than bitterness, I feel 
blessing. In the place of anger, I 
have found absolution. And in 
the place of revenge I have 
found reconciliation. And my 
initial fury has slowly given way 
to forgiveness."

In his autobiography, Joseph 
Jackson acknowledged having 
been a stem parent, saying he 
believed it was the only way to

prepare his children for the 
tough world of show business. 
However, he always denied 
physically abusing his children.

Joseph Walter Jackson was 
bom in Fountain Hill, Arkansas, 
on July 26, 1928, the eldest of 
four children. His father, Samuel 
Jackson, was a high school 
teacher, and his mother. Crystal 
Lee King, was a housewife.

The couple split up when 
Jackson was 12. He moved with 
his father to Oakland, California, 
while his mother moved to East 
Chieago, Indiana. When he 
turned 18, he moved to Indiana 
to live near his mother. It was 
there that he met and married 
Katherine Scmse.

In the 1950s, he had tried to 
launch his own music career as 
a guitarist, but he came to realize 
the tmly gifted musicians in his 
family were his ehildren.

He launched a group in 1962 
that featured his three eldest 
sons — Jackie, Tito and Jer­
maine — and two neighbors. He 
eventually replaeed the neigh­
bors with brothers Michael and 
Marlon, and the Jackson Five 
went professional in 1966. By 
1969, they had signed to Mo­
town, when their bubble gum 
soul-pop hybrid would create 
Beatle-like mania, with hits in­
cluding "I Want You Back," 
"ABC" and "I'll Be There."

Michael, who joined the group 
at age 8, was its showstopper 
from the beginning. A bright­
eyed bundle of energy with a 
soaring voice and dynamic 
dance moves, he quickly became 
the lead singer.

Joe Jackson literally drove 
his kids to suceess, Jaking them 
around the eountry looking for 
singing engagements and 
recording opportunities.

Randy, the youngest Jackson 
brother, replaced Jermaine in the 
mid-1970s when the group left 
Motown and became The Jaek- 
sons at CBS; Jermaine, then 
married to founder Berry 
Gordy's daughter Hazel, stayed 
behind and launched a solo ca­
reer.

While Michael's success as a 
solo performer would eventually 
dwarf that of the rest of his fam­
ily, Janet would become another 
multiplatinum superstar; Joe 
Jackson initially managed her 
career, too, putting her in the 
Jacksons' variety show in the 
early 1970s, where she charmed

with her Mae West routine, and 
shepherding her acting career on 
shows like "Good Times." But 
soon after she put out "Control," 
her breakthrough album at 19, 
she, too, would sever managerial 
ties with her father.

In a 2003 interview with 
Martin Bashir, Michael Jackson 
teared up when discussing the 
alleged abuse, saying he would 
sometimes vomit or faint at the 
sight of his father because he 
was so scared of him.

"We were terrified of him. 
Terrified, I can't tell you I don't 
think to this day he realizes how 
scared, seared," said Jackson, 
who added that his father would 
only allow him to eall him by his 
first name, not "daddy."

The alleged abuse wasn't just 
physical. Michael Jackson, who 
drastically changed his face with 
plastic surgery through the 
years, talked several times about 
how his father would mock the 
size of his once-broad nose, call­
ing him "big nose."

After Michael's death, Joseph 
Jackson sued when it was dis­
closed that he wasn't included in 
Michael's will. Michael's 
mother, Katherine, was given 
custody of Michael's three chil­
dren and the money to support 
them. But none of the siblings 
were named as heirs.

Father and son seemed to 
have reconciled for a time when 
Michael Jaekson was on trial on 
ehild molestation charges. His 
father was in court to lend him 
support nearly every day, and 
Michael was acquitted of all 
counts in 2005. But he left the 
country and when he returned, 
they weren't close.

Toward the end of his life, 
Michael did not allow his father 
to visit his Holmby Hills home. 
Bodyguards said they turned 
away Joseph Jackson when he 
appeared at the gate wanting to 
visit his grandchildren.

By 2005, no longer involved 
in his children's careers, Joseph 
Jackson had launched a boot 
camp for aspiring hip-hop 
artists, promoting lyrics without 
vulgarity and sponsoring com­
petitions for young artists from 
across the country. He spent 
most of his time at a home in Las 

. Vegas and traveled the country 
auditioning talent for the compe­
tition.

For many years before that, 
he and his wife had lived in an

that any chance of winning back 
power would be quashed if they 
continued to focus their energy 
on him.

"The executive summary," he 
said, is "Vote. Participate. Get 
involved."

"Do not wait for the perfect 
message," he eontinued. "Don't 
wait to feel a tingle in your spine 
because you're expecting politi­
cians to be so inspiring and po­
etic and moving that somehow, 
'Ok, I'll get off my eoueh after all 
and go spend the 15-20 minutes 
it takes for me to vote.' Because 
that's part of what happened in 
the last election. I heard that too 
much."

Obama hammered in this 
point about voting, telling the 
audience that "if we don't vote, 
then this demoeracy doesn't 
work."

He also warned against De­
mocrats resting on their laurels, 
trusting the momentum of recent 
wins for the party. Highlighting 
the successes of the Republiean 
party, Obama pointed out that 
the two parties rely on "different 
stories": the Republicans on fear, 
and the Democrats on hope.

And while he believes that 
most Americans don't want to 
continue to see this "dog-eat-dog 
world where everybody is angry 
all the time," he added that "fear 
is powerful." It would be a mis­
take, he argued, to "go back to 
business as usual" under the as­
sumption that Democrats will 
win in November.

Nevertheless, his message 
was not entirely pessimistie. Re­
ferring to some of the Republi­
can party's political 
maneuvering (and possibly in­
voking his wife's iconic 'when 
they go low, we go high' 
speech). Obama said that "real-

estate they built in Los Angeles' 
San Fernando Valley where he 
had hoped his children would re­
main with him at least until they 
were married and perhaps even 
afterward. But there were es­
trangements, and Jackson, a 
dandy who wore a pencil-thin 
mustache and huge diamond 
pinky ring, faced allegations by 
his wife of infidelity. She filed 
for divorce twice but never fol­
lowed through.

"We just let our troubles die 
out," Jackson said in 1988, fol­
lowing a reconciliation. "We 
survived. We love each other, 
and we have children. That's 
why we're together."

When Dr. Conrad Murray 
went on trial in 2010, charged in 
Michael's overdose death from 
propofol, Joseph and Katherine 
attended court with several of 
Miehael's siblings. Murray's 
eonviction of involuntary 
manslaughter provided some 
measure of comfort for the fam­
ily.

Joe Jackson is survived by 
his wife, his children and more 
than two dozen grandchildren.

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NAACP Sues Connecticut over Prison Gerrymandering
Bringing First State-Wide Challenge in Nation

NEW HAVEN, CT. -  The
National Association for the Ad­
vancement of Colored People 
(NAACP), together with the 
NAACP Connecticut State Con­
ference and individual NAACP 
members who live in five of the 
most overcrowded Connecticut 
state legislative districts, filed 
suit in federal court today to 
challenge the practice of count­
ing prisoners as residents of the 
state legislative districts where 
they are incarcerated rather than 
in their home districts—a prac­
tice known as “prison gerryman-

primarily in rural areas. The ef­
fect is that white, rural voters in 
the districts where prisons are 
located have their electoral 
power unconstitutionally in­
flated, at the expense of voters of 
color in other, over-crowded dis­
tricts.

“Prison gerrymandering is an 
unconstitutional and intentional 
misrepresentation of voting 
power that we are committed to 
ending,” said NAACP President 
and CEO, Derrick Johnson. 
“This practice is one aspect of a 
war of voter suppression target­
ing communities of color and re­
ducing the integrity of the vote.”

The lawsuit, filed in the U.S. 
District Court for the District of 
Connecticut, is the first 
statewide challenge to the prac­
tice of counting prisoners where 
they are incarcerated. The plain­
tiffs seek to compel the State of 
Connecticut to adopt a new re­
districting map that counts incar­
cerated individuals in their home 
state legislative districts rather 
than in the districts where they 
are b''lng incarcerated, thereby 
safeguarding the Fourteenth 
Amendment principle of “one 
person, one vote.”

“This process is a stain on our 
democracy and a violation of the 
equal protection clause of the 
14th Amendment,” explains 
Bradford Berry, General Coun­
sel of the NAACP. “Like other
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forms of voter suppression it re­
duces the power of one commu­
nity while inflating the power of 
another and it’s time to end it.” 

Although a number of states 
continue to engage in this prac­
tice, Connecticut has some of 
the worst discrepancies in popu­
lation numbers between its 
prison districts and most popu­
lated districts. According to the 
complaint, when prisoners are 
reallocated to their home dis­
tricts, the population of District 
59, where three state prisons are 
located, has an overall popula­
tion that is more than 15% 
smaller than the most populated 
district in the state. The effect is 
that the vote of a person in that 
prison district counts for 15% 
more than each vote of a person 
in the largest district.

“Connecticut is a state of ex­
treme inequality with wealth 
concentrated in the suburbs and 
poverty in our urban areas; 
prison gerrymandering repre­
sents another way in which re­
sources disproportionately favor 
suburban communities,” said 
Scot X. Esdaile, President of the 
NAACP Connecticut State Con­
ference. “Our members are di­
rectly impacted by this process 
which not only siphons off our 
families through mass incarcer­
ation but siphons off our politi­
cal power as well.”

“This is about making sure 
everyone gets an equal voice,” 
said Germano Kimbro, a for­
merly incarcerated individual 
and plaintiff in the case. A resi­
dent of District 97, one of the 
most overcrowded state legisla­
tive districts in Connecticut, 
Kimbro argues “My vote 
shouldn’t count less than some­
one else’s just because they live 
near a state prison.”

“The Equal Protection Clause 
of the Constitution requires Fed­
eral and State governments to 
follow the principle of “one per­
son, one vote” when drawing 
legislative district lines. Each 
person’s vote is to be equal to 
that of their fellow citizens,” ex­
plains Alden Pinkham, a student 
in Yale Law School’s Rule of 
Law Clinic. “Using prisoners to 
inflate the population of the dis­
tricts where prisons are located 
violates this principle.”

The plaintiffs in the lawsuit 
are represented by the Rule of 
Law Clinic at Yale Law School 
and the NAACP.
