Police Rush to R. Kelly's Apartment Amid Fears His 
Girlfriends Had Carried Out 'Suicide Pact'

Chicago Police rushed to R. 
Kelly's Trump Tower condo 
Tuesday evening, March 12, 
2019, in fear that his girlfriends 
were attempting to carry out a 
“suicide pact.” It later proved to 
be a false alarm.

In a police radio call shared 
online, a dispatcher, who re­
ceived an anonymous call, can 
be heard telling officers that 
Kelly’s girlfriend Azriel Clary 
and “four other women, who are 
victims of R. Kelly are planning 
to carry out a suicide pact at one 
of the condos at Trump Tower.”

The anonymous caller, how­
ever, did not specify when the 
alleged suicide would take place 
or give a specific unit number.

Emergency responders ar­
rived on the 400 block of North 
Wabash just before 5:30 p.m., 
the Chicago Police Department 
confirmed to PEOPLE in a state­
ment.

“Police received a call from 
an out of state anonymous caller 
stating that people at the location 
were going to carry out a suicide 
pact. Police on scene conducting 
a wellness check and it is not a 
bonafide incident,” the state­
ment said.

When asked to comment, 
Kelly’s lawyer Steve Greenberg 
told PEOPLE, “It is offensive 
that anyone gives this any cred­
ibility.”

Prior to the release of Life­
time’s documentary series Sur­
viving R. Kelly in January, one 
of Kelly’s early alleged victims 
Lizzette Martinez spoke to PEO­
PLE and claimed Kelly had a 
suicide pact with the women liv­
ing “in his house.”

“I was the beginning of the 
predatory behavior. I was... I 
met him after he married 
Aaliyah. I had it bad but what I 
hear today is that he’s taking this 
to a whole other level and I’m so 
worried about the young women 
in the house,” Martinez said.

“I mean my anxiety is con­
stantly through the roof because 
I hear the parents, I hear there’s 
a plan in place. That he’s put it 
in place that if something goes 
down they’re all going to take 
pills and kill... I just can’t.”

“I just don’t understand it and 
I’m so worried about them. It 
just breaks my heart. I’m so 
angry with him,” Martinez 
added.

Recently,, Clary, 21, and 
Kelly’s other girlfriend Jocelyn 
Savage came to the disgraced 
singer’s defense during an inter­
view with Gayle King for CBS 
This Morning.

In an emotional clip from the 
conversation, both women deny 
the singer tore them away from 
their now-estranged families 
after already denying claims that 
Kelly has been holding them 
hostage in his home for years.

The parents of both Savage, 
23, and Clary claim the women 
are living with Kelly against 
their will and are a part of what 
the parents describe as his “sex 
cult.”

“I’m crying because you 
guys don’t know the truth,” 
Clary said to King, 64. “You 
guys are believing some f—ing' 
facade that our parents are say­
ing. This is all f—ing lies for 
money, and if you can’t see that, 
you’re ignorant and you’re stu­

pid.”
Clary’s parents Alice and 

Angelo were interviewed in the 
explosive docu-series Surviving 
R. Kelly, claiming they haven’t 
had contact with their daughter 
for nearly three years. Savage’s 
parents, Timothy and Jonjelyn, 
were also interviewed in the se­
ries, where they revealed they 
believe Kelly is holding their 
daughter against her will.

Moments after the trade of 
Brown to the Oakland Raiders 
became official on Wednesday, 
aecording to Pittsburgh CBS, 
there were electronic billboards 
all over the Pittsburgh area with 
one message.

“Thank You Pittsburgh,” they 
read, and they were sent from 
Brown. Or as he signed it on the 
billboards: “AB 84.”

The Steelers trading Brown 
to Oakland for third- and fifth- 
round picks became offieial and 
approved by the NFL at the offi­
cial start of the league year. Both 
teams announced the trade, and 
the billboards went up.

Was the message in 
earnest?

The last few months of 
Brown’s relationship fizzling to 
the point of axing the franchise’s 
best offensive weapon — a little 
more than a year after the team 
made a major financial commit­
ment to him — still feels raw 
and confusing. But no matter 
what Brown did to help escalate 
the tension between him and the 
team, it appears he’s trying his 
best to exit with a tad of dignity.

Brown’s beef always was 
with the club, not the fans. Prior 
to the last week of the regular

season, he had been one of the 
more beloved players in recent 
Steelers memory. But things 
changed when Brown and the 
team had a clear disagreeiment 
over his missing a practice, 
along with a phony excuse of an 
injury that didn’t paint either 
side as all that responsible.

Both sides certainly can ac­
cept some fault. Maybe Brown’s 
methods for getting himself 
traded weren’t the most noble, 
but they sure were effective. De­
spite taking a major salary-cap 
hit and receiving little tanta­
mount to his talent in return, the 
Steelers bit the bullet — and 
Brown got a raise out of it.

Whatever it takes, we sup­
pose.

So Steelers fans might not 
love the message now as they’re 
driving by, still in shock over 
how this roster has been turned 
over so significantly the past few 
days, but they might one day re­
member all that Brown did for 
them too.

She gave me one of 
those stares that bores into my 
very soul. I do not get those 
stares often, but when I do, they

are most alarming.
“What do you mean,” my wife 

asked, “today is Fastnacht 
Day?” So, I launched into my 
description of this holiday and 
that as a Pennsylvania bom per­
son, I have a solemn responsibil­
ity to honor this holiday every 
year. It is my heritage.

“Yes,” she said most sternly, 
“but why are you eating apple 
fritters TODAY?”

There was silence for a little 
bit and I did not know how to 
answer her.

“If I ’m not mistaken,” she 
queried, “you celebrated Fast­
nacht Day back in March. Why 
are you celebrating it in June?”

I wanted to tell her that al­
though Fastnacht Day comes in 
March I like to celebrate it three 
or four times during the year. 
Now, what’s wrong with that? 
Why is it that you have to cele­
brate a holiday just for one day? 
Why can it be throughout the 
year?

I think I know how she would 
have responded. “Okay, why 
don’t you celebrate my birthday 
every month?” Believe me. I’m 
not going to be walking on those 
troubled waters anytime soon.

Throughout the years, I have 
learned that everybody has their 
own way of celebrating a holi­
day. Personally, I think people 
are too legalistic when it comes 
to holidays. My idea is, instead 
of celebrating holidays, why 
don’t we celebrate every day of 
the year. Every day has some­
thing special in it that warrants 
celebration. Celebration is re­
membering the right things.

David understood this when 
he wrote, “Remember not the 
sins of my youth, nor my trans­
gressions: according to thy 
mercy remember thou me for

(Psalm 25:7).

do not want to celebrate or re­
member. It is the grace of God 
that enables him to remember 
the goodness in my life and not 
my sins.
