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Jarrett Culver Made His Public 
Announcement To Enter The 
NBA Draft Later This Year.

Masters champion Tiger Woods vdll approach the remaining majors this year with added con­
fidence after delivering at Augusta, Georgia.

Tiger Woods is ready to attack 
the upcoming majors after end­
ing his 11-year drought at the 
Masters on Sunday, April 14, 
2019.

The 43-year-old completed a 
phenomenal comeback by 
claiming a 15th major title at 
Augusta National in front of the 
eyes of the world, winning one 
of golfs showpiece events for 
the first time since the 2008 U.S. 
Open.

In the intervening period he 
battled a succession of injuries - 
a fourth back surgery in 2017 
making him wonder if he would 
ever play again - and saw his 
reputation damaged by lurid rev­
elations about his private life.

Woods had ended a five-year 
wait for a PGA Tour victory 
when he triumphed at the Tour 
Championship last September 
and spoke ahead of the Masters 
of how that experience would 
aid him.

Now, after delivering once 
again at the very top level, 
Woods is more certain than ever 
that he can kick on with Jack 
Nicklaus' record of 18 major 
wins well withih sight.

"I can win majors now," he 
told reporters with a smile.

"The win at East Lake was a 
big confidence booster for me 
because I had come close last 
year a couple times, still had to 
get it across the finish line and 
didn't quite do it.

"I didn't do it at Tampa 
[Valspar Championship]. I didn't 
do it at the Open Championship. 
I was a little better at the PGA 
[US PGA Championship], but 
still I didn't win.

"East Lake was a big step for 
me, confirming that I could still 
win out here and against the best 
players. It's obviously the hottest 
30 guys for the year.

"To be able to do that again- 
stRory [Mcllroy] and Rosey

[Justin Rose] there gave me a lot 
of confidence going into this 
year, and I said, you know, just 
keep building on it and let's try 
to get Ihe mind and body peak­
ing towards Augusta.

"So my last three major cham­
pionships have been pretty good, 
so that in itself gives me a lot of 
confidence going down the 
road."

But despite the spectacular re­
turn to* fonn , W bods w ill not 
alter h:> playing schedule this 
year. He is keen not to overwork 
a body that has suffered with re­
peated injuries.

"I'm not going to play as 
much as I did last year," he said. 
"I played a little bit too much 
last year because I kept trying to 
qualify for World Golf Champi­
onships and events in the 
[FedEx Cup] Playoffs.

"The playing schedule does­
n't change. I'm going to play a

After two years in 
Lubbock, the Big 12’s Player of 
the Year will enter the NBA 
draft.

At the time, that was Tech’s 
deepest run in the NCAA tour­
nament. This year coach Chris 
Beard’s team came within a 
bucket or two of winning the na­
tional championship. The No. 3- 
seed Red Raiders lost to No. 
1-seed Virginia in overtime of 
the title game.

Culver was the catalyst. He 
started all 38 games and aver­
aged a team-high 18.5 points per 
game. He averaged the same 
amount in six postseason games.

Report: Tyreek Hill temporarily loses custody of son 
during battery investigation

Kansas City Chiefs receiver 
Tyreek Hill and his fiancee 
Crystal Espinal have temporarily 
lost custody o f their 3-year-old
son as officials investigate alle­
gations of child abuse, KCTV5 
reports.

Police have been investigat­
ing an alleged battery incident in 
the couple’s home on March 14 
that lists a juvenile as the alleged 
victim on an Overland Park,
Kansas police report.

The Kansas City Star reported 
at the time that the couple’s son 
was the alleged victim.

Multiple reports of violence 
in Hill’s home

Hill was not listed in the 
March 14 police report. Espinal, 
who is pregnant with twins, was 
listed as "others involved.” H ill. 
has not been charged with a 
crime.

Police also investigated a 
child abuse allegation in the cou­
ple’s home filed on March 5 but 
declined to press charges three 
days later. Hill’s name was listed 
on that report.

Report: Hill involved in 
‘child in need of care’ case

FOX4KC reported on Thurs­
day that Hill is going through a 
“child in need of care” case in 
family court. The report states 
that Hill was in court on 
Wednesday and had made sev­
eral other appearances.

The Johnson County depart­
ment of corrections lists a 13- 
point criteria that could define a 
“child in need of care” on its 
website. Point 3 of the list reads 
that a child who “has been phys­
ically, mentally or emotionally 
abused or neglected or sexually 
abused” qualifies as a child in 
need of care.

Other points addressed in­
clude child neglect, abandon­
ment and truancy.

Hill was at courthouse with 
fiancee

KCTV5 cites multiple 
sources confirming that Hill lost 
custody of his son and ap­
proached Hill as he entered the 
Johnson County court house on 
two separate occasions since 
April 5.
