Lately, several
states are passing laws to nullify
Roe v. Wade and making the act

| On January 22, 1973, the
case of Jane Roe, et al v. Henry
Wade, District Attorney of Dal-
?s County was decided by the
upreme Court of the United
étates. The decision held that:
The Due Process Clause of
the Fourteenth Amendment to
the U. S. Constitution
rovides a fundamental “right
to privacy” that protects a
pregnant woman’s liberty
to choose whether or not to
ave an abortion. This right is
ot absolute, and must
e balanced against the gov-
nment’s interest in protect-
ing prenatal life. Texas law
making it a crime to assist a
woman to get an abortion vio-
lated this right.
| This right to abort a fetus
\Qllas legal in the first trimester of
regnancy. During the second
gimester, the government could
r'Pquire certain health regulations
for an abortion and during the
third trimester, abortions could
be prohibited unless saving the
life of the mother was necessary.
31115 required the courts to eval-
late state abortion laws. The
case of Planned Parenthood v.
Casey, in 1992 modified the
dings of Roe v. Wade wherein
a woman’s right to abort was up-
eld if the fetus was nonviable,
but defined the fact that a fetus’
viability could occur as early as
the 23rd or 24th weeks. This has
me a political arena and the
ffects of the politics seem to be
utting divisions in places where
should not occur, especially

February of 1971. The founding
members were Shirley
Chisholm, William L. Clay,
George W. Collins, John Cony-
ers, Ronald Dellums, Charles
Diggs, Augustus F. Hawkins,
Ralph Metcalfe, Parren Mitchell,
Robert Nix, Charles Rangel,
Louis Stokes, and Walter Faun-
troy. We have fond memories of
all these “Giants”. They were
always Black and proud and
showed it to the world. They
guaranteed the implementation
of the Civil Rights Act of 1964
and the Voting Rights Act of
1965. Most laws and regula-
tions concerning minority busi-
ness participation is here
through the efforts of Parren
Mitchell.

One of its biggest accom-
plishments was the Free South
Africa Movement and involve-
ment with the founding of the
organization  known  as
TransAfrica. Activities led to
the Comprehensive  Anti-

Apartheid Act of 1986. Presi-
dent Ronald Reagan vetoed the
Act, but they organized and
were able to override the veto.
This was one of their finest mo-
ments. Today, their goals and
mission are less defined.

It is amazing that they can be
segregated by race. They do not
allow white members of Con-
gress to join the Caucus. One
example is when Congressman
Steve Cohen, a white congress-
man from Tennessee whose dis-
trict is over 60% Black applied
for membership in 2006. He
was flatly denied. Here is how
Congressman Lacy Clay Jr. ex-
plained it: “Quite simply, Rep.
Cohen will have to accept what
the rest of the country will have
to accept. There has been an un-
official Congressional White
Caucus for over 200 years, and
now it’s our turn to say who can
join “the club”. He does not,
and cannot, meet the member-
ship criteria unless he can

change his skin color. Primarily,
we are concerned with the needs
and concerns of the Black popu-
lation, and we will not allow
white America to infringe on
those objectives.”

This is racism by any other
name. Understandable but racist
still the same. If they would
allow congressional districts and
states with high populations of
Black voters to be eligible for
membership they would grow
even further and become so
much stronger in their advocacy.
This is 2019 and they need to re-
think this.

The Caucus is quite proud of
the recent gains it made in the
House of Representatives and
the taking of the majority by the
Democrats. It believes it has
reached a “crossroads” in their
power base. The following is

Chilling new details emerge in the
attempted murder of David Ortiz

Six men are now in custody
in the Dominican Republic tied
to the attempted murder of base-
ball star David Ortiz, authorities
announced Wednesday, saying it
was a coordinated attack for
which the men were allegedly
paid the equivalent of $8,000.

Jean Alain Rodriguez
Sanchez, the Dominican Repub-
lic’s chief prosecutor, spoke at a
press briefing, indicating that au-
thorities believe they have the
alleged shooter in custody but
are still pursuing one more sus-
pect. They still haven’t an-
nounced a motive for the attack

on Ortiz or who paid for it.

Ney Aldrin Bautista Almonte,
the director of the Dominican
National Police, presented the
black handgun allegedly used to
shoot Ortiz on Sunday night out-
side of a popular nightspot in
Ortiz’s hometown of Santo
Domingo. It was the first time
authorities confirmed publicly
that the shooters were paid to
target Ortiz.

Authorities say the attack on
Ortiz was planned the night be-
fore. According to court docu-
ments obtained by The Boston
Globe, the men believed to be
part of the plot met again Sun-
day night with two cars and a
motorcycle parked nearby.

Two men — including al-
leged shooter Ramén Martinez
Perez, who goes by the name
Rolfie and was named for the
first time Wednesday — left on
the motorcycle to attack Ortiz.
The driver was 25-year-old
Eddy Vladimir Feliz Garcia,
who lost control of the motorcy-
cle, crashed and was detained
and beaten by nearby citizens.
Initial reports from the scene be-
lieved that Garcia was the
shooter. :

The shooter escaped on foot,
returned to the two vehicles and
fled the scene. Witnesses were
able to identify the cars and po-
lice tracked down Perez.

. Among those in custody, ac-
cording to The Globe, is Oliver
Moisés Mirabal Acosta. Acosta,
according to Dominican news-
papers, was previously sen-
tenced to prison time on an
illegal gun charge and was ac-
cused of being part of four exe-
cution-style killings in 2013 that
were tied to a local drug gang. '

Ortiz, meanwhile, has been is
in a Boston hospital, where his
condition is improving, accord-
ing to his family. His wife
Tiffany Ortiz released the fol-
lowing statement Wednesday,
June 12, 2019,

“David continues to recu-
perate today in the Intensive
Care Unit at Massachusetts
General Hospital under the di-
rection of treating trauma sur-
geon Dr. David King.

“Yesterday and this morn-
ing, David was able to sit up as
well as take some steps. His
condition is guarded and he
will remain in the ICU for the
coming days, but he is making
good progress towards recov-
ery.

“My family and I again
want to thank everyone for
their endless love and well
wishes, and still ask for pri-
vacy while David continues to
heal.”

And then the antics
ramped, up when Durant began
shooting midrange jumpers.

Raptors fans because this was a
player capable of dramatically
changing the course of the se-
ries.

But even before Game 5 came
around, Durant had heard it all.

In the initial stages of his
postseason absence, the narra-
tive circulating was that the War-
riors were a better team without
him. Toward the middle of his
time being sidelined, some took
issue with him remaining in the
locker room and not sitting on
the bench with his team. In the
latter stages of his rehab, the
chatter shifted to the possibility
that he was milking the injury to
prove to the Warriors how des-
perately he was needed to win
another championship.

Family, teammates and con-
fidants routinely checked on Du-
rant during his quest to-rejoin his
guys on the court. Each time,
Durant explained that he was
working to speed up the process
but was still experiencing dis-
comfort pushing off his right
foot, league sources told Yahoo
Sports.

Sources described Durant as
being in agony because he was
unable to help his teammates.

Bob Myers was teary when he
gave the news after Game 5 of

Teacher brings clippers to school
to give students free haircuts on
Graduation Day

A 5th grade teacher woke up
the morning of his students’
Moving on Ceremony — at
which they say goodbye to ele-
mentary school — and had a
feeling that they were going to
need a little extra help looking
polished for their big day, on
June 12.

“I just had this gut feeling that
some of my boys weren’t going
to be able to get a haircut, so I
instinctively picked up the clip-
pers,” Robert Dunham, who is in
his first year as a 5th grade
teacher at Carver Elementary
School, Richmond, Va, tells
Yahoo Lifestyle. “My wife says
to me ‘where you going with
those clippers?” and 1 said
‘something tells me some of my
students are going to need a
trim.””

Dunham knew he made the
right decision when his students
began arriving. He took out his
clippers and started trimming,.

“The next thing I know, one
of my colleagues came to my
room and said, ‘Can I send you
one more?” and I said, “Just keep
sending them!”” recounts Dun-
ham. “One of my colleagues
from 4th grade just started tak-
ing pictures and then she posted
them, and it took off from
there.” '

However, the teacher never
intended for his act of kindness
to be caught on camera.

“I wanted to make sure that
all of my students were looking
their best that day,” he says. “It

was their Moving on Ceremony
and I wanted it to be special.”

In an interview with WTVR,
Mr. Dunham described how im-
portant it is for him to lead by
example and show his students
what doing the right thing looks
like.

“Just being able to be that
positive male role model for a
lot of my students is just some-
thing i take pride in doing every
single day,” Dunham told
WTVR. He added that his stu-
dents are some of the “brightest
and funniest kids on the planet.”

While Dunham is determined
to lead his students the right
way, Carver Elementary School
has not always been looked at
favorably. In July, 2018, a state
investigation revealed a cheating
ring, led by the former school
principal, Kiwana Yates.

"Often we get a bad rap be-
cause of things that happened in
the past,” Dunham told WTVR.
“We tell people, this is in the
new Carver. Whatever you re-
member, those days are over."

Dunham wants to leave his
graduating students with a posi-
tive message: “Remember to al-
ways get caught doing the right
thing, remain humble, and it’s
not always about how you start,
but it’s how you finish.”

Superintendent Jason Kamras
of Richmond Public Schools
told Yahoo Lifestyle that “his is
a great example of what it means
to lead and teach with love at
Richmond Public Schools. We
