SOCIAL MEDIA: BLESSING OR CURSE?

We have longed to have 
things convenient in our lives 
that would help us to be able to 
do as we please with less effort, 
all down through civilization of 
mankind. We have finally hit 
upon the realization of many of 
these things with the advent of 
numerous technological ad­
vances, one of them being Face- 
book.

Facebook has been involved 
in the lives of many people for 
the past decade and some per­
haps as long as Facebook has ex­
isted. Some of the elderly, like 
me, were slow to get aboard and 
sometimes regret the action. I 
was happy with e-mail, Yahoo 
Messenger and Skype. Friends 
kept inviting me to join Face- 
book and Linkedin. I finally 
succumbed. I have thoughts 
sometimes wondering about 
some of the outrageous posts 
that are seen on Facebook. Here 
lately, it seems to a political 
forum. Every day, there is 
something pro and con about the 
President, racism and the current 
candidates running for President 
and related tweets.

Aside from the political rants, 
there is mention and comments 
about the silly, crazy and liter­
ally insane things that American 
people are doing to each other 
every day. There is always 
something that someone wants 
to go viral. Some of these items 
should be sent to the police. Peo­
ple with no conscious use Face- 
book as a platform to announce 
evil things that they are about to 
do or have done. These things 
coupled with tweets and Insta- 
gram photos along with mes­
sages to avoid certain evil 
people, warnings about hate 
groups’ plans for terrorism and 
numerous negative messages 
can instill in an individual fear 
of stepping outside of one’s 
home on a daily basis.

The Evolution of the Na­
tional Black Chamber of 
Commerce -  Final Part

It was the late 1980’s, and life 
was great for the Alford/DeBow 
family. In such a short time Kay 
and I had developed quite a port­
folio: Military Officer experi­
ence, Big 10 graduates living in 
Big 10 Country, Fortune 100 
corporate experience, real estate 
brokerage training and entrepre­
neurship experience. We had 
closed the video stores and de­
cided to never return to corpo­
rate or retail America. Real 
estate was up and down but was 
mostly up since we specialized 
in new properties for profes­
sional athletes, doctors, dentists, 
attorneys and other Black pro­
fessional backgrounds. Indi­
anapolis had a mushrooming 
Black middle class sprouting 
throughout central Indiana and 
we were bona fide parts of it.

For the Black population, In­
diana was rather unique. The 
Democratic Party was influ­
enced by the Ku Klux Klan in 
the 1920’s and 1930’s. I found 
it quite strange that the Republi­
can had a good hold on the 
Black vote in central Indiana. 
Northern Indiana and Southern 
Indiana were hopelessly Demo­
cratic. However, the Governor 
Seat and the two senator offices 
had been in control of the Re­
publican Party for over 20 years. 
There was a new movement 
catching on. Black profession­
als started looking at the Demo­
cratic Party in Indiana. Many of 
Kay’s relatives and childhood 
friends were joining with the 
Democrat movement for the 
Governor seat. She jumped in 
and carried me with her.

We were running up and 
down the state telling everyone 
to vote for Evan Bayh for Gov­
ernor in 1988. The hard work 
paid off. Evan Bayh had an 
amazing upset victory and the

democrats began to take over the 
state employment network. Lit­
tle did we know that when you 
won a major election, the victory 
was taking over the employment 
slots and filling them with your 
political party network.

There were meetings to go to 
and available positions to fill. It 
was the Transition Period and it 
was like going to Disneyland for 
many of us. Kay would hold out 
and become the Director of Mar­
keting for the Hoosier Lottery. 
There was another slot that 
many thought was interesting. It 
was: Deputy Administrator for 

Minority Business Develop­
ment. It turned out to be a natu­
ral for someone with my 
background. At one of the meet­
ings Kay pronounced, “That job 
description is describing my 
husband!” She felt so strong 
about it that she took my resume 
to our next-door neighbor -  who 
happened to be the new Secre­
tary of Personnel.

The next thing I was in an in­
terview before the Secretary of 
Personnel, Secretary of Admin­
istration and a couple of Gover­
nor Bayh’s advisors. The author 
o f the job position was State 
Senator Carolyn Mosby. She 
firmly stated: “I am the reason 
for this position. We are sup­
posed to have 5% of all business 
contracts going to minority busi­
ness owners. We have yet to 
achieve 1 %. If you are selected 
for this position do you commit 
to making the 5% goal a reality 
within the next four years?”

My reply would be prophetic: 
“If the Governor and you are 
sincere about achieving the 5% 
goal, then it will be done. I have 
the training and leadership skills 
to make that a reality and at 
lightning quick speed.”

It was just so simple to me. 
If the “Commander in Chief’ 
wants something done and was 
giving me the authority to make 
it happen, then it will be done. I

guess that’s why I ran through 
the 5% goal within 18 months 
and started marching “North” 
from that point on. It didn’t take 
long for the “wake up call” to hit 
me. Black businesses prosper­
ing is not an expected event nor 
is it desirable. The white power 
structure will backlash like “I- 
40 going west”.

To Indiana Black business 
owners, I became a hero. To the 
political power base (both Re­
publican and Democrat) I be­
came a “pimple” that needed 
popping. Years later, I would 
notice it more and more. The 
Ron Browns and Alphonso Jack- 
sons would meet hatred and 
fierce resistance from the pow­
ers that be. To us they were he­
roes. To the other side they were 
like “Moses approaching the 
Pharaoh”.

It was too late for the haters. 
I caught the vision and it was to 
achieve economic empower

Serena Williams Stars in PSA About Financial Abuse 
— and Shares Why Her Friend Inspired Her to Join
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Serena Williams

Serena Williams is using her 
platform for good, once again — 
'and this time, the issue hits close 
to her heart.

The 23-time Grand Slam 
champion stars in the latest PSA 
for The Allstate Foundation Pur­
ple Purse program, which high­
lights the seriousness of 
financial abuse.

The video — called “Signs” 
— aims to increase the educa­
tion and awareness of finaneial 
abuse as part of a wider cam­
paign aimed at increasing publie 
engagement with the issue.

“I feel like we need to bring 
domestic abuse and financial 
abuse out of the shadows and 
into public conversation,” 
Williams, who has worked with 
Purple Purse for several years, 
tells PEOPLE. “I know it’s an 
uncomfortable conversation, but 
we need to make it more publie. 
That’s the only way that, to­
gether, we can end abuse against 
women and other people in rela­
tionships.”

Williams says she was sur­
prised to learn that financial 
abuse is present in 99 percent of 
domestic violence situations. It 
forced her to ask questions in­
cluding “How can I help?” and 
“Why don’t we talk about this 
more.”

“The eampaign is all about 
seeing signs of what can lead to 
worse things, and signs of peo­
ple who might need help,” she 
shares.

And Williams has personal 
ties to the cause.

“I have a really, really close 
friend of mine who was in­
volved in a domestic abuse situ­
ation and it was really difficult, 
because she couldn’t see the 
signs — and the were signs 
there, and we all tried to tell her, 
we all tried to help her, but she 
just had to come to it on her own 
and see it on her own,” explains 
the 37-year-old champion tennis 
player. She continues, “We had 
to let her know we were there, 
and partners and people that are 
doing this want to make you feel 
so alone and that no one loves 
you and no one eares about 
you.”

Says Williams, “It means 
even more to me because now 
she’s broken free of that rela­
tionship and she wants to do a 
lot to talk about this.”

The athlete acknowledges 
that she has a platform “that 
most people don’t” — which is 
why she’s using it to spark 
change.

“When things hit so close to 
home, I think it’s so important to 
use your platform and your op­

portunities to not only have fun 
with your platform but also talk 
about things that are important 
to you. And this is important to 
me.”

The Allstate Foundation Pur­
ple Purse helps to empower vic­
tims to break free of abuse, and 
has invested more than $66 mil­
lion since 2005 to help sur­
vivors.

“Not all abuse is visible. Un­
like the marks and bruises of 
physical violence, the signs of fi­
naneial abuse can be difficult to 
see — even for victims experi­
encing it,” Ellen Lisak, senior 
program officer for Allstate Pur­
ple Purse, tells PEOPLE. “They 
can range from an abuser giving 
their vietim an unrealistic al­
lowance for living expenses to 
preventing them from working 
to refusing to pay bills or max­
ing out credit cards in their 
name.”

Lisak says that the corner­
stone of the program is their free 
Moving Ahead Curriculum — 
which she describes “a compre­
hensive educational resource de­
signed to help survivors become 
financially self-sufficient.” Over 
11,000 nonprofit advoeates have 
been trained to teach the curricu­
lum to survivors across the 
United States.

Williams — who will play 
in the U.S. Open this week — 
hopes that the new campaign 
and PSA will help “encourage 
the public to learn the signs of fi­
nancial abuse and start conver­
sations to help millions who are 
trapped.”

Report: Cowboys' offer to Ezekiel Elliott 
would be top-2 for running backs

The Dallas Cowboys reportedly offered running back Ezekiel Elliott a contract that would 
make him one of the two highest-paid players at his position. (AP)

Things move quickly in the 
NFL.

In the span of just a few days, 
we’ve followed along with the 
Dallas Cowboys drama-within- 
a-drama when it comes to hold­
out miming baek Ezekiel Elliott.

On Sunday, August 18,2019, 
Cowboys owner and general 
manager Jerry Jones quipped, 
“Zeke who?” when asked about 
the preseason play of rookie 
Tony Pollard.

On Monday, August 19,2019, 
Elliott’s agent. Rocky Arce- 
neaux, told ESPN that neither he 
nor Elliott found Jones’ “joke” 
to be all that funny, and believed 
it to be disrespeetfiil; Elliott re­
turned to Cabo San Lucas, Mex­
ico, where he’s been training, 
after the swipe.

On Tuesday, August 20, 
2019, Jones growled to media 
that he’s “earned” the right to 
joke with Elliott.

On Wednesday, August 21, 
2019, Cowboys VP Stephen 
Jones took a swipe at Arce- 
neaux, a veteran agent who rep­
resents Hall of Earners Marshall 
Faulk and Eric Dickerson as 
well as Elliott, Donald Penn, 
Nickell Robey-Coleman and 
others.

Now on Thursday, August 
22, 2019, eomes news that per­
haps there’s been some move­
ment in a positive direetion.

Citing sources, Ed Werder of 
ESPN tweeted: “the most recent 
offer in negotiations between 
holdout Ezekiel Elliott and the

Cowboys came from the team. 
Elliott has been offered a con­
tract making him one of the 
NFL’s 2 highest-paid [miming 
backs].”

As Werder notes, that would 
likely mean the offer is more 
than what Le’Veon Bell agreed 
to with the New York Jets this 
year but less than what Todd 
Gurley agreed to the Los Ange­
les Rams last year.
Werder did not offer numbers.

As with all NFL contracts, 
the only number that really mat­
ters is guaranteed money. Gur­
ley’s deal is four years, $57.5 
million, with over three-quar­
ters, $45 million, guaranteed.

Bell’s deal is four years, 
$52.5 million, with just 51.4 per­
cent, or $27 million, guaranteed.

Disgraced Judge Lay in Wait to Kill Ex- 
Wife After She Dropped Off Kids: 

‘Singular Mission to Murder’
A disgraced former Ohio 

judge who went to prison in 
2014 for beating his then-wife 
has pleaded guilty to stabbing 
her to death in front of their chil­
dren.

On Tuesday, August 20, 
2019, former Cuyahoga County 
Judge Lance Mason pleaded 
guilty to aggravated murder and 
other charges in the November 
2018 death of his ex-wife Aisha 
Fraser.

Mason faces life in prison 
without parole.

On November 17, Shaker 
Heights police officers re­
sponded to a 911 call made by 
Mason’s sister saying Mason 
had stabbed his estranged wife 
outside her home.

Cuyahoga County Prosecu­
tor Michael O’Malley told re­
porters outside the eouitroom on 
Tuesday that Mason had been 
“lying in wait” for Fraser to drop 
off their two children at his sis­
ter’s home.

“He was on a singular mis­
sion to murder her that day,” 
O’Malley said. “Absolutely. 
That was his goal and whether 
his ehildren were there, whether 
neighbors were there, whether 
his sister was there he was going 
to kill her on that morning.”

While O’Malley would not 
say what motivated Mason to 
kill his wife, he did reveal he had 
been angry about something that 
happened a few days earlier re-

lated to “just being a parent.” 
“There’s nothing, no reason, 

no act that should ever cause a 
human being to lash out and 
murder another human being,” 
O’Malley said. “I don’t care 
what he thinks or what he 
thought justified it. Nothing jus­
tifies it.”

In 2015, Mason was sen­
tenced to prison for domestic vi­
olence after he punched Fraser 
20 times and slammed her head 
against the dashboard of their 
car five times the year before, 
WKYC reports. Fraser had to 
have facial reconstruction sur­
gery while Mason was subse­
quently removed from the 
bench.

Mason was also a former 
state representative and state 
senator.

After serving nine months, 
Mason was granted judicial re­
lease. In a letter written to Fraser 
as part of his petition for early 
release. Mason apologized for 
his actions.

Fraser was a teacher at Wood­
bury Elementary School. She 
had worked in the school system 
in Shaker Heights, where her 
two children were students, for 
16 years, according to The 
Washington Post.

O’Malley said his office 
“never” considered offering 
Mason a chance to plead guilty 
to lesser charges. He plans to 
fighting for Mason to remain be­
hind bars for his entire life.

“Domestic violence and this 
kind of domestic abuse crosses 
all socioeconomic classes and 
races, and the reality is we see it 
too often in this community,” 
O’Malley said Tuesday. “By 
making him accept every count, 
we’re attempting to send the 
message to the people in this 
county that it will not be toler­
ated.”
