A 13-Year-Old Boy Is Using 3D
Printer To Make Masks To Donate

A 13-year-old Virginia boy is
using his parents’ 3D printer to
create masks to donate, reports
ABC television affiliate WILA.

Charles Randolph, like most
kids, is trying his best to stay ac-
tive while being confined to the
house as a result of the coron-
avirus pandemic.

Many young people are just
trying to adjust with transition-
ing to online learning while also
dealing with their new teachers
a.k.a parents. Charles is no dif-
ferent, but with everything going
on, the teen came across an op-
portunity to do more than play
games and complete online class
work while away from school.

The teen’s great uncle needs
a heart transplant and with the
coronavirus spreading, Charles
began to think about the fact that
his uncle might need a mask
since he’s considered high risk.

Masks and other supplies like
gloves are scarce during this
time, many people are finding it
difficult to locate one, especially

one that has a complex filtration
system to keep the virus out. So
Charles decided to do something
about it.

“My mom has me on a super
strict schedule. It’s not the best
thing in the world but, two hours

. of homework every day, don’t

enjoy that often, but you know.
I saw in the news that high-risk
patients [are] people with exist-
ing diseases like heart problems
and- asthma , T thought this
would help him,” he said.

This, meaning the masks
Charles began creating with his
parents’ 3D printer. He first
learned about 3D technology
when he was younger and up
until this point, only used the de-
vice to make toys and other
small items using a template he
gathered off of a website.

“My dad and mom signed me
up for enrichment classes when
I was younger. You use a slicer
which takes the product that you
got off Thingiverse and it turns
it into code that the 3D printer

can read. This is the first real,
useful thing that I've made. It
may not be 100 percent of a fil-
tration system but it works,”
Charles said.

The entire process costs him
about a dollar per mask and
takes just 90 minutes to make.
While the mask wouldn’t be use-
ful for doctors or nurses with di-
rect exposure daily, for' the
everyday person, it is extremely
helpful. ..

Charles is donating the masks
to anyone who may need them,
being sure to send one to his
uncle first. The teen says he feels
good about his creation and
hopes he can continue to be
helpful and utilize his resources.

“I feel pretty good. I'm pretty
quiet, chill. Yeah, I feel pretty
good about this. I’'m just waiting
for another idea to pop up in my
head,” Charles said.

Thank you Charles for every-
thing you’re doing. We can’t
wait to see what you create next.

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Rev. Joseph E. Lowery Was a
Drum Major
for Environmental Justice

Rev. Joseph E. Lowrey

say farewell to our beloved
leader, spiritual and intellectual
guide and personal mentor, re-
flections upon the many lessons
that Dr. Joseph E. Lowery taught
informs my perspective on vir-
tually everything. We know that
he would admonish us to listen
to the experts about COVID19
but he would also trust God and
he definitely was never one for
social distancing. He loved peo-
ple and he was surrounded by an
eclectic mix of humanity that
loved him back.

Dr. Lowery would definitely
approve of a homegoing in the
month associated with caring for
the earth and on a day that is so
tragically associated with the
Civil Rights Movement that he
dedicated his life to; the assassi-
nation of his close associate, Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr.

In addition to his lifelong
fight for voting rights, social and
economic justice, Dr. Lowery

Wwas a Drum Major for Environ-

mental Justice. When environ-
mental issues appeared low on
the Black agenda, Dr. Lowery
reminded us of his work in
North Carolina where he laid
down in front of trucks to stop
the dumping of poisonous PCB
contaminated soil in poor pre-
dominantly black Warren
County. This action ignited the
environmental justice movement
as the newest wing of the civil
rights movement.

Dr. Lowery was the first na-
tional civil rights leader to ele-
vate climate change and air
pollution on the Black agenda.
He anchored the trailblazing
"Air of Injustice Report" forging

a coalition that included the
Black Leadership Forum, South-
emn Organizing Committee for
Social and Economic Justice and
the Georgia Coalition for the
Peoples' Agenda together with
mainstream environmental ad-
vocates Clear the Air and Clean
Air Task Force.

Dr. Lowery was a gifted or-
ator and prophetic preacher able
to lift even the most vulnerable
with messages of love and re-
spect often more consequential
than social services. He worked
tirelessly to advance human
rights, justice and equality. He
also spoke passionately about
the biblical responsibility to care
for God's Creation including de-
livering an environmental ser-
mon at the National Cathedral in
Washington, DC.

Dr. Lowery considered en-
vironmental stewardship to be a
moral responsibility and he
warned that, "We have deserted
the good spouse of spirituality.
We're shacking up. We're carry-
ing on an illicit affair with the
prostitute of materialism and
greed. That's an incestuous af-
fair, and it has produced off-
spring with congenital defects:
violence, corruption, exploita-
tion, racism, sexism. All of these
are products of materialism and
greed."

The environmental movement
owes a tremendous debt to Dr.
Lowery for advancing equity,
justice and inclusion not to men-
tion elevating the conversation
to the spiritual plane. We honor
his legacy by doing the work, al-
ways remembering that "love
embraces justice."

Black People are Dying,
and They are Killing
Black Business

Black people are dying at
an alarming rate from complica-
tions stemming from COVID-
19. Black people are dying at a
higher rate.

14 Black People are dead

in Washington, DC of COVID-
19 related deaths according to
NBCWashington.com.
As of Friday morning, (March 3)
Blacks made up almost half of
Milwaukee County’s 945 cases
and 81% of its 27 deaths in a
county whose population is 26%
Black, according to
propublica.org.

In Michigan, Blacks have
made up 40% of deaths but the
Black population is only 14%.
During New York State’s brief-
ing today, government represen-
tatives declined to give deaths
by race citing the necessity to
get the figures from the coroner.
Black people are refusing to
wear masks and refusing to fol-
low the government’s order of
social distancing due to historic
interactions with government.
But we won'’t blame the victims.
Historical racism has created a
environment of health crisis for
the Black population including
hypertension, heart disease and
diabetes.

Obama framed his endorse-
ment by talking about the lead-
ership he says is required to deal
with the coronavirus pandemic.
"The kind of leadership that's
guided by knowledge and expe-
rience, honesty and humility,
empathy.and grace. That kind of

leadership doesn't just belong in-

our state capitals and mayors' of-
fices," Obama said. "It belongs
in the White House, and that's
why I'm so proud to endorse Joe
Biden for president of the United
States.

"Choosing Joe to be my vice
president was one of the best de-
cisions I ever made, and he be-

"came a close friend," Obama
added in a video released by the
Biden campaign. "And I believe
Joe has all the qualities we need
in a president right now."

The former president recalled
personal adversity Biden has en-
dured, losing his first wife and
two children, as well as Biden's
role in governing through the
2009 economic crisis, the Ebola
outbreak and other crises the
Obama administration dealt
with.

Obama also commended Ver-
mont Sen. Bernie Sanders,
Biden's last remaining rival who
threw his unequivocal support
behind the longtime moderate a
day earlier.

"Bernie's an American orig-
inal, a man who has devoted his
life to giving voice to working
people's hopes, dreams and frus-
trations. He and I haven't always
agreed on everything, but we've
always shared a conviction that
we have to make America a
fairer, more just, more equitable
society," Obama said.

"The Democratic Party will
have to be bold," he added, argu-
ing that Biden has the "most pro-
gressive platform" of any
Democratic nominee, even
though many progressives who
supported Sanders remain skep-
tical of Biden.

Obama remains an incredi-
bly popular figure among De-
mocrats and had previously
declined to publicly discuss po-
tential endorsements in the pri-
mary race. Known as a powerful
campaigner, Obama's role is cru-
cial for Democrats in the No-
vember  faceoff  against
incumbent President Trump.

Biden, who has promoted
himself as the candidate most
closely aligned with Obama's
values, has talked about "my
buddy Barack" throughout the

primary campaign but has said
he specifically requested - his
longtime ally not endorse during
the primary process.

"I want to earn this on my
own," Biden told the CBS News
program 60 Minutes in October.

In 2016, Obama waited until
Hillary Clinton had officially
won the nomination to endorse
his former secretary of state.

Biden's race to the top of the
once-crowded Democratic field
faced a number of complica-
tions, with the 77-year-old
weathering criticisms about his
age and campaign style, as well

as his position as a moderate in_

a party that has seen increasing
pressure to move its policies fur-
ther left. Biden has embraced
more ideas championed by
Sanders, including forgiving stu-
dent debt in the midst of the
coronavirus crisis for lower- and
middle-income families.
Coming on the heels of
Sanders' endorsement, Obama's
backing is another way for De-
mocrats to consolidate the

party's factions around Biden to
reclaim the White House for the
Democrats, including the in-
creasingly progressive wing of
the party, led by Sanders.

Sen. Elizabeth Warren and
nine other Democratic senators
called for investigations into the
Trump administration’s response
to the coronavirus pandemic on
Wednesday, demanding answers
over whether “political expedi-
ency” rather than the country’s
urgent public health needs have
driven the administration’s deci-
sions.

Warren, D-Mass., penned a
letter to the Office of the Inspec-
tor General for the Department
of Health and Human Services
and the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA)
Wednesday, saying that the
Trump administration has been
unable to deliver personal pro-
tective equipment (PPE) and ur-,
gently needed medical supplies
throughout the coronavirus cri-
sis. She also accused the admin-
istration of creating “confusion
and distress among states by
seizing equipment orders and
providing little transparency
about decision-making.”

“The Trump administration

appears to have made decisions
about- distributing life-saving
supplies based on the electoral
concerns of President Trump
and his political allies rather
than the most urgent public
health needs,” Warren wrote.

Democratic Sens. Tom Udall,
Ed Markey, Kirsten Gillibrand,
Jeff Merkley, Ron Wyden, Ka-
mala Harris, Richard Blumen-
thal, Sheldon Whitehouse, and
Chris Van Hollen joined Warren
in her letter.

At Jackie Robinson Ballpark, possible
loss of a pro team looms over day

honoring its namesake

Jackie Robinson broke the Major League Baseball color barrier on April 15, 1947 with the
Brooklyn Dodgers HARRY HARRIS/ASSOCIATED PRESS.

On Wednesday, April 15,
2020, Major League Baseball
will honor the legacy of the in-
tegration of its sport with the an-
nual Jackie Robinson Day.
Normally it features tributes at
baseball parks and all pro play-
ers wearing Robinson’s No. 42,
but this year it will be recog-
nized on MLB’s online plat-
forms  because of the
coronavirus pandemic.

But a key piece of that legacy
is at risk of being dishonored if
MLB’s minor-league contraction
plan is adopted.

The Daytona Tortugas of the
high Class A Florida State
League play at Jackie Robinson
Ballpark in Daytona Beach, Fla.
The ballpark, just two years
younger than 108-year-old Fen-
way Park, happens to be the site
where Robinson first broke
baseball’s color barrier, in a
minor-league game on March
17, 1946.

Jack Roosevelt Robinson
(January 31, 1919 — October 24,
1972) was an American profes-
sional baseball player who be-
came the first African American
to play in Major League Base-
ball (MLB) in the modemn
era.[1] Robinson broke the base-
ball color line when he started at
first base for the Brooklyn
Dodgers on April 15, 1947.[2]
When the Dodgers signed
Robinson, they heralded the end
of racial segregation in profes-
sional baseball that had rele-
gated black players to the Negro
leagues since the 1880s.[3]
Robinson was inducted into the

Baseball Hall of Fame in
1962.[4]

During his 10-year MLB ca-
reer, Robinson won the inaugu-
ral Rookie of the Year Award in
1947, was an All-Star for six
consecutive seasons from 1949
through 1954, and won the Na-
tional League Most Valuable
Player Award in 1949—the first
black player so honored.[5][6]
Robinson played in six World
Series and contributed to the
Dodgers' 1955 World Series
championship.

In 1997, MLB retired his uni-
form number 42 across all major
league teams; he was the first
professional athlete in any sport
to be so honored. MLB also
adopted a new annual tradition,
"Jackie Robinson Day", for the
first time on April 15, 2004, on
which every player on every
team wears No. 42.

Robinson's character, his use
of nonviolence, and his unques-
tionable talent challenged the
traditional basis of segregation
that had then marked many other
aspects of American life. He in-
fluenced the culture of and con-
tributed significantly to the civil
rights movement.[7][8] Robin-
son also was the first black tele-
vision analyst in MLB and the
first black vice president of a
major American corporation,
Chock full o'Nuts. In the 1960s,
he helped establish the Freedom
National Bank, an African-
American-owned financial insti-
tution based in Harlem, New
York. After his death in 1972,
Robinson was posthumously

Joe Biden's running
mate search moves
into high gear amid
conflicting demands

As Joe Biden begins his
search for a running mate, it
seems everyone has an opinion
about what kind of woman he
should pick. But the kibitzers
may be talking past him.

They argue his vice president
should be an African American.
Or a Midwesterner. A leftist.
Someone with the youth and
pizzazz Biden lacks.

Biden, however, has made it
clear that he’s starting with more
basic concerns: He wants a run-
ning mate who is ready to step
into the role of president on a
moment’s notice. He wants
someone who is “simpatico,”
someone he is comfortable with.

He is, in short, thinking more
about whom he’d like to run the
country with than about the
short-term political benefits of a
running mate’s race, ideology or
regional ties.

Even so, with so much on the
line in 2020, and the prospect of
a close election with President
Trump, Biden is being buffeted
by conflicting pressures.

Some progressives and black
supporters worry that Biden will
make a cautious choice on par
with Hillary Clinton’s decision
in 2016 to pick a low-key, mod-
erate, white running mate, Sen.
Tim Kaine of Virginia, who crit-
ics believed added little political
energy to the ticket. Biden has
already made one bold political
leap by announcing during the
final debate of the primary sea-
son that he will pick a woman
for the No. 2 slot.

Jack Roosevelt Robinson
was born on January 31, 1919,
into a family of sharecroppers in
Cairo, Georgia. He was the
youngest of five children born to
Mallie (McGriff) and Jerry
Robinson, after siblings Edgar,
Frank, Matthew (nicknamed
"Mack"), and Willa
Mae.[9][10][11] His middle
name was in honor of former
President Theodore Roosevelt,
who died 25 days before Robin-
son was born.[12][13] After
Robinson's father left the family
in 1920, they moved to
Pasadena, California. '

The extended Robinson fam-
ily established itself on a resi-
dential plot containing two small
houses at 121 Pepper Street in
Pasadena. Robinson's mother
worked various odd jobs to sup-
port the family.[17] Growing up
in relative poverty in an other-
wise affluent community,
Robinson and his minority
friends were excluded from
many recreational opportuni-
ties.[18] As a result, Robinson
joined a neighborhood gang, but
his friend Carl Anderson per-
suaded him to abandon it.

In 1935, Robinson graduated
from Washington Junior High
School and enrolled at John
Muir High School (Muir
Tech).[21] Recognizing his ath-
letic talents, Robinson's older
brothers Mack (himself an ac-
complished athlete and silver
medalist at the 1936 Summer
Olympics)[20] and Frank in-
spired Jackie to pursue his inter-

est in sports.

tion contracts, and other obliga-
tions as specified in the FAR
clauses above. The exemption
and waivers do not apply to the
processing of complaints of dis-
crimination under 41 CFR 60-
1.21-1.24, 41 CFR 60-300.61
and 41 CFR 60-741.61. The ex-
emptions and waivers also do
not exempt a covered contractor
from their obligation to comply
with other federal, state and
local civil rights laws. I am
granting this exemption and
waiver for a period of three
months, from March 17, 2020 to
June 17, 2020, subject to an ex-
tension should special circum-
stances in the national interest so
require. This exemption and
waiver pertain only to the three
programs administered by
OFCCP and should not be inter-
preted as applicable to any other
programs or laws administered
by the Department of Labor.
