Patterson finds way to reach inmates
for annual Christmas visit despite

restrictions on Christmas Eve

Former Lubbock City Councilman T.J. Patterson visits with inmates at the Lubbock County Detention

Center in 2010 as part of his annual trad

T.J. Patterson continued his
tradition of visiting with inmates
at the Lubh~-" County Deten-
tion Center on Ciuistmas, but it
was a little different this year.

Patterson, members of Each-

One-Reach-One, local pastors,
and family and friends of Patter-
son have been spending Christ-
mas Day with inmates for 33
years. ,
A typical visit would include
the visitors walking through the
facility, delivering candy, and
encouraging the inmates to
move forward on the right track
when they're done serving their
sentences.

Determined to keep his com-
mitment, Patterson's group vis-
ited the detention center on
Christmas Eve in time to give

treats to workers to pass out to
inmates ~ “hristmas Day, but
stayed outside due to COVID-19
safety restrictions.

"We have to encourage them
and let them know that today is
the first day of the rest of their
lives," Patterson explained. "Tell
them to do what's best in their
lives and take care of business
like it should be taken care ofy
because there are no shortcuts in
life." 1

Each-One-Reach-One was
notified about the changes to the
visit about two months ago, so
they began planning on how to
adjust. - Faye Dunn-Brown,
founder of EORO, said they
were saddened by the news.

singing to them and interacting
with them," said Dunn-Brown.

"He wants them to know he's
out there and keeping his com-
mitment," said Dunn-Brown.

LCSO Chief Cody Scott
called Patterson a tremendous
supporter of the detention center
and said they all want to do this
year's visit as safely as possible.

"[Patterson] has always
brought this group out to provide
for the inmates, and we're just
glad he's willing and able to do
that," Scott said.

Charley Pride, Pioneering Black
Country Singer, Dead at 86

Country Music Hall of Famer Charley Pride, pictured here in the 1970s, has died at

age 86 of COVID-19 complications.

Charley Pride, the pioneering
black country singer known for
such hits as “Kiss an Angel
Good Mornin" and “Is Anybody
Goin’ to San Antone,” has died
from complications related to
Covid-19, according to his pub-
licist. He was 86.

Born in Sledge, Mississippi,
in 1934, Pride picked cotton,
played baseball in the Negro
leagues, served in. the U.S.
Army, and worked in a smelting
plant in Montana before moving
to Nashville and becoming
country music’s first black su-
perstar. He scored 52 Top 10
country hits, including 29 Num-
ber Ones, and was the first
African-American performer to
appear on the Grand Ole Opry
stage since Deford Bailey made
his debut in the 1920s. Pride be-
came an Opry member in 1993.
In 2000, he was inducted into
the Country Music Hall of
Fame.

After leaving the Army, Pride
landed in Helena, Montana,
where he continued to play base-
ball and took a job in a smelting
plant. He also began singing in
public, where he caught the ear
of a local DJ who arranged for
Pride to sing for country stars
Red Sovine and Red Foley. The
pair convinced him to move to
Nashville and, in 1964, he
signed a management deal with

longtime manager Jack D. John-
son.The following year, he had
his first Nashville recording ses-
sion and, a month later, signed
with the label RCA.

Pride’s debut single, “The
Snakes Crawl at Night,” failed
to chart, but his debut album,
Country, reached the Top 20. His
1967 album The Pride of Coun-
try Music went on to hit Number
One and, that same year, he be-
came the first African-American
solo singer to appear on the
Opry. On April 29th, he made
his national TV debut, appearing
on Lawrence Welk’s Saturday-
night ABC music series.

A lifelong disciple of Hank
Williams, Pride’s debut on The
Lawrence Welk Show presented
his vibrant take on Williams’
1949 hit “Lovesick Blues.” Dur-
ing a later appearance, Pride
sang Lead Belly’s oft-covered
folk tune “Cotton Fields,” a song
that reminded him of his hard
upbringing as a sharecropper’s
son. “[It] reminds me of what I
don’t ever go back to doing be-
cause it hurt my fingers and my
back and my knees,” Pride said.

That Pride appeared on a va-

riety show popular with a white -

audience was no small achieve-
ment for the times, especially
when considering how RCA all
but tried to initially obscure the

fact that their singer was black.
When Pride’s singles were sent
to DJs and press, they arrived
without the usual artist publicity
photo.

By 1969, Pride was on a hot
streak, kicked into high gear by
his cover of Hank Williams’
“Kaw-Liga.” He notched his
first Number One single with
“All T Have to Offer You (Is
Me).”

In a 2019 documentary about
his life and career, Pride recalled
performing a concert in Big
Springs, Texas on April 4, 1968
— the date of Martin Luther
King’s assassination. “I got on-
stage, nobody said nothin’,”
Pride said. “They applauded, I
got a standing ovation. I didn’t
say nothin’ about nothin’ per-
taining to what had happened.
But it was hanging there, what
had happened and me the only
one there with these pigmenta-
tions. You don’t forget nothin’
like that.” B

Just last month, Pride was
honored by the Country Music
Association with the Willie Nel-
son Lifetime Achievement
Award. He performed on the
telecast with country singer Jim-
mie Allen, recreating his 1971
chart-topper “Kiss an Angel
Good Mornin’.” It would be
Pride’s final performance.

The 2021 event will be the
59th inauguration ceremony
planned by the JCCIC since it
was formed in 1901, it won't
look like any that's come before.
James Clyburn, House Majority
Whip and chair of Biden's inau-
gural committee, has confirmed
that due to the ongoing pan-
demic, much of the traditional
fanfare will be moved online.

"We will be setting an example
with this inauguration," Clyburn
said on MSNBC’s Morning Joe.
"It is going to be, I may call it,
hybrid. He will take the oath in
the traditional way, but all of the
inaugural festivities are going to
be 80% virtual." He added that
the 2020 DNC, which was
largely staged virtually, would
be a model for the inauguration.

Biden has also told reporters
that there likely won't be parade
down Pennsylvania Avenue, as

there has been during inaugura-
tions past.

There may be a second round

of celebrations.
Clyburn has told CNN that it

was possible more celebrations
would be planned for the sum-
mer, when the threat of the pan-
demic might ‘be less
salient—perhaps near July 4th.
"Hopefully, things will be under
control then," he said.
