Famous photographer Annie Leibovitz captured the cover photo of the 23-year-old. 
Gorman was interviewed about how her life has changed since President Biden's inauguration. 

She shared what it's like to be a literary star and how she hopes to be 
"a stepping-stone for change."

The issue of Vogue will be available on April 20.

Vogue revealed its May cover 
starring poet Amanda Gorman. 
Actually, it’s two covers, both 
shot by noted photographer 
Annie Leibovitz and styled by 
Gabriella Karefa-Johnson. The 
National Youth Poet Laureate 
appears wearing Dior Haute 
Couture and a Louis Vuitton 
Kente gown designed by Virgil 
Abloh, who is of Ghanian de­
scent. This is Gorman’s second 
big cover since she read her 
poem, “The Hill We Climb,’’ at 
the presidential inauguration; 
she also covered Time maga­
zine’s February issue.

“Oh, how widely my Sierra 
Leonean grandfather, my grand­
mother, and all of my ancestors 
must be smiling,’’ Karefa-John­
son wrote in an Instagram post.

“How chuffed they would be 
to see a symbol of our heritage

celebrated in this way. How 
astounded they would be by a 
young Black woman so gra­
ciously and confidently com­
manding the world stage as 
Amanda has — so beautiful 
and so powerful and so em­
blematic of a better future. 
Thank you to Virgil Abloh for 
creating in his collection for 
Louis Vuitton a moment that 
speaks to how important cul­
tural heritage is in the work 
that we do.”

Noting the significance of 
the moment, Karefa-Johnson 
goes on to say that this cover 
is about “embracing all that is 
so beautiful about is, of reject­
ing the constant policing of 
how we Black womxn show 
up in the world.”

“THE WORST OF TIMES”

We have been gripped in a 
COVID-19 pandemic for over a 
year now and the only thing that 
it seems to be producing other 
than over 3,000,000 deaths 
worldwide are the occurrences 
of mass shootings throughout 
the United States which is in­
dicative or widespread mental 
illness.

“Jim Crow Racism” 
‘Always There 

to
Remind Us’

The racism that exists in our 
everyday lives seems to be in­
separable from our everyday  

lives. No matter where a situa­
tion may exist the ugly head of 
racism seems to rise above us 
and scream “I’m still here Amer­
icans”! Yes, it is still here and it 
appears to be with us for, per­
haps, forever. This nation was 
founded with Racism being a 
part of our flesh and blood. A 
single decade cannot pass us by 
with a major event proving that 
our dirty legacy remains with us. 
Will it ever go away and leave 
our culture alone? Makes you 
wonder?

I remember the time my 
mother thought it would be ben­
eficial to my upbringing and my 
understanding of our complex 
nation if I would spend a good 
summer in Louisiana with my 
relatives who planted in the 
“Bayou State” in the 1860’s. 
They originated from the Ports 
of Richmond, Louisiana and Sa­
vannah, Georgia. Fresh off the 
“Voyage” and into the cotton 
fields. It appears the most of 
them entered slavery through the 
Port of Onakery in Nigeria.

The ending of the Civil War 
closed the chapter on official 
slavery and began hard segrega­
tion from there on. The vast ma­
jority of my people were 
“Mulattos” according to the 
United States Census. We owe 
our physical prowess to our fore­
father, Bill Brown. His claim 
was that of a “Breeder” and the 
story goes that he fathered at 
least 70 Bastard children. From 
Georgia to Texas he spread his 
“seeds”.

Another colorful forefather 
was Harry Watkins. He seemed 
to do good as a freed slave with 
real estate. His last big deal in 
1872 was a loan for 225 acres of

‘‘What Is Worth Fighting For”?
What do you think is worth 

fighting for? Do you think about 
wars and battles, or do you think 
about classmates fighting about 
who gets to go first in line? 
Fighting is som ething that you 
do on a regular basis, but some­
times you have to think, “Is it 
worth it?”

There are many things that 
you should fight for, but there 
are also many things that you 
should just leave alone. For ex­
ample, one thing that shouldn't 
be fought about is who gets the 
last cookie in the jar. It's not 
going to change your life if you 
don’t eat a cookie. One thing 
that is worth fighting for is pre­
venting someone with power 
from oppressing or attacking 
someone that is innocent. World 
War II started in 1939 when Ger­
many and the Axis powers at­
tacked Poland.

The U.S heard about what the 
axis powers were doing to Jews, 
gypsies, disabled people, and 
people of different religions, 
otherwise known as “the perfect 
arayn” (blond hair, blue eyes, 
white skin), but that was not 
enough to go to war. Then, the 
U.S found out that their allies, 
Britain, France, and the Soviet 
Union had declared war on the 
Axis powers, and that worried 
them. Finally, on December 7, 
1941, Japan bombed Pearl har­
bor in Hawaii and that crossed 
the line. America lost so much 
that day, which caused Franklin 
D. Roosevelt to declare war on 
Germany, Japan, and Italy.

What the Axis powers did to 
Jews, gypsies, disabled people, 
and people of different religions 
is unimaginable. If these people 
were not careful, they would be 
taken to concentration camps to 

be worked to death or killed on 
the spot. However, some didn’t 
think it was worth going to war 
for. They knew that if they went 
to war they would lose thou­
sands of soldiers. Other people 
didn’t want to go because they 
were scared that they might lose.

If the U.S. and their allies lost 
to the axis powers, their lives 
might have never been the same. 
The last reason that they didn’t 
want to go to war is because the 
war was happening halfway 
around the world. The U.S. 
didn’t want to bother something 
that wasn’t affecting them.

When the U.S.’s allies, Britain, 
France, and the Soviet Union 
joined the war the U.S. started 
thinking more and more about 
going to war. If their allies were 
outnumbered, then the U.S. 
knew that the axis powers might 
come for them next. So they 
started sending over food and 
supplies for their allies. The U.S. 
knew that if they didn’t help it 
would be a huge mistake. Their 
allies were fighting against mul­
tiple forces, and if their allies 
didn’t have enough supplies for 
their soldiers, they would surely 
fall.

The final reason that the U.S 
was thinking about going to war 
is because if they didn’t help 
their allies, their allies might not

help them when they are in trou­
ble. But if the U.S helped their 
allies, they would most likely 
get help later on if needed.

The bombing of Pearl liarbor 
was a tragic event for the United 
States. On December 7, 1941, 
Japan bombed the U.S.’s navy

base at Pearl harbor in 
Hawaii. The U.S. was no t; 
for the bombs, so they didn’t 
have time to prepare.

The U.S. lost over II! war­
ships, 200 planes, and over 
2,000 soldiers. This was the 
turning point for the U.S. in the 
war. Now, the U.S. knew that the 
axis powers were planning! on at­
tacking them next. If they didn’t 
act soon, the U.S. knew thit they 
would be in very big trouble. So, 
the very next day, the current 
president, Franklin D Roosevelt, 
declared war on Germany, Italy, 
and Japan.

good timber land. On the payoff 
date of the 225 acres he disap­
peared and has not been seen 
since. Nor him or his sweet land 
would ever belong to my forefa­
thers again. Some say he went 
off and settled in Virginia after 
the Civil War.

Our land holdings would exist 
with the above exception for

pretty much of the 20th Century. 
The few thousands of acres 
would bring in a very handsome 
payload if we could he given the 
opportunity to cash in. . But 
slick and vicious racist traps 
would deprive our elders of most 
of the land value. Loan sharks 
and crooked judges were a com­
mon villain in the scheme of

things. The value of lost Iqnd by 
freed slaves must ranked ipto the 
millions of dollars. Someone 
should do a documented [Study 
on what happened to our- land. 
The facts can be found in local 
courthouses where real estqte ac­

Minneapolis joyfully chants George 

Floyd’s name after Derek Chauvin is 
found Guilty of Murder

MINNEAPOLIS — Silence fell 
across the courthouse lawn for a 
few moments as the verdicts 
were read against former Min­
neapolis police officer Derek 
Chauvin. Then the crowd 
erupted in cheers.

“GUILTY!” they yelled. “All 
three!”

Homs began blaring across 
the city as the crowd gleefully 
chanted George Floyd‘s name, 
no longer an angry cry, but one 
of happiness.

“Say his name! GEORGE 
FLOYD!”

Monday afternoon, Selena 
McKnight was in tears as she ex­
plained how racist policing has 
devastated Black communities 
like hers, as she helped lead a 
protest march around the court­
house.

Less than 24 hours, outside 
the courthouse, tears were again 
in her eyes. She threw her arms 
around her 18-year-old daughter 
and joined the crowd in cheers.

“This means everything. This is

long, long overdue,” said McK­
night, 46. “This feels good. But 
this doesn’t stop here. We have 
to keep going.”

A throng of more than 100 
reporters and a small number of 
neighborhood activists had as­
sembled earlier to hear the ver­
dict. For the first 20 minutes 
after the announcement that the 
verdict had been reached, a 
flood of office workers left 
downtown, their vehicles 
Jammed up along the streets.

“This is so traumatic. We need 
a guilty verdict. We need to heal. 
We need to heal,” said Amber 
Young, 50, a food services coor­
dinator who worked at the same 
Salvation Army mission Floyd 
had.

Young waved a Black Lives 
Matter flag outside the Hennepin 
County Government Center 
while waiting for the verdict.

“We’ve been grieving. Seeing 
the video over and over again 
was traumatic,” she said. “We 
need to heal. We need a guilty 
verdict.”

Minutes before the verdict was 
read, a crowd of protesters who 
marched around the courthouse 
less than 24 hours earlier 
flooded into the area.

Several said they see the ver­
dict as a referendum on the rela­
tionship with the government 
and police. They said true justice 
would have been living in a 
world in which Floyd had never 
been killed.

“If George don’t get it? Shut 
it down!” the crowd yelled re­
peated. “Chauvin! Guilty! Chau­
vin! Guilty!"

Activist Brandyn Tulloch, 24, 
said justice would mean having 
a system that protects “my Black 
life“ in the same way the gov­
ernment is protecting its own 
buildings.

“My life, when it is taken, is 
not coming back. George Floyd 
will never take a breath on this 
planet again,” he yelled. “We are 
going to stay out on the streets, 
we are going to keep fighting 
until we feel the same justice 
that this building feels.”

‘Melanin is not a weapon’: Downtown 18-Year Old Becomes First Black Male 
Raleigh marchers protest police killings Valedictorian at High School in Oakland

Less than an hour after around 
100 protesters began marching 
Friday night through downtown 
Raleigh, calling for an end to po­
lice violence against unarmed 
Black people, police ruled the 
protest unlawful and threatened 
arrests.

Raleigh police officers said it 
became an unlawful assembly 
because protesters pulled barri­
cades, and rolled trash cans up to 
block Glenwood South. The 
Raleigh Police Department 
tweeted photos of two over­
turned garbage bins.

A short time later, the protest­
ers dispersed peacefully.

Many of the marchers, who 
initially paraded down McDow­
ell Street, dressed entirely in 
black and carried signs such as 
“Melanin is not a weapon.”

Police officers followed the 
group, directing the protesters to 
leave the street and march on the 
sidewalks.

“We have a right to protest!”

protesters shouted back, chant­
ing “Andrew Brown!”

Andrew Brown Jr. is the 
Black man who was shot to 
death by Pasquotank County 
sheriff’s deputies in Elizabeth 
City Wednesday morning.

Threatened with arrest for non- 
compliance, many protesters 
collected on the sidewalk as they 
approached the front of the State 
Capitol and turned onto Fayet­
teville Street.

On Glenwood South, protest­
ers pulled orange barricades to 
block the road as police fol­
lowed close behind.

At 8 pm, police declared the 
protest unlawful and ordered 
everyone to leave or be arrested. 
By 8:20 p.m., those remaining 
chanted “We are dispersing” and 
split up. With that, Raleigh po­
lice tweeted, “We appreciate 
protestors resuming peaceful 
demonstrations and ask that they 
continue to do so until the end of 
the protest.”

“How many more?” the 
demonstrators chanted Friday 
night. “How many more?” 

Bryant, a 16-year-old Black 
girl, was killed by a Columbus, 
Ohio, police officer on Tuesday.

The deaths of Bryant and 
Brown sparked protests in both 
Columbus and Elizabeth City.

In Elizabeth City Friday 
evening, around 200 protesters 
chanted Brown’s name and 
marched down Ehringhaus 
Street, a main thoroughfare. The 
protesters stopped at a bridge 
over the Pasquotank River for 
more than an hour at 6 p.m., 
blocking traffic leading into 
Camden County, before walking 
back to Ehringhaus Street.
“White silence is compliance,” 

they started chanting.
Some protesters went into the 

food hall and blocked the cam­
era of a maskless woman trying 
to film them.

For the past month I have been 
engaging with my eye doctor.

Then, on June 6,1944 the al­
lies attacked the beaches at Nor­
mandy, this event is called 
D-Day. The U.S. and their allies 
kept fighting and kept pushing 
Germany back. This was the be­
ginning of the end of World War 
II. Germany started losing bat­
tles, concentration camps were 
being overrun, and suddenly 
Germany realized that they 
weren't going to win.

Black Teen Earns More Than $1M in 
Scholarships From 18 Colleges

Shanya Robinson-Owens, a 17-year old high school student from Philadelphia, is excited after 
getting accepted into 18 colleges and receiving more than $1 million in scholarships.

“I was really shocked. I didn’t 
know what to do,” she said. “I 
didn’t know if I should cry, 
laugh. I didn’t know what to 
do.”
Aside from getting accepted 
from schools including La Salle 
University, Temple University, 
Moravian College, Lincoln Uni­
versity, and Cabrini University, 
she also received $1,074,260 in 
total scholarships.

“We are oveijoyed,” her aunt 
Christine Owens told Good

Morning America. “I knew she 
wouldn’t have a problem getting 
into colleges, but we didn’t 
know they would award her this 
much money in scholarship 
funds.” Shanya, who currently 
studies at George Washington 
Carver High School of Engi­
neering and Science, has a 3.2 
GPA. She said her favorite sub­
ject is chemistry and she plans to 
study psychology in college.

She has so far been accepted 
to 18 out of the 20 colleges she

applied to. She said she’d take 
some time to wait to hear back 
from the two other schools be­
fore checking out the campuses 
and finally deciding which col­
lege to attend.

Shanya shared that to achieve 
educational goals, it’s important 
to be patient and stay focused.

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TTU promotes Mark Adams to replace 
Chris Beard as men's basketball coach

Tears of joy: Adams shows a softer side during intro as Texas Tech head coach

The last sentence brought the 
crowd to its feet, many of those 
fans having felt alienated by the 
departure last week of Chris 
Beard, a coach they had em­
braced.

Adams provided a few per­
sonal stories that turned the 
cheers into silence as he spoke 
about his family and how they 
stayed together during adverse 
times.

The most touching came when 
Mark Adams told the crowd 
about the passing of his twin 
brother Matt in January. Matt 
farmed peanuts and also owned 
a vineyard, according to a previ­
ous Avalanche-Journal story.

"I wish he was here. I miss him 
dearly," Mark said of Matt, tak­
ing a few moments to compose 
himself as fans responded with 
an ovation.

From there, Mark Adams 
switched gears, alternately jok­
ing and firing up the crowd.

Under Beard, Tech won 112 
games the past five years and

made two deep runs in the 
NCAA Tournament. His leaving 
for Texas might well have out­
siders expecting the Red Raiders 
to slide back.

Not on his watch, Adams told 
the crowd.

The son of a farmer, Adams 
said he knows hard work, be­
cause his father subjected him to 
it early. All these years later, 
Adams said he's ready to roll up 
his sleeves and make sure Texas 
Tech basketball continues its as­
cent.

"Guys, we're going to build 
something great here," Adams 
said, pausing for applause. "We 
ain't done yet. ... But we're just 
getting started. Guys, we're not 
gonna compromise. We're not 
settling. We're building. We're 
growing. We're moving forward.

It's going to take all of us, but 
I want you to understand that I'm 
not here to compromise. I'm here 
to make a difference. And we're 
going to do that with hard work. 
"We're going to do that togeth­

er."
But after the committee inter­

viewed Adams and Milwaukee 
Bucks assistant Darvin Ham, 
and solicited outside opinions on 
both, the two with Tech ties set 
themselves apart as compelling 
options.

"It's been fun over the last few 
days to sit across the table with 
coach Adams and just get to 
know him better and, really, hear 
what this program and what this 
community and what West 
Texas means to him," Hocutt 
said Tuesday after the press con­
ference. "It's genuine, it's deep 
and it's who he is. We've got a 
good man and great coach.

"People can say you hired a 
head coach from West Texas. 
But we hired a nationally re­
spected head coach that just hap­
pens to be from West Texas. This 
program is in great hands as we 
move forward."
