The Center for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention has approved
the use of vaccine boosters for
rall three COVID-19 vaccines.
\The Pfizer and Moderna vac-
‘cines are available to anyone 65
ryears and over who has had a
' vaccine in the past six months,
+and to anyone age 18 to 64 who
“has any underlying conditions

“and Johnson vaccine booster is
available to anyone age 18 and
‘up who has had the vaccine in
 the last two months.
. Pfizer Vaccines are not just
 available to qualified individuals
' whom have already had a shot
. but to everyone age 12 and over

‘dren under 12 years of age.

They are also expect-
ing approval for children under

“Memorial Services for Jo Long Williams”

Some people leave such an in-
delible mark that their loss is a
palpable absence for all who
knew them. Jo Long Williams
was one of them. In the days
since her passing on Tuesday
October 12, 2021 at the age of
71, so many individuals across
so many different communities
have paid tribute to her. While it
is hard to find words to ade-
quately honor someone whose
life and legacy continues to have
such far reaching impact, some
that have been used most fre-
quently this past week to de-
scribe her are visionary,
legendary, beacon, generous,
fierce advocate, force of nature,
uncompromising, brilliant, ac-
tivist, humble and so many
more.

The impact Jo Long Williams
had in shaping the cultural land-
scape of our City and beyond
cannot be overstated. Many have
spoken of her visionary and
transformative role as an arts ad-
ministrator and advocate, of her
supporting the early work and
careers of so many artists, of
bringing up a generation of cul-
tural leaders and laying the
framework for so many other
cultural arts institutions to come
into existence and thrive. Almost
all have spoken of her fierce
love of and commitment to com-
munity, representation, inclusion
and equity. In the world of the
arts, Jo Long is indeed leg-
endary. However, this is just one
aspect of her identity. She was
also beloved by her family, cir-
cle of friends and faith commu-
nity. Her life, legacy and loss are
felt deeply by so many.

Jo became the first executive
director of the Carver Commu-
nity Cultural Center in 1976...a
position she remained in until

1950 -

2000. Under her leadership
throughout those two decades,
the Carver Community Cultural
Center became globally recog-
nized as a leading cultural insti-
tution trademarked by Jo’s
visionary multicultural program-
ming and uncompromising com-
mitment to equitable access for
all. These hallmarks continue to
be the guideposts by which the
Carver carries on the work
today.

Prior to coming to the Carver,
Jo began her career at Southern
Methodist University (where she
had received her MFA in Music
History) as founding director of
the Community Center for the
Arts Association from 1972 to
1976. Her legacy of service con-
tinued after her tenure at the
Carver as well when she went on
to serve as an administrator at
the San Antonio College Chris-
tian Student Center.

She was preceded in death
by parents, Samuel Aaron and
Marie Thompson Long, grand-

Texas Tech Fires Head Coach Matt
Wells after 13-17 record, Names
Sonny Cumbie Interim Coach

Texas Tech football coach
Matt Wells has been fired after
two-plus seasons in charge.

Athletic director Kirby Hocutt
said in a Monday afternoon
news conference that he met
with Wells that morning, con-
ceding that Wells was surprised
and "didn't agree with the deci-
sion."

Despite the Red Raiders
being 5-3 this season, Hocutt
said Saturday's loss to Kansas
State, in which Tech blew a 14-
point second-half lead, made it
clear there was no point in wait-
ing. Tech is 0-2 at home in Big
12 games this season and will
likely be an underdog in all four
remaining games: at No. 4 Okla-
homa, home against No. 22
Iowa State and No. 15 Okla-
homa State and the finale at No.
16 Baylor.

Matt Wells - Texas Tech Coach Wells fired after 13-17 record

Under Wells, Texas Tech is 1-
6 against ranked Big 12 oppo-
nents since 2019. Only West
Virginia (1-8) and Kansas (0-10)
have worse records over that
span.

"There's really no ideal time
to make a decision like this,"
Hocutt said. "Just given where
we were, when we looked at the
full body of work in the program
collectively, we felt it was in-
evitable."

Sonny Cumbie, who played
quarterback at Texas Tech for
Mike Leach between 2000 and
2004, will serve as the interim
head coach. Cumbie served as
an assistant at Tech between
2009 and 2013, then left for
TCU. He returned again this sea-
son as offensive coordinator.

Wells, in his third season in
Lubbock after replacing Kliff

Kingsbury, was 13-17. He was'
just 7-16 in Big 12 games, and
only two of those wins were
against teams that finished with
a winning record (in 2019
against an 8-5 Oklahoma State’
team and in 2020 against 6-4
West Virginia). Wells' .433 win-
ning percentage was the second
worst in school history to Jerry
Moore (.309 from 1981 to '85)
among coaches who spent more
than one season in Lubbock.

"We need somebody with that
determination, knowledge and
ability to get this program to that
next level," Hocutt said. "We
haven't been there in quite some
time. We all know it. We get
frustrated because we know
what we're capable of. We're not
going to back away.

In 2001, the park at 5402

I get people that will talk to me
about, 'Hey, you use the word
elite.' You know what? Yeah,
dang right we want to be elite."
Hocutt said a search commit-
tee will include Tech booster and
regent Dusty Womble, who just
made a $20 million donation to
the athletic department earlier
this month; former player and oil
and gas executive Cody Camp-
bell; former Red Raider running
back Sammy Morris, who cur-
rently serves as the team's assis-
tant director of player support
development; and deputy ath-

letic director Tony Hernandez.
He said he doesn't have a
timetable for a hire and didn't
want to speculate on any candi-
dates. Hocutt said he expects the
Red Raiders to get back to being
in bowl games every season and
to be contenders into November.
"We've been No. 2 in the
country before," he said, refer-
ring to the 2008 season under
Leach, when Tech was in the top
10 for 11 weeks. "We can do it
again here at Texas Tech. We've
just got to take that next step.
We've got to find that individual
that can bring that missing piece
of what's not there to allow us to

take that step."

Wells was under pressure in
Lubbock after last year's 4-6 fin-
ish. He fired offensive coordina-
tor David Yost, who had come
with him from Utah State, and
replaced him with Cumbie.

"Nobody's going to put more
pressure on me than I put on my-
self," Hocutt said. "I want to
win. I want to be competitive. I
love to see young men celebrate
after success. It cuts me at the
core when we don't, arid we're
not, at the level that we want to
be at. It cuts these young men at
the core. It cuts this coaching
staff at the core."

Wells is 57-51 in eight-plus
seasons, including a 44-34 mark
at Utah State. He was hired at
Texas Tech after a 10-2 season
with the Aggies.
