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'61 Ends As Top Cotton Year
Record Of 1958 
Already Beaten

Olton news events of 1961 ranged over a wide field, but 
the biggest newsmaker of them all was the area’s fabulous, 
record-setting cotton harvest.

The big story, in the making ever since farmers planted 
last spring, was a grand total of 43,237 bales weighed in as 
of late Wednesday.

The six gins serving the Olton area (including the two 
at Circle) reported 38,649 bales ginned at 5 p.m. Wednesday. 
Another 4,588 were on the yards.

The total assured the Olton area of its biggest cotton 
crop ever. The previous record was 43,222 bales, ginned 
in 1958.

There’s more to that story, however , that will be com­
pleted in 1962.

At least five per cent of the crop— possibly 10 per cent—  
is still to be harvested. The total for this year apparently 
will flirt with the 50,000 mark.

Ginnings in 1959 were about 33,000 and in 1960, about ,37,000.
Moneywise— based on a $140 per bale average—  the 

1961 crop will mean almost $7,000,000 to the Olton area.
While the cotton crop was the big story, Olton had plenty 

of other kinds of news-making events in 1961. Here’s a 
summary of them:

Buchenau were named to the 1960 Wigwam Wisemen of Amer­
ica national high school All-American football team; Lana 
Hair and Harold Featherngill were named OHS’s “ best cit­
izens’’ for the third six weeks; Two year contracts were 
renewed for Olton’s three principals, Joe Turner, E.J. Mc- 
Knight and Fred Gordon, and Head Coach Walter Bryan and 
Band Director Dick Bentz; Robert Duncan and Jimmy Law- 
son were named co-captains of the 1961 Olton Mustang foot­
ball team; Witt Lacewell was announced as Lamb County’s 
champion grain sorghum producer for 1960 at a DeKalb 
luncheon at Lubbock; Robert Struve exhibited the grand 
champion barrow and J. Curtis Hall showed the top South- 
down at the annual Amarillo Fat Stock Show; Deaths in­
cluded F.L. Burrow, 69; Mrs. Joe Allen; Mrs. Crola Perry, 
73.

FEBRUARY—An Olton Sugar Beet Growers Association 
was formed with W.T. Hall Jr. as president; W.E. (Bill) 
Thomas Jr. was appointed to serve as justice of the peace 
for the unexpired term of F.L. Burrow; A “ freedom sem­
inar" got underway; Blue Notes, OHS stage band, was judged 
outstanding stage band in Class AA in a meet at WTSC; 
Dr. Leon Hill, Amarillo humorist, spoke at the annual Cham­
ber of Commerce and Agriculture banquet; Sign-up for Olton’s 
paving project began; Truitt Sides was named Olton’s “ Man 
of Year" at the C-CA banquet; Olton Enterprise purchased 
new type of printing machines; Olton school trustees ap­
proved the schools’ $14,871 share of the city's paving pro­
gram; City Council took under advisement a proposal to 
establish a curfew law for teenagers here; Olton FFA, 4-H 
and FHA youngsters took all major championships at the 
Lamb County Junior Livestock Show; The 16th annual Olton 
stock show auction set a record total of $12,014.55; Jimmy 
Tollett exhibited the grand champion steer; Grand Champion 
Barrow was exhibited by Robert Struve, Grand Champion 
Lamb was shown by Jarold Simmons, in the Gilt Show, Don 
Blades exhibited a Duroc to the championship for his brother, 
Kenneth and Gary DeBerry showed the Grand Champion 
Heifer; Louis Schreier, 69, died.

MARCH—Construction on an ORC community building got 
underway; A banquet honored teachers during Public School 
Week; A sesame meeting and chili supper for area farmers 
was sponsored by Olton Farm Supply; Kenneth Hooper and 
Geneva Curry were selected as Mr. and Miss FTA; Con­
tracts for all teachers in the Olton schools were renewed 
by the Olton school board; Olton was announced as among 
the next six communities on the Post Office Department’s 
list for new post offices; Geneva Curry and Donald Ours- 
bourn were chosen “ Best OHS Citizens” for the fourth six 
weeks; Johnny Schenck and Kenneth Blades were chosen 
by the Lions Club to attend Boys State in Austin in June; 
City councilmen agreed to help subsidize a new radio a- 
lerting system for volunteer firemen; Eighteen blue ribbon 
winners at the annual Science Fair got a trip to regional 
competition; Two Olton firms, Higginbotham-Bartlett Co. 
and Southwestern Public Service Co., were burglarized; 
Harold Cartwright was hired as new water and street super­
intendent; Mrs. Alice Carter, 37, died.

APRIL—Olton Chamber of Commerce and Agriculture started 
a “ square development” project; Gilbert Roberson was elected 
school board head; O.J. Neeley and Winston Bley were 
elected to the school board; M. T. James Jr. was re-elected 
as mayor; Fred Thompson and Robert Duncan were re­
elected as councilmen; ORC recreation building was com­
pleted; Ralph Glover was elected president of Lions Club; 
Harvie Jordon, Becky Hall and Ronald Fancher received 
awards at the Music Banquet; Lamb County's average under 
1961 Emergency Feed Grain Program was set at 2,430 
pounds per acre for grain sorghum; Barbara Sue Hamm 
was named as valedictorian and Hazel Smith was named 
as salutatorian at OHS; Cheryl Poteet was named as Lions 
Club Queen; Suzanne Martin was named valedictorian and 
Cherry Langford was named salutatorian at the junior high 
school; Owen Norfleet succeeded W. N. (Bill) Yates as 
president of Olton State Bank; Donald Oursbourne was named 
president of OHS student council; Nancy Critchfield was 
named Miss Calendar Girl; Deposits at Olton State Bank 
were up $138,000 over the previous year at the first call 
of the year; Tommy Witten was crowned 1961 Hi-Plains 
Cotton Queen; Deaths included Celia Salinas, 41, and Lonnie 
Lee Hackler, 52.

MAY—Olton Mustang Band won sweepstakes at the Inter- 
scholastic League Band Contest in Brownfield; An ORC 
open house and Scotch-Foursome golf tournament were held; 
City councilmen gave go-ahead on ten more units of paving; 
ORC staged minstrel show; Superintendent Joe Harper took 
school job at McKinney; A break-in was reported at Olton 
Farm Supply; Truitt Sides went to Washington to represent 
Olton Sugar Beet Assn.; Jim Coleman, 26, and Janie Mc- 
Durmitt, 19, were hospitalized after they were injured when 
a car driven by Arno Hall overturned; Officers cleared up 
a burglary which included tire theft from Thompson Chevro-

County Divorce Rate Low

Marital Ties Are 
Stronger Locally

(Special to the Enterprise)
NEW YORK, Dec. 28— In 

Lamb County, marriage is a 
more permanent institution than 
it is in most sections of the 
United States.

Local residents, once they get 
married, tend to stay that way. 
So the statistics indicate.

Data gathered by the Census 
Bureau last year shows that 
the ratio of divorced men and 
women in the local population 
is below average.

It has not increased the way 
it has done nationally, where the 
ratio has more than doubled in 
the last ten years.

The importance of an exami­
nation of our divorce rate was 
brought out last month at the 
50th anniversary meeting here 
of the Family Service Associa­
tion of America.

The association called family 
breakdown the number one so­
cial problem in the United 
States. At the present time, 
it pointed out, there is one di­
vorce for every four new mar­
riages. And, along with it, we 
now have a delinquency rate 
that is triple with what it was 
in 1940.

New Year Resolve: 
Complete Records

Back in pioneer times our 
forefathers found they could 
keep track of the family his­
tory pretty well with a few no­
tations on the flyleaf of the 
family Bible. But life’s not 
quite that simple any more. 
Great-grandpa wasn’t covered 
by social security or workmen’s 
compensation. He didn't have a 
bank account or safe deposit 
box, a car and a dozen home 
appliances being bought on time 
payment, or a half-dozen in­
surance policies. We have tax­
es great-grandpa never heard 
of and wouldn’t have believed 
if he had. And had you asked 
him for a certificate to prove 
his birth, he’d have thought 
you’d taken leave of your 
senses.

The point of this is that the 
average American today has a 
good many important papers to 
keep track of. There are birth 
certificates, receipts, copies of 
tax returns, sales contracts, 
and a host of other papers. 
With a little tidy record-keep­
ing, you can make life easier 
for yourself and your family 
when you are gone.

So, why not make a New 
Year’s Resolution to follow 
these suggestions:

1. Get a heavily bound note­
book folder or file folder as 
a central collection point for 
all the records of your affairs.

2. Put your especially im­
portant papers in your safe 
deposit box, but make a list 
of those papers and a brief 
summary of their contents to 
put in you home file.

3. Get for your files copies 
of birth certificates for all 
members of the family, and 
add them to the file. Add your 
marriage license or at least a 
statement as to when and where 
you were married and by whom.

4. Insert your will or a copy 
of it. If your will is kept else­
where, include a note telling 
where it may be found.

5. During the year, put into 
the file your income tax with­
holding statements and recipts 
for expenditures which may be 
deductible. Then keep a copy 
of each year’s tax return in 
the file.

6. Make a list of all the 
stocks and bonds you own and 
where they are.

7. List all the places you 
have lived and worked and the 
names of persons there who 
you know. Include the schools 
you have attended and the dates 
you left or were graduated.

8. If you may have benefits 
coming under a profit-sharing 
plan where you work, make a 
note of that too.

9. If you’re in doubt about 
whether an item should be in­
cluded, put it in.

Smith Treated 
At Hospital

Deputy Sheriff V.L. Smith Sr. 
was released from a Little­
field hospital Saturday where 
he was taken after breathing 
smoke at a fire Friday.

His wife said this week that 
he was still “ awful weak.’’

In Lamb County, the Census 
Bureau figures reveal, 30 out 
of every 1,000 people over the 
age of 14 are divorced or sep­
arated. This does not include 
those who remarried after hav­
ing been divorced.

The rate compares favorably 
with that in the rest of the 
United States, where it amounts 
to 43 per 1,000. In the West 
South Central States it is 46 
per 1,000.

The actual count shows, for 
Lamb County, a total of 117 
divorced women and 148 di­
vorced men.

In addition, the Census Bu­
reau lists 89 women and 84 
men who are separated from 
their spouses, legally or other­
wise, because of marital dis­
cord.

“ Behind these statistics,” 
states the Family Service Asso­
ciation, “ are not only individ­
uals, but whole groups of peop- 
le--families—which are blight­
ed.

“ This disease of society re­
quires a 'cash program’ whose 
goal would be to inform the 
public of the enormity of the 
problem and to seek its sup­
port in a plan of education 
and prevention.”

Just such a program will be 
undertaken shortly by the De­
partment of Health, Education 
and Welfare, with a fund of 
$350,000 at its disposal.

Cotton, Trailers 
Burn In Gin Fire

loaded with cotton ready for 
ginning, a semi-trailer truck 
owned by Jack Mixon and load­
ed with baled cotton and did 
minor damage to the gin build­
ing.

Be sure the silver­
ware and drinking glasses are carefully 
sterilized, but let your child’s mind feast 
on garbage.

7. Quarrel frequently in the presence 
of your children. It will keep them from 
becoming too shocked when the home breaks 
up.

8. Give the child all the spending money 
he wants. Never let him earn his own. 
Why should he have things as tough as 
you had them?

9. Satisfy his every craving for food, 
drink and comfort. See that every sen­
sual desire is gratified. Denial may lead 
to harmful frustration.

10. Take his part against neighbors, 
teachers and policemen. The are all pre­
judiced against your child.

11. When he gets into real trouble, 
apoligize for yourself by saying, “ I never 
could do anything with him.”

12. Prepare for a lifetime of grief. 
You’ll probably have it.
