Cong. George Mahon traded 
ideas with the people here Mon­
day night as about 150 persons 
turned out to hear the congress­
man in a question-answer ses­
sion at the school auditorium.

The meeting, sponsored by 
Olton’s Young Farmers, brought 
these main opinions from 
Mahon:

1. “ We must eliminate Cas­
tro and the Communist regime 
in Cuba at the earliest possi­
ble moment.’’

2. “ It doesn’t make sense 
to talk about a tax cut when 
we have such a great deficit.”

More than 40,000 bales of 
cotton are already across the 
scales of Olton area gins, as­
suring the community of another 
bang-up cotton year.

And the way farmers kept 
bringing the white stuff in this 
week, it appeared they might 
meet or beat the record 47,000 
bales ginned in 1961.

A check of the six gins in 
this area Wednesday afternoon 
showed a total of 34,416 bales 
already in bagging and another
6,049 on the yards----a total
of 40,465 across the scales.

By Wednesday evening, the 
backlog at Olton Co-Op Gin 
had dropped to 3,500 bales. 
The Co-Op’s number of bales 
on the yard was over 3,800 
bales earlier in the week.

All six gins----Circle, Far­
mers, Co-Op, Smith, Straw and 
Thompson— were running be­
hind this week as farmers kept 
piling it on.

The rush began to show signs 
of falling off Wednesday, and 
the guess was that the commun­
ity’s harvest is 85 to 90 per 
cent out of the field.

Many farmers already were 
done, and others were near the 
finish.

Some of those who received 
varying amounts of hail during 
the growing season—Gilbert 
Roberson, Merrill Brigance, 
Don Spain, C'. E. Keasler and 
others— had finished their g?, - 
thering.

Comments on their crops 
ranged from “ good” to “ fair” 
to “ not very good.”

J. L. Snider, who farms 4 1/2 
miles west, was still going 
strong on his harvest this week. 
He was getting about 11/2 bales 
to the acre.

Similar yields were reported 
at other farms, such as that 
of H. R. Curtis, eight miles 
north and two west.

Cloudy weather and scattered 
drops of moisture threatened 
to slow down the harvest early 
in the week, but the sun popped 
back out and farmers contin­
ued their rapid harvest pace.

Truck-Tractor 
Crash Hurts 3

A. C. Light Jr., Thomas L. 
Davis and Donald Hardy, all of 
Olton, were in Littlefield hospi­
tals Wednesday after they were 
injured in a truck-tractor acci­
dent last week.

The three, riding in a pick­
up driven by Light, received 
severe facial lacerations. They 
were expected to be released

from the hospital this week.
The accident occured on FM 

54 between Spade and Littlefield 
about 10 p.m. Wednesday Dec. 
12.

Light’s pickup, traveling west 
on the highway, struck the back 
of a tractor, driven by Charles 
Robert Smiley, Littlefield. 
Owned by Charles Cummings, 
Littlefield, the tractor was pul­
ling a deep-breaking plow. It 
was traveling west on the high­
way.

The plow extended some nine 
feet behind the tractor and, ac­
cording to Joaquin Jackson, 
Highway Patrol, neither the tra­
ctor nor the plow had red lights 
or reflectors. A white light was 
over one of the wheels of the 
tractor.

Jackson said Light told him 
he had just met a car and did 
not see the tractor until he was 
about 75 feet away. Approxi­
mately 75 feet of heavy skid 
marks were left on the pave­
ment.

The pickup, totally demolish­
ed, came to rest 90 feet frorp 
point of impact. The tractor, 
knocked into the left lane, 
jumped the bar ditch and was 
stopped 279 feet away in a field. 
Damages to the tractor were 
said to be minor. The plow was 
a total loss.

Smiley was taken to a Little­
field hospital, where he was 
treated for a cut on the back 
of his head and released.

3. “ Every effort should be 

made to reduce governmental 
spending.”

4. “ We can’t go on cutting 
cotton acreage...we have to have 
volume...and we must find a 
way to produce it for less.”

Mahon talked briefly about a 
recent trip to Central America, 
spending and other topics before 
opening the floor for questions.

The congressman, a key fi­
gure in U.S. military appro­
priations, pointed out the 
instability of governments in 
Central America, along with 
illiteracy and the lack of a 
middle class.

“ We should only invest money 
in things to help these people 
help themselves,” Mahon said.

Speaking of Cuba and Castro, 
he said: “ I learned that Com­
munist materials go through 
the mails in Central America 
at a fantastic pace.....it’s a 
necessity for us to eliminate 
this base (Cuba and Castro) 
for Communism.”

The congressman said the 
Soviet Union “ showed its co­
lors” in the Cuban crisis.

“ Khrushchev recognizes that 
the U.S. is the strongest power 
on Earth, militarily. When the 
President took a firm stand, 
Khrushchev backed up.

“ A firm, resolute stand,” 
he added, “ is our best course 
in dealing with him.”

Turning to governmental 
spending, Mahon said he would 
not favor a tax cut while the 
country has such a huge de­
ficit.

He pointed out, however, that 
the national debt per capita 
has dropped from $1,900 in 
1946 to $1,600 in 1962. Never­
theless, he said, spending re­
ductions are needed to stop the 
rising total.

Mahon said the most fami­
liar proposal on cotton at pre-

sent is .one suggests that all 
cotton would move on the world 
market. Textile people are de­
manding this and they have 
strong influence in Congress, 
he said.

In answer to a question about 
farm labor, Mahon said the 
bracero program has been used 
as an opening wedge for a 
minimum wage in agriculture. 
He said it is a toss-up as 
to whether the bracero pro­
gram will be extended.

One farmer told the con­
gressman, “ As far as I’m con­
cerned, I couldn’t do without 
Nationals because all those 
(laborers) in this town are on 
relief at Littlefield.”

Mahon agreed that “ scanda­
lous abuses” in welfare pro­
grams have been discovered 
and that welfare “ ought to be 
examined in every county.”

Answering another question, 
Mahon said he sees no real 
hope of reducing defense spend­
ing in the near future, adding 
that “ we must remain strong 
from a long-range standpoint.”

This question came from a 
farmer: “ What would happen 
if farmers decided they wanted 
the government out of their

“ Babies and toddlers invar­
iable follow the ‘hand to mouth’ 
rule for everything they touch. 
See that they do not play with 
small toys marbles, coins, 
beads or other tiny objects,” 
Musick said.

Other things such as stuffed 
animals with button eyes which 
may become loos, whistles with 
removable mouth pieces and 
pull-toys with small removable 
parts also are dangerous for 
small children.

The safety director reported 
that nearly 600 children under 
age five die each year in the 
U.S. as a result of suffocation 
iron ingestion of small objects.

Last year in Texas, 16 child­
ren under age five died from 
ingestion of objects other than 
food.

IT PAYS TO ADVERTISE

Dangers Of Flocked Tree 
For Christmas AreTold

The Texas Safety Associa­
tion today issued an urgent 
warning on the dangers of 
“ flocked” Christmas trees and 
also cited other hazards of holi­
day decorations.

“ Unless a flame resistant 
chemical is used in ‘flocking’ 
a nutral tree, the danger of 
fire is greatly increased,” 
J. O. Musick, General Man­
ager of TSA, said.

“ Even if the material used 
in flocking is flame resistant, 
it does not make the tree it­
self non-combustible,” he con­
tinued.

“ Most research shows‘flock­
ing’ will not impart any flame 
resistance to the tree.”

The safety director explained 
there is little that can be done 
to make any natural tree flame 
resistant and warned shoppers 
to evaluate carefully any claims 
that a natural tree has been 
“ fire-proofed.”

The “ flocked” Christmas 
tree has steadily gained popul­
arity during the past four holi­
day seasons, especially for use 
in the home. It resembles a tree 
whose branches are heavy- 
laden with snow. The flock is 
made from sharply cut rayon 
fibers mixed with various 
chemicals.

Natural trees are frequently 
“ flocked” , not only in the tra­
ditional snow white, but also in 
others colors. Often dry ad­
hesives are added to gove spar­
kle and glitter.

Musick pointed out that the 
dry adhesives must be pre­
mixed with the flame retardant 
chemicals to make the entire 
flocking itself flame resistant.

This fact has caused some 
concern to TSA as there are now 
some kits on the market to be 
used in “ flocking” trees at 
home.

“ Most professionals flocking 
trees know the dangers of mat­
erial used in decorating natural 
trees, but the inexperienced de­
corator can add to their normal 
combustibility without knowing 
it,” he said.

Musick advises that when 
purchasing a “ do-it-yourself’ 
kit, be sure the “ flocking” 
material is marked flame re­
sistant. Do not add other ma­
terials, such as glitter or co­
loring, which do not also have 
these qualities.

“ If you must use other ma­
terial, make sure it is aded to 
the flame resistant chemicals 
used in the actual ‘flocking* ” 
he said.

The safety director stressed 
that no person should think his 
tree is flame resistant just 
because it has been coated with 
flame retardant material.

In citing dangers from other 
decorations, Musick reported 
that the combined use of spray- 
on type snow and glass fiver 
“ angel hair” is highly com­
bustible.

“ The average home decor­
ator is not aware of this as

both items, when used sepa­
rately ARE flame resistant. 
It is when the snow substance 
is sprayed on the glass fiber 
that the decoration becomes 
highly dangerous,”  he added.

“ However,if the snow is 
sprayed on the tree first, and 
then the glass fiber or angel 
hair is added—it is safe}”

Another concern of safety 
officials and fire prevention 
authorities is the use of cotton 
under trees. Only cotton which 
is flame resistant should be 
used..

It takes, on the average, two 
and on-half minutes for the

amount of combustible cotton 
used at the base of most t^ees 
to burn completely, but fire 
hazard reports on natural trees 
show there is no time to call 
the fire department if the cot­
ton should ignite the tree.

“ It takes only five to 10 
seconds, depending on dryness, 
for a combustible tree to be 
consumed by fire. The flaming 
tree is much like a gasoline 
torch. It ignites everything 
close to it,”  Musick continued.

“ Place all Christmas greens 
where they cannot be ignited by 
lighted candles, a spark from 
the fireplace or other sources 
of flame. Natural trees dry out 
faster around heat. The' drier 
the tree-the greater the fire 
hazard.”

The Texas Safety Association 
joins the National Fire Protec­
tion Association in recommend­

ing that trees be purchased 
shortly before Christmas, 
stored outside until needed and 
then removed from the house 
as soon as possible.

1963 Feed Grain Support 
Prices Are Increased

Secretary of Agriculture Or­
ville Freeman has announced an 
increase in the 1963 corn sup­
port price to $1.25 per bushel 
from the $1.20 support price 
previously announced on Nov. 
14. Increases are also being 
made in the other feed grain 
support prices. This action is 
designed to assure that the 
twin objective of the Feed Grain 
Program-to improve farm in­
come and to make further pro­
gress in balancing feed grain 
supplies with national require­
ments-will be met. Secretary 
Freeman also announced an in­
crease in the payment rate for 
diverted feed grain acreage in 
1963. The national average sup­
port prices for 1^3  feed grain 
crops are shown below together 
with the previously announced 
support prices.

Corn, total support price 
$1.25 per bushel; previously 
announced $1.20 per bushel.

Barley, total support price,
. $.96 per bushel; previously an­
nounced $.93 per bushel.

Grain Sorghum, total support 
price, $2.00 per cwt.; previous­
ly announced price, $1.91 
per cwt.

Oats, total support price $.65 
per bushel.

Rye, total support price, 
$1.07 per bushel.

As announced earlier far­
mers participating in the 1963 
Feed Grain Program will re­
ceive price support partly 
through loan and purchase a- 
greement and partly through 
payment in kind. The increases 
announced today will be accom­
plished through higher loan and 
purchase agreement rate with 
no change in the payment in 
kind payment previously an­
nounced.

The 1963 feed grain program 
differs from the 1961 and 1962 
programs primarily because of 
the additional 18-cent payment 
in kind as a result of price 
support. This new element has 
required further careful study 
by the Department. This study, 
coupled with reports from field 
offices forms the announcement 
of the 1963 Feed Grain Program 
and recommendations of advis­
ory committees on feed grain
which met in Washington last 
week indicating that action to 
raise support level was nec­
essary to carry out the policy 
of this Administration to in­
crease farm income, cut back 
surpluses, and reduce govern­
ment cost.

Special provisions are made 
for small farms in this announ­
cement. The payment rate for 
acreage diverted to conserving 
uses will be increased to 50 per 
cent of the county support rate 
of the normal production of di­
verted acres, for farms on 
which the entire feed grain pay­
ment acreage (1959-1960 acre­
age, as adjusted) is diverted,

AUSTIN, Tex.----In his final
press conference as attorney 
general, Will Wilson paid tr i­
bute to Texas newspapers for 
helping expose graft and cor­
ruption.

Wilson said that Texas news­
papers, large and small, de­
serve a lot of credit for the 
progress he made during his 
six years of administration.

“ In our system”  he said, 
“ the light of day, brought 
through the news media, is the 
most efficient enforcement 
agency we have.”

He remarked that he consi­
ders a probe for corruption of 
local governments the field that 
offers the most investigative 
opportunity to his successor, 
Waggoner Carr.

MAN HUNT----Meanwhile, in­
coming AG Waggoner Carr is 
involved in a search for able 
assistants for the attorney gen­
eral’s department. He wrote 
Leon Jaworski, president of the 
State Bar Association, that it’s 
very difficult to find trained 
men.

of the state’s industrial needs.

He approved the com­
mission’s goal to get small 
industries for 250 small towns. 
E. B. Germany of Dallas, chair­
man of the commission,pointed 
out that this plan would offer 
eight-hour-a-day employment 
to local people and leave time 
for them to tend to small farm­
ing and ranching operations.

“ If we could have 250 little 
towns with little industries,”  
Germany said, “ we would have 
more solid citizens.”

Connally has proposed es­
tablishment of a Bureau of Com­
merce to carry on the work of 
tourist and industrial agencies. 
He suggested that this be fin­
anced with state funds, rather 
than by the present plan of 
asking industry to share the 
cost of exploiting the state’s 
resources.

Commission presented a 
seven-year plan to expand the 
present number of 10,581 plants 
with 488,250 workers to 
14,750 plants with 802,250 
workers. A copy of its report 
will be sent to local indus­
trial development groups.

OIL NEEDS HIGHER—Texas 
Railroad Commission has re­
vealed requests for a January 
production average of 2,489,249 
barrels daily. This is 15,809 
barrels over the December 
total.

Indications are that the com­
mission will contiue the eight- 
day schedule, in effect for pro­
rated wells since January, 1962.
