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Farmers Warned Of Labor Bill

Olton area farmers were 
warned Monday night of a pro­
posed farm labor recruitment 
act described by some labor 
users as one which would “ re ­
duce the agricultural industry 
to a state of Socialism.”

About 40 farmers were on 
hand at the school cafeteria 
for a meeting sponsored by the 
Chamber of Commerce and Ag­
riculture.

They sat grim-faced through 
a reading of the bill by Cham­
ber Manager Dick Whiteley,

then made plans to “ spread 
the word” and voice their op­
position to the bill, S.B. 1129.

The group urged farmers to 
study the bill, then fire off 
letters and telegrams immed­
iately to Sens. John Tower and 
Ralph Yarbarough and Cong. 
George Mahon.

“ It wouldn’t hurt to wire other 
senators and representatives, 
the president and vice-presi­
dent,” said Whiteley. “ Weneed 
a concentrated effort, because 
this thing can kill agriculture 
if it isn’t stopped.”

About the only thing farmers 
had to smile about during^Mon- 
day night’s meeting was a sur­
prise visitor.

Someone opened the door and 
threw a loud-quacking goose 
into the cafeteria. He put up 
such a squawk the meeting was 
disrupted for about five min­
utes.

Rumors persisted later along 
two lines.

One version said “ it must 
have been some kids playing 
a prank.”

Another said “ it is bound to

have been some laborers stag­
ing a protest.”

Whoever sent the goose sail- 
into the room disappeared 
quickly. The goose, farmers 
later observed, was not house- 
broken.

There was evidence at mid­
week that many farmers were 
voicing their distaste for the 
bill.

One telegram which went off 
to Congresman Mahon called the 
bill “ unfair, unworkable and un- 
American.”

Mahon’s answer said he was

“ unalterably opposed” to the 
measure and would work against 
it.

S.B. 1129, which one farmer 
said was aptly initialed, would 
amend the Wagner-Peyser Act 
to establish a program for do­
mestic farm laborers patterned 
after the Mexican Farm Labor 
Program.

It would, among other things, 
require farmers to provide 
transportation to and from the 
place of residence of the worker 
and his family; subsistence; 
temporary housing; emergency

medical care; guaranteed earn­
ings under a contract negoti­
ated with each worker; in­
surance; maintain records as 
required by the Labor Dept.

A catch-all clause would al­
low the Secretary of Labor to 
do anything he “ deems prop­
er”  to carry out the provisions 
of the bill. He also would be 
able to “ utilize the services 
and facilities of any depart­
ment or agency of the Federal 
Government for such purpose,”

Whiteley pointed out that the 
bill is in committee now and

Interested Parents To Meet

Special Schooling Sought
Do you have a child whom you feel would 

benefit from special instruction in a small 
class with a teacher qualified to handle 
his individual problem?

Olton school officials feel there are a 
number of such children in the community 
and are now at work planning these classes.

Generally termed as classes for those 
who are not college bound, the instruction 
would be of a specialized nature, built around 
the needs of each child.

“ We would like to have a complete pro­
gram of education that would carry the 
child through to graduation. He could pro­
gress at his own rate in a program that 
would best serve him in future life,’* 
Johnny Clark, superintendent, said this week.

Clark said the school is interested in 
establishing two types of classes. One would

be for students who are not attending school 
now. Another would be for students who are 
in school but are not getting the extra 
help they need.

He noted that, if the program is estab­
lished, it will not be a financial burden 
to local taxpayers since the state will pay 
the teacher’s salary and operating expense.

The program is to be so designed that 
the teachers, students and parents will work 
closely together for the greater benefit of 
the students.

School Co-Ordinator Elmer Moore, who 
is in charge of the program said this week 
that the students would spend part of the 
day in the special class and return to their 
regular class for the remainder. The ob­
ject is to give them the extra help they 
need and yet, let them remain with the 
student body.

A meeting has been set next Tuesday 
at 2 p.m. for all parents who are inter­
ested in the program. Clark urged those 
who have children with special problems 
to attend this meeting and get a full ex­
planation of the program and how it might 
help their child.

A minimum of eight students is required 
for each class.

For those who are interested and wish 
to have their children tested to see if they 
qualify for the classes, an educational and 
vocational counselor, Carolyn L. Attneave, 
Lubbock, will conduct tests here April 4. 
She will also hold conferences with the par­
ents at that time.

There is no charge to the parents for these 
tests and “ they could mean a great deal 
in the future of your child,” Clark said.

In Accord
Members of Olton* s low-rent 

housing project board have lined 
themselves alongside the city 
council in the belief that local 
authorities should have control 
of the federally financed pro­
ject.

General thinking of the board 
was brought out at a meeting 
of the group last week, accord­
ing to Dick Whiteley, spokes­
man.

“ The board feels much like 
the city council does— it should 
be able to determine for itself 
where it units will be located,” 
Whiteley said.

The project ran into criticism 
after it was learned that units 
have been allocated for Latin 
Americans and Negros only and 
that the federal government’s 
choice for a site for the Lat­
in units is the second block 
east of the square.

Following those announce­
ments, the city council voiced 
the opinion that the local board 
should have control of site se­
lection, or else drop the pro­
ject.

“ The board plans to write 
federal officials and explain 
its position,” Whiteley said.

Basil Sherman, chairman of 
the board, said, “We are going 
to wait for word from the gov­
ernment before we go any fur­
ther on the project.”

you may have been led to be­
lieve,” Baker said.

as “ Life Line,” and letter writ­
ing.

“ The communists boast they 
can put 50,000 letters on either 
side of a question in Washington 
within 72 hours,” Baker said. 
“ Certainly we need to be able 
to beat that.”

probably will go before the 
Senate in the next few days.

“ Texas is one of the few 
states which still has a right 
to work law. Labor could not 
unionize labor in Texas, so 
it’s trying to get the federal 
government to do it for them,” 
said Whiteley.

The bill was introduced by 
Williams of New Jersey, Clark, 
Humphrey, Burdick and Smith 
of Massachusetts, and Mc­
Carthy. It was referred to the 
committee on “Labor and Pub­
lic Welfare” about March 1.

Tom Carlisle, a farmer, read 
from notes taken at a meeting 
in Dallas, at which labor users 
from about a dozen states were 
present.

“ It is clear that the proposed 
S.B. 1129 is an extreme ex­
tension of governmental opera­
tion of private affairs. . .its 
practical effect is to extend to 
the Secretary of Labor abso­
lute control over all farm la­
bor and consequently control of 
all private farms and ranches,” 
Carlisle said.

Farm Labor BUI Outlined
(1) To make workers available for agricultural employ­

ment in any area where there is a shortage of workers 
for such employment the Secretary of Labor is authorized 
to recruit qualified out-of-area workers willing to accept 
agricultural employment; furnish them necessary transpor­
tation to and returning from a distribution center; sub­
sistence; temporary housing; and emergency medical care. 
A revolving fund to cover these expenses would be estab­
lished.

(2) No workers would be available to an employer unless 
the employer enters into an agreement with the Secretary 
whereby he agrees to: (a) guarantee each worker the terms 
of a contract negotiated with each worker; (b) reimburse 
the Department of Labor up to $15 per worker for the ex­
penses incurred, In the event any worker failed without 
good cause to fulfill his agreement, the employer would be 
furnished a replacement without additional payment or be 
refunded (on a proportionate basis) any amount paid to the 
Department; (c) pay the cost of transporting any worker, 
with whom he has contracted, from the contracting center 
and return thereto with the limitation that the cost be in

• proportion to the amount of the agreed period of employ­
ment which the worker actually performs.

(3) Workers recruited under the bill will be available 
only upon a determination and certification by the Secre­
tary of Labor that: (a) sufficient able and qualified local 
workers are unavailable at the time and place needed; 
(b) out-of-area workers will not be recruited at wages and 
working conditions less favorable than those of local workers 
similarly.

(4) Use of workers would be conditioned upon an employer's 
entering into a contract with the worker specifying: (a) the 
term of employment, which must be at least 160 hours 
for each four-week period, with proportional reductions in 
the guaranteed number of hours for periods under four 
weeks. Hours worked in excess of 10 per day would not 
count toward meeting the guarantee, nor apparently would 
any hours worked on Sundays and holidays; (b) that the wage 
be paid the worker shall not be less than the prevailing 
hourly wage paid to local workers for similar work; (c) 
that housing facilities furnished by the employer will meet 
minimum standards set by the Secretary of Labor; (d) 
that employers will provide, at no cost to the worker, work­
men’s compensation insurance in states where the law per­
mits coverage of the worker. In states where workmen’s 
compensation coverage cannot be obtained, the employer 
would be required to obtain insurance coverage at least 
equal to that provided Mexican Nationals under the Mex­
ican Farm Labor Program.

(5) The right of any worker to accept or decline employ­
ment with any employer or to choose any agricultural em­
ployment he desires and the right of any employer to offer 
work to any worker of his choice not under contract to any 
other employer is specified. However, no foreign workers 
will be certified on the basis of the unavailability of domestic 
workers for any employer who rejects without good cause 
any qualified domestic worker for employment.

(6) The Secretary may refuse workers to any employer 
who had failed, without justification, to comply with the 
terms of his contract with the worker or with any rule or 
regulation issued by the Secretary.

(7) Any employer utilizing the services established by 
the bill would be required to maintain such records as the 
Secretary might require.

(8) Any profit making private employment or labor con­
tracting agency would be prohibited from participating in 
the recruitment of workers under the program established 
by this bill.

(9) No workers recruited under the program established 
by this bill would be permitted to fill any job “ which will 
aid directly or indirectly in filling a job which is vacant 
because the former occupant is on strike or is locked out 
in the course of a labor dispute, or is an issue in a labor 
dispute.”

(10) $200,000 a year is authorized for the Secretary of 
Labor to undertake such studies and pilot projects which he 
thinks may lead to “ fuller utilization of under employment 
thinks may lead to “ fuller utilization of under employed 
rural Americans and to meeting the labor requirements of 
employers.”

(11) Authority is given the Secretary to issue such rules 
and regulations as he determines necessary to carry out the 
provisions of the bill.
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EDITORIALS
Federal Assistance To Communities

Do we really know what we’re getting 
into when we latch onto the open purse 
offered by the Federal government?

It seems like a quick and easy way to 
local progress and well-meaning citizens 
often welcome Federal money without fully 
realizing the implication.

The more than 100 types of Federal 
assistance to communities are described in 
a U.S. Department of Commerce publica­
tion titled “Handbook of Federal Aids to 
Communities.”

Some of these programs sound wonder­
ful but the results have, in many cases, 
fallen short. They have the tendency to 
stimulate activity rather than solve prob­
lems. They have not given community lead­
ers solutions to new problems which arise 
constantly. Instead, they appear to merely 
make communities more dependent on Wash­
ington and less self-reliant.

James F. Steiner, manager of the Con­
struction and Civic Development Department 
of the U.S. Chamber of Commerce, has 
this to say:

“Here are some. . .implications which 
should be understood before a decision is 
made to reach into the Federal grab bag:

“ (1) Federal programs are built on aver­
ages and are not tailored to the individual 
needs of communities.

“ (2) The trend favors big cities. Po­
litical considerations dictate that compet- 
ive advantages be given urban centers 
(where the votes are) over smaller com­
munities.

“ (3) Federal programs are handled through 
the local political mechanism. Many pro­
grams take longer than one or two years 
to complete and hence are subject to the 
political fortune of the municipal admin­
istration. Political boundaries get in the 
way of regional solutions to problems broad­
er than the single community.

“ (4) Private initative is thwarted and

the leadership role is denied civic and 
business voluntary associations which know 
best what the community requires.

“ (5) Control from Washington means time- 
consuming reporting and approval proced­
ures.

President Kennedy won states with 146 
electoral votes by his pluralities in seven 
of the largest urban areas. The big cities 
elected this Administration. As long as 
they can be kept content and loyal with 
plenty of Federal money, the Administra­
tion has a good outlook indefinitely. Hence, 
the favoritism toward the big cities.

The implications on the econqmic front 
should also be considered. Under the Area 
Redevelopment Act, eligible communities 
must submit an over all economic develop­
ment plan which must be approved by the Fed­
eral government. They decide whether the 
community has done a good job of planning, 
what kind and how much Federal aid the 
community gets. To what does this lead? 
Already, the government can deliberatley 
channel defense contracts into certain lo­
calities and withhold them from others. 
With this precedent, the government might 
decide that certain products should be manu­
factured here and others there. It is easy 
to see the serious effect this could have.

The important thing is that we do have 
a choice now. Many communities have de­
veloped satisfactory self-help programs us­
ing local money. In Erie, Pa., in 1960, 
for an outlay of less than $1,000 per per­
son, 300 persons cooperated to draft a 
complete work program for the community. 
Other communities have followed suit across 
the country.

This does not mean that local financing 
will provide ready made solutions. What 
it can do is combine planning with decisions 
and actions so that growth and develop­
ment can take place and communities can 
remain self-reliant.

of what has really happened.” 
He said a big problem of the 
Birch movement is to get the 
ordinary American to sit up and 
take a look, blaming apathy and, 
in some cases, vested inter­
ests, on the part of the people.
