Spray Weeds
With Vinegar

USDA scientists have the first -

scientific evidence that vinegar is
a potent weedkiller. It is inexpen-
sive and environmentally safe as
well. Researchers tested vinegar on
major weeds in greenhouses and
field studies. They hand-sprayed
the weeds with various solutions
of vinegar, uniformly coating the
leaves.

The vinegar had an 85- to 100-
percent kill rate at all growth
stages. Canada thistle, one of the
most tenacious weeds in the world,
proved the most susceptible. Spot
spraying cornfields with 20 per-
cent vinegar killed 80 to 100% of
weeds without harming the corn.
If vinegar were sprayed over an
entire field, it would cost $85 per
acre. If applied to local weed in-
festations only, it costs around $20
to $30.

TOXIC MOLD OR
ORDINARY
MILDEW? IS IT SERIOUS?

Many homeowners are worried
about the rising cost of insurance
due to mold. Mold spores spread
through the air and are known to
cause allergies. In order to grow,
mold needs a food source, mois-
ture, and mild to warm tempera-
tures. Mold thrives on organic
materials such as dust, paper and
paper products, and soap scum.
The best way to fight mold is to
thoroughly clean areas where it
might grow. After cleaning a site
where mold has been found, use a
disinfectant to prevent it from
growing back. Experts suggest
controlling moisture by maintain-
ing and repairing the plumbing
system, air conditioning, and roof.
