The 
doctors even cleared him to play 
basketball if he wants to.

“What helped Tanner get well? 
Many factors. G od’s healing 

fpower, a fast-acting EMT, great 
doctors, nurses, and medical tech­
nology all contributed to Tanner’s 
healing. But one of the most pow­
erful factors was community, the 
loving support and prayers of true 
friends and neighbors.

“Our son, Nick, went to the 
emergency room the night of 
Tanner’s accident, and said tons of 
people were there. While Tanner 
was in the hospital neighbors 

, helped in every imaginable way. 
Christians of all denominations 
prayed. Many people visited, sent 
gifts, said words of love and 
encouragment. Without the loving 
support of true friends, Tanner and 
his family would have suffered 
much more.

“Community happens naturally 
in a place like Silverton, where 
their Sunday morning church at­
tendance is around 80. Everybody 
knows everybody’s business. But 
in larger churches like ours, build­

i n g  community takes an inten­
tional effort.

“That’s why I’ve asked Tom 
Moore to lead us in building com­
munity through small group min­
istries. Many of you have indicated 
your interest in small groups 
through the ‘interest forms’ we 
have distributed during worship. 
Many more of you will want to 
attend the informational meeting 
one week from this Wednesday, 
November 20, to find out more 
about this healing, growth-produc­
ing ministry.

In the race for Justice of the Peace, Precinct 1 in Briscoe County, 
Democratic challenger Connie Smith maintained her win after a re­
count, receiving 304 votes to Republican incumbent Edwin Norris’ 
295 votes, said Bena Hester, county and district clerk.

On election night, votes counted for Smith and Norris each num­
bered 287, but that number changed with canvassing of the vote tally 
Tuesday, when Norris had 296 votes and Mrs. Smith garnered 303 votes, 
Mrs. Hester said.
