The cotton market rose and fell 
in search of a clear direction this 
week. Observers were surprised on 
Thursday, however, as futures on 
the New York Cotton Exchange 
settled with marked gains in spite 
of disappointing export sales, fall­
ing international prices and a 
strong U. S. dollar.

Although export registrations of 
2002-03 crop U. S. cotton in the 
week ended August 15 were cut 
nearly in half from the previous 
week, sales basically were what 
many analysts were expecting.

According to USDA, net export 
sales of 2002-03-crop U. S. cot­
ton totaled 93,000 bales for the 
week, down 48 percent from the 
previous week. China was the 
main buyer with purchases total­
ing an impressive 40,000 bales. 
Mexico and Indonesia rounded out 
the list of top buyers with commit­
ments for 13,800 and 5,800 bales, 
respectively.

Export shipments of 108,800 
bales for the same period were 17 
percent less than the previous 
week and 34 percent lower than 
the four-week average. Shipments 
primarily were destined for 
Mexico, Thailand and Turkey.

According to some analysts, 
USDA’s export report was notice­
able mostly for the impressive 
sales to China. Rumblings about 
the sale had been circulating prior 
to the release of the weekly report, 
and many market observers were 
impressed that the rumor actually

proved true. Meanwhile, some 
skeptics in the market continue to 
use comparisons with previous 
years as evidence that USDA’s lat­
est export shipment forecast is too 
optimistic.

“We’re not in that camp,” one 
cotton analyst from the Mid-South 
commented. “Shipping an average 
of 200,000 bales per week, even 
with outstanding sales at their cur­
rent level for this stage of the mar­
keting year, is very possible.”

On the spot cotton scene, Texas, 
Oklahoma and Kansas producers 
sold 1,249 bales online in the week 
ended July 22 compared with the 
previous week’s total of 1,959 
bales. The average price received 
by growers selling their cotton 
online ranged from 31.00 to 41.00 
cents per pound compared to the 
previous week’s range of 33.95 to 
39.16 cents per pound.

According to USDA’s weekly 
crop progress report, 18 percent of 
the U. S. crop was rated in poor to 
very poor condition compared with 
15 percent the previous week. 
Meanwhile, 53 percent of the crop 
was rated good to excellent versus 
54 percent a week earlier. Despite 
improvements in seven states, fur­
ther declines were noted in Ala­
bama, Georgia, North Carolina, 
South Carolina, Virginia, and 
Texas, the largest cotton producing 
state.

In its August report, USDA 
pegged U. S. cotton production at 
18.4 million bales. However, some 
in the industry believe, based on 
current crop ratings, the crop likely 
will be in the range of 17.8 to 18.0 
million bales.

“You never know though,” a 
market observer commented. 
“Weather could change things in an 
instant. In fact, timely rains in the 
Southeast and West Texas still could 
provide substantial benefit,” he con­
cluded.

Haptics Allow  
‘Feeling’ through 
Computers

Medical break throughs are 

made possible thanks to haptic 
technology. Haptic is a Greek 
word meaning “to feel.” It is a new 
field of computer graphics, and the 
next step in graphic interface. The 
device includes a hand-held baton 
that indicates what is being felt as 
it interacts with an image on the 
computer screen.

60 Years of Memories Recalled 
at Class of 1942 Reunion

There were hugs, hand-shakes 
and happy faces as the friends 
greeted one another at the Malt 
Shop in Silverton Saturday, Au­
gust 10, 2002 on a cool, rainy 
morning. Nine class members 
and their spouses enjoyed break­
fast, as they “re-wound the 
imaginary video” of this class 
and “clicked on PLAY”!!

Then the stories began, with 
class members adding their 
thoughts. A few of our class had 
started in Silverton as 1st Grad­
ers and stayed together 11 years. 
However, some students joined 
this group in 1937, coming in 
from the County Schools— 
Haylake, Francis, Rock Creek, 
Holt, Lakeview, Vigo Park. John 
(Jack) Reeves, LaVerne and 
Velma Lois Young came from 
South Plains in/Floyd County.

We recalled having our Senior 
Pictures made in Sept. 1941, 
looking forward to a great year. 
Then came Pearl Harbor, an in­
cident which changed our lives 
and many of our school activi­
ties. However, activities such as 
the Senior Play and Senior Prom 
were held.

There were stories of bliz­
zards, which kept the buses from 
running, and students had to 
spend several nights in town with 
friends. There were football 
games on cold, windy nights. The 
Pep Squad and Band were there 
cheering the boys on to victory. 
The spring of 1942 was filled 
with basketball games and the 
Seniors played their hearts out. 
Several remembered the Senior 
Play and “Kids Day” that was 
held in a vacant building on Main 
Street.

There were several stories told 
of the “pranks” that members of 
this class played on the teachers- 
when this subject came up there 
were remarks, “Please don’t tell 
that!” But one that was told, 
which most of the group remem­
bered: the Principal was our Al­
gebra teacher. Some days he 
would be called to the office “on 
business.” He would put a,diffi­

cult algebra problem on the 
board, ask the students to solve 
it, turn in papers at the end of 
class. One student was a “math 
whiz”—he would work the prob­
lem on the board and we would 
copy it. It wasn’t long until the 
Principal figured out what was 
happening!! One story was about 
the Study Hall Teacher, who had 
to contend with marbles rolling 
across the floor, and she wasn’t 
sure whose pockets they were 
coming from.

In the spring, some of the girls 
were thinking about attending 
college or getting a job—many of 
the boys were joining the mili­
tary reserves or going on active 
duty after graduation. In the next 
few years several gave their lives 
in defense of the United States. 
These classmates will always be 
remembered.

Several class members told 
their “version” of the Senior Trip 
to Medicine Park, Oklahoma. We 
rode in the back of a grain truck 
to this Resort Area in the moun­
tains, spent three days swim­
ming, hiking and eating, and the 
sponsors, Mr. King and Miss 
Rampy, got very little sleep.

The Class of 1942 have been 
“regular attenders” at the Silver- 
ton School Homecomings; how­
ever, they have had two special 
Reunions, one in 1982, when 
they had dinner and an enjoyable 
evening in the home of O. C. and 
Faye Gene (Davis) Rampley, and 
the second one was in 1992—the 
50th—when 28 persons were 
guests at the Turkey Hotel on 
Friday evening. On Saturday, of 
that year, we had a special float 
in the parade—George Long’s 
1942 truck and trailer carried the 
Class Members along the parade 
route. That was a day filled with 
enjoyable memories.

We look forward to being to­
gether again in 2004 and plan to 
have another “Special Reunion” 
in 2006!
