Owls Open Season With Big 
Win Over Chillicothe Eagles

It was a beauiful night in Silver- 
ton for the first game of the season 
that saw the Owls hand the 
Chillicothe Eagles a 52-0 beating. 
As usual Sara Craiker did a beauti­
ful job of singing the national an­
them before rejoining the other 
cheerleaders.

Chillicothe kicked off and the 
Owls started on their 30. Red Ivory 
carried for a 12-yard gain before 
picking up a first down, then the 
handoff went to Clifton Baker, who 
went all the way for a touchdown 
with 8:57 still remaining in the first 
quarter. Ivory kicked the PAT, to 
give the Owls an 8-0 lead.

After taking the kickoff on their 
35, the Eagles lost a little due to 
the team tackling of the Owls. The 
Owls grabbed an Eagle fumble on 
third down, and were back in busi­
ness again. Ivory made a first down 
on the 12-yard line, after which he 
carried a touchdown with 6:17 re­
maining in the first quarter. He 
added the PAT kick to give the 
Owls a 16-0 lead.

Eric Minyard kicked off, and 
Chillicothe started on their 35. Af­
ter losing yardage on every play, 
the Eagles punted on fourth down. 
Ivory fielded the punt and ran to 
the Chillicothe 25.

Marcos Patino ran all the way 
into the endzone on the next play, 
the PAT kick failed, and the Owls 
moved into a 22-0 lead.

When the Owls kicked off, 
Patino stopped the runback on the 
Eagle 30. After giving up five 
yards, Ivory broke up and almost

intercepted a Chillicothe pass. The 
Eagles made a first down on the 
Silverton 20, after which the Owls 
shut down the Eagle offense and 
the ball went over on the Silverton 
25.

Colt Smith passed complete to 
Chase Comer, who did a little 
blocking for himself enroute to 
scoring with 23 seconds remain­
ing in the first quarter. Ivory kicked 
the PAT, to give the Owls a 30-0 
lead.

Minyard kicked off for the Owls 
and the ball carrier slipped and fell 
as the first period came to a close. 
This series was concluded with a 
short punt which gave the ball to 
the Owls on the Chillicothe 25. 
Baker carried the 56-yard touch­
down with 7:51 remaining in the 
second quarter. Ivory kicked the 
PAT, and the Owls moved into a 
38-0 lead.

Minyard kicked off again, and 
Chillicothe gained to their 10-yard 
line, stopped by Smith and Patino, 
The Eagles punted short on fourth 
down, and the Owls started on the 
Chillicothe 25.

On third down, Dustin Hale in­
tercepted a Chillicothe pass on the 
Eagle 9, and Caleb Francis scored 
with 6:59 remaining on the clock.

area at this time, it clearly 
illuestrates just how much the new 
Farm Bill is going to mean to pro­
ducers and rural communities.

Probably the most important 
aspect of the chart is that overall 
payments to growers under the old 
Farm Bill (Freedom to Farm) 
would have been considerably 
lower than payments estimated to 
be made under the FSRIA. The 
difference is an impressive 
$150,132 million dollars more 
under the FSRIA program.

Some may argue that the chart 
isn’t a true comparison since it 
doesn’t estimate any extra pay­
ments that might have been part 
of the ad hoc economic, or Mar­
ket Loss Assistance, package.

It is important to note that MLA 
payments were not included 
mainly because there was never a
guarantee that such assistance

would have been approved for 
2002.

The bottom line in the analysis 
is that the new Farm Bill is 
“Apples-to-Apples,” 65 percent 
better in terms of total dollars paid 
to producers.

Upping the payments estimated 
under the old Farm Bill to reflect 
an additional MLA payment rate 
would only halve the percentage by 
which the new Farm Bill increases 
payments.

This is good news to producers 
who had, through no fault of their 
own, come to depend on the com­
bination of legislated payments 
plus ad hoc market loss assistance 
to survive.

Volunteer Cotton 
Costly to Growers

That cotton growing in ditches 
and coming up in fields that were 
formerly planted in cotton threat­
ens the progress of eradication in 
the Southern High Plains, said 
Charles Allen, program director 
for the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi­
cation Foundation.

“Boll weevils will find cotton 
plants capable of providing them 
with food and a place to repro­
duce,” Allen said. “These plants 
are a source of continuing 
reinfestation in the zone.”

Allen said that when founda­
tion employees discover volunteer 
cotton, it has to be trapped and 
monitored. If weevils are found to 
be reproducing, then the cotton 
will have to be sprayed.

The best solution is for grow­
ers to remove any volunteer cot­
ton in their fields or on their prop­
erty.

“We understand that removing 
or killing these scattered plants is 
often difficult and costly,” Allen 
said. “But doing this is critical to 
the success of boll weevil eradi­

cation.”
Monitoring volunteer cotton, 

and treating it when weevils are 
present, expends time and re­
sources, but because this cotton is 
not assessed, cotton growers bear 
the expense, Allen said. In addition, 
because volunteer cotton provides 
a breeding ground that reinfests 
cotton fields, the amount of time 
to complete eradication is ex­
tended, which adds to the costs 
growers will have to pay.

“The Southern High Plains is 
essentially a year ahead of the game 
in eradication,” Allen said. “It 
would be a shame to lose any of 
that ground because of the presence 
of volunteer cotton in the zone.”

The Texas Boll Weevil Eradica­
tion Foundation is a nonprofit, 
grower-initiated and funded orga­
nization dedicated to eliminating 
the cotton boll weevil from the state 
in the most cost-effective and en­
vironmentally responsible manner 
possible.
