Cities Discuss 
Water Problems

In response to a resolution 
passed by the member cities of the 
Mackenzie Municipal Water Au­
thority, a joint meeting was held 
October 14 at the Unity Center in 
Muncy to address water concerns 
of Tulia, Silverton, Floydada and 
Lockney.

Representatives from all the cit­
ies attended as well as engineers, 
Lee Freeze and Kelly Wood, and 
representatives from Texas Water 
Development Board, Rural Devel­
opment, attorneys and employees 
of the Mackenzie Water Treatment 
Plant.

The cities have presented a reso­
lution to the Water Authority call­
ing for a “qualified engineering 
firm to determine the costs to move 
water within thei existing system 
from city to city.”

The resolution has asked the 
engineer to “determine the cost to 
deactivate and preserve the condi­
tion of the Authority’s facilities so 
they can be reactivated at a later 
date in a cost-effective manner.”

After much discussion among 
all the member cities, engineers 
and bankers, the group decided to 
appoint an executive committee of 
Mayors and City Managers to 
come to a consensus about what 
they want to do.

The engineers informed those at 
the meeting that the evaporation 
loss of water in Lake Mackenzie 
is greater than usage.

“You should basically use it or 
lose it,” said engineer Lee Freeze.

Lockney Mayor Roger Stapp 
said, ”We could be out of water in 
1 1/2 years. We have to think of an 
alternative since our costs are go-

must pay the operational costs of 
running the plant.

All cities are also still respon­
sible for paying off bond indebt­
edness which was entered into 
when the dam was built.

Floydada and Lockney en­
tered into the agreement together 
and owe approximately three 
million dollars. Of that total ap­
proximately 65% is Floydada’s 
responsibility and 34% is 
Lockney’s responsibility.

All cities agreed that there 
would be no move to default on 
loans but also agreed that a task 
force would be formed to peti­
tion for debt forgiveness by Ru­
ral Development and Texas Wa­
ter Development Board.

Freeze said the cities should 
be aware of “consequences” if 
they shut down the plant.

USDA Provides 
Web-Based Tool 
To Help Producers

Agriculture producers may now 
calculate payments under the 2002

troopers will be running special en­
forcement operations targeting dan­
gerous driving around school buses. 
Motorists can be fined up to $1,000 
for passing a bus while its alternately 
flashing red warning lights are acti­
vated.

“A school bus is carrying our 
most precious cargo, and other driv­
ers should treat them accordingly,” 
said Charley Kennington, DPS pro­
gram administrator for school bus 
transportation.

Statistics show that students are 
most likely to be injured or killed 
when boarding or getting off school 
buses. Three students died while 
getting on or off school buses in 
2001 and 2002.

“This also is a time for school 
districts to reinforce safe bus driv­
ing and loading and offloading pro­
cedures,” said Kennington. “Nearly 
half of all students hit are struck by 
the bus shortly before, during or af­
ter boarding or exiting the bus.”

Even with 1.4 million Texas chil­
dren riding schol buses daily, they 
remain one of the safest forms of 
transportation—accounting for less 
than one-half of one percent of all 
traffic crashes.

There have been no student fatali­
ties on Texas school buses since 
1991, but the numbers of injury pro­
ducing wrecks during that same pe­
riod increased 41 percent, while in- 
juries rose 63 percent.________
