Facing Financial 
Crisis at Present

From the Administration
and Staff of Silverton ISD

For more than 70 years the 
Silverton community and the 
Silverton Independent School 
District have played a vital 
role in the development and 
education of Silverton’s chil­
dren. We have been a recog­
nized school district each year 
since the 1995 school year and 
in the 2000-2001 school year 
we earned the Exemplary rat­
ing from the Texas Education 
Agency. Last school year our 
teachers successfully p re­
pared our students for the 
transition to the TAKS test. 
Overall our TAKS test results 
were good and we were espe­
cially pleased that all third 
graders passed the Reading 
part of the TAKS test on the 
first attempt. Students gradu­
ating from S ilverton  H igh  
School are successful in col­
lege, careers, and in life. The 
faculty and staff of Silverton 
ISD take great pride in edu­
cating your children to be the 
best citizens and well-rounded 
individuals they can possibly 
be.

Currently our school dis­
trict is facing a financial cri­
sis. This is due to a number of 
factors. In 1999-2000, SISD 
had a fund balance of approxi­
m ately $400,000.00. Since 
that time the fund balance has 
shown a steady decline to a 
projected fund balance of be­
tween $65,000.00 and 
$85,000.00 at the end of this 
year. (The September audit 
will give us a final actual fund 
balance amount.) This has oc­
curred due to losses in student 
enrollment and over-estimat­
ing the amount o f revenue 
from the state of Texas.

Silverton ISD is working 
diligently to correct problems 
in the budget by across-the- 
board cuts including teacher 
supplies and travel. This has

amounted to $80,000.00 in 
cuts and another $76,500.00 
has been cut through reduc­
tion in staffing. Even with 
these total cuts of $156,500.00 
we are still approximately 
$100,000.00 short o f the 
amount needed to write a bal­
anced budget. Due to the con­
tinued declining student en­
rollment the only other way to 
balance the budget is to raise 
the tax rate significantly.

I f  our deficit budgeting is 
greater than our fund balance, 
a red flag goes up and the 
Texas Education Agency will 
step in and do a master finan­
cial plan. Without the tax rate 
increase we will not be able to 
generate enough revenue to 
stop this and the reality is that 
we will eventually be forced to 
close the school. In the event 
o f the school closing, a ll 
Silverton students would have 
to be consolidated into a sur­
rounding district where we 
would have to pay their tax 
rate. A ll of the schools sur­
rounding us currently have 
h igher tax rates than the 
$1.30 that we are proposing.

All teachers and employees 
are working viglantly to cut 
costs for the next two years in 
order for us to regain our fi­
nancial stability. W ith the 
school and community work­
ing together, along with the 
passage of the proposed tax 
rate, the residents of Silverton 
will continue to enjoy the ben­
efits of a quality public school.
