gathered at the Texas A&M Re-
search and Extension Center Sat-
urday, April 5, to apply their criti-
cal thinking and decision making
skills gained in the 4-H consumer
life skills project. Each 4-H mem-
ber ranked a class of four items
from the best choice for their con-
sumer dollar to the least desirable
choice. Prior to the contest, youth
studied several items to determine
which is the best product to pur-
chase in a specific situation. Jun-
ior youth, ages 8-10, studied items
such as back packs, CD Rom, in-
sect repellent, sun screen and DVD
players. The intermediate (ages 11-
