Order Prohibiting Outdoor Burning

WHEREAS, the Texas Forest Service has determined that
drought conditions exist within the county;

WHERAS, the Commissioners Court finds that circum-
stances present in all or part of the unincorporated area of
the county create a public safety hazard that would be
exucerbated by outdoor burning;

ITIS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners Court of
Briscoe County that all outdoor burning is prohibited in the
unincorporated area of the county for 90 days from the date of
adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions are terminated
earlier based on a determination made by the Texas Forest
Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to Lo-
cal Government Code §352.081, and other applicable statutes.
This Order does not prohibit outdoor burning activities re-
lated to public health and safety that are authorized by the
Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter train-
ing; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining opera-|
tions; (3) planting or harvesting of agricultural crops; or, (4)
burns that are conducted by a prescribed burn manager certi-
fied under Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet
the standards of Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

In accordance with Local Government Code §352.081(h), a
violation of this Order is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable
by a fine not to exceed $500.00.

Breakfast costs .35, lunch
costs $1.00. Your children may qualify for free meals or for
reduced-price meals. The reduced price is .30 for breakfast
and .40 for lunch.

To apply for free or reduced-price meals, use the Free and
Reduced-Price School Meals Application, which is found on
this page. We cannot approve an application that is not com-
plete, so be sure to fill out all required information. Return
the completed application to: Missy Forbes, P. O. Box 608,
823-2476, or bring by the school office.

Here are answers to questions you may have about apply-
ing:

1. Who can get free or reduced-price meals? Children
in households receiving Food Stamps or TANF can get free
meals regardless of household income. Also, if your household
income is within the limits on the Federal Income Chart, your
children can receive free or reduced-price meals.

2. Will my information be checked? Yes. We may ask’

you to send written proof of the information you give.

3. What if I stop receiving Food Stamps or TANF? If
your children qualify because you listed a Food Stamp or TANF
case number, you must tell the school when you no longer
receive Food Stamps or TANF.

4. What if my household size or income changes? If
your children qualify for free or reduced-price meals based on
your income, you must tell us if your household size goes down
or if your income goes up by more than $50 per month ($600
per year).

5. If I don’t qualify now, may I apply again later? Yes.
