Letter to the Editor

While I respect the opinions of
those who oppose the sale of alco-
hol, the idea of an election on the
issue isn’t really a pro or anti-al-
cohol issue.

The positive contributions of the
industry extend to more than sim-
ply extra economic output for the
country, but also to state and fed-
eral tax revenue, estimated at $27.6
billion, generated by the industry
and its consumers.

These figures once again dem-
onstrate that the beer industry is
one of the principal economic en-
gines that drives the U. S.
economy, creating 1.6 million di-
rect and indirect jobs and provid-
ing American workers with nearly
$48 billion in annual wages.

The beer industry’s preemi-
nence as a critical economic sec-
tor in the nation, not just through
its direct impact, but also in the
massive economic ripple effects it
creates.

Market analysis indicates that
for every dollar spent in a grocery
store on beer and wine, $3 or more
are spent on other products like
groceries and gas. Nobody wants
to go to the grocery store twice,
once for beer and again for grocer-
ies.

1. Increase sales tax revenue to
help offset potential property tax
increases and help maintain current
level of critical city services.

2. Increase tax revenue to bol-
ster our city coffers-bring sales tax
revenue from beer and wine ‘n
Silverton instead of giving it to sur-
rounding cities.

3. Retail growth will provide
new jobs and more choices for our
citizens.

It’s hard for me to believe that
we wouldn’t do something that
would add economic benefits to the
city.

It could create a job or two for

On Saturday, February 5, 2005,
the citizens of Briscoe County Jus-
tice of the Peace Precinct 1 will
have the responsibility and oppor-
tunity to vote in a local option
election to determine whether or
not alcohol will be sold in that pre-
cinct for off-premises consump-
tion; in other words, a package
store, or from the shelf in a con-
venience store such as Allsup’s.
This will involve all registered
voters west of the caprock. Lo-
cal polling places include Precinct
1 at Silverton City Hall, Precinct
3 in the Pioneer Room of City
Bank in Silverton, Precinct 4 at O.
C. Rampley Field House and Pre-
cinct 5 at Coronado Shores Fire
House. Early voting began Janu-

D ary 20, 2005, from 8:00 a.m. until

~

5:00 p.m. and ends February 1,
2005.

Alcohol is the state’s number
one drug problem. The overall
cost of alcohol abuse is tremen-
dous. While it may be true that
alcohol sales will generate rev-
enue for the city and county, the
revenues generated are very small
when compared with the costs as-
sociated with alcoho] sales. The

, COSts of increased law enforce-

” ment, additional demand for emer-

gency calls, increased legal fees
and court costs quickly off-set any
gains created by property taxes,
inventory taxes, and a 1% sales tax
for the city. The end result of al-
cohol sales in the city and county

is that a liability is created rather

than an asset. As far as Silverton
ISD is concerned, any revenue
generated by property taxes and
inventory taxes is directly off-set
by decreased state funding, result-
ing in no gain to the school sys-
tem.

When considering the costs as-
sociated with alcohol sales, there
are areas of loss and suffering that
cannot be measured in dollars.
Alcohol is a key factor in violence
and criminal activity and contrib-
utes to many serious medical dis-
orders. Alcohol abuse is also as-
sociated with high rates of child
abuse, suicide, divorce, unwanted
pregnancy, disability, unemploy-
ment, poverty, and homelessness.
There is no way to quantify these
losses. Here are just a few statis-
tics indicating the serious impact
alcohol has on our society:

*The most important thing
for us to remember is that sta-
tistics represent people.*

*Alcohol
100,000 deaths annually. This
makes alcohol the third leading
cause of preventable deaths in the
U.S.

*One in four Texas children live
in families that includes an alco-

holic. These families are’ three +
times more likely to suffer divorce. -

*42% of automobile accidents
involve alcohol or drugs.

*In 2000, 727 babies were born
with fetal alcohol syndrome.
