Varieties Introduced

‘Two new peach varieties
have been developed by the
USDA. Scarletprince and
Julyprince are planted to
ripen at different times, pro-
viding a steady supply of fruit
to consumers.

Scarletprince ripens in late
June or early July, whereas
Julyprince ripens about 10
days after Redglove, a current
leading peach variety.

Both of the new varieties
have a firm fruit which soft-
ens slowly on the tree, allow-
ing it to be picked over a
longer period of time.
