“Someone asked me once 
how I got through all of this 
by myself. I never felt alone 
once because of how my fam­
ily and friends were there to 
help me. God gave me many 
signs to let me know He was 
right beside me.

“This summer will be five 
years since my diagnosis. I 
thank God every day for giv­
ing me another day,” Mrs. 
Jennings concluded.
