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Dr. Anthony Hunt, president
of Howard County Junior Col-
lege 1 Big Spring spoke to a
group of interested area citizens
in Rochester Thursday night on
possibility and necessity of a
higher education for high scho-@l‘
graduates.

Dr. Hunt said it has been esti-
mated that at elast 40 per cent
of the graduates won’t be able
to further their education this
year due to lack of space in the
present colleges and a money
shortage at home.

In regard to how much a col-
lege costs Dr. Hunt said “the
highest price commodity is ig-
norance.”

He concluded that democracy
depends upon an educated and
enlightened citizenship.

Benefits of a Junior College
he said for one was that it was
the only school in the U. S. that
originated in America, the rest
were borrowed from Europe.
A junior college wil also take
care of students who plan to
transfer to college; they can get|
two years of college at or near
home; a junior college also has
an adult program, courses avail-
able that can’t be obtained else-
where; students can also take
no-credit courses as on the job
training in skilled occupations.

Dr. Hunt said 44 per cent of
the students are drop outs, 56
per cen graduate; of this amount
27 percent go to college and
one-third of this amount will

Considering the number of
dropouts and high juvenile ar-
rests and convictions, more mon-
ey is spent on these '’ds’than
any eollege would cost, he told
the group.

As an example he said he
had one student who was not
qualified to do anything; he
took a night course in auto
mechanics for one year and is
now steadily employed at over

of ‘society,” he said.

Howard County Jr. College
also has a cooking for restau-
rants course and Dr. Hunt said
he could place 400 cooks in good
jobs tomorrow—‘“there ‘are just
not enough trained people,” he
continued, “we could place 450
men a month in the electronics
field alone.”

Another advantage of a Jun-
ior "College, he said was that
there was no research done—
that they believed in teaching.
There was always time and
enough teachers to give a stu-
dent all the personal supervi-
sion he would require.

Dr. Hunt said a number of
people always tried to make a
junior college and senior college
competitive with each other. He
said this was wrong that there
was a place and a need for both.

Dr. Hunt said the war babies
were beginning to start to col-
lege and that there were 4,118,-
000 young people in the U. S.
in 1964; there will be seven and,
one-half million of these in 1970
and by 1975 it will increase to
eight and one-half million. .

As for Texas in 1963 there
were 23,000 college students, in
1964 there were 28,000 predicted
but there was actually 31,000;
in 1965 it is predicted, conserv-
atively, that there will be 34,000
students and by 1970 Texas will
have 46,000 students, or double
the 1963 enrolment.

Dr. Hunt said Dallas lost an
electronics plant last year that
would have boosted its economy
180 milion a year due to the
fact that there were not enough
skilled people in Texas. Dallas
is now planning not one but
three junior colleges to keep
this from happening again.

For a large number of college
students keeping them home a
couple of years is important, he
said, and gave a number of ex-
amples to put his point across.
A junior college would bring a
lot of culture into the area as
well as increase population and
help the economy.

Dr. Hunt said it was a proven
fact that higher education pays
a 20 to one dividend—“We should
ask not how much does it cost
but how much it will cost not
to have it.”

The U. S. Chamber of Com-
merce Trecently completed a
world-wide survey of literacy
and economics and found that
Switzerland, one of the poorest
countries in natural resources,,_
but the highest literate nation,
was also the best financailly.
Switzerland has been known
for many many years for its
high educational standards.-

Dr. Hunt said Mexico is now
“going all out” for a higher edu-:
cation for its citizens.

In conclusion Dr. Hunt said
the only way to safeguard our,
free enterprise was to make it
possible for the people to make
a decent living, “this is the cnly
way to accomplish a free enter-
prise,” he said.

Some students will not be
able to get a college degree, but
those that can’t can go to college
to study in a vocational pro-
gram so he can earn a living,
he pointed out.

AUSTIN — The 59th Legisla-
ture, faced with the heaviest
work load in state law-making
history, eased ‘into its second
week with some top Senators and
Representatives on the absent
list. A good many legislators
took off for Washington to at-
tend the inauguration of Presi-
dent Johnson.

These events highlighted the
Legislatutre’s opening week:

Rep. Ben Barnes of DeLeon
was elected Speaker of the
House of acclamation He is the
youngest speaker named since
reconstruction days.

Sen. Tom Creighton of Min-
eral Wells was named president
pro tempore of the Senate, to
preside when Lt. Gov. Preston
Smith is not present. In choos-
ing Creighton, the Senators went
against tradition when they
passed over Sen.

collect taxes from the track cop-
erators. Before a track could be
licensed in a county, voters in
that county would have to call
na approve a referendum.

The bill is backed by Texas
Racing Association, which has
raised more than $150,000 from
some of the most prominent men
in Texas ranching and business.
Opposing the association will be
a group of businessmen being
organized by the Texas Council
of Churches and the Texas Bap-
tist General Convention.

Pipkin said the state would
get $20,000,000 a year from a
sliding tax of from four to six
per cent on all bets and that the
state would get millions more
from increased tourism. One
of the first men to speak in
opposition, Rep. J .C. Whitfield
of Houstion, said, “The plain
facts are that legalized racing
and gambling not only damage
the moral fabriec of our people,
but the revenues they bring in
are more than offset by losses
in other, more legitimate fields
of commerce.”

LIQUOR BILL INTRODUCED
—A Texas Restaurant Associa-
tion bill which would make le-
gal the selling of two-ounce bot-
tles of liquor in licensed rest-
aurants has been introduced.

Sen. Jim Bates of Edinburg is
handling it in the Senate and
Rep. Willis J. Whatley is in
charge of it in the House.

The bill would permit custom-
ers to fix their own drinks from
the small bottles of liquor. This

would go part of the way for!
those people who like to buy |

their liquor by the drink. Church
groups and others will oppose it.

REDISTRICTING PLANS —

Committee of the Texas Leg-
islative Council, which is made
up of representatives from both
houses of the Legislature, has
prepared two plans for congres-
sional redistricting.

According to a Houston feder-
al court order, the Legislature
must redraw the present 23 dis
tricts so that their populitions
will vary no more than five per
cent from the mathematical av-
erage of 416,508 and they must
do the job by August 1.

TAX REVISION RECOM-
MENDED — Texas Commission
on State and local Tax Policy
has suggested methods of ob-
taining $15,300,000 in new state
revenue (per biennium) through
a variety of tax revisions.
Commission said making sales
tax applicable to telephone and
telegraph service and other util-
ity tax changes would pick up
$11,200,000; modernizing the in-
heritance tax, $6,000,000; and
removal of the sales tax exemp-

- tion on farm machinery, $9,000,-

000.
But not all the Commission’s
recommendations would mean
more revenue. Losses would
come from repeal of the theatre
admisisons tax, $1,200,000; re-
peal of the chain store tax; $7,-
20;0,000; and exemption from the
production tax of gas used in
field operations in fhe field
where it is produced, $2,500,-
000.
Main purpose of recommend-
ed changes is “to achieve great-
er.equity in 'taxation and great-
er Pase in administration and
compliance,” said the commis-
sioner.

BUDGET PROPOSALS —The
Board, a
‘group of top legislators which
drafts the Legislature’s spend-
ing proposals, has said funds
for the Soil Conservation Board
should be increased by $73,928
for the next two years, including
$25,000 each year for watershed
planning.

The increase for the board,
which coordinates the programs
of the various soil conservaticg:
districts, also would include:
$11,924 for the Sherman il
Conservation District, one of the
last to organize.

The Legislators’ budget pro-
posal recommends that slitae
mental hospital administrator’s
salaries be raised from $15,000
to $20,000.

Proposal also recommends
that employees in state mental
hospitals get raises.

An alternative to Gov. Con-
nally’s plan unifying higher edu-
cation has been drawn by the
Board.

Report calls for placing all 22
state-supported four-year- col-
leges or universities under four
master boards of regents and
chancellors .Texas Commission
on Higher Education would be
reduced from 15 to nine mem-
bers but given increased powers
to approve individual course of-
ferings in all institutions.

Connally’s plan calls for a
central coordinating board for
all universities and colleges sup-
ported by the state.

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BACK SEAT DRIVING—

In the folflore of motordoni,
few characters rank as low as
the back seat driver. His pesky
loud-mouth advice (coming from
either a front or back seat) tak-
es all the joy out of life for the
long-sufffering man at the
wheel.

To a considerable degree, the
law shares in this disdain. Back
seat driving has been judicially
described as “this abominablec
practice.”

But the law isn’t thinking
about etiquette. It is thinking
about safety. The law frowns or
back seat driving because it so
often rattles the driver. On:¢
court estimated that in ninc
cases out of 10, it does more
harm than good.

Still, what about that 10t}
case? When safety says so, back
seat driving may be not just
permitted but even requirea
The passenger who is injured ir
on accident may find his righ
to collect damages jeopardized
by his own failure to voice ¢
rrotest.

Thus, a court denied the claim
of an injured passenger who had
made no complaint about a
speed of 30 miles an hour yhrv
a blinding mist. By his very si
lence, said the court, “he wiil
ingly joined the driver in } st
ing the danger.”

How can you tell when tc
speak up? The law will usually
require such action if:

1) you are in a position tc
recognize the hazard;

2) you have reason to think
that the driver will not be ca:re-
ful on his own initiative; and

3) chere is time enough for
your protest to do some good.

It is only natural that social
amenities will have a certain
amount of influence on a passen-
ger’'s behavior.

Understandably, a girl does
not want to be known as a wet
blanket; a boy is afraid to be
called “chicken.” But if you let
such considerations seal your
lips when the circumstances cry
“DANGER!,” then your fore-
bearance may well cost you your
right to damages.

It may also cost you your life.

Speaks To Lions
On Student Guidance

Mrs. James Taylor, Student
Guidance Counselor for XKnox
County Schools was principal
speaker at the Lions Club Wed-
nesday, Jan. 13.

She was introduced by Pro
gram Chairman Zeb Smith.

Mrs. Smith began the guid-
ance program here in 1961 afier
legislation was passed in 1958
to hire people in this profes-
sion.

She holds a degree in Home
Economics and a Masters De-
gree in Counseling and Guid-
ance.

She resides in Leuders woers
her husband is pastor of the
Methodist Church.

One of the major purposes,
she said was to seek out talent-
ed pupils in the first stage of
their education as well as help
those not so fortunate.

She assists all pupils to assess
their ability and aptitudes and
educational needs.

“That is a broad range,” MNMrs.
Taylor said.

After aptitude tests are giv-
en the counseler and student
try to evaluate and get to un-
derstand “yourself,” she told the
group, ‘“and this is extremely
hard for us to do.”

Jobs of every description are
on record at the school library
she said and are kept up to date
monthly so student can see
and try to decide what they want
to become after graduation, cr
what to take in college.

There are approximately 23,-
000 on record at present.

“Jobs with preference now, 10
vear from now may not exist,”
she said.

A counselor tries to evaluate
and achieve realistic goals for
students. As an example she
said a child with an IQ of 80
hardly would be capable of
becoming an outstanding brain
surgeon, and instead of trying
to achieve this goal he would
probably be encouraged to be-
come some other facet in the
medical field.

She hastened to explain that
an IQ was not everything, and
gave examples to point out her
statement.

She reported Knox City was
well above the national normal
in all subjects last year, and

in the scholastics for this year.

She thanked the club for the
opportunity to speak and said
the weak link in the counseling
chain was to assist students who
do not go to college.

Texas School Lunch
Menus Feature

USDA Beef-Chicken

Texas schools participating in
the national school lunch pro-
gram have been allotted 8,022,-
000 pounds of frozen beef and
2,490,000 pounds of frozen chick-
en bought by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture during 1964.

This represents Texas’ share
of the 51.9 million pounds of
chicken and 178.5 million pounds
of frozen beef purchased to help
schools me et protein require-
ments for lunches served under
the school lunch program, ex-
plains John J. Slaughter, area
food distribution director of
USDA’s Agricultural Marketing
Service.

The allotments will provide
about 1% servings of beef per
child" per week, and 7% serv-
ings of chicken per child during
this school year.

Around 3,320 schools operated
cafeterias under the national
school lunch program in 1964—
the largest single feeding oper-
ation in the state.” These cafe-
terias feed nearly 30 per cent of
the students enrolled in elemen-
tary and high schools.

Under the program, USDA
contributes cash and foods ac-
counting for about one-fifth of
the cost. Children’s meal pay-
ments make up around 60 per
cent of the cost and local and(
state sources pay the remaining

20 per cent.

The State Education Agency
will allocate the beef and chick-
en among Texas schools partici-
pating in the national school
lunch program and the State De-
partment of Public Welfare will
make distribution.

Carbon Monoxide
Winter’s Favorite
Partner in Death

The winter killer — carbon
monoxide — takes its toll of
lives about this time each year
in Texas, it was announced this
week by Dr. J. E. Peavy, Com-
missioner of Health.

You, too, may be flirting with
carbon monoxide poisoning if
you make a habit of any of these
practices.

Do not drive around in your
auto on cold winter days with all
windows and vents tightly clos-
ed.

Do you sometimes warm up
the car engine in your garage
without first opening the garage
door?

Do you neglect a checkup of
exhaust and manifold on your
car unless something starts ratt-
ling or falls off?

If your answer to any of these
questions is “Yes,” you are tak-
ing a chance and asking for
trouble.

Carbon monoxide is an odor-
less, colorless, tasteless gas that
comes from your auto exhaust.
In the open air it usually is dis-
sipated without harm to anyone.
But in an enclosed space it can
be deadly.

Every winter brings reports
of deaths from carbon monoxide
poisoning. The gas can seep up
through floor boards from a
leaky exhaust. The victim be-
comes drowsy and then “falls
asleep.” It takes only a s¥ort
time for an engine running in
a closed garage to fill the build-
ing with deadly gas.

No one knows how many auto
accidents are caused by motor-
ists whose reaction time is some-
what slowed by a small seepage
of carbon monoxide into a clos-
ed auto.

If your exhaust and manifold
are in good shape and fitted
tightly, you are more likely safe.
But it’s even safer to leave a
rea rwindow open a crack.

While the car is moving you
can probably escape danger
with a leaky exhaust. The most
dangerous time comes sitting in
