By MISS S. C. KINSEY
There may be no statistics to 

prove it, but it’s a safe bet that 
jus't about every family that suc­
ceeds in staying ahead erf the 
bills uses some kind of money 
maiiagemerut plan.

Of course, there are plans and 
there are plans. In some families 
sound money management is ac­
complished simply by talking 
o\«er proposed expenditures and 
keeping a sensible balance be­
tween income and outgo. Most 
families use some form of fi­
nancial records — ranging all 
the way from a simple account 
book to complex ledgers where 
the amount of money available 
for each type of expense is care­
fully spelled out.

Many still prefer some varia­
tion of the familiar enevelope 
system. Dad brings his pay home 
in cash, which is then parceled 
out into as many envelopes as 
there are major items of family 
expenditure.

Simple as this system sounds, 
it has a number of drawbacks'— 
apart from the obvious risk in­
volved' in keeping substantjial 
amounts of cash around the 
house.

This system probably made 
better sense in the days when 
money generally was earned — 
and spent — on a week-to-week 
basis. But nowadays more and 
more people are paid about 
twice a month, and some—such 
as teachers and government 
workers ■— just once a month. 
A similar pattern can be seen 
on the spending side of the led­
ger as well.

In addition to housing costs— 
which traditionally have been 
on a monthly basis — most fam­
ilies now have Car and install­
ment loan payments, insurance 
premiums, charge accounts, etc., 
to the point that many families 
have a quarter to a third ■of their 
after-tax income committed to 
regular monthly expenses. To 
oomiplicate matters further, most 
of those payments are generally 
made by mail.

All this helps explain the soar- 
mg ..popularity of personal check­
ing accounts, which can serve 
a.s a kind of informal financial 
control or, better yet, as a sup- 
plament to a more formal type 
of spending plan.

it easier for the family to keep 
itnack of spending and saving 
patterns, with an eye toward 
future improvements.

Knowing where the money 
ŵ ent is not quite th.? siame 
thing as planning for sipenairig, 
but it’s the first step in drawing 
up or revising a plan to make 
sure it’s realistic — and there­
fore more likely to work out 
over the long puill.

“Realism,” in fact, is one of 
the key words in the vocabulary' 
of planning for spending. A 
good plan can’t make two dol­
lars do the work of three, or 
reform a spend thrift, or change 
radiaally a family’s way of 
spending money. However, it 
can and should reflect the fam­
ily’s real goals, needs and in­
terests. And, of course, it should 
take into account past financial 
history (for instance, debts to 
be paid off)—'and any benefits 
available on the job (group life 
and health insurance, pension 
plan. Social Security, etc.)

Another key is “first things 
first.” For every family there 
are fixed items, payments they 
have to meet — rent, heat util­
ities, insurance premiums. Then 
comes an emergency fund for 
the unexpected' and the alloca­
tion for day-to-day expenses— 1 
(food, running the household 
and the car). After these have 
been taken care of, any work-1 
able plan includes an order of j 
priorities for the distribuition of 
mioney left over.

Perhaps the most important 
word in talking about spending 
plans is “attitude.” The actual 
system ad'opted makes little dif­
ference. Whiait counts is how 
well and how consistently it’s 
used. It’s no coincidence that fi­
nancial troubles seem to haunt 
families that resort to a spend­
ing plan only in times of diffi­
culty and abandon it until the 
next crisis appears on the hori- 
23on. A wiser course, is to use a 
plan for spending not as a rem­
edy, but as preventive medicine 
for financial ills.

John Connally’s alternate 
teacher pay proposal has drawn 
fire from the Texas State Teacti­
ers Assooiiation. And Gonnally 
has reciprocated!

Connally wants less of an im­
mediate pay raise than the $45 
a month the teachers ask. He 
wants to set up a 10-year pro­
gram for steady and regular in 
creases which in time would a- 
mount to greater rewards for 
more experienced teachers.

House Speaker Ben Barnes 
and Rep. George Hinson of Min- 
ola, who is sponsor of the TSTA- 
backed “$45 in ’65” program, 
both called for a cooling-off pe­
riod. Compromise seemed unlike­
ly due to strong feelings on both 
sides.

Sen. Jack Strong of Longview

and Rep. W. S. Heatly of Pa­
ducah, chairman of the House 
Appropriaitions Committee, in­
troduced the Governor’s 10-year 
pay plan—'with substantial sup­
port. Among sponsors of the two 
bills are 17 House members who 
endoresed both measures.

Teachers complain the Con­
nally program offers too little, 
too late. They charge it would 
put 70 per cent of raises on local 
school districts.

Connally produced figures 
showing cost of the 10-year pro­
gram at $40,200,000 for the next 
biennium. He said the state 
would pick up $32,100,000 of tlie 
tab and local districts $8,000,000. 
His financing plan suggests that 
local school boards start paying 
a share of the cost of textbooks

Connally believes his program 
would maintain the 80-20 cost 
ratio between state and local 
districts.

Meanwhile, teachers launched 
a campaign for their $85,000,000 
salary adjustment program (it is 
geared to an additional $68,000,- 
000 state out-lay for the bien­
nium).

Pressure is intense on ’egis- 
i iators, both from the Governor’s 
O'Mce and from the teachers 
back home. Mail is piling high 
on lawmaker’s desks.

Speaker Barnes said it will 
be three months before the Leg­
islature can even consider a 
teacher’s pay raise, since it has 
to pass -the complicated appro­
priations bill first.

RBDISTRICTING RESOLUT­
ION PASSED — Both houses of 
the Legislature overwhelmingly 
adapted a resolution calling for 
a federal constitutional conven­
tion to permit one legislative 
chamber to be apportioned' on 
factors other than population.

Thirty-four states must adopt 
the idenitical proposal before 
Congress has to consider calling 
a convention on a specific a- 
mendment. Three-fourths of the 
states must ratify any amend­
ment thus submitted.

At least half a dozen proposals 
for congressional redistricting 
have been filed so far, plus bills 
for Senate redistricting and 
House reidiistricting.

Rep. Gus Mutscher of Bren- 
ham told his House Committee 
on Congressional and Legisla­
tive Districts he will canvass all 
representatives for their views 
on reapportioning the state. /

House members are trying to 
work out a cooperative House 
redistricting plan, taking into 
consideration those who do not 
plan to run next time and those 
who plan to run for other offic­
es.

Other two — congressional 
and senate — redistricting jobs 
wil not be settled so amiably. 
As one legislator put it, “It's go­
ing to be a mean session.”

BILLS TO GOVERNOR — 
The Legislature acted fast on 
twio emergency budget requests 
by Gov. Connally.

One called for $702,785 in em­
ergency appropriations to run 
some dollar-short agencies and 
programs. Included were $250,- 
000 for carrying on the state’s 
share of the screwworm eradica­
tion program for three months 
after April 1 and $290,000 for 
speeding up the Texas Water 
Commission’s planning program.

TAX BILL PUSHED — Rep. 
Ben Atwell of Dallas, chairman 
of the House Revenue and Tax 
Committee, is pushing a bill to 
raise $15,300,000 under present 
tax laws.

Bill would repeal sales tax 
exemption on farm machinery 
and telephone and telegraph ser­
vice; revise inheritance tax laws;

tax ($1,200,000 loss); and grant 
a tax exemption for natural gas 
used in exploration and produc­
tion in the same field where it 
is produced.

Knox County wheat fields a 'c 
showing the results of a heavy 
infestation of leaf rust. Leaf 
rust is spread by spores which 
must have living wheat plants 
on which to live. The winds car­
ry the spores north in the sum­
mer to Canada where spring 
wheat is grown. Then in the fail, 
the north winds bring them 
baick south. They infeat the 
wheat in this area but usually 
are killed out by the cold wea­
ther. They overwinter in South 
Texas and Mexico and so are 
ready to start the cycle over 
again.

The mild winter we have ex­
perienced has failed' to eradi­
cate it from the area. Unless we 
can get some zero weather, the 
disease will probably live thru 
the winter and cause extensive 
damage this spring. The only 
defense we have against rust 
is resistant varieties and this is 
a neverending battle as the rust 
builds uip new strains. We have 
been growing Triumph wheat 
for a number of years now and 
it seems to have little resistance' 
to present strains. I

The Irish Potato variety test 
will be conducted’ this year by 
Gene Thompson of Munday.

Weather permitting, the plot 
will be planted on Tuesday, Feb. 
16, by Dr. Jack Kyle, Lubbock 
Research and Extension Center; 
Virgil Woodfin, Iowa Park Ex­
periment Station and myself. We 
will have 148 miles in the test 
this year.

It will require 5,000 feet of 
row to plant the test.

USDA lines will be planted 
•as well as lines from Mr. Ben 
Pioha, potato breeder from 
Grand Forks, North Dakota. 
These lines will be evaluated in 
•this and other tests. Those that 
excel will evenually become 
named varieties.

QUIET, PLEASE!
Satirist Ambrose Bierce, once 

described noise as “the chief 
product of civilization.” Bierce 
was prone to exaggerate. But 
there is no doubt that the noise 
level of our lives has risen a- 
larmingly.

At times, the law must decide 
how noisy a person may be in 
his own home. One basic test 
can be found in the law of nui­
sance.

Is Home Owner A committing 
a nuisance by making noise? Is 
Neighbor B entitled to have it 
stopped?

Oddly enough, both A and B 
stand in the same foundation: 
the rights of private property. 
One of those rights, argues A, 
is to do as he pleases on his 
own premises. B retorts that he 
is entitled to enjoy his private 
property in peace and quiet.

How to reconcile the irrecon­
cilable? The degree of loudness 
is one factor, but only one.

Justice is too elusive to be ach­
ieved' by merely counting decib­
els. A court must seek out all 
the special circumstances that 
give color to the dispute.

For instance, noise is less 
lawful if made with malice a- 
forethought. One woman was 
held liable for playing her radio 
loud and Long at an open win­
dow, purposely to inflict a,max­
imum of annoyance on the fam­
ily next door.

Another factor is the ease of 
abatement. The owner of an in­
cessantly barking dog was order­
ed to abate the nuisance, the 
court noting that it was simply 
a matter of not leaving the dog 
alone so much.

But noise appropriate to the 
time and place is usually no nui 
sance. Thus, courts has declin­
ed to interfere with the cackling

■of hens in a rural district and 
with evening croquet games that 
vexed only a single sensitive 
neighbor.

In another case, a court found 
no nuisance in the singing of 
popular songs on the front 
porch, even though the fastidi­
ous couple next door were scan­
dalized. The court said:

“Those who enjoy the mod­

ern jazz cannot be restrained 
from producing it because it of­
fends the classical ear.”

Noise may not be the chief 
product of civilization. But civ- 
iliziation has certainly made 
more of a din less of a sin. One 
court, denying a home owner’s 
complaint against the Little 
League baseball games on a 
nearby lot, had his rueful com­
ment:

Today we not only have modi- 
ern conveniences but also mod­
ern inconveniences.”

Pride in the history has been 
felt by every generation of Tex­
ans since 1836, but we have lost 
part of the purpose of preserv­
ing Texas History if we do not 
share it with others. We must 
develop our own history and 
present it to our citizens and 
tourists, said the Knox County 
Historical Survey committee 
this week.

The first phase of the work is 
drawing to a close, marking 
and recording all Civil War Vet­
eran’s graves in the nine ceme­
teries in the county.

This is a long neglected part 
of our history, Mrs. C. C. Hoge 
said, but about 80 per cent of 
all graves have been marked. 
A few have been unable to /  t 
any information in family histo­
ries, in Austin or Washington, 
D. C.

A museum on a small scale 
has been opened in the Assem­
bly Room in the courthouse.

Two cases were bought and 
they are ready now for articles 
tnat people have used or would 
be interesting to the youth of 
the times. The committee needs 
any number of old photagraphs, 
old documents, old editions of 
books or newspapers. If you 
take anything to Benjamin 
the committee asks that you 
give them to Judge Louis Park­
er, or any member of the His- 
otrical Committee in any of the 
communities of the county.

Project for February is plac­
ing a marker at “The Narrows” 
which is the most scenic spot in 
Knox County. The committee is 
cooperating with the Highway 
Department in locating the ex­
act place and the type of mark­
er to be secured. Other places 
dn the county will be marked as 
funds are made available.

“We need the cooperation of 
all civic clubs and chambers of 
commerce. Each town in the 
county should have an appropr­
iate marker at the entrance,” 
the committee said.

History of the county is being

compiled by the History Com-! 
mittee, with Mrs. B. B. Camp­
bell Sr., of Knox City as chair­
man.

Mrs. Campbell hopes to have 
all material in hand by April. 
“Won’t you help us by sending 
in the history of your family if 
they were pioneers of this coun­
ty,” she asked.

Last year a million people 
moved about over the state to 
attend and participate in histor­
ical pilgrimages to help dedi­
cate markers, open museums 
and dedicate landmarks. Tour­
ism is new to us, but we should 
remember people pass through 
our country each year travel­
ing north and south . . .  we 
need maps to put in the hands 
of filing stations, hotels and 
motels.

“Texas is divided into 18 
areas or regions for the pur­
pose of helping the Historical 
Committees with their \̂ ork. 
Knox County is in Region 2 and 
is composed of Archer, Baylor, 
ChUdress, Clay, Cottle, Foard, 
Hardeman, Haskell, Jack, Knox, 
Montague, Throckmorton, Wich­
ita, Wilbarger, and Young coun­
ties. Each region wil conduct 
a workshop at least once a year.

While all of the work the 
Historical Survey Committee is 
‘Historical,’ preservation and 
restoration are the tangible 
evidences of history. It is well 
to remember that “It is better 
to preserve than repair, better 
to repair than to restore, and 
better to restore than to recon­
struct,” the committee said.

By igricyltire Soil Oonservation Serv.

Will your field get a “Million 
Dollar Rain” this year? A prop­
erly designed and installed; ter­
race sysitem on your land could 
mean the difference. Terraced 
fields cause runoff water to be 
held and spread over the field 
where the crops can use it.

On unterraced fields runoff 
water is carried down the slop­
es to the turn rows. Only weeds 
and fence row trees can use it 
there. The “Million-Dollavr Rain” 
is lost and it takes the soil with 
it.

Design and layout of terrace 
systems, according to a Conser­
vation Plan, is the job of Soil 
Oonservation Service technicians 
assisting the Wichita Brazos 
Soil Conservation District. Re­
ducing the amount of runo:2!? by 
one inch can increase cotton 
yields by 20 pounds of lint cot­
ton per acre, according to Arche 
Leib, Work Unit Conservationist
a good citzen now she must also 
develop her abilities in order 
to be a good adult citizen.

for the SCS here. 12-inch high 
terrace will hold nine times as 
much water as one four inches 
high. Low terraces can be rais­
ed with a regular disk plow or 
moldboard. Maintenance need 
not be an extra operation but able through the Great Plains
part of regular tillage. Scoops 
and blades mounted on tool bar 
can be used for making end 
fills and patching breaks.

Each cropland field requires 
individual terrace design and 
layout due to differences in soil 
and slope. Vegetative outlets, 
natural drains, or rangeland, are 
necessary to provide outlets for 
most terrace systems because 
they are slightly graded ani-1 
must have a place to empty ex­
cess water.

Parallel terrace systems are a 
necessity on cultivated land 
where terraces are needed to fit 
modern multi-row farm equip­
ment. They eliminate point rows 
and unnecessary turning on 
crops as well as wasted time.
