AUSTIN — A bill to regulate 
commercial applioators of pesti­
cides is having a hard time in 
a House committee. This is an 
indication that it probably will 
be changed considerably before 
it is reported for floor action.

It’s author, Rep. Grainger 
Mcllhany of Wheeler, tried un­
successfully to get it referred 
to a different subcommittee from 
the one headed by Rep. Bill 
Rapp of Raymondvil'le. House 
agriculture committee, however, 
did vote to instruct Rapp to re­
port the bill to the full commit­
tee.

Rapp said the bill is one of 
the most important issues to 
come up before the Legislature 
this session, on par with redis- 
trioting, taxes and other state­
wide issues.

“This bill doesn’t affect only 
commercial aerial applicators,” 
Rapp said. “It affects a lot of 
people.”

Required by the bill would be 
licensing of owners and oper­
ators of equipment used to ap­
ply pesticides. Licensing would 
require passing an, examination 
to demonstrate familiarity with 
application of pesticcides and 
payment of an annual fee. Op­
erator’s fee would be $10; own­
er registration, $25, and $25 for 
each piece of equipment.

Operators would have to show 
minimum financial responsibil­
ity of $15,000, by insurance, 
bond or deposit, for each piece 
cf equipment.

Proponents of the bill say 
farmers need protection because 
modern pesticide equipmewt can 
if misused, damage large land 
areas, including adjacent prop­
erty.

Rapp contends the bill needs 
io be studied carefully because 
the transient nature of some of 
f.he persons who work on pesti­
cide equipment would require 
tiiat the operator spend a lot of 
money on sdditional license fees 
and bonds.

HEAI.7rH LEGISLATION — 
Sweeping new concepts for 
treatment of tuberculosis, men­
tal illness and mental retarda­
tion are about to be written into 
Texas law.

BEER - LIQUOR INTERESTS 
CLASH — One of the hottest 
floor fights of the session was 
waged over a bill which found 
beer and liquor interests on 
opposite sides and “wets” and 
“dries” somewhat confused.

Liquor store operators bitter­
ly opposed a measure by Rep. 
Gus Mutseher of Brenham which 
they contended permitted whole­
sale beer distributors to sell 
ale and malt liquor directly to 
consumers.
, Mutscher said' the two bever­
ages should be treated as beer 
under state statutes, since they 
are made by breweries, not dis­
tillers.

After prolonged debate in the 
House, Rep. Bill Heatly of Pa­
ducah unsuccessfully tried to 
tack on an amendment to raise 
the beer tax $1 a barrel.

Mutscher’s bill finally passed 
90-44 and went to the Senate 
for another round.

PICKUPS MAY SPEED UP— 
House has approved and sent to 
the senate a bill permitting pick­
up trucks to travel 70 miles per 
hour on Texas highways instead 
of the present 55 mph limit.

Another bill by Rep. John Tra- 
eger of Seguin specifies that 
pickups may be driven with a 
regular operator’s license. Some 
law enforcement agencies (not 
the Texas Highway Patrol) con­
tend that drivers of pickups 
must have a commercial license. 
They say law is not cleat on the 
point. Bill cleared committee 
and is on House calendar. 
PROPERTY TITLES UNCLEAR 
—Rep. Forrest Harding of San 
Angelo believes that no Texan 
can be sure he has a clear title 
to any of his personal property 
because present law permits the 
state to get a preferred lien 
without notice on any property 
which has gone through the 
hands of a .person arrears on his 
taxes.

Harding said the state can do 
this regardless of how many 
times the property has changed 
hands.

He has introduced a bill which 
would provide for handling of 
personal property liens in th  ̂
same manner that liens on Teal 
property now are handled, ih- 
eluding filing of a notice with 
the county clerk. No lien wbuid 
be effective on personal prop­
erty before the filing of such 
notice. ^

VOCATIONAL EDUCATION 
PLAN — Rep. Milton Schiller 
of Cameron has initroduced a

bill calling for a statewide plan 
to take maximum advantage of 
federal funds for vocational and 
technical education.

Bill would make the State 
Board for Vocational Education 
—established in 1949, the coord­
inating agency for setting up 
standards and requirements for 
school districts which want to 
set up a vocational and technical 
sdhool or a vocational and tech­
nical school district with sttae 
and federal rarticipation.

TEXAS CRIME Rising—Major

crime is increasing at an alarm­
ing rate, warns the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety.

Knox County’s 125 retail estab­
lishments had $10.1 million in 
sales in 1963, a decrease of five 
per cent from 1958, the U. S. 
Bm’eau of the Census has just 
reported after tabulating data 
gathered from all firais in the 
1963 census of business. The last 
previous business census con­
ducted by the Census Bureau, 
an agency of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Commerce was in 1958.

Retail trade in the county 
meant jobs (exclusive of pro­
prietors) for 314 men and wo- 
men and a yearly payroll of $845 | 
thousand.

In volume of business the 
county’s food stores had sales 
of $2.4 million a decrease of 8 
percent from 1958. In other re­
tail business — the county’s eat­
ing and drinking places haid! 
sales of $325 thousand, and gas-

The 
presence of God is all about us. 
To be aware of the divine activi­
ty present in our surroundings 
is what is mejant by seeing God. 
To do this we must be pure in 
heart. We must have a special 
realization of God and His pow­
er, a heart knowledge and de­
sire to see God in all His beauty.

A meeting will be held Friday 
night, March 19, at 8 p.m. in 
the Vo-Ag building in Monday 
to discuss nematode control. The 
buildup of nematodes in our soils 
is becoming a serious problem.

We will have a chemical com­
pany representative who will 
demonstrate chemical control of 
these microscoipic animals. Nem­
atodes live in the soil and cause 
injury by piercing the roots and 
living on the plant sap. Some 
species enter the root itself and 
cause a knot to form similar to 
a nodule on a legume plant.

The resulting drain on the 
plant can cause a severe re­
duction in yield. The injury to 
cotton roots give the Fusarium 
Wilt organism a chance to enter 
the plant and this is causing 
large losses in many fields in 
Knox County.

-K -K -K
Small grains are growing rap­

idly at the present time in most 
of Knox County. The rust situ­
ation looks better but the crit­
ical time is still ahead. A goodi 
rain is needed all over the coun­
ty and more especially in the 
northwest part since they have 
had less moisture. Land prep­
aration is ahead of schedule for 
the coming planting season. Soil 
moisture is excellent for dry­
land cotton and grain sorghum.

Many farmers have their fer­
tilizer placed in the rows for 
this year’s crop.

■K -K -K
Soil, water and air are among 

the most important considera­
tions when growing plants in­
doors for long periods of flme.

The roo'ts can’t grow under 
improper soil conditions and the 
leaves will not develop proper­
ly if the atmosphere is poor.

Past research conducted at the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
station shows that the best grow­
ing medium for indoor plants is 
a mixture of 50 percent horti- 
culltural grade perlite and 50 per 
cent coarse peat moss by vol­
ume, to which the proper nut­
rients have been added.
‘ This mixture can he prepar­
ed for home use by uniformly 
mixing one and one-half bushels

of horticultural grade perlite, 
one and one-half bushels of peat 
moss and four ounces of a com­
plete all purpose rose fertilizer.

Be sure the mixture is thor­
oughly wet before potting or 
planting.

When indoor plants are grown 
in this mixture, watering once 
a week and feeding once every 
three months will be sufficient.

To feed the plants apply the 
all purpose fertilizer at a rate 
of one teaspoon for each six 
pot and one^half pound for each 
100 square feet of surface soil.

Indoor plants do best when 
an air temperature of 60 to 70 
degrees Fahrenheit is maintain­
ed; at night. During the day, 
temiperature can be as high as 
85 to 90 degrees without serious 
problems arising.

Light is also an important 
factor to consider when growing 
indoor plants. However, the 
maintenance or minimum light 
requirements for satisfactory 
growth of indoor plants is not as 
exacting as is usually supposed.

The brighter the natural light 
during the daylight hours the 
shorter the period of artificial 
light that will be required. Also, 
the brighter the artificial light 
provided the shorter the period 
of illumination required.

Artificial light should not be 
provided for longer than a total 
of 16 hours per day, because 
eight hours of darkness must he 
provided during each 24 hour 
day period for healthy groAvth.

Also important in maintaining 
good apeparance on indoor 
plants is the type of light used.

When only “daylight” fluor­
escent is used, the color of many 
plants take on a cold and faded 
appearance. These undesirable 
effects can be overcome by the 
use of incandescent light often 
provided by the use of spotlights 
or incandescent tubes.
