Graduate in 1937 from LIFE 
Bible College, Vancouver, Brit­
ish Columbia, one of the three 
Bible training centers of t h e  
International Church of the 
Foursquare Gospel, founded by 
the late Aimee Semple McPher­
son, Dr. Shields held several pas- 

i torates in Canada and the state 
of Washington prior to joining 
the college faculty.

The local minister disclosed 
that Dr. Shields ,a native of 
Saskatchewan, Canada, and a 
member o f LIFE college faculty 
since 1947, instructs in historical 
books, divine healing, prophecy, 
poetical books, Christian evidenc­
es and hermeneutics. He is also 
director of the college’s attend­
ance office.

Dr. Shields is on a 4,000 mile 
itinerary in behalf of the col­
lege appearing in 31 Fours'| iare 
churches for the purpose of in­
forming the congregations about 
the work of the college and talk­
ing with prospective students, 
advising them concerning the 
courses offered.

The College has graduated 
more than 6,000 in nearly 40 
years, numbering pastors, evan­
gelists, missionaries, Christian 
education directors and church 
laymen among its alumni, noted 
Rev. Bailey, inviting the public 
to attend the special Bible col­
lege service.

ACANEMC FREEDOM SOUGHT 
IV  ASS’N. OF DOLLEGE PROFS

The Housing Bill, one of the 
major measures in President 
Johnson’s Great Society program, 
has been passed by both the 
House and the Senate.

The bill contains many bene­
ficial provisions to provide good, 
suitable housing for all Ameri­
cans, without regard to whether 
they are poor or wealthy,. Sen­

ator Ralph Yanborough said.
Several programs have also 

been extended for four years. 
The Federal Housing Adminis­
tration, under which millions of 
Americans have bought their 
homes ,has been renewed. As­
sistance in building college hous­
ing to take care of the growing 
number of students (now about 
five million) was expanded as 
well as urban renewal programs 
which many of our big cities 
have used to improve their 
neighborhoods.

The bill also provides for 
housing for the elderly who can­
not afford good housing in their 
old age ,and loans for building 
better housing on the farms and 
ranches in rural areas. All of 
these programs have proved very 
helpful in the past to give this 
nation the best housed citizens 
in the world.

Three new programs were put 
in the Housing Bill this year. 
One such plan would give match­
ing grants to cities to build bet­
ter sewage facilities. Every com­
munity should have adequate 
water and sewage facilities for 
their residentas and the Hous­

ing bill will help provide them.
Assistance is also provided in 

the bill to help communities im­
prove their environment by pro­
viding for open spaces and cul­
tural and recreational facilities. 
This will be helpful in beautify­
ing the cities.

Another new part of the bill 
is financial assistance to" build 
housing for the elderly and low 
income families who are living 
in slums or sub-standard housing 
— Under this program, people 
who live in public housing have 
their rent supplemented if their 
income is too low to allow  ̂them 
to pay for the public housing.

“Adequate housing is essential 
to everyone,” Sen. Yarborough 
said, “ and I supported this bill 
because I believe it will give 
many Americans who are un­
able to find good homes the 
chance to enjoy better housing.”

The Rev. LeRoy Baker and

Texas Tech and Sam Houston 
State seek to lift censures im­
posed by the American Associa­
tion of University Professors for 
violations c f  academic freedom.

This is one of several encour­
aging signs for a better climate 
of academic freedo'm in Texas 
cited last week by Dr. Bertram
H. Davis, o f Washington ,deputy 
general secretary of the AAUP.

(“ i!t .3(hould be noticed tha\ 
Texas Tech and Sam Houston 
State are now actively explor­
ing ways to achieve t h o s e 
conditions which would justify 
the lifting of the association’s 
censure,” he said in a special 
statement to the Fort Worth 
Star-Telegram.

Both institutions were censur­
ed over the firing of tenured pro­
fessors who were not presented 
with formal charges and not pro­
vided a fair hearing under the 
due process system.

“Texas has had its share of 
unwonted intereference with ac­
ademic freedom, as the associa­
tion reports on Texas Tech and 
Sam Houston State attest. Dr. 
Davis’ statement noted.

“No one can predict that simi­
lar incidents will not occur in 
the future, because in Texas, 
as in 49 other American states, 
there will always be those who' 
believe that academic freedom 
is to express only the traditional 
or the conventional . . . ‘who do 
not see that the eminence of a 
college or university is directly 
proportionate to its readiness 
to open its doors to all view­
points and subject them to care­
ful ,even exhaustive study.”

On the other hand. Dr. Davis 
stated, academic freedom ha€l 
seemed eminently secure” at a 
number of Texas institutions.

He cited the AAUP’s presen­
tation of the Alexander Meikle- 
john Award for Academic Free­
dom thi.s year to Dr. Willis Tate, 
president of Southern Methodist 
University, in recognition of his 
fidelity and courage in the cause 
of freedom and integrity in high 
education.”

And he called encouraging the 
report last fall of the Govern­
or’s Committee on Education Be­
yond the High School, which rec­
ommended establishment of ap­
propriate standards of academic 
freedom and tenure at all public

colleges and universities in the 
state.

“The educational leadership 
now emerging in Texas and the 
impulse in the governor’s com ­
mittee and in governmental cir 
cles permit at least a hope that 
such stiffling attitudes will have 
less influence on Texas colleges 
and universities in the years 
ahead than the association’s ex­
perience suggests they have had 
in the past.”

In the long run. Dr. Davis 
concluded, academic freedom de­
pends fo rits protection upon 
public as well as professional un­
derstanding.

“It requires for its exerci.se 
the courage of individuals to 
speak or write according to their 
convictions, and other individu­
als to defend the right to such 
convictions when they touch a 
sensitive nerve or disrupt a vest­
ed interest.”

Clearly there is and has been 
dissatisfaction among professors 
and educator groups with many 
conditions of academic freedom^ 
in the state.

Two Texas educators — a pro­
fessor and a university presi­
dent—offered suggestions for 
improvement.

Prof. Gordon Parks of Tarle- 
ton State College at Stephen- 
ville called for;

1. A fundamental reorganiza­
tion of the structure of “most in­
stitutions in Texas” to give the 
faculty its proper share in mak­
ing educational policy.

2 Acceptance by administra­
tors, government boards and the 
public of the AAUP principles 
on academic freedom as “ com­
mon law.”

President James W. Laurie of 
San Antonio’s Trinity University 
recommended creatian of an at 
mosphere “ in which free and re 
sponsible inquiry can be carried 
on” and in which outside influ­
ence is discouraged.

“If convinced that faculty 
members and students will make 
more trouble if they are denied 
academic freedom than the 
thought-controllers and self-ap­
pointed guardians of the Ameri­
can Way of Life make when it 
is exercised, administrators and 
governing boards would allow 
academic freedom” he conclud­
ed.

M rs. Ottis Cash To 
Help Judge English
Awards Program

Mrs. Ottis Cash, English teach­
er of the Knox City High School 
has been appointed a regional 
judge for the National Council 
of Teachers of English Achieve­
ment Awards Program for 1965.

Judging committees, composed 
of English teachers from both 
college and high schools, will 
evaluate writing skills and liter­
ary awareness of nearly 8,500 
high school participants.

The Achievement Awards Pro­
gram attempts to grant recogni­
tion to outstanding high school 
seniors for excellence in English.

Finalists are announced in late 
November and are recommend­
ed for scholarship aid to all 
United States colleges and uni­
versities.

This competition is part of 
the comprehensive program of 
the National Council of Teachers 
of English to improve instruc­
tion in English language and lit­
erature at all levels throughout 
the nation’s schools.

The NCTE is a progessional, 
non-profit organization of Eng­
lish teachers whose membership 
now includes more than 105,000 
teachers from primary grades to 
graduate school.

left the state’s TB hospital’s last 
year, 601 of them left without 
medical advice.

Dr. Schless says most of those 
were non-contagious. They were 
cured and they are not a men­
ace to public health. But they 
left before receiving the 18-24 
months of treatment necessary 
to give them a 98 per cent 
chance of never having TB 
again .

Those who leave before get­
ting past the contagious stage 
usually are returned quickly by 
health authorities. After “ going 
over the hill,” such patients us­
ually are quarantined.

SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 47 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 4, Art­
icle III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, to provide 
four-year terms of office for 
State Representatives.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 4,

Article HI, Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended to 
read as follows:

“ Section 4. The members of 
the House of Representatives 
shall be chosen by the quali­
fied electors for the term of 
four years; but a- new House 
of Representatives shall be 
chosen after every apportion­
ment, and the m e m b e r s  
elected after each apportion­
ment shall be divided by lot 
into two classes. The seats of 
the members of Class A shall 
be vacated at the expiration 
of the first two years, and 
those of Class B at the ex­
piration of four years, so that 
one-half of the members of 
the House of Representatives 
shall be chosen biennially 
thereafter. Representatives 
shall take office following 
their election, on the day set 
by law for the convening, of 
the Regular Session of the 
Legislature, and shall serve 
thereafter for the full term of 
years to which elected and 
until their successors shall 
have been elected and quali­
fied. Except in case of an 
election to fill a vacancy, and 
except in the first election 
following each re-apportion­
ment, a person who has been 
elected to the House of Rep­
resentatives shall not be eli­
gible to be a candidate again 
for membership in the Legis­
lature until the term for

which he was elected has less 
than one year remaining.” 

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified voters of the state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1965, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed on 
them the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment to provide for 
a four-year term of office 
for State Representatives.”  
“AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment to pro­
vide for a four-year term 
of office for State Repre­
sentatives.”
Sec. 3. The Governor of the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation ’ for 
for the election and this 
Amendment shall be published 
in the manner and for the 
length of time required by 
the constitution and laws of 
this state.

Sec. 4. In the event the 
Constitutional Amendment 
proposed in this Resolution is 
adopted by the people of Tex­
as in the election in Novem­
ber, 1965, the Governor of 
Texas is directed not to issue 
a proclamation for the elect­
ion and not to publish notice 
thereof for the Constitutional 
A m e n d m e n t  proposed by 
House Joint Resolution No. 1 
of the 59th Texas Legislature, 
since the provisions of said 
House Joint Resolution, No, 1 
are included in this Resolu­
tion. But, should this proposed 
Amendment be rejected by the 
people of Texas in the election 
in November,' 1965, then the 
terms and provisions of House 
Joint Resolution . No, 1 shall be 
and remain in full force and 
effect and shall be proclaimed 
published and submitted to the 
electorate in November, 1966, 
as provided in said House' 
Joint Resolution No. 1.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 5 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 49-b, 
Article III of the Constitution 
of Texas so as to authorize an 
increase in the total amount of 
bonds or obligations that may 
be issued by the Veterans’ 
Land Board to Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000); 
providing for the issuance of 
said bonds or obligations and 
the conditions relating thereto 
and the use of the "Veterans’ 
Land Fund; and providing for 
an election and the issuance of 
a proclamation therefor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 49- 

b. Article III of the Constitu­
tion of Texas, be amended so 
that the same will hereafter 
read as follows:

“ Section 49-b. By virtue of 
prior Amendments to this 
Constitution, there has been 
created a governmental 'agen­
cy of the State of Texas per­
forming governmental duties 
which has been designated 
the Veterans’ Land Board. 
Said Board shall continue to 
function for the purposes spe­
cified in all of the prior Con­
stitutional Amendments ex­
cept as modified herein. Said 
Board shall be composed of 
the Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Board and two (2) 
citizens of the State of Tex­
as, one (1) of whom shall be 
well versed in veterans’ af­
fairs and one (1) of whom 
shall be well versed in finan­
ces. One (1) such . citizen 
member shall, with the advice 
and consent of the Senate, be 
appointed biennially by the 
Governor to serve for a term 
of four (4) years; but the 
members serving on said 
Board on the date of adoption 
hereof shall complete the 
terms to which they were ap­
pointed. In the event of the 
resignation or death of any 
such citizen member, the Gov­
ernor shall appoint a replace­
ment to serve for the unex­
pired portion of the term to 
which the deceased or resign­
ing member had been ap­
pointed. The compensation for 
said citizen members shall be 
as is now or may hereafter be 
fixed by the Legislature; and 
each shall make bond in such 
amount as is now or may 
hereafter be prescribed by the 
Legislature.

“ The Commissioner of the 
General Land Office shall act 
as Chairman of said Board 
and shall be the administra­
tor of the Veterans’ Land Pro­
gram under such terms and re­
strictions as are now or may 
hereafter be provided by law. 
In the absence or illness of 
said Commissioner, the Chief 
Clerk of the General Land Of­
fice shall be the Acting Chair- 
.man of said Board with the 
same duties and powers that 
said Commissioner would have 
if present.

“ The Veterans’ Land Board 
may provide for, issue and sell 
not to exceed Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000) 
in bonds or obligations of the 
State of Texas for the purpose 
of creating a fund to be 
known as the Veterans’ Land 
Fund, Two Hundred Million 
D o l l a r s  ($200,000,000) of 
which haye heretofore been is­
sued and Isold. Such bonds or 
obligations shall be sold for

not less than par value and 
accrued interest; shall be is­
sued in such forms, denomi­
nations, and upon such terms 
as are now or may hereafter 
be provided by law; shall be 
issued and sold at such times, 
at such places, and in such 
installments as may be de­
termined by said Board; and 
shall bear a rate or rates of 
interest as may be fixed by 
said Board but the weighted 
average annual interest rate, 
as that phrase is commonly 
and ordinarily used and under­
stood in the municipal bond 
market, of all the bonds issued 
and sold in any installment of 
any bonds may not exceed 
four and one-half per cent 
(4li%). All bonds or obliga­
tions issued and sold hereun­
der shall, after execution by 
the Board, approval by the 
Attorney General of Texas, 
registration by the Comptrol­
ler of Public Accounts of the 
State of Texas, and delivery 
to the purchaser or purchas­
ers, be incontestable and shall 
constitute general obligations 
of the State of Texas under 
the Constitution of Texas; 
and all bonds heretofore is­
sued and sold by said Board 
are hereby in all respects vali­
dated and declared to be gen­
eral obligations of the State 
of Texas. In order to prevent 
default in the payment of 
principal or interest on any 
such' bonds, the Legislature 
shall appropriate a sufficient 
amount to pay the same.

“ In the sale of any such 
bonds or obligations, a prefer­
ential right of purchase shall 
be given to the administrators 
of the various Teacher Re­
tirement Funds, the Perma­
nent University P’'unds, and 
the Permanent School Funds.

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall consist of any lands 
heretofore or hereafter pur­
chased by said Board, until the 
sale price therefor, together 
with any interest and penal­
ties due, have been received 
by said Board (although noth­
ing herein shall be construed 
to prevent said Board from ac­
cepting full payment for a 
portion of any tract), and of 
the 'moneys attributable to 
any bonds heretofore or here­
after issued and sold by said 
Board which moneys so attri­
butable shall include but shall 
not be limited to the proceeds 
from the issuance' and sale of 
such bonds; the moneys re­
ceived from the sale or re- 
isale of any lands, or rights 
therein, purchased with such 
proceeds; the moneys received 
from the sale or resale of any 
lands, or rights therein, pur­
chased with other moneys at­
tributable to such bonds; the 
interest and penalties received 
from the sale or resale of such 
lands, or rights therein; the 
bonuses, income, rents, royal­
ties, and any other pecuniary 
benefit received by said Board 
from any such lands; sums re­
ceived by way of indemnity or 
forfeiture for the failure of 
any bidder for the purchase of 
any such bonds to comply with 
his hid and accept and pay for 
such bonds or for the failure 
of any bidder for the purchase 
of any lands comprising a 
part of said Fund to comply 
with his hid and accept and 
pay for any such lands; and 
interest received from invest­
ments' of any such moneys. 
The principal and interest on 
the bonds heretofore and here­
after issued by said Board 
shall be paid cut of the

moneys of said Fund in con­
formance with the Constitu­
tional provisions authorizing 
such bonds; but the moneys 
of said Fund which are not 
immediately committed to .the 
payment of principal and in­
terest on such bonds, the pur­
chase of lands as herein pro­
vided, or the payment of ex­
penses as herein provided may 
be invested in bonds or obli­
gations of the United States 
until such funds are needed 
for such purposes.

“ All moneys comprising a 
part of said Fund and not ex­
pended for the purposes hei’e- 
in provided shall be a part of 
said Fund until there are suf­
ficient moneys therein to re­
tire fully all of the bonds 
heretofore or hereafter issued 
and sold by said Board, at 
which time all such moneys 
remaining in said Fund, ex­
cept such portion thereof as 
may be necessary to retire all 
such bonds which portion shall 
be set aside and retained in 
said Fund for the purpose of 
retiring all such bonds, shall 
be deposited to the credit of 
the General Revenue Fund to 
be appropriated to such pur­
poses as may he prescribed 
by law. All moneys becoming 
a part of said Fund thereafter 
shall likewise be deposited to 
the credit of the General Rev­
enue Fund.

“ When a Division of said 
Fund (each Division consist­
ing of the' moneys attribut­
able to the bonds issued and 
sold pursuant to a single Con­
stitutional authorization and 
the lands purchased there­
with) contains sufficient mon­
eys to retire all of the bonds 
secured by such Division, the 
moneys thereof, except such 
portion as may he needed to 
retire all of the bonds secured 
by such Division which portion 
shall be set aside and remain 
a part of such Division for 
the purpose of retiring all 
such bonds, may he used for 
the purpose of paying the 
principal and the interest 
thereon, together with the ex­
penses herein authorized, of 
any other bonds heretofore or 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board. Such use shall he 
a matter for the discretion 
and direction of said Board; 
but there may be no such use 
of any such moneys contrary 
to the rights of any holder of 
any of the bonds issued and 
sold by said Board or viola­
tive of any contract to which 
said Board js a party.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall he used by said Board 
for the purpose of .purchas­
ing lands situated in the State 
of Texas owned by the United 
States or any governmental 
agency thereof, owned by the 
Texas Prison System or any 
other governmental agency of 
the State of Texas, or owned 
by any person, firm, or corp­
oration. All lands thus pur­
chased shall be acquired at the 
lo'west price obtainable, to he 
paid for in cash, and shall 
he a part of said Fund. Such 
lands, heretofore or hereafter 
purchased and comprising- a 
part of said Fund are here­
by declared to be held for a 
governmental purpose, al­
though the individual purchas­
ers thereof shall he subject to 
taxation to the same extent 
and in the same manner as 
are purchasers of lands dedi­
cated to the Permanent Free 
Public School Fund.

“ The lands of the Veterans’ 
Land Fund shall he sold by 
said Board in such quantities, 
on such terms, at such prices, 
at such rates of interest and 
under such rules and regula­
tions as are now or may here­
after he provided by law to

Texas veterans .who served not 
less than ninety (90) continu­
ous days, unless sooner dis­
charged by reason of a serv­
ice - connected disability, on 
active duty in the Army, Navy, 
Air Force, Coast Guard or 
Marine Corps of the United 
States between September 
16, 1940, and March 31, 1955, 
and who upon the date of fil­
ing his or her application to 
purchase any such land is a 
citizen of the United States, 
is a bona fide resident of the 
State of Texas, and has not 
been dishonorably discharged 
from any branch of the Armed 
Forces above-named and who 
at the time of his or her en­
listment, induction, commis­
sioning, or drafting was a 
bona fide resident of the State 
of Texas. The foregoing not­
withstanding, any lands in the 
Veterans’ Land Fund v/hich 
have been first offered for 
sale to veterans and which 
have not been sold may be 
sold or resold to such pur­
chasers, in such quantities, 
and on such terms, and _at 
such prices and rates of in­
terest, and under such rules 
and regulations as are now or 
may hereafter he provided by 
law.

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund, 
to the extent of the moneys 
attributable to any bonds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board may be used by 
said Board, as is now or may 
hereafter he provided by law, 
for the purpose of paying the 
expenses of surveying, monu- 
menting, road construction, le­
gal fees, recordation fees, ad­
vertising and other like costs 
necessary or incidental to the 
purchase and sale, or resale, 
of any lands purchased with 
any of the moneys attribut­
able to such additional bonds, 
such expenses to be added to 
the price of such lands when 
sold, or resold, by said Board; 
for the purpose of paying the 
expenses of issuing, selling, 
and delivering any such addi­
tional bonds; and for the pur­
pose of meeting the expenses 
of paying the interest or 
principal due or to become 
due on any such additional 
bonds.

“ All moneys attributable to 
the bonds issued and sold 
pursuant to the Constitution­
al Amendment adopted on No­
vember 6, 1956, shall be cred­
ited to said Veterans’ Land 
Fund and may be used for 
the purpose of purchasing 
additional lands, to be sold as 
provided herein, until Decem­
ber 1, 1965; provided, how­
ever, that so much of such 
moneys as may be necessary 
to pay interest on such bonds 
shall be set aside for that pur­
pose. After December 1, 1965, 
all moneys attributable to such 
bonds shall he set aside for 
the retirement of such bonds 
and to pay interest thereon; 
and when there are sufficient 
moneys to retire all of such 
bonds, all of such moneys then 
remaining or thereafter be­
coming a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund shall be 
governed as elsewhere pro­
vided herein.

“All of the moneys attrib­
utable to any series of bonds 
hereafter issued, and sold by 
said Board (a ‘series of bonds’ 
being all of the 'bonds issued 
and sold in a single transaction 
as a single installment of 
bonds) may be used for the 
purchase of lands as herein 
provided, to he sold as herein 
provided, for a period ending 
eight (8) years after the date 
of sale of such series of bonds; 
provided, however, that so 
much of such moneys as may 
be necessary to pay interest on 
bonds hereafter issued and sold

shall be set aside for that pur­
pose in accordance with the 
resolution adopted by said 
Board authorizing the issu­
ance and sale of such series 
of bonds. After such eight (8) 
year period, all of such mon­
eys shall be set aside for the 
retirement of any bonds here­
after issued and sold and to 
pay interest thereon, together 
with any expenses as provided 
herein, in accordance with the 
resolution or resolutions au­
thorizing the issuance and sale 
of such additional bonds, until 
there are sufficient moneys 
to retire all of the bonds here­
after issued and sold, at which 
time all such moneys then re­
maining a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund and there­
after becoming a part of said 
Fund shall be governed as 
elsewhere provided herein.

“This Amendment being in­
tended only to establish a bas­
ic framework and not to be a 
comprehensive treatment of 
the Veterans’ Land Program, 
there is hereby reposed in the 
Legislature full power to im­
plement and effectuate the de­
sign and objects of this 
A m e n d m e n t, including the 
power to delegate such duties, 
responsibilities, functions, and 
authority to the Veterans’ 
Land Board as it believes nec­
essary.

“ Should the Legislature en­
act any enabling laws in anti­
cipation of this Amendment, 
no such law shall be void by 
reason of its anticipatory na­
ture.

“This Amendment shall be­
come effective upon its adop­
tion.”

Section 2. The foregoing 
Constitutional A m e n d m e n t  
shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors of 
this state at an election to be 
held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in 
November, 1965, at which elec­
tion all ballots shall have 
printed thereon the following: 

“ FOR the Amendment to 
Section 49-h of Article HI 
of the Constitution of Texas 
to increase the Veterans’ 
Land Fund by $200,000,000.- 
00; said Fund to he used for 
the purpose of purchasing 
land in Texas to be sold to 
'Texas veterans who served 
in the Armed Services of 
the "United States between 
September 16, 1940, and
March 31, 1955; such funds 
to be expended in accord­
ance with instructions and 
requirements that may be 
provided by law” ; and 
“ AGAINST the Amendment 
to Section 49-b of Article 
III of the Constitution of 
Texas to increase the Vet­
erans’ Land Fund by $200,- 
000,000.00; said Fund 'to he 
used for the purpose of pur­
chasing land in Texas to he 
sold to Texas veterans who 
served in the Armed Serv­
ices of the United States 
between September 16, 
1940, .and March 31, 1955; 
such funds to he expended 
in accordance with instruc­
tions and requirements that 
may he provided by law.” 
If it appears from the re­

turns of said election that a 
majority of the votes cast 
were in favor of same Amend­
ment, the same shall become a 
part of the State Constitu­
tion and he effective from the 
date set forth in said Amend­
ment, and the Governor shall 
issue, a proclamation in keep­
ing therewith.

Section 3. The Governor of 
the State of Texas shall issue 
the necessary proclamation 
for said election and shall 
have the same published as 
required by the Constitution 
and Laws of this state.

COLLEGE or UNIVERSITY ? PROBLEM 
PLAGUES EDUCATION COMMITTEE
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When Harvard College was 
foundea In 1636, the Unitedi 
States embarked on a pattern 
of collegiate development which 
has no exact counterpart in any 
other country.

Since then, there has been a 
wide variety of institutions of 
higher learning establislied, 
some of them colleges, some un­
iversities.

But it is difficult to tell from 
an institution’s name whether it 
is a college or university.

The trouble did not begin at 
Harvard, however, because the 
early schools in America fol­
lowed the English system of 
classical undergraduate curric­
ula designed to produce educat­
ed gentlemen.

America’s problems w i t h  
names for its higher education 
institutions began about the 
time of the American Revolu­
tion when European univt | ities 
had evolved from specialized 
centers of learning into insti­
tutions offering diverse pro­
grams of study.

Thus, it became chic in Amer­
ica to call any new institution 
o f higher learning a university.

It is a problem that persists 
today, and one which plagued 
Gov. John Connally’s Commit­

tee on Education Beyond tlie 
High School.

The committee recommended 
a Coordinating Board of Educa­
tion Beyond the High School 
which would have power to de­
termine which state-supported 
institutions in Texas should be 
classified as junior colleges, sen­
ior colleges and universities.

The Texas Commission on 
Higher Education, the current 
state agency which administers 
the institutions, recognizes six 
schools in the state as univer­
sities (There are three colleges 
which use university in their 
names.)

The governor’s committee ap­
parently envisioned four possi­
bly five, multinpurpose institu­
tions in the state which would be 
called universities, as the word 
is presently defined.

The committee defined a uni­
versity as “an independently or­
ganized post-secondary institu­
tion which offers undergraduate 
instruction, but stresses profes­
sional programs, graduate in­
struction and research.”

This definition is in line with 
the latest scholarly thinking of 
the functions of a true univer­
sity.

A  recent study in North Caro-

lina offered this definition:
“ Universities are communities 

of scholars devoting their efforts 
to advance man’s understanding 
of himself and the world in 
which he lives. They are cen­
ters where, under the influence 
and guidance of competent and 
experienced scholars and scien­
tists, young men and women be­
come informed of the current 
state of knowledge and receive 
training in the procedures 
through which new knowledge 
may be acquired.

“They are, therefore, centers 
of ideas where scholars and sci­
entists protected from the shift­
ing tides of public criticism, 
may pursue the study of the un­
known and, through the enlarge­
ment of man’s understanding 
thus gained, contribute to the 
happiness and well-being of all 
mankind.”

The meaning of “ university” 
has u n d e r g o n e ,  consider­
able change since it was first ap­
plied to the University of Sa­
lerno in the Ninth Century.

Medieval universities w e r e  
founded to offer specialized ed­
ucation in such fields as law, 
medicine and theology. By the 
19th Century, European univer­
sities had evolved from special­
ized centers into institutions of­
fering a wide range of study.

In England the specialized 
areas of instruction came to be 
known as colleges, and a group 
of these self-contained and loose­
ly organized colleges as univer­
sities.

Thus a university might have 
been made up of a college of 
law, college of music, college of 
medicine and a college offering 
the traditional classical under­
graduate curriculum.

This is the concept made ap­
parent in the governor’s com­
mittee’s recommendation f o r  
universities and which is appli­
cable to the six institutions rec­
ognized as universities by 
TCHE.

Under the highly coordinated 
plan of higher education recom­
mended by the committee, how­
ever, there are problems within 
Texas .

Two of the universities Texas 
Woman’s University and North 
Texas State University are in 
Denton and there are duplica­
tions in the educational pro­
grams of the two institutions.

It is evident the committee 
would have the coordinating 
board established universities in 
key metropolitan areas to serve 
wide areas.

It has been suggested in edu­
cational circles that universities 
be limited to such cities as

Houston, Lubbock, Bryan, Aus­
tin and the Fort Worth-Dallas 
area.

Clearly then, there will be 
some conflict o f interest.

Although the committee did 
not specify which or how 
many institutions should be uni­
versities, it recognized that the 
state should have relatively few 
of the first order.

Among the suggestions for 
universities:

#  Establish at least four doc­
toral programs within the next 
10 years “ which would rep^p- 
sent a standing of first-in-the- 
nation.” The programs should 
be fields where great eminence 
has not already been attained 
by another university.

#  P o s t -  doctoral seminars 
which would attract outstanding 
specialists from all over the 
world for lectures and discuss­
ions.

#  A post-doctoral program, 
which should ultimately result 
in the creation of centers for 
advanced studies, which would 
enable outstanding students to 
proceed directly from doctoral 
to post-doctoral work.

With these attributes and a 
strong graduate and research 
program, the committee felt 
that Texas would have a sys­
tem of multi-purpose universi­
ties which would draw the out­
standing scholars, scientists and 
students to the state.

This, in turn, would acceler­
ate the economic progress of 
Texas, provide assistance in 
solving social and economic pro­
grams created by a changing 
environment and help g i v e  
Texas a standard of educational 
excellence second to none in the 
nation.

Section 1. That Section 4,

“ Section 4. The Governor 
shall be installed on the first 
Tuesday after the organization 
of the Legislature, or as soon 
thereafter as practicable, and 
shall hold his office for the 
term of four years, or until 
his successor shall be duly in­
stalled. He shall be at least 
thirty years of age, a citizen 
of the United States, and shall 
have resided in this state at 
least five years immediately 
preceding his election.”

Sec. 2. That Section 22, Ar­
ticle IV of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amend­
ed so as to hereafter read as 
follows:

“ Section 22. -The Attorney. 
General shall hold office for 
four years and until his suc­
cessor is duly qualified. He 
shall represent the state in all

suits and pleas in the Supreme 
Court of the state in which the 
state may be a party, and shall 
especially inquire into the 
charter rights of all private 
corporations, and from time to

amended so that said Section 
shall hereafter read as fol­
lows:

“ Section 1-a. (1) Subject to 
the further provisions of this 
Section, the Legislature shall 
provide for the retirement and 
compensation of Justices and 
J u d g e s  of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crim­
inal District Courts on ac­
count of length of service, age 
and disability, and for their 
reassignment to active duty 
where and when needed. The 
office of every such Justice 
and Judge shall become va­
cant when the incumbent 
reaches the age of seventy- 
five (75) years or such earl­
ier age, not less than seventy 
(70) years, as the Legislature 
may prescribe; but, in the case 
of an incumbent whose term 
of office includes the effective 
date of this Amendment, this 
provision shall not prevent

him from serving the remain­
der of said term nor be ap­
plicable to him before his 
period or periods of judicial 
service shall have reached a 
total of ten (10) years.

“ (2) There is hereby created 
the State Judicial ' Qualifica­
tions Commission, to consist 
of nine (9) members, to wit: 
(i) two (2) Justices of Courts 
of Civil Appeals; (ii) two (2) 
District Judges; (iii) two (2) 
mernbers of the State Bar, 
who have respectively practic­
ed as such for over ten (10) 
consecutive years next preced­
ing their selection; (iiii) three 
(3) citizens, at least thirty 
(30) years of age, not licensed 
to practice law nor holding 
any salaried public office or 
employrnent; provided that no 
person shall be or remain a 
member of the Commission, 
who does not maintain physi­
cal residence within this State, 
or who resides in, or holds a 
judgeship within or for, the 
same Supreme Judicial Dis­
trict as another member of 
the Commission, or who shall 
have ceased to retain the quali­
fications above specified for 
his respective class of mem­
b e r s h i p .  Commissioners of 
classes (i) and (ii) above shall 
be chosen by the Supreme 
Court with advice and consent 
of the Senate, those of class 
(iii) by the Board of Direc­
tors of the State Bar under 
reg^Jlations to be prescribed 
by the Supreme Court with 
advice and consent of the Sen­
ate, and those of class (iiii) 
by appointment of the Gover­
nor with advice and consent of 
the Senate.

“ (3) The regular term of 
office of Commissioners shall 
be six (6) years; but the ini­
tial members of each of 
classes (i), (ii) and (iii) shall 
respectively he chosen for 
terms of four (4) and six 
(6) years, and the. initial 
members of class (iiii) for 
respective tenns of two (2), 
four (4) and six (6) years. 
Interim vacancies shall be 
filled in the same manner 
as vacancies due to expira­
tion of a full term, but only 
for the unexpired portion of 
the term in question. Com­
missioners may succeed them­
selves in office only if having 
served less than three (3) 
consecutive years.

“ (4) Commissioners shall 
receive no compensation for 
their services as such. The 
Legislature shall provide for 
the payment of the necessary 
expense for the operation of 
the Commission.

“ (5) The Commission may 
hold its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
times and places as it shall 
determine but shall meet at 
Austin at least once each year. 
It shall annually select .one 
of its members as Chairman. 
A quorum shall consist of 
five (5) members. Proceed­

ings shall be by majority vote 
of those present, except that 
recommendations for retire­
ment or removal of Justices 
or Judges shall he by affirm­
ative vote of at least five 
(5) members.

“ (6) Any Justice or_ Judge 
within 'the scope of this Sec­
tion- 1-a may, subject to the 
other provisions hereof, be 
removed from office for will­
ful or persistent conduct, 
which 'is clearly inconsistent 
with the proper performance 
of his said duties or casts 
public discredit upon the judi­
ciary or administration of 
justice; or any such Justice 
or Judge may be involun­
tarily retired for disability 
seriously interfering with the 
performance ' of his duties, 
which is, or is likely to be­
come, permanent in nature.

“ (7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to misconduct or dis­
ability of particular Justices 
or Judges, receive complaints 
or reports, formal or informal, 
from any source in this behalf 
and make such preliminary in­
vestigations as it may deter­
mine. Its orders for the at­
tendance or testimony of wit­
nesses or for the production 
of documents at any hearing 
or investigation shall be en­
forceable by contempt pro­
ceedings in the District Court.

“ (8) The Commission may, 
after such investigation as it 
deems neciessary, order a hear­
ing to be. held before it con­
cerning the removal or re­
tirement of a Justice or Judge, 
or it may in its discretion re­
quest the Supreme Court̂  to 
appoint an active or retired 
District Judge or Justice of a 
Court of Civil Appeals as a 
Master to 'hear and take evi­
dence in any such matter, and 
to report thereon to the Com­
mission. If; after hearing, or 
after considering the record 
and report of a Master, the 
Commission finds good cause 
therefore, it shall recommend 
to the Supreme Court the re­
moval or retirement, as the 
case may be, of the Justice 
or Judge in question and 
shall thereupon file with the 
Clerk of the Supreme Court 
the entire record before the 
Commission.

“ (9) The Supreme Court 
shall review the record of the 
proceedings on the law and 
facts and in its discretion 
may, for good cause shown, 
permit the introduction of 
additional evidence and shall 
order removal or retirement, 
as it finds just and proper, 
or wholly reject the recom­
mendation. Upon an order 
f o r  involuntary rollrcment 
for disability or an order for 
removal, the office in question 
shall become vacant. The 
rights of an incumbent so re­
tired to retirement benefits 
shall be the same as if his 
retirement had been volun­
tary.

“ (10) All papers filed with 
and proceedings before the 
Commission or a Master shall 
be confidential, and the filing 
of papers with, and the giv­

ing of testimony before, the 
Commission, Master or .the 
Supreme Court shall be privil­
eged; provided that upon be­
ing filed in the Supreme Court 
the record loses its confiden­
tial character.

“ (11) The Supreme Court 
shall by rule provide for. the 
procedure before the Commis­
sion, Masters and the Supreme 
Court. Such rule shall afford 
to any judge against whom a 
proceeding is instituted to 
cause his retirement due pro­
cess of law for the procedure 
before the Commission, Mas­
ters and the Supreme Court 
in the same manner that any 
person whose property rights 
are in jeopardy in an adjudic­
atory proceeding is entitled to 
due process of law, regardless 
of whether or not the interest 
of the judge in remaining in 
active status is considered to 
be a right or a privilege. Due 
process shall include the right 
to notice, counsel, hearing, 
confrontation of his accusers, 
and all such other incidents 
of due process as are ordina­
rily available in proceedings 
whether or not misfeasance is 
charged, upon proof of which 
a penalty may be imposed.

“ (12) No Justice or Judge 
shall sit as a member of the 
Commission or Supreme Court 
in any proceeding involving 
his own retirement or removal.

“ (13) This Section 1-a is al­
ternative to, and cumulative 
of, the methods of removal of 
Justices and Judges provided 
elsewhere in this Constitu­
tion.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of the State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1965, at which election all bal­
lots shall have printed there­
on the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment providing for 
the automatic retirement of

Farmers nave until September 

30, 1965 to file a claim for re­
fund for' the Federal tax on gas­
oline used for farming purposes.

The gasoline must have been 
purchased during the period 
from July 1, 1964 to June 30, 
1965. The claim for refund of 
four cents .per gallon should be 
made on Form 2240 and mailed 
to the local U. S. District Direc­
tor of Internal Revenue.

Gasoline subject to the lax 
refund also includes gasoline 
used by other persons other than 
the owner, tenant or operator 
of a farm as long as it was used 
for farming purposes.

A farmer is entitled to include 
this gasoline even though it 
was purchased by a custom oper­
ator, a neighbor, or an employee 
who then used this gasoline on 
his farm for farming purposes.

A  statement from the custom 
operator as to the amount of 
gasoline used on the farm should 
be included by the farm oper­
ator with his Form 2240.

•Gasoline is not subject to a 
tax refund when used: 1. on the 
highway; 2. in processing, pack­
aging, freezing, or canning op­
erations; 3. for personal or oth­
er nonnfarming purposes; or 4. 
on the farm of another person 
even though used for farming 
purposes.

Farmers are relieved of Fed­
eral tax on diesel fuel or spe­
cial motor fuels such as butane, 
propoane and “ hot tractor fuel” 
if the fuel is used for farming 
purposes. This type of fuel is 
usually purchased free of tax 
and delivered by the dealer in­

to a storage tank. The storage 
tank must be one other than 
the supply tank of a highway 
vehicle, motorboat or airplane.

If the fuel is purchased tax 
free and is later used in a tax­
able use the farmer will become 
liable for the tax. The lax 
should be paid to the District 
Director of Internal Revenue. 
The District Director has appro 
priate forms and instructions.

A farmer may purchase fuel 
tax paid and have it delivered 
to his storage tank. However, he 
must provide the dealer with a 
written statement showing: (1) 
his name and address; (2) date 
fuel was sold to him taxpaid; 
(3) the number of gallons the 
farmer purchased on that date; 
and (4) the number of gallons 
used on the farm for farming 
purposes.

You can get forms and further 
information from my office or 
the office of the Internal Reve­
nue Service located in your 
area.

Sufficient records are required 
to verify the accuracy of the re­
fund claimed. These records 
should establish: (1) date of pur­
chase, name of dealer and num­
ber of gallons; (2) number of 
gallons of fuel used for farming 
purposes between July 1, 1964 
and June 30, 1965; and (3) the 
number of gallons of fuel claim­
ed which v/as used by custom op 
erators on the farm.

Most people go boating for re­
laxation and fun. But safety is 
just as important in boating 
and water sports as it is around 
the farm or home. One small 
mistake in a boat can mean dis­
aster. Learning and heeding 
boating safety precautions means 
more fun for you, and can pre­
vent your weekend from being' 
a disaster.

The following boating safety 
rules, if followed, can remove 
many of the hazards from water 
sports.

1. Never overload a boat 
with passengers. It has a rated 
capacity and that should be the 
limit. 2. If a boat capsizes, stay 
with it rather than trying to 
swim ashore, the air tanks will 
keep it afloat.

3. Always have two people 
in the boat when towing slrfers, 
one to steer and the other to 
watch the skiers.

4. Wear shoes and clothing 
that can be removed easily in 
case the boat sinks or capsizes.

5. Have a life preserver for 
each passenger in the boat.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

11 proposing an 
Amendment to Article III of 
the Constitution of the State 
of Texas authorizing loans to 
students at institutions of 
higher education; creating the 
Texas Opportunity Plan Fund 
and making provisions relat­
ing thei'eto.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III 

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding a new Section to read 
as follows:

“ Section 50b. STUDENT 
LOANS, (a) The Legislature 
may provide that the Coord­
inating Boai'd, Texas College 
and University System, or its 
successor or successors, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex­
ceed Eighty-five Million Dol­
lars ($85,000,000). The bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called ‘Texas College Student 
Loan Bonds,’ shall be executed 
in such form, denominations 
and upon such terms as may 
be prescribed by law, pro­
vided, however, that the bonds 
shall not bear more than four 
per cent (4%) interest per 
annum; they may be issued 
in such installments as the 
Board finds feasible and prac­
tical in accomplishing the pur­
poses of this Section.

“ (b) All moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
shall' be deposited in a fund 
hereby created in the State 
Treasury to be known as the 
Texas Opportunity Plan Fund 
to be administered by the Co- 
oi'dinating Board, Texas Col­
lege and University System, 
or its successor or successors 
to make loans to students who 
have been admitted to attend 
any institution of higher edu­
cation within the State of 
Texas, public or private, in­
cluding Junior Colleges, which 
are recognized or accredited 
under terms and conditions 
prescribed by the Legislature, 
and to pay. interest and prin­
cipal on such bonds and pro­
vide a sinking fund therefor 
under such conditions as the 
Legislature may prescribe.

“ (c) While any of the

“ (d) The Legislatui'e may 
provide for the investment of 
moneys available in the Texas 
Opportunity Plan Fund, and 
the interest and sinking funds 
established for the payment of 
bonds issued by the Coordin­
ating Board, Texas College 
and University System, or its 
successor or successors. In­
come from such investment 
shall be used for the purposes 
prescribed by the Legislature.

“ (e) All bonds issued here­
under shall, after approval by 
the Attorney General, regis­
tration by the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts. of the State 
of Texas, and delivery to the 
purchasers, be incontestable 
and shall constitute general 
obligations of the State _ of 
Texas under this Constitution.

“ (f) Should the Legislature 
enact enabling laws in antici­
pation of the adoption of this 
Amendment, such acts shall 
not he void because of their 
anticipatory nature.”
