FEDEKAL AID — New life is 
i being breathed into Texas towns 
of 50,000 poipulation or less.

A project called Urban Plan- 
ring Assastanoe IProgram—fed 
with community initiative, state 
administration and federal mon­
ey — is giving 120 Texas town̂ s 
(the opportunty to meet pressing 
population demands of the years 
ahead.

A total of 67 small dties have 
completed plans under the state 
health department’s Environ­
mental Development Program, 
which oils the machinery of fed­
eral urban planning pro­
gram. Another 59 are in the pro­
cess of doing so.

Costs are paid' tw*o-thirds by 
the federal government. How­
ever, in distressed areas, the fig­
ure may go as high as three- 
fourths per cent.

The 67 cities already have us­
ed $1,216,870 (59 more are spend­
ing more than $960,299) to see 
where they stand in the area of 
services offered their citizens 
and services needed.

A city of less than 50,000 in­
habitants may make application

WHO OWNS A  LETTER?

Interesting letters may give 
birth to interesting notions. 
Such as:

“I’d better not throw away 
this letter from Fred. He might 
become famous some day, and 
then the letter could be worth 
a lot of money as a collector’s 
item.”

Suppose Fred really does be­
come famous and his letter valu­
able. Would it belong to you, 
'because it was sent to you? Or 
would it belong to Fredl, because 
he created it?

The law’s dCft solution is to 
dividb the ownership of a letter 
into two separate rights — the 
right of possession and the right 
of publication. The recipient has 
the right of possession of the 
paper and ink. He may keep the 
letter as a memento, sell it to a 
collector, or even toss it onto a 
bonfire if he pleases.

But the right of publication— 
to make copies and exploit it as

This division of rights Was 
illustrated in a famous lawsuit 
involving some personal letters 
writen by Mary Baker Eddy, 
founder of Christian Science.

After Mr®. Eddy’s death, her 
executor triedi to prevent the 
auctioning of these letters.

The court ruled that the sale 
itself could not be , prevented, 
because Mrs. Eddy had given 
away the right of possession 
when she first mailed the letters. 
But the court did forbid reprint­
ing of the letters in advertise­
ments of (the auction, because 
Mrs. Eddy had never given away 
the right of pulblication.

Of course, circumstances alter 
cases. For example, if you write 
a letlter-tc t̂lhe-eciitor, you are 
obviously giving the editor no,t 
only the right of possession but 
the right of publication as well.

Also, publication of a letter 
without 'the writer’s consent may 
be justified by the necessities 
of lawj enforcement. Thus, when 
a woman was charged with ad̂  
ultry, incriminating letters she 
had written were held admis­
sible in ■court even though she 
tried to keep them out.

But as a rule, the separate 
rights of possession and publica­
tion will be kept intact. For the 
law is simply lending form to 
the instindiive plromptings of 
fair play.

As one court put it, in deny­
ing a man’s demand for the re­
turn of love letters he had once 
sent to a woman:

“According to befitting decor­
um, such letters, written to her 
to keep and read and cherish are 
hers.”

The massive 
research job, first of its kind, 
was eoniftU'Cted by Belden Asso­
ciates to aid the tax-supported 
agency in advertising Texas as 
a vacationland.

Belden opinion analysis cited 
the friendliness of Texans as a 
valuable asiset in the statie’s 
struggle to increase its share of 
the $30 billion U. S. vacation 
market. Most Americans, a na­
tionwide poll indicated, are con­
vinced that Texans are a friendl 
ly folf, and they see this as one 
good reason to visit Texas.

Yet a statewide poll of 1,048 
Texans — a statistical cross- 
section of the state’s total popu­
lation —“ points to a disturbing 
conclusion. Most Texans seemi 
to be poor spokesmen on where 
to go and what to do in Texas.

The research firm asked Tex­
ans where they wolud direct otu 
of state friends and relatives 
seeikng advice on a Texas vaca­
tion. Thirty-eight of 100 Texans 
suggested the Alamo and Six 
Flags over Texas — the only two 
attractions in the state on which 
there wias anything like a con­
census.

Fourteen out of 100 Texans 
mentioned Big Bend National 
Park, Galveston and the State 
Capitol as desirable places to 
visit. Aside from those sites, only 
San Jacinto Battleground, Dal­
las Fair Park (the poll was tak­
en iclurinig the State Fair) and 
Corpus Christi were named

here.
For instance only two percent 

of Texans iniierviewedi would 
recomnvend a trip to the haunt- 
ingly beautiful Davis Mountains, 
or San Antonio’s romantic River 
Walk. Only 5 per cent would 
steer visitors to the serene Gluf 
Coaot.

And not a Texan mentioned 
storied Fon. Davis, a National 
Historic Site which nevertheless, 
drew nearly 100,000 visitors over 
the past year.

Still, there were some indica- 
rions that Texans are becoming 
more tourist-oriented, a hopeful 
trend in the view of TTDA. Most 
dramatic example is the case of 
the Six Flags theme park at 
Dallas-Fort Worth. While at was 
mentioned} by only 12 per cent 
of Texans interviewed in 1962, 
its popularity .t-jmped sufficient­
ly in two years’ time to tie it 
with the Alamo for first place as 
a recommended attraction for 
non-Texans to visit.

And , otihler local attraction^ 
seem'id to be climbing upwhrd 
in Texans’ regard, too.

New Age Proof Rules Are Set Up By 
Social Security Administration

Effective Nov. 22, 1965 the So­
cial Security Administration has 

I put into effect a new set of re- 
1 quirements for proving age for 
applicants. This information was 
furinshed this week by Francis 
J. Stevens, the Social Security 
representative for Knox County.

“From that date on we will 
be asking for some public rec­
ord of age which was established 
before an IndividuaTs fifth 
birthday,” Stevens said. “For all 

j ipractical purposes this means 
j that we will be looking for a 
j birth certificate or a baptismal 
j certificate. For us to establish 
that fact wit hthe person who 

■ wiould be the custorian of such a 
recordl In other words, if noi 
birth certificate exists which was 
estabilished before age 5, we 
will have to have a statement 
(from the county or state of the 
birtii so stating.”

“In the event that no proof 
made in the years before age 5 
can be obtained, we will then re­
quest some proof established be­
fore the eleventh birthday,” Ste­
vens continued.” In all cases we 
will be requesting a public rec­
ord and not a private or family 
dooument which w!e have been 
able to use in the past .
