Her determination to run was 
based on some of the obvious de­
ficiencies of her present board:

“There are too many issues 
that take place the board does 
not know about and sometimes 
when they do find out the peo­
ple never do;

“The Superintendent does too 
many things the board does not 
know about;

“I would like to see good har­
mony between the board, teach­
ers, students and! parents^—at 
the present time we do and 
a PTA is out of the question;

“Although citizens maae up 
the mo»'ey to air condition the 
school, .t has never been allow­
ed, although the superintendent’s 
office was refrigerated air con­
ditioned at school expense and 
I discovered through WTU 
that it costs more to operate 
this unit than it would the evap­
orative units we wanted to buy.

“People in our district do not 
have any idea when the school 
board' meets and I have tried un­
successfully to find out on num- 
ous accasions.”

She said she thought the peo­
ple should be allowed tn>.:ittand 
meetings and that regular meet­
ings should be observed.

“I am definitely against hiring 
or allowing drunken bus drivers 
regardless of their need for em­
ployment, for the safety and well­
being of our children comes first 
with me,” she ooncludeS*

Wish we could think of some­
thing appropriate to say in the 
peoples’ defense, but this is Am­
erica and good or bad we have 
no one to blame but ourselves.

Best of luck Mrs. Trustee and 
if you don’t make it, heaven help 
your school!

When completed the Atlan­
tic City Expressway will ex­
tend 44 miles from Turners- 
ville, N. J. to Atlantic City, 
the world famous resort city.

Now is the time to cut andi 
store pecan wood for building 
and grafting later in the spring. 
It must be done before the buds 
start to swell.

Select good parent trees of 
known and desired variety, free 
of insect andi disease damage. 
Cut vigorous, smooth, one year 
Wood, the wood that grew last 
year. Two year wood can be us­
ed but is harder to force the 
buds to grow. The best wood is 
found in the top portion of the 
tree.

The graftwood sticks should be 
one-half to one-fourth incdies in 
diamleter straight and smooth. 
Sticks should be 12-18 inches 
long for two to three grafts. In­
dividual grafts should have ap­
proximately three buds.

The bud wood limbs should be 
three-eighths to three-fourths in. 
in diameter with three or four 
plump buds at each side.

Label all propagation wood 
at least one per bundle by cut­
ting one end of the bud stick 
and writing the name with a lead 
pencil. An error here will last 
for many years.

Tie the wood in bundles, se­
curely enough that the sticks 
-•annot move as movement will 
njure the buds. Dip the ends of 
ticks in wax or melted parafin.
Pack the wood in moist materi­

al—sphagum moss or sawdust 
and shavings. It should not be 
".o wet that water can be squeez- 
eldi out of the miaterial. Polyethy­
lene plastic bags are excellent 
for storing the material. Cans 
with tight lids are also good.

The wood must stay cool and 
moist, from 30 to 38 degrees F. 
is about ideal. An ice house  ̂ or 
home refrigerator are both good 
storage places.

The graftwood is taken direct­
ly from storage and used imme­
diately, still dormant. The bud- 
wood must be removed from 
storage but left in the moist ma­
terial.

Leave it at room temperature 
for four to five diays until the 
bark will slip. Use immediately 
or place In storage.
