Income from all sources, 

unless specifically exempt by 
law, is subject to tax and should 
be reported on your 1967 Fed­
eral income tax return, ac­
cording to Ellis Campbell, Jr ,,  
District Director of Internal 
Revenue for Northern Texas.

Such items as interest on 
savings accounts and U. S. Sav­
ings Bonds, tips, prizes and 
profits from hobbies and from 
the sale of property, are con­
sidered taxable income and 
must be reported.

Texas farmers in increas­

ing numbers are finding that 
federal all-risk  crop insurance 
is the next best thing to a good 
harvest and far more depen­
dable.

The voluntary program ad­
ministered by the Federal Crop 
Insurance Corporation does not 
guarantee farmers a profit, but 
it does allow those hit by natural

disaster to recover their pro­
duction costs and stay in bus­
iness.

A ll-risk insurance does not 
cover loss due to negligence 
or poor farming practices. But 
when nature causes low yields 
or poor quality that drops crop 
values below guaranteed levels, 
crop insurance makes up the 
difference in cash.

Early attempts by private 
companies to insure. against 
crop disaster generally were 
unsuccessful because of com­
plexities and extreme risk in 
guaranteeing crop production. 
As a result, there was increas­
ing demand that the Government

provide such protection.

Since the first wheat in­
surance was introduced to
Texas in 1939, FCIC, an agency 
of the U, S, Department of Ag­
riculture, has expanded oper­
ations to 66 counties. Eligible 
crops in 1968 include wheat, 
grain sorghum and cotton. Plans 
are underway to add more coun­
ties in 1969 and to extend cover­
age to citrus and rice crops.

SANFORD

President Lyndon B. John­
son's decision to step aside is 
turning the May 4 Democratic 
precinct convention from the 
previous label of “ dull” to a 
new one of “ hotly contested” .

Gov, John Connally, who had 
been slated to be the Texas dele­
gation chairman in support of 
President Johnson, with little 
objection from anyone, now has 
a fight on his hands,

Connally’ s forces launched 
a favorite son candidacy for 
Connally at a meeting of the 
State Democratic Executive 
Committee, Senator Ralph Yar­
borough objected, and appeared 
close to a decision to challenge 
Connally in the county con­
ventions.

At first, the Connally can­
didacy seemed to be leaning 
toward Vice President Hubert 
Humphrey, but Connally wiped 
that out by saying he would not 
be a standin for anyone.

By contrast, Republican 
conventions on May 4 seem 
more peacefully inclined. The 
state Republican organization 
is united behind Senator John 
Tower's favorite son candi­
dacy. However, a challenge may 
be posed by a group trying to 
win delegates for Gov. Ronald 
Reagan of California.

County conventions on May 
11 and state conventions on June 
11 will follow, but the grass­
roots decisions will be made 
in the more than 5,000 pre­
cincts in Texas on May 4.

“ ONE-MAN, ONE-VOTE” 
EXTENDED LOCALLY~U. S. 
Supreme Court predictably has 
extended the one-man-one-vote 
theory to local governments.

Like legislative bodies. 
Court said, w4ierever city, 
county or other governmental 
units elect representatives 
from single-member districts, 
the districts must be substan­
tially equal.

Ruling was on a case brought 
by Midland Mayor Hank Avery 
to force Midland County Com­
missioners Court to reappor­
tion, Dissenting opinion warned 
of “ avalanche of reapportion­
ment cases,”

Atty. Gen. Crawford C. Mar­
tin has predicted the ruling 
will not disturb local elections 
already in progress this year, 
and indicated he feels the prob­
lems of unequal representation 
will be worked out by Texas 
subdivisions without multiple 
court suits.

Prior studies have demon­
strated, however, that the vast 
bulk of county commissioners’ 
precincts would be affected by 
the new ruling. To assume that 
all will voluntarily correct de­
ficiencies pointed up by the 
high court appears to be ex­
pecting too much of local offic­
ials, many of whom will have 
jobs at stake.

COURTS SPEAK— Texas 
Supreme Court reversed an 
Alice case in which a woman 
claimed doctors and a hospital 
were liable for assault and 
battery damages for operating 
on her without her consent. High 
court ordered trial to determine 
if physicians were given ade­
quate consent.

In other recent actions, 
state’ s highest court:

* Held that the legislature 
had authority to remove re­
quirement of an election be­
fore major counties can make 
special, higher-level tax 
assessments on property in 
hospital districts to support 
medical school teaching hos­
pitals.

* Shook up lower court rul­
ings in a case involving roy­
alties on an oil and gas lease 
covering 1,500 acres in Zapata 
County.

* Refused to review the 
case in v4iich a man received 
$1,000 damage award after a 
Bellville surgeon left a sponge 
inside him after an operation.

* Agreed with an intermed­
iate court that Cocoa Cola com­
pany was not responsibile for 
a .woman’ s cutting her finger 
on a chipped Coke bottle.

NEW TAX BILL FORECAST 
—Texas Research League, 
which has made detailed stud­
ies of state government prob­
lems, has come up with a new 
estimate that the 1968 tax bill 
must be in the $123-$130,000,000 
range.

TRL noted that the comp­
troller’ s estimate of revenue 
available for next fiscal year 
has increased $93,000,000 since 
last April.

Sources indicate the 
league’ s estimate is close to 
that of Governor Connall/s own 
budget staff. Connally already 
has tentatively okayed both a 
tax bill and a 1969 budget rec­
ommendation, aides indicate.

TORNADO SEASON NEARS 
—With the tornado season ap­
proaching, department of Pub­
lic Safety has prepared a c ir­
cular of tornado safety rules. 
In general, DPS advises: seek 
safety in a strongly-reinforced 
building—preferably in a base­
ment; stay away from, windows; 
if out doors v^en the twister 
hits, lie flat in the nearest

depression, ditch or ravine.
Last year Texas led the 

nation with all time record of 
232 reported twisters.

SPECIAL ELECnONS 
CALLED— Governor Connally 
has set special legislative elec­
tions for May 14 in Harris 
County, Dallas County and 
Brooks, Cameron, Kenedy and 
Willacy counties.

Houston voters will pick a 
successor to Rep. Glenn Vick­
ery who resigned. Brooks, 
Cameron, Kenedy and Willacy 
county voters will replace Rep, 
Bill Rapp of Raymondville v^o 
resigned to accept an appoint­
ment as Willacy County judge. 
Dallas voters must choose a 
successor to the late Rep. John 
F ield.

Law e n f o r c e m e n t
PROGRAM PLANNED— Texas 
Research League has agreed 
to conduct and finance a study 
for a law enforcement and crim ­
inal justice program design for 
10-county Dallas-Fort Worth 
region of North Central Texas.

North Central Texas Coun­
cil of Governments is among 
12 regional agencies in the na­
tion which received a request 
from the Department of Hous­
ing and Urban Development and 
Department of Justiceto under­
take a pilot program design

for comprehensive law enforce­
ment planning.

One of first such studies in 
the U. S,, it is expected to serve 
as a model for other areas. 
Design will show what a law 
enforcement plan should 
include, how it should be pre­
pared and what it will cost.

A Children’ s Workshop in 
Spanish will be offered at South 
Plains College this surnmer 
for children 6 to 15 years of age.
