Banking Commission Announces 
New Examination Procedures

Banking Commissioner J. 
M. Falkner has announced that 
the Texas Banking Department 
is expanding its normal routine 
examination procedures to in­
clude a program of direct ver­
ification of customers’ deposit 
and loan balances in State-char­
tered banks in Texas. He said 
that during future examinations 
Examiner personnel w ill mail 
verification forms to bank cus­
tomers whose accounts are se­
lected on a random sampling 
basis. The forms w ill request 
the customer to verify the de­
posit or loan balance indicated, 
to indicate any discrepancies 
which might be noted, and to re ­
turn the form to the Banking 
Department. In the event of 
differences or discrepancies, 
further contact with ,the cus­
tomer w ill be made by Banking 
Department personnel.

Commissioner Falkner ex­
plained that sim ilar verification 
programs are already in limited 
use by various bank supervision

agencies of the Federal Govern­
ment.

“ These practices have also 
been used fo r several years in 
bank auditing by professional 
audit firm s,”  he said. “ As 
well as beii^ a means of dis­
covery of bank employee error 
or misappropriation, verifi­
cation programs provide a psy­
chological deterrent against de­
falcations,”

The Commissioner stated 
that the development of a system 
fo r verification of accounts w ill 
necessarily be gradual and w ill 
be based on experience accumu­
lated by the Banking Depart­
ment and by the various Fed­
era l agencies which are co­
operating in the program. Cer­
tain banks which have already 
established audit procedures 
satisfactory to the Banking De­
partment w ill be exempt from 
this phase of examination, in 
order to prevent duplication 
of effort. The pilot project calls

fo r  only a few Examiner per­
sonnel to be specifically as­
signed to perform these duties, 
with the rate of expansion of the 
program to be determined by 
the problems encountered,

“ It is h (^ d  that.the bank­
ing public w ill not be unduly 
concerned upon the receipt of 
these requests for verification 
of its banking activities, and 
bankers are being asked to pub­
lic ize the project in their 
locales” . Commissioner Falk­
ner said.

The good neighbor policy 
doesn’ t just pertain to nations. 
You can be a good neighbor 
in the area of health where 
colds are concerned, reports 
the Texas State Department of 
Health.

Do your children show 
symptoms of the common cold? 
Keep them home from school. 
Don’ t send them to play with 
the neighbor’ s children.

Colds are spread from per­
son to person. Recent studies 
show that there are more colds 
in winter because people are 
indoors together more than in 
summer.

If you or your husband have 
a cold, be a good neighbor. Can­
cel social calls. Stay home and 
take care of it. And if a mem­
ber of your family is recuper­
ating from a communicable dis­
ease, be considerate. Don’ t let 
the neighbor’ s children into 
your home where they w ill be 
exposed to the disease.

The common cold is a name 
given to any of a number of 
short-lived infections of the 
nose and throat. A ll of them are 
highly contagious. Many differ­
ent viruses cause a cold. These 
cold-causing viruses are pres­
ent in great numbers in your 
nose and throat when you have 
a cold and are carried on the 
droplets you expel when talk­
ing, coughing or sneezing.

Fatigue, chilling and poor 
physical condition seem to give 
the virus a better foothold. The 
firs t hint of a cold, after the 
virus takes hold in your body, 
usually is a scratchiness in the 
throat. Within a few hours your

nose gets stuffy and you have 
vague feelings of discomfort 
and illness. Sneezing usually 
accompanies it. Within 48 hours 
your cold is in full bloom —  
dyes teary, nose running, voice 
husky, breathing obstructed and 
your senses of taste and smell 
dulled. You may feel lethargic 
and achy, have a headache and 
run a temperature.

Once the cold has fully de­
veloped, it usually continues at 
its peak for several days. The 
cold itself may be relatively 
minor in nature, but various 
complications which result can 
be serious.

There is no cure for the 
common cold, but second­
ary, bacterial infections as­
sociated with colds w ill respond 
to antibiotics.

The best treatment can be 
prescribed by your family phy 
sician. It usually includes keep­
ing warm, getting plenty of 
rest and drinking lots of fluids.

SENSING THE NEWS

Refusal of the U. S, Supreme Court to 
grant Nixon administration’ s request for 
reasonable delay in implementing full inte­
gration in 30 Mississippi school districts 
raises grave questions for people in all 
parts of the country.

F irst of all, the decision by the Supreme 
Court poses the question of what is con­
stitutional. The Supreme Court’ s rulings 
have no permanency. For 14 years, the 
court held that it was constitutional for 
school districts to proceed with integration 
with “ all deliberate speed.’ ’  In other words, 
gradualism was deemed constitutional. A ll of 
a sudden, gradualism is out. The Supreme 
Court says that integration must be ac­
complished “ at once.’ ’ This raises the ques­
tion: If gradualism was constitutional last 
year or last month, why isn’ t it constitutional 
this month or in the future?

The court’ s latest ruling confirms the 
suspicion of many citizens that it doesn’ t 
really have a constitutional standard, but 
simply adopts this or that sociological stand­
ard, depending on the whim of the justices 
and the temper of the times.

Moreover, even the limits of this sociolog­
ical standard are unclear. Does the latest 
Supreme Court ruling apply only to the 30 
Mississippi districts? To  all the Southern 
states that formerly had legally segregated 
school systems? Or does it also apply to 
Northern school districts where de facto 
segregation prevails?

If past experience is any indicator, the 
court w ill zero in on the Southern states, 
treating them as targets for a judicial 
crackdown. The other states, which main­
tain de facto segregated school systems, 
may escape censure and regulation.

Understandably, Southerners are very 
sensitive in this matter. They feel, with 
justice, that there are two classes of law 
in the United States — one for the Southern 
states and one for states outside the South. 
They can point to the unequal application 
of the law insofar as voter rights legis­
lation is concerned. The voter rights law 
was framed to apply to the South and South 
only. The law is unconcerned with violation 
of voter rights elsewhere. It is intolerable 
and outrageous, of course, to have a double 
standard of law in a federal republic.

Then there is the practical question of 
how Mississippi and other sim ilar sit­
uation states and school districts w ill ad­
just to the “ at once’ ’  requirement of the 
Supreme Court.

No matter what the high court rules, 
there are limits on what local school of­
ficia ls can do to alter schooling arrange­
ments —  and still operate an efficient, 
acceptable school system. In some districts, 
immediate, forced change of schooling ar­
rangements acceptable to both races may 
simply result in the end of public schooling. 
Parents with sufficient means w ill send 
their children to private schools. Those 
without means may decide to relocate, to 
move elsewhere.

No court can abolish a parent’ s concern 
fo r  his children and his determination to 
give them good schooling and a decent edu­
cational environment. If the schools in a 
community are virtually shattered by arbi­
trary court action, parents w ill withdraw 
their children from the schools and look 
fo r  other communities in which to earn their 
living and continue their careers. It is 
too much to expect responsible parents to 
accept the notion that their children must 
be guinea pigs in a sociological experi­
ment —  an experiment, moreover, that is 
not desired by the majority of either racial 
group.

One way or another, responsible par­
ents w ill get acceptable schooling for their 
children, even if they have to “ bootleg”  it. 
in the Northern states, the flight to the 
suburbs is an attempt to do just that.

The courts have lost sight of the fact 
that education is an intimate matter, touch­
ing on family values. No court in the land 
can decree a single educational experience 
fo r  all American children, for the reason 
that Americans are different. They are not 
a monolithic group, but have a variety of 
social, religious, sectional and cultural 
values. In the past, the courts honored 
and respected these differences, and saw 
in them the source of a vital differentiating 
liberty in the United States.

Now, unfortunately, activist judges and 
liberal politicians demand a totalitarian 
uniformity — a rigid democracy that isn’ t 
at all what the Founding Fathers intended 
or that the majority of the American people 
want today. In other words, the courts are 
ruling in ways a l i e n  to the desires and 
best interests of the American people. They 
are ruling against the spirit of the U. S. 
Constitution. It is time that the federal 
judiciary reappraise its thinking about pub­
lic  education in the United States. If a sound 
and thoughtful reappraisal is made, there 
won’ t be any more “ at once”  declarations 
by the Supreme Court.

Vehicle Inspection 
Behind Last Year

Colonel Wilson E. Speir, 
director of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, said 
today that motor vehicle inspec­
tions in Texas are running 
almost 30 percent behind the 
inspection rate at this time last 
year.

“ Unless the inspection rate 
increases, ± e r e  are going to 
be some awfully long lines at 
inspection stations prior to the 
April 15 deadline,”  Speir said.

During the year which ended 
August 31, some 6.3 million ve­
hicles were inspected inTexas. 
Since September 1, only 538,000 
have received the required in­
spection. ’’

The State Motor Vehicle In­
spection Act was amended by 
the Legislature to provide that 
inspection stickers issued after

September 1 w ill expire 12 
months from the date of issue. 
However, the law requires that 
all motor vehicles display a 
new sticker before April 15, 
1970.

Speir noted that the new 
stickers are being placed on the 
driver’ s side of the windshield 
and contain a number tab show­
ing the month of expiration. 
The old stickers are on the 
passenger or right-hand side 
and have no number tab.

“ The inspection program is 
intended to discover vehicle 
defects which mâ y lead to an 
accident. We urge all Texans 
to have their vehicles inspected 
soon to make sure they are safe 
fo r  winter driving,”  Speir said.
