Benefitted By New

Texas school children are much
healthier now than they were a
yvear ago, L. P. Sturgeon, state
associate commissioner of educa-
tion, declared today following a
careful check made throughout
the state.

Increased financial aid to school
districts under the Gilmer-Aiken
laws enacted by the last legisla-
ture has resulted in the establish-
ment of hundreds of health pro-
grams in school districts which
previously had none and in the
expansion of all health programs

More than 1,000,000 children
who had not previously been
given safeguards against discases
such as smallpox were immunized
during the school vear. Epidemics
opre discovered in their early
stages and halted, General health
checkups of children resulted in
the treatment of tens of thousands
of ailments or physical defects
suspected by parents,

Increased state funds made pos-
sible the employment of hundreds
of public health nurses, who have
assisted doctors and public health
officials to institute large scale
health programs which reach into
every section of many communi-
ties.

“The health program in the
public schools is now based on
the premise that prevention is
worth more than a cure,” Stur-
geon commented. “The programs
are receiving enthusiastic support
from local residents.”

The Kerrville city school sys-
tems is an excellent example of
what is happening all over the
state, according to Charles H. Ten-
vson, executive secretary of the
State Teachers Association,

Until Gilmer-Aikin funds were
made available, Kerrville schools

that of a county health nurse, who
wae able to devote only one day
a week to the pupils of Kerr-
ville's three schools,

Now a full-time nurse has bee
functioning a year. Kerrville’s
veeidents  individually, a n d
through cive and business culbs
have rallied. Kerrville is highly
enthusiastic over what has been
accomplished in onhe year,
cording to E. L. Wilman, super-,;
intendent of schools,

A clinic has been established in

each school with local agencics
providing the furnishings and sup-
plies, Heretofore a 100 percent
immunization program was Impos=
sihle due to the lack of personnel
to enforce regulations. Now every
Kerrville child of school age hus
been tested for smallpox and dip-
theria and immunized. Checkups
disclosed many unsuspected physi-
cal defects, Postive reaction 10
tuberculosis patch tests were
shown by 120 children. The Tu-
berculosis Society followed up
with X-rayxs and medical exam-
ination when parents could not
afford them.

Of the 1,700 children tested .it
wase found 90 had defective hear-
ine. Many children were found
to have poor evesight. Glasses
were purchased for underprivi-

leged children by the Lions Club.

Proper Care of Sewing Equipment

Lightens Work of Home Seams

Using the right sewin uip-
ment and keeping it in xoocgi t-gnd‘:-
tion mukes the sewing job easier,
save time and labor and permits
the sewer to do more satisfactory
work, According to Mrs, Vee J,
Huwle. county home demonstra-
tion agent the right Sewing equip-
ment includes a Sewing machine,
a work table, full view mirror,
an Ironing board, a sleeve board
an iron. The small items of equip-
ment should include shears, scis-
sors, measuring tape, pins, thread,
pin cushion and needles to take
care of the different sewing jobs.

Guod equipment, she says, does
not remain useful over long per-
lods of time unless it is properly
cared for. Know your sewing ma-
chine; study the directions that
came with it; learn how to set
the needles; to adjust the tension,
the stitch and when and where to
oil the machine, A sewing machine
should be thoroughly cleaned and
oiled at least twice each year,
and movings parts will need more
oil more often,
~ Here aare suggestions on select-
Ing some of the smaller pieces of
equipment. The scissors should
be made of good steel, the blades
true and should cut all the way
to the tip. The better grades of
scissors and shears, she says, are
held together with a nut and
bolt instead of a rivet. This is
desirable because they can be
easily adjusted after sharpening
or in case they need tightening.
Scissors and shears should be kept
dry to prevent rusting and the
use of a wool pocket for storing
is recommended.

However, carelessness can
nullify the features of even the
best planned and constructed
kitchens. One gas explosion or a
fire caused from hot grease re-
moves the kitchen and often times
the housewife from further safety
troubles.

The stairs and steps both inside
and outside the home seem to
have been made especially for
creating accidents by falling since
£n manv home accidents happen
,there, It is dangerous under any
circumstances to walk on stairs
with both arms loaded and it is
doubly so when the stairs or steps
are cluttered. Stairway treads
should all be the same width and
risers the same height, save Mrs
Howle, and the treads chould not
be polighed,

The stairway is no place to store
the broom, mop nor the children's
toys. Scatter rugs should never
be placed at the bottom nor the
top landings of the stairway. Loose
or frayed runners are extremely
dangerous. Cellar steps are usua-
ally poorly lighted and also catch
more of the items that are just
temporarily set there until they
can be moved into the cellar.
These are the items that cause
many of the serious home acci-
dents. They are not moved until
someone gets hurt.

Protection from fire hazards, or-
derliness, timely repairing. using
tools and equipment as they were
intended to be used, disposing of
worn out appliances and the use
of common sense will greatly re-
duce the number of home acei-
dents, says MrshHowle.
