died Tuesday evening, within a
shost distance of the acene of the
tragedy of Feb. 13, 1846,

Dr. Levering, who bad been ma-
king a professional call, was in the
act of putting away bis team for
the night, and while ceming out of
the stab'e the report of & gun was
beard from behind & stone wall,
within ten feet of the door in which
the doctor stood. The doctor'’s
residence was cloge to Hendemon’s
store, between the village of Rose-
mont and Whiteman. The unusu-
al report of a gun within the yard
of the dwelling aroused the family,
and the lifeless body of the dootor
was found two minutes after the
shooting. Thealarm and excite-
ment drew a large crowd that even-
isg, and every householder joined
in scouring the peighborbood for
the assasein, Henderson assisting
his neighbors, An inquust was
beld, and alter a searching investi-
gation nothing could be ascertain-
ed to permit of the amallest suspi-
cion falling upon anyone.

The excitement occasioned by
the shooling was slow to die out.
Leading citizens of the loeality, io-
cluding Henderson, issued circulars
offering $1000 for the apprehension
of the murderer. With the lapes of
time the murder sank from publio
attention, but gossip recounted
many interesting incidents in the
relationship said to have existed
between Ienderéon and Leveriug.
Henderson was the proprietor of a
vilage store and was of good re:
pute. When the war broke out
Dr. leaverlog was drafted and
Henderson went to the army as
his substitule. Among other con-
siderations for this service the
doctor was to have chsrge of Hen.
derson's business and his fawily.
It wae eald at the time that Hen-
derson beceme jealons of the doc-
tors attention to his family, but he
alterwards showed no evidence of
such teeling.

The crime was not attributed to
! |him. Henderson resumed his bus-
iness and flve years subsequently
illness compelled him to retire.
He moved Lo Philadelphia, but re-
turned to his home and once again |
became a leadiog citizen of Lower |
Merion. Fearing that this illness
was to be his last he called in his
family to his bedeide Tueaday aiter
noon aud in the presence of the
family pbysiclan confessed to the
killing of Dr. Levering in cold
blood. He described the tragedy
minutely and also confessed to
sending Dr, Leveringon & decoy
oall previously to the shooting.
Hendernon expired a lattle before
midoight. He gave no reason for
his bloody deed. The confesmsion
has caused as much of an excite
ment as did the crime iteelt,
