I started back to school again for 
the fall. Midwestern is starting to 
get very crowded. It reminded me 
of my last semesters at Cameron 
University in Lawton, Ok. 

I attended Cameron because of 
their large performing Arts pro- 
gram. They have always had a 
generous private foundation that 
provides money to all the various 
departments. Their perforrning arts 
and fine arts departments are all 
clustered together on campus 
around a large central courtyard. 
All the buildings sit right next to 
each other. 

You could tell that the architect 
had visions of how all the depart-
ments would work together to cre-
ate a place where all the arts could 
come together, and yet there is 
very little interaction between the 
students and faculty of one build-
ing with the students and faculty 
of another. The music people 
didn't associate with the theater 
people, the theater people didn't 
associate with the speech and 
broadcasting people, and none of 
the performing arts people associ-
ated with any of the fine arts 
people. 

They were all engaged in the 
common act of using their God 
given talents and abilities to be 
creative and to inspire through 
whatever means they were famil-
iar with, but they stayed as far 
away from one another as the com-
puter club stayed from the ag ma-
jors!' There was a great deal of 
mistrust and suspicion between 
the departments, and even open 
competition between them for the 
generous funding from the private 
foundation. 

Why am I telling you this? What 
has this got to do with Munday, 
Texas? I'll tell you. This kind of 
division is present right here in 
our own town. We separate the 
rich from the poor, the white from 
the black, the black from the His- 
panic. We separate the educated 
from the uneducated, the people 
in town from the people who live 
in the country. We even separate 
the people who have lived here all 
their lives from the people who 
are newcomers (lived here less 
than 15 years). 

I suppose I could learn to toler-
ate that situation, but we have even 
let this separation into the body of 
Christ. We separate the old from 
the young, the youth from the col-
lege kids, the Baptist from the  

Methodist, and the protestant from 
the Catholic. 

Let me back up just a little. I 
don't mean by all this that we 
shouldn't have different denomi-
nations or that everybody should 
be the same. The division comes 
not in the name of the organiza-
tion or in its focus, but in the fear, 
suspicion, and mistrust between 
them, and I believe that all of us 
Can agree that there is more than 
enough of that going on. 

Twenty years of Christian 
struggle and Bible study have led 
me to the conclusion that there is 
really only one division in this 
world: people who know Jesus 
and people who should. I'm con-
vinced that this is the way God 
sees us, and consequently the way 
we should view each other. Even 
with this division, we are told to 
be out in the world, just not of the 
world. 

I'd like to encourage you to live 
out this Biblical principal by pur-
posefully getting involved with 
people who are not like you. Step 
out of yourself and get a different 
view. Let the world know with 
your life that Jesus doesn't recog-
nize all the divisions that are so 
common to us. This is what Jesus 
means when he says love your 
neighbor as yourself. 

"For in Christ there is no longer 
any division between Jew or gen-
tile, slave or free, civilized or bar-
baric, but Christ is all, and in all." 

- .Colossians 3:11
