Residing in Rome for the 
past year and a half has been 
the experience of a lifetime. 
Each day we are in awe of 
our beautiful, ancient sur-
roundings, gourmet foods at 
our fingertips, and wonder-
ful friendships formed with 
our Italian and patriot 
friends.
