MORE FOR OUR MONEY

On many occasions consumers without access
to the facts of the case have laid a large part of
the blame ‘for high prices at the door of the re-
tailer.

It would be far more logical and far more just
to conSider how much higher prices might be
had it not been for the tremendous progress re-
tailing has made over the years.

The development of the mass-distribution idea
is a first-class example. This revolutionary inno-
vation in retailing’s philosophy was pioneered by
the chain systems, and it is to the credit of other
types of merchants that they saw its merits and
efficiently adapted it to their own operations.
The whole principle of mass-distribution was and
is to sell more goods, to sell them at a lower unit
profit than was previously considered possible,

and to earn a satisfactory total profit through
the increased volume. Today many food retailers
keep, as profit, only one zent or a fraction more
out of each dollar their customers spend with
them. Retailers in other lines have a profit of
but three or four cents out of that dollar. In
other words, matters have reached the point
where if the retailers earned no profit whatso-
ever the saving to the consumer would be hardly
noticeable.

This is one of the fruits of open competition.
In the allegedly “gold old days” the village store-
keeper often had pretty much of a monopoly
and, being human, his prices often were based on
all-the-traffic-will-bear-theory. Today no retailer
has any monopoly on anything, and if the public
finds his prices or his stock or his services un-
acceptable he won’t last long in the business
world.

All things considered, we want more for our
money than we ever did before.

ANOTHER BLOW TO SOCIALIZED
MEDICINE

After a year of intensive study and work. the
President’s Commission on the Health Needs of
the Nation has issued its report. And one thing
is certain—it won’t please the advocates of soc-
ialized medicine or any variant thereof.

The report turns thumbs down on socialized
medicine, and points to the need for retaining
the traditional relationship betwan physician
and patient. It states that the big objective
should be to further improve and extend volun-
ary, privately financed prepaid health service.
The small' minority of indigents who are unable
to pay for this kind of service would be given
public assistance.

In other words, the Commission recognizes
that progress should and can be made within the
present framework of private medicine. It thus
substantiates, with a wealth of factual evidence
and expert opinion, what other observers have
been saying and writing ever since government-
bossed medicine became an issue in this country.
All kinds of claims and counter claims have
been made concerning the workings of socialized
medicine in Britain, which pretty much provided
the pattern for the last Administration’s com-
pulsory federal health insurance ‘scheme. But it
isn't debatable that the cost of the British plan
ran far beyond the estimates, that it became nec-
essary to again charge for certain services
which formerly had been “free”, and in many im-
portant directions the standards of medical care
suffered a marked decline,

In short—if we want better medicine for Amer-

ica, socialism would be the worst possible road
to take.

Non-Clog Screen Painting

method of painting screens (see illus-
tration) has been described in Ameri-

1952 Corn Tests
Are Announced

COLLEGE STATION — The
four newest yollow corn hybrids,
Texas 24, 26, 28 and 30, all de-
veloped and released by the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station, made outstanding rec-
ords in tests conducted dur-
ing 1952 at 21 widely scat-
%red locations in Texas.

exas 26 and 28 had the highest
vields when all locations were
cOnsidered. Texas 30 and 24
yvielded only slightly less and
were superior in resistance to
lodging and stalk breakage and
in freedom from damage by in-
sects and diseases .

According to the station ag-
ronomists, these four hybrids
have almost completely replaced
the older Texas hybrids. Seed
supplies last year were adquate
but the agronomists point out
that a shortage may occur this
year because of reduced seed
output caused by the drouth.

In commenting on the 1952
tests, the agronomists, say the
season was extremely variable
in different areas of the state.
In only one section—South Tex-
as—were  growing conditions
above normal. Test stations in
this area reported outstanding
yields. The average of all tests
at Lockhart was the highest in
the state, a very respectable 88.9

bushels per acre, for the 15 hy-
brids and varieties grown. Texas
30 produced 99 bushels an acre
at Lockhart while the average
for the five test stations in the
area was 56. 8bushels per acre.

In the state summary, Texas
26 and 28 are leaders each with
a yield of 45 bushels an acre.
Texas 30 and 24 ranked second
and third with yields of 43.9 and
43.1 bushels an acre, respective-
ly. Texas 15W made the best ov-
erall record for white hybrids
in the state tests.

The average yield for the four
newest Texas yellow hybrids in
all tests was.34.5 per cent great-
er than Surcropper, the highest
vielding open-pollinated variety
tested. The percentage increase
for the same hybrids over Sur-
cropper in the normally heavy
corn producing . North-Central
area of the state was 41.6 per-
cent. The 1952 tests and those of
past years show that the per-
centage increase in yields of
adapted hybrids over open-poll-
inated varities is greater when
growing conditions are on the
adverse side.

Corn growers are advised by
the agronomists to consider both
yield and other important char-
acteristics, such as lodging, stalk
breakage, unsound ears, damage
from insects and diseases and
shelling percentage, before se-
lecting a hybrid for planting on
their farm.

Based on all considerations,
the agronomists recommend the
following Texas hybrids for the
five corn-producing areas of the
state. In the southeast they rec-
ommend Texas 30, 24, 26 and 28
and 15W; for the Northeast,
Texas 30, 24, 28 and 15W; for
South-Central Texas, Texas 30,
24, 26, 28 and 15W; for North-
Central Texas, 30, 28, 26 and TR-
F 3 and for the Western area
Texas 26 and 28.

W, Cox,
State Health Officer, warns that
both are still in the experimental
stage. While they thold great
promise, much study will yet
have to be done before being
available to the general public,

In the meantime, Dr. Cox ad-
vises that everyone observe the
known rules of sanitation. These
practices have proven their valu-
ue not alone in the prevention
of polio, but of other diseases
such as typhoid fever, dysentery
anl malaria, Even when a defin-
ite preventive of polio is avail-
able to the public they should
not discontinue their efforts tow-
ard maintaining sanitary sur-
roundings.

Saniitation efforts should be
carried out every month and ev-
ery day in the year. Household-
ers, business houses and indus-
try are responsible for keeping
their property in a sanitary con-
dition. Cities must /furnish an
uncontaminated water supply,
maintain an efficient sewage
disposal system and proper gar-
bage collection and disposal.

Dr. Cox placed the responsi-
bility on the individual when he
said, “Insanitary places do not
make the person but the person
makes the places.” If you have
been lax in maintaining cleanli-
ness of your surroundings dur-
ing the past few months, now is
a good time to start an intensive
clean up. Texans can help pre-
vent disease and assure them-
selves of better health by main-
taining a high standard of sani-
tation.

lnteresf Rate
Would Be Less
Under Loan Bill

AUSTIN—The small loan bill
drawn up by a special commit-
tee of the State Bar of - Texas
and endorsed by the State Jun-
jor Bar sets ceiling on what the
borrower will have to pay and
this ceiling is less than now per-
mitted by statute and the regu-
lations of the State Insurance
Commission.

So declares Tom Reavley of
Jasper, president of the State
. Junior Bar.

What is called interest can not
now exceed 10 per cent a year
but the present statutes permit
a lender to collect other charges
which can run the cost up to 100
per cent or more, Reavley points
borrower what the items are call-
Yecredit investigation”, ‘“drawing
papers” and ‘“credit insurance.”

“But,” said the Junior Bar
head, “it doesn't matter to the
borrower what the iems are call-
ed. The practical test is, How
much does he have to pay be-
sides the principal?

“Under the bill we favor, all
charges—whether called interest
or anything else—can not be
more than 3 per cent a month
| on the unpaid balance, if the
loan is larger, then the rate is
less. The bill applies to loans of
$500 or under and it exempts
lenders already licensed by law,
such as banks, federal lending
agencies, certain cooperatives
and credit unions. Nor would
this bill aifect installment buy-
ing.

“Lenders will be licensed and
their books inspected by the
State Banking Commissioner.”

Reavley declared the small
loan bill is based on fairness to
both lender and borrower and
similar laws are in effect in 30
states.

FUTURE OF TEXAS
COTTON

The  new red scourge of Tex-
as' cotton fields is the pink boll-
worm. But there seems to be a
dangerous tendency on the part
of farmers to treat it casually,
Farmers have been confronted
with so many crises—drouths,
other insects, floods, low mark-
et that they fail to see the forest
for the trees. They quite under-
standably don’t get excited every
time some new ‘“threat” is an-
nounced.

But, in my opinion this pink
bollworm threat is something to
get excited about. It is a real
danger to the South’s basic in-
dustry, and poses perhaps a
bigger threat right here in Tex-
as than anywhere else. It could
quite conceivably put an end to
It is
that bad. Entomologists readily

many times over in the past two
or three years.

What is the history of this
dangerous cotton insect? Well,
in 1916, a Mexican cotton grow-
er found an odd kind of worm
in his fields. He thought at first
it might be the small “grub” of
the boll weevil.
sure. This particular worm had
a pinkish tinge; the well-known
weevil grub was distinctly white
in color. So the Mexican grower
gathered a handfull of infested
bolls and sent them to insect ex-
perts in the U. S. Department of
Agriculture. There the worm
made startling news.

Far from being a weevil grub,
it was, without doubt, the dread-
ed pink bollworm—the same
worm that had long been ravag-
ing cotton in other parts of the
world. This was its first record-
ed appearance on the North
American continent. How did the
pink bollworm get into Mexico?
No one is sure. But the best
guess is that it came from
Egypt where t h e pest has
abounded for years. Egyptian
planting seed had been imported
into Mexico in 1911, and there's
little doubt the pink bollworm
moved with it.

The Texas Spring Palace, to
display the State'’s resources op-
ened in Fort Worth in the Spring
of 1889—a large, two-story edi-
fice with eight towers and a
dome. Captain Paddock was pres-
dent of the association. More
than 100,000 attended, so it was
opened for a second season.

On the next to last night, the
band concert had ended and the

I grand ball was about to begin. A

thousand Dallas representatives
were just entering the palace
when there was a cry of “Fire!”
Shrieks rent the air and 7,000
persons rushed for the _doors.
The fire, starting on the second
floor, advanced with breath-tak-
ing swiftness because of the eas-
ily-consumed materials of the
decorations.

There was no time to combat
the flames but members of the
fire department and others di-
rected the panic-stricken to the
exits. Several firemen were

scorched.and others were injur-
ed by the rushing thousands.
One of the most active in the
rescue work was Al Haynie, a civ-
il .engineer, who .remained so
long in the doomed building that
he was badly burned and died
next day.

All Fort Worth sorrowed for
the young man—and the ladies
raised a fund for a monument,
which stands as a reminder of
his heroism and of the beautiful
Texas Spring Palace which was
destroyed on that May night in
1890,

« State’s Draft

Call For March Is
Highest In Years

AUSTIN—The biggest state
draft call in two years—calling
for the induction of 2,989 men
in March was announced Tues-
day by state Selective Service
headquarters.

Brigadier General Paul L.
Wakefield, state Selective Ser-
vice director, said that more
than 6,800 men also would be
examined in March to keep the
state ready to fill future calls.

Local board quotas for the
March induction call will be fig-
ured and placed in the mail on
or about February 10, the state
draft director said. The March
quotas for physical examinations
are scheduled to be sent to local
boards Tuesday.

General Wakefield said that
local boards will be authorized
to induct men in March down
to the age of 19 years and 9
months and examine men down
to the age of 19 years and 4
months.

Not many men below the age
of 20 will be inducted in March,
according to the state Selective
Service director. Local boards
will be advised to fil March
calls to the greatest extent poss-
ible with men 20 or older.

“I believe only a small percent-
age of those inducted in March
will be below the age of 20"
General Wakefield commented.
“Latest available figures from
our local boards show only 3536
men below 20 who are examined
and acceptable. Of course, this
number will grow between now
and March.”

The state draft director said
that present inductees for the
armed forces are replacements
for drafted men who are now
getting out after two years of
service.

Texas has inducted more than
52,000 men since beginning of
hostilities in Korea and has ex-
amined more than 125,000 during
the same period.
