For some months past, Land Bank
Commissioner as well as Federal
Land Bank loans have heen available)
for financing the purchase of farms
Prior to the broadening of their scope
Land Bank Commissioner loans could
be made only to refinance existing
indebtedness. |

From October 1, 1935 through Feb-
ruary 29, 1936, 4,160 new and rein-
stated applications were received by
the Federal Land Bank of Houston,
for amounts totaling $15, 023, 950.

Federal Land Bank loans now are
available through N. F. L. A's, said
Mr. Perkins, at the interest
rates in history and may be made for
the following purposes: (a) To pur-
chase land for agricultural uses; (b
to buy equipment, fertilizers, and live

However, the pur-
poses for Commissioner loans are
broader than for Land Bank loang
in that Commissioner loans may be
made to refinance any indebtedness
of the farmer without regard to its
purpose or the time it was made.
Indebtedness for which the farmer is
not personally liable, but which is
secured by a lien on his farm prop-'
erty, may also be refinanced.

A case of
color blindness was mentioned In 1684,
and others were noted In 1777 and
1779; but the most famous early In-
stance—from which the defect was
known as daltonism—was that of the
English chemist, John Dalton, who in
17, described his own case, Investl-
gations during the Nineteenth century
established the importance of color
blindness, especially in the mercantile |
marine and rallway service; and tests
were devised for applicants for such
positions.

The year 1036, the fiftieth of such
divine ambassadorship by the Aga
Khan, Is being made the occasion for
elaborate and ceremonlous celebration
wherever there are believers In the
Ismalll faith. From the far-flung cor-
ners of the world are pouring In vol
untary tributes of even greater value
and more magnificent splendor than
the regular annual tributes which the
Koran says must amount to 2% per
cent of the Income of every Ismalll
They are being stored In the Aga Hall
in Bombay, there to awalit redistribu-
tion to charity, educational and social
Institutiohs or the Aga’'s racing stables
and palatial villus,

Most of his enormous power the Aga
Khan owes to his paternal grandfather,
Hasan All Shah, Aga Khan I who
was born In Persia In 1800 and died In
Indin In 1881, Aga Khan | traced his
ancestry back Into prehistoric Persia
and back to the Beni-Fatimite ealiphs
who founded Calro In Egypt and were
the sons of Fatima, the daughter of
Mohammed.

Hasan All ruled over a province of
Persia perhaps too wisely and well, for
when he defended his people agalnst
cruel and oppressive taxes Imposed by
Fateh Al Shah, he incurred the mortal
wrath of that ruler of all Persia. Be-
cause ke had been the Shah’s friend.
however, he was allowed to escape dur-
ing the civil war which followed.

Hasan All, by this time an old man,
fled through Afghanistan to Bombay,

where he settled. He offered himself
fn service to the British army in
Afghanistan and among the frontier

tribes. His offers were accepted, but
held as of little importance, until It
became known that this first of the
Aga Khans was recelving voluntary trih-

ute year after year from all polots over

India. And when It was diseovered that
regular contributions were also pouring
Ie from many other oriental countries
and from Africa, John Bull's eodonial
representatives began to realize that
the holy leader of Ismalll was a rip-
pin' good man to have on their side.

The first Aga Khan's good work was
earried on by his son, Aga Khan I1.
